I. Procedure data

The competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor” in the field of
higher education, specifically in 3. Economic, social, and legal sciences, professional
direction 3.6. Law, with a scientific specialty in "Criminal Procedural Law," has been
announced for the requirements of the "Criminal Sciences" department at the Faculty of
Law at UNWE.

Ch. Assistant Dr. Pavel Smolicki, PhD, stands as the sole candidate in the
procedure for filling this academic position.

I1. Applicant data

Ch. Assistant Dr. Pavel Smolicki completed his Law degree at the Faculty of Law of
Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski™ in 1993. In 2011, he achieved the educational and
scientific degree of "Doctor" in Criminal Procedural Law. His academic journey began in
1999 when he assumed the position of "Assistant,” and by 2006, he progressed to the
academic rank of "Chief Assistant Professor.” Throughout his professional trajectory, he
has been dedicated to an academic career at UNWE, where he imparts knowledge in
Criminal Procedural Law, Fundamentals of Law, and Criminal Enforcement Law.

I11. Academic and teaching activity of the candidate
Ch. Assistant Dr. Pavel Smolicki, has been actively engaged as a lecturer in
Criminal Procedure Law since 1999. His enduring commitment to teaching reflects not
only his profound scientific interests in the realm of criminal law sciences but also
underscores his extensive and established experience as an educator in this discipline.

IV. Scientific activity of the candidate

Ch. Assistant Professor Pavel Smolicki, PhD, has submitted a comprehensive
portfolio of academic contributions for the competition review, including one
monograph and eleven articles and reports published in scientific journals and
proceedings of scientific conferences.

1. Monograph: "The Attorney in the Criminal Process of the Republic of
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Bulgaria" (M., Siela Norma AD, 2023, ISBN 978-954-28-4263-7):

This monograph is highlighted as a significant scientific work with substantial
contributions to legal science. Through a meticulous scientific analysis employing a
complex approach and a developed methodological toolkit, the author delves into the
procedural regulation. The work encompasses a comparative legal aspect, leading to
original conclusions that contribute to criminal procedural law. The monograph
addresses various scientific questions, proposes solutions to controversial issues,
bridges gaps in the legal framework, aids in resolving practical challenges in law
enforcement, and advocates for scientifically grounded improvements to legislative
matters.

The structured format of the work, comprising an introduction, three chapters,
and a conclusion, facilitates the independent and comprehensive analysis of the issues
presented. The chapters explore prerequisites for the constitution of the attorney, the
procedural position of the attorney, and the participation of the attorney in criminal
proceedings, each contributing valuable insights and proposals for legislative
advancements.

The initial chapter meticulously delves into pivotal aspects pertaining to the
establishment of the attorney, including the eligible individuals who can assume this role,
the circumstances warranting the revocation of this procedural participant, the procedural
order of constitution, and the rights and obligations inherent to the attorney. Additionally,
the chapter explores specific hypotheses within the procedural position of the attorney,
subjecting them to thorough investigation. The findings of this examination lead to
proposals de lege ferenda, suggesting prospective legal amendments for consideration.

The second chapter of the monograph, titled "Procedural Position of the Attorney,"
delves into the nature and characteristics inherent to this procedural participant. A
comprehensive exploration of the legal requirements for individuals eligible to have an
attorney and other entities involved in this institution is undertaken, fully elucidating its
content. This thorough examination raises scientific questions, prompting proposals for
legislative changes. Noteworthy among these proposals is the expansion of hypotheses
wherein private legal entities are entitled to be represented by an attorney. Furthermore,
the chapter conducts a legal analysis of the attorney's role through the lens of the
principles, functions, and tasks of the criminal process.

The subsequent third chapter is dedicated to the participation of the attorney in
criminal proceedings. The author scrutinizes the role of the attorney at different stages of
the process, providing a detailed analysis of their essence and content. A specific section
addresses the attorney's involvement in various proceedings. Drawing on this analysis,

the chapter puts forth proposals for new procedural powers of the attorney. Towards the
chapter's conclusion, a comparative legal study is employed to articulate the advantages
of specific provisions within the Bulgarian legal system concerning the arrangement of
the legal representative of private legal entities in the criminal process.

In the conclusion of the monograph, the scientific research results are summarized,
conclusions are organized systematically, and recommendations based on the findings
are presented.

2. The submitted articles and reports, characterized by their scientific nature, cover
a diverse array of topics within criminal procedural law. They showcase Ch. Assistant
Professor Pavel Smolicki, PhD's expansive interests in the field and his adeptness in
conducting thorough scientific research. Published in authoritative journals, these
writings reach a discerning and extensive audience, effectively highlighting the
candidate's noteworthy scientific achievements.

V. Scientific contributions

The applicant has provided a reference to their scientific contributions for the
competition materials, which is to be accepted without comments. The key points of
these contributions can be summarized as follows:

1. In-depth analysis and study of the procedural figure of the attorney in the Bulgarian
criminal process.

2. Revelation of the specific position of the attorney and the grounds for its
constitution, drawing theoretical and practical conclusions. Comparative analysis
with other procedural participants has been employed to analyze the manifestations
of the attorney.

3. Thorough examination of the essence of the attorney through comparative analysis
with the legislation of other countries.

4. Proposal of legislative improvements (de lege ferenda) to address established
imperfections, including amendments and additions to relevant provisions of the
Criminal Procedure Code (CPC).

V1. Conclusion

In the competition procedure, Ch. Assistant Dr. Pavel Petrov Smolichki fulfills all
the requirements outlined in Article 29 of the Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria for the academic position of "Associate Professor."
