The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Marketing and
Strategic Planning of the Faculty of Management and Administration of the UNWE according
to the Decision of the Academic Counsil Ne 4/28.06.2023. I participate in the scientific jury of
the competition according to the Order Ne2648/13.10.2023 of the Vice-Rector of the UNWE.

10. Information about the candidate in the competition

The only candidate in the announced competition is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatiana Neycheva-
Netseva-Porcheva.

The candidate was born in 1973 in Vratsa. She graduated in 1995 from the Vratsa
Faculty of Economics of the UNWE, majoring in Marketing and Management. Since 2006 she
has been a PhD in Economics with a specialization in Marketing, and since 2013 - Associate
Professor of Marketing at the Department of Marketing and Strategic Planning of the UNWE.

In the course of her academic growth Assoc. Prof. Netseva has successfully held
responsibility for numerous positions at the UNWE. She has been a member of the Advisory
Board of the "University Center for Marketing"; a member and Deputy Director of the
"Scientific Research Center for Marketing"; a member of the Faculty Counsil of the Faculty of
Management and Administration; a member of the Faculty Quality Committee of the same
Faculty; a member of the Faculty Committee for Evaluation and Approval of the Faculty's
Education Programs. Assoc. Prof. Netseva has served as Vice-Chair of the General Assembly
of the Faculty of Management and Administration, and was recently elected Chair of the
General Assembly of the Faculty for the 4-year term 2023-2027, which has already begun.
Within the Department of Marketing and Strategic Planning, Assoc. Prof. Netseva is the head



of the Marketing specialty for the Bachelor's degree in distance education.

Assoc. Prof. Netseva has solid commitments outside the UNWE also. I would like to
mention her lectures on Strategic Marketing, Industrial Markets Marketing and Services
Marketing at the Faculty of Economic and Social Sciences of Plovdiv University "Paisii
Hilendarski" - from 2015 until now. Outside the academic field, the work of Assoc. Prof.
Netseva successively as a senior specialist, expert and chief expert in the Market Regulation
Directorate of the Communications Regulation Commission in the period 1999-2009.

11. Fulfillment of the requirements for the academic position of Professor

Assoc. Prof. Netseva has submitted a report on the fulfillment of the minimum national
requirements under Article 2b (2) and (3) of the Law for the Development of Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria, and the additional requirements of the UNWE under Article 2b
(5) of the Law for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

With regard to the quantitative requirements for the academic position of Professor at
the UNWE, according to the submitted card, Assoc. Prof. Netseva fulfils both the normative
requirements of the law and the internal quantitative requirements of the UNWE. As regards
the national requirements, Assoc. Prof. Netseva scored 1075 points with a minimum of 550
points, in some groups of indicators the minimum requirement was exceeded more than 2
times. For the additional requirements of the UNWE according to the Law for the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 2b, paragraph 5) and the
Regulations for its implementation (Article 1a, paragraphs 2-3) the overperformance is again
clear - the candidate scores 1 060 points against the required 520 points. In total, the applicant
exceeded the quantitative requirements by nearly 2 times the required minimum, gaining 2 136
points.

With regard to the qualitative requirements for the position of Professor at the UNWE,
it should be noted that the candidate in the competition has demonstrated consistently high
achievements in most criteria; achievements that have been evaluated by the academic staff of
the UNWE and other universities, as well as by the heads of departments and state bodies as
meeting the highest scientific, teaching and practical-applied standards. First, I would like to
mention the participation of Assoc. Prof. Netseva in a significant number of scientific and
applied developments (more than 20), and large-scale and important in terms of results and
initiatives. Secondly, the number of curricula developed by the candidate in the competition -
both in Bulgarian and in English - is not small. Thirdly, the positions held by the candidate in
public organizations - the most important ones were mentioned above - contribute to
strengthening the good name and reputation of the UNWE and are an expression of the public
recognition of the professional achievements of Assoc. Prof. Netseva in practice.

12. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities

It is extremely gratifying and motivating when a member of the scientific jury can share
his or her own experiences of contact with the candidate for an academic position. I have



excellent impressions of the teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. Netseva since the moment when,
as PhD students, for the first time each of us gave exercises to the students of the Marketing
specialty. Later - already as assistant and associate professors in our department - we were
again faced with similar problems and had to learn from each other to solve them in the best
way. For the past 28 years that I have known Assoc. Prof. Netseva, I have repeatedly had the
pleasure to work in a team with her, to observe her and to learn from her tolerant, restrained,
empathetic, but at the same time - result-oriented - approach to people and problems.

My personal impressions, as well as the presented documents about the teaching work
of Assoc. Prof. Netseva, are grounds to conclude that she is a teacher with vast experience and
a real contribution to the development of the scientific fields in which she is active. For the
academic years following the acquisition of the academic position of Associate Professor, the
candidate in the competition has completed an academic workload in accredited higher
education institutions in the country exceeding 2 698 hours of lectures and 1 695 hours of
exercises.

Assoc. Prof. Netseva also teaches courses at other universities in the country - a
recognition of her experience and authority among fellow lecturers from other institutions.

Assoc. Prof. Netseva has been a supervisor of several PhD students at the Department
of Marketing and Strategic Planning, two of whom have already successfully defended their
PhD degrees.

The foregoing leads me to conclude that Assoc. Prof. Netseva is very well prepared for
the commitments and responsibilities associated with the academic position under this
competition.

13. Evaluation of submitted scientific works
13.1. Main areas of the candidate's research activity

The candidate participates in the competition for professor with 24 publications,
distributed as follows:

e monographs and chapters of monographs - 2 publications, including 1
independent and 1 chapter in a collective monograph;

e studies and articles - 10 in total, including 2 articles published in scientific
journals, refereed and indexed in Scopus;

e conference papers - 11 in total;

e university textbooks - 1 stand-alone.

The publication activity of Assoc. Prof. Netseva is focused on pricing policy and
pricing as a significant range of problems of modern theory and practice of Marketing. The
main thematic areas in the research activity of the candidate in the competition can be
systematized in 3 groups as follows:

e Theoretical problems of pricing - publications Nel, Ne2, No3, Ne6, No7, No§, Ne9,
Nel10, Nel4, Nel6, Nel9.



e Methodological issues of the survey and price determination - publications Nel,
Ne2, No3, Nell, Nel2, Nel3, Nel5.

e Price behaviour of firms in digital environment and in specific environmental
conditions - publications Ne5, Nel17, No2(, No21, No22, Ne23.

Unifying features of the publications of Assoc. Prof. Netseva are the setting of clear
objectives; the setting and application of a clear methodological framework; the
comprehensive coverage of the theoretical foundations of the phenomena studied; the precise
use of terminology and conceptual apparatus.

13.2.  Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained

The publications submitted by the candidate for review and participation in the
competition contain clear scientific and applied results.

Theoretically and methodologically, first of all, value-based pricing is studied. It is
found that a value-based pricing strategy can lead to better financial performance compared to
a cost-based pricing strategy and a competitor-based pricing strategy. Barriers to the use of the
product value-based pricing strategy for the customer are highlighted and the attitudes of the
business towards switching to this pricing strategy are examined.

Second, the relationship between pricing objectives and pricing strategies is
investigated by identifying which of the three pricing strategies - cost-based, competitor-priced
and customer-value-based - is applied by the firms according to their pricing objectives.

Third, a methodology for empirical investigation of firms' pricing is proposed. It
establishes how firms operating in Bulgaria set product prices, revealing the most commonly
used pricing objectives, strategies, methods, pricing tactics and the reasons for price adjustment
over time.

In scientific and applied terms, results are obtained on the pricing behavior of firms in
a digital environment. It is found that the pricing strategies of the vast majority of firms do not
differ between online and offline sales, and the most commonly used pricing strategies in a
digital environment are derived according to the revenue model used, according to the product
mix and according to the payment model. Furthermore, the knowledge about the pricing
behaviour of firms in economic crisis is enriched by developing specific recommendations for
pricing in economic crisis.

14. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

Familiarity with the publications of Assoc. Prof. Netseva's publications gives me
grounds to accept the following as her significant scientific contributions:
Firstly, in terms of theory and methodology, I can systematize the candidate's
contributions to the competition as follows:
4. Developing the theory and practice of value-based pricing.



5. Enrichment of the scientific knowledge on the relationship between pricing
objectives and pricing strategies and on the profile of firms according to the
adopted pricing strategy.

6. Existing knowledge on the specifics of investment product pricing, service
pricing, transfer pricing and waste pricing is expanded.

Second, in terms of the practical-applied aspect of Assoc. Prof. Netseva's research, the
following contributions can be formulated:

3. A methodology for an empirical study of firms' pricing is approbated.

4. The knowledge about the pricing behavior of firms in a digital environment and
under the specific conditions of economic crisis is enriched.

15. Critical comments and recommendations

The evaluation of the candidate in the competition shared so far gives me reason to note
that [ have no critical remarks, but only one recommendation: to expand the publication activity
beyond pricing issues, in which, as evidenced by the citation data, Assoc. Prof. Netseva is an
authority, to other areas of marketing, in which she has been successful as an author and course
holder - Services Marketing, B2B Marketing, Strategic Marketing, etc. This would enable an
even wider audience to benefit from her achievements in these areas. Of course, the greatest
benefit would be to the students for whose education we have a vocation and responsibility.

16. Conclusion

The evaluation of all the submitted materials for the competition shows that Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Tatiana Netseva fully meets the requirements of the Law for the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its application, as well as the
additional regulations of the UNWE on the conditions and procedure for holding academic
positions. The unquestionable expertise of the candidate in the competition gives me a
reason to give my positive assessment and to vote convincingly "Yes'" the election of
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatiana Neycheva Netseva-Porcheva as "Professor" in the professional
field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty '"Marketing (Price Policy)".
