1. Information about the competition

This promotion assessment process is for the academic position of Professor
at the University of National and World Economy (UNWE) in the professional field
3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "Marketing (Price Policy)". The process
(competition) was announced in issue 70 of 15.08.2023 of the State Gazette. This
opinion has been prepared in accordance with the Order No. 2648 / 13.10.2023 of the
Vice-Rector for Research and International Cooperation of the UNWE - Sofia for the
approval of the Scientific Jury for the competition, and by the decision of the first

meeting of the Jury, | have been appointed to prepare an opinion.

2. Brief information about the candidate

There is only one candidate - Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Neycheva Netseva-
Porcheva from the UNWE submitted documents for the announced competition.

I have known Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Netseva as a lecturer at the UNWE for
about two decades. In recent years we have seen each other repeatedly in the
department, as well as during participation in scientific juries. As a result of these
personal contacts and following her publishing activities, | have impressions of her as
an academic and author of books, articles and reports in the field of marketing and
prices and pricing.

Briefly the academic path of Assoc. Prof. Tatyana Netseva-Porcheva can be
presented as follows:

e PhD in the scientific specialty 05.02.26 "Marketing" (High Attestation
Commission (HAC)) since 2006.

e Successively Assistant Professor, Senior Assistant Professor and
Associate Professor at the Department of Marketing and Strategic
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Planning of the UNWE.

e She is working on a second contract at the Department of Marketing and
International Economic Relations of Paisii Hilendarski University of
Plovdiv.

e She teaches various courses in undergraduate and graduate programs
related to marketing and prices and pricing.

e Author of more than 50 academic publications, 24 of which are submitted
for participation in this competition.

e Participant in more than 20 scientific and applied and other developments,
in 8 of which after holding the academic position of Associate Professor.

e She uses English and Russian languages, which allows her to follow the
scientific literature in her areas of academic interest.

The documents submitted to the competition are meticulously prepared and
supported by solid evidence.

3. Fulfilling the requirements for the academic position
The candidate, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Netseva, meets the National Minimum
Requirements in accordance with the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB) (Arti. 2b) and the Regulations for its
implementation (Art. 1a, Para. 1).
3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Netseva has:
e Acquired the scientific and educational degree "Doctor" in 2006.
¢ She has been an associate professor at UNWE since 2013.
e She has published a monograph, presented as a major habilitation thesis;
e She has presented other original research works.
In the groups of requirements A, B, C, D, E and F with a minimum threshold of
550 points Assoc. Prof. Netseva has 1075 points.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Netseva fully meets the additional requirements of the
UNWE according to the ADASRB (Art. 2b, Para. 5) and the Regulations for its
application (Art. 1a, Para. 2-3) - with a minimum score of 520 points she collected
1060.5 points.

The total number of points 2135.5 exceeds considerably the minimum national
requirements and the additional requirements of the UNWE for holding the position of

"professor".



3.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

Over the years, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Netseva-Porcheva has held various

She has been retained as an expert on tariff policy issues by government and
judicial bodies. She is on the editorial board of three scientific journals. She has been
involved in 6 national research or education projects and 2 university projects, leading
1 of them. She has supervised two PhD students who successfully defended in 2019
and 2023.

The fulfilment of the qualitative criteria for holding the position of "Professor”
shows the high level of academic competence of the candidate, whose achievements
contribute to strengthening the authority of the UNWE and the Department of Marketing
and Strategic Planning.

According to the decision of the Habilitation Council of the UNWE, the
candidature of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Netseva-Porcheva meets the quantitative and

gualitative requirements for the academic position of Professor.

4. Evaluation of the candidate's teaching activity

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Netseva-Porcheva works on a basic contract and full-
time employment at the UNWE, but to this should be added her academic work on a
second contract at Paisii Hilendarski University of Plovdiv, Department of Marketing
and International Economic Relations.

She is the author of a number of curricula at Bachelor, Master and PhD level in
the field of marketing, prices and pricing (2 of which in English). She is a lecturer in the
following disciplines: "Price Policy", "Prices and Pricing", "Transfer Pricing",
"Marketing”, "B2B marketing", "Services Marketing" and etc. Assoc. Prof. Tatyana
Netseva has an audience of over 2600 hours of lectures and over 1600 hours of
exercises. The students' interest in the elective courses taught by her is emphasized.

All this gives me reason to give a high evaluation to the teaching activity of
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Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Netseva-Porcheva.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers/publications

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Netseva-Porcheva participated in the current

competition with 24 publications. These include: 1 independent monograph and 1 as

co-author; 10 articles in scientific journals (including 4 in English and 6 in Bulgarian - 2

of the articles in English are co-authored and published in journals indexed in Scopus);

11 papers at scientific conferences (including 4 in English and 7 in Bulgarian) and 1

independent textbook.

All the publications submitted for review elaborate and clarify key issues in the

theory and practice of the firm's pricing policy from a marketing perspective. They can

be divided into the following areas:

exploring the relationship between pricing objectives and pricing
strategies;

profiling of firms according to the pricing strategies adopted;

theory and practice of value-based pricing;

pricing behavior of firms in a digital environment;

pricing in crisis;

peculiarities of pricing services, investment products, etc.

| accept all publications submitted for review as fully relevant to the competition

and of high value for the following reasons:

they demonstrate a very high degree of knowledge of research
methodology and methodology and their application in the field of pricing
policy;

they are based on serious research that has a place in the candidate's
teaching activity at the UNWE and other universities;

they show and prove the academic growth of Assoc. Prof. Tatyana
Netseva to a high scientific level.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied

contributions of the candidate

6.2. Scientific and applied contributions

A methodology for profiling companies according to the adopted pricing
strategy was developed and approbated [Publication: 1, 2].

e A methodology for empirical research (qualitative and quantitative research)
on pricing by firms is developed and approbated. Results are presented on
the most commonly used pricing objectives, strategies, methods, pricing
tactics and reasons for price adjustment over time [Publications: 1, 11, 12,
13, 15].

e Knowledge about pricing behavior of firms in a digital environment is
enriched [Publications: 20, 21, 22].

e The knowledge about the pricing behavior of firms operating in Bulgaria in
conditions of economic crisis is enriched. Specific recommendations for
pricing in conditions of economic crisis are given [Publications: 5, 17, 23].

Based on the above, | am of the opinion that the contributions in the publications

of Assoc. Tatyana Netseva cover the profile of the announced competition in terms of
both content and quantity, and are sufficient for holding the academic position of

Professor.

7. Critical comments and recommendations

In the spirit of positive scientific criticism, | would point out the following: in my
opinion, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Netseva-Porcheva should take responsibility for
more publications that are accessible to users outside Bulgaria, especially with
publications in Scopus and Web of Science.

8. Conclusion
Based on all the above, | fully support the candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tatyana
Netseva-Porcheva in the competition for the academic position of Professor in

Marketing (Pricing Policy) at UNWE. | am convinced that she meets the recommended
