Re: Competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor" in the
professional field 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty "World Economy and International
Economic Relations (International Finance)" at UNWE.

1. Information for the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of International
Economic Relations and Business (IER and Business), Faculty of International Economics
and Politics at UNWE, according to the Decision of the Faculty Council Protocol Ne 4 /
21.01.2021 and the decision of the AC Ne 7 / 09.12.2020. The participation in the
composition of the scientific jury of the competition is according to Order No 451 /
04.03.2021 of the Vice-Rector for Research and International Cooperation of UNWE.

2. Short information for the candidate in the competition

One candidate has applied for the competition - Ch. Assistant Dr. Silvia Zaharieva
Kirova. The candidate is subsequently a part-time lecturer, assistant and Senior assistant at
the Department of International Economic Relations and Business at UNWE, and in recent
years has been responsible for preparing and conducting lectures and seminars in the
disciplines "International Finance™, "Monetary Unions"”, "Regulation of financial markets".
The candidate also has experience as a lecturer under a project of the Executive Agency for
Promotion of Small and Medium Enterprises.

The candidate receives an educational and scientific degree "Doctor" as a doctoral
student at the Department of IER and Business at the University of National and World
Economy with a dissertation on "Nominal and real convergence between the countries of the
European Monetary Union". The Master's degree is defended in the same department, and the
topic of the Master's thesis is "Problems and prospects for the enlargement of Economic and
Monetary Union in Europe”.

The candidate shows a logical sequence in his academic development and in the
choice of topics for his specialisation.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position
3.1. The candidate Ch. Assistant Dr. Silvia Zaharieva Kirova fulfills the quantitative

requirements for holding the academic position "Associate Professor” at UNWE. In
addition to the dissertation the candidate participated in the competition with a habilitation



thesis - a monograph on "Modern Architecture for Financial Stability"”, published in the
Publishing House of UNWE, 2020. The candidate has also published a number of articles
and reports published in unreferred journals with scientific review or published in edited
collective volumes; articles published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in other
international databases with scientific information; as well as participation in a collective
monograph. In 2018, the candidate also published a university textbook entitled
"International Finance". The candidate also has sufficient citations in monographs and
collective volumes with scientific review; citations or reviews in unreferred journals with
scientific review; as well as citations established in scientific journals, referenced and
indexed in other international databases with scientific information. Ch. Assistant Dr. Silvia
Kirova also participates in several research projects and two renowned associations in
Bulgaria. The candidate also has sufficient classroom employment.

3.2. The candidate Ch. Assistant Dr. Silvia Zaharieva Kirova also fulfills the quality
requirements for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor" at UNWE. The
candidate introduces and argues a new research approach to the problems of financial
stability, reflected in an independent author's study - the monograph "Modern Architecture
for Financial Stability”, UNWE, 2020. The candidate is a member of the editorial board of an
international journal and has reviewed monographs which are in his scientific field. The
candidate has also paid working visits to foreign universities, is a member of the organising
committee of the annual conference of the Department of IER and Business, dedicated to the
membership of the Republic of Bulgaria in the EU, as well as a member of the editorial board
and reviewer of scientific publications. for publication in a collection of reports from the
same conference. She is the chairman of the scientific jury in a competition for students’
essay on topics related to European economics, organised by the Student Council of UNWE
and the Department of IER and Business within the annual conference of the department. In
addition to participating in research projects, the candidate has also developed a syllabus for
the subject "Financial Market Regulation” for a master's program "International Finance and
Business”. She also participates in national and international forums closely related to the
realisation of her academic competence.

The Habilitation Council of the University of National and World Economy also
assessed positively the fulfilment of the quantitative and qualitative criteria by the applicant,
according to Minutes Ne 3 of a regular meeting held on 17 November 2020.

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity for each candidate separately

The candidate has extensive teaching experience and is prepared to take the position of
"Associate Professor" in the Department of IER and Business at UNWE. As already
mentioned, she is responsible for preparing and conducting lectures and exercises in the
disciplines "International Finance™ "Monetary Unions". "Regulation of financial markets". A
textbook entitled "International Finance™ was issued in 2018. The courses are well developed
and lined with appropriate materials. Students are interested in these courses. The disciplines
themselves are important and take into account the development of significant public
relations in the country, the EU and the world.



5. Brief description of the presented scientific papers / publications

The candidate has a rich scientific bibliography and publications, which on the one hand
are very well focused in closely related scientific fields. On the other hand, the candidate is
not limited to the study of only one topic, but covers a diverse set of questions and research
fields that have a clear connection between them.

An independent author's research, which is in the form of a monograph "Contemporary
Architecture for Financial Stability”, has a significant contribution because it examines a
subject that is not widely used in Bulgarian literature.

It is noteworthy that the candidate explores other contemporary and challenging topics,
which are currently developing very dynamically. Similar is the study of the development of
fintech technologies in Europe with a focus on financial services, which was published in
2019.

The candidate is exploring other new and challenging topics, such as the first steps
towards creating an EU banking union. This topic is especially relevant for Bulgaria, as the
country joined the Banking Union in 2020 through the mechanism of close cooperation with
the European Central Bank.

Related to this topic is another publication of the candidate, namely on the modern
aspects of the regulation of financial markets.

The candidate also has extensive research experience in the field of nominal and real
convergence of EU and euro area countries. The candidate also examines other current topics
such as the policy of the European Central Bank, support programs of EU countries and
others.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions
of the candidates

The candidate has significant scientific and research contributions. This is determined
both by his in-depth research publication and by his participation in research projects.

The monograph "Modern Architecture for Financial Stability” is a serious research
contribution, which introduces and argues a new research approach to the problems of
financial stability. As stated in the documents to the procedure, this is the first for Bulgaria
scientific study on financial stability as a new goal of public policy, as so far the issues of
financial stability have been considered mainly through the prism of financial crises, ie. lack
of financial stability.

The other scientific publications are independent contributions to the scientific literature
in the country, given that they explore fields and issues that are little analysed in scientific
papers in the country. These are the issues of fintech developments in the financial markets,
the creation of the Banking Union in the EU, the policies of the ECB and many others.

The candidate's participation in research projects complements in a very good way the
candidate's research contributions, again noticing the consistency and logical connection of
the candidate's scientific and research interests.



7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to each candidate individually

I have no critical remarks and recommendations to the candidate. My only
recommendation is to continue to develop consistently in the scientific field, as the country
needs specialists in the field of international finance, regulation of financial markets and
financial stability.
