1. Information about the Procedure

The Procedure is opened by demand of the Department of Entrepreneurship, Faculty of
Business of UNWE, according to a Decision of UNWE Academic Council Ne 4/28.06.2023.

I am a member of the Scientific Jury on this Procedure according to Ordinance Ne
2650/13.10.2023 of UNWE Rector.

2. Short information about the candidates on the Procedure

Documents for participation in the competition were submitted by one candidate -
Nikolay Angelov Dentchev. The candidate has a master's degree in applied economics from
the University of Ghent (Belgium), where in 2005 he defended his doctoral thesis on the
topic "Corporate social responsibility: Business logic, threats to competitiveness and
management challenges".

Nikolay Dentchev is currently Professor of Entrepreneurship and Corporate Social
Responsibility at the Free University of Brussels, Belgium at 30% and a full-time researcher
at the Institute of Entrepreneurship of the University of National and World Economy
(UNWE).

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for taking the academic position
3.1. Fulfilment of the quantitative requirements

According to the Scorecard submitted by the candidate for the fulfillment of the
quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position "Professor”, there is
fulfillment of the minimum requirements for all indicators, and for some of them, a
significant over-fulfillment is reported.

Nikolay Dentchev meets the National minimum requirements according to Article 2b of
the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and Article
1a, paragraph 1 of the Regulations for its implementation with a total of 1,184 points with a
minimum required of 550 points. With regard to the additional requirements for the UNWE



according to Art. 2b, paragraph 5 of the Law and Art. 1a, paragraphs 2-3 of the Rules for its
implementation, the total sum of points of the candidate is 1137 with a minimum required
sum of 520 points. The sum of the points from Sections | and Il of the Quantitative
Requirements Assessment Scorecard is 2,321 points, which significantly exceeds the
minimum required number of 1,070 points.

The candidate submitted 33 publications in the competition, including: one
independent monograph (habilitation thesis) and one co-authored monograph, two co-
authored textbooks and 29 studies, articles and reports published in scientific publications.
The thesis and two of the articles are independent publications, and the remaining 30
publications are co-authored. It should be noted that the majority (with 1-2 exceptions) of the
candidate's scientific output was published in English in the period 2018-2023, i.e. is the
result of the author's current scientific research.

Thirteen of the candidate's publications submitted for participation in the competition
were published in scientific journals indexed in Scopus. According to the Scopus reference as
of October 2023, this is half of the candidate's total number of publications in journals
indexed in Scopus. The rest of the candidate's publications in indexed publications are in the
period before 2017.

The significance and visibility of Dr. Nikolay Dentchev's publications for the
international scientific community is confirmed by the significant number of citations (733)
in publications indexed in Scopus.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

The presented Scorecard for the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements and the
additional documents and references confirm that the candidate fulfills the qualitative
requirements for occupying the academic position "Professor".

Dr. Nikolay Dentchev is an established researcher with an international contribution
in the field of social entrepreneurship. Along with numerous publications in this field, Dr.
Dentchev created and developed a Center for Social Entrepreneurship at the Free University
of Brussels. He is a member of the editorial boards of several renowned scientific journals
(Business and Society Review, Business & Society, Economic Alternatives) and has been a
visiting researcher at a number of European universities. Along with his research activity, the
candidate develops and presents at the Free University of Brussels and other European
universities as a guest lecturer educational courses on the disciplines "Social
Entrepreneurship™ and "Introduction to Management and HRM" for the bachelor's degree, as
well as the educational course for doctoral students “Publication of scientific papers in
refereed editions”, which establishes him as a lecturer with an international contribution to
the teaching of social entrepreneurship as a university course.

The candidate enjoys public recognition in the practice of social entrepreneurship.
There is a contribution to the establishment of the good name of UNWE through active
participation in the implementation of international scientific cooperation contracts
concluded by UNWE and coordination of the program for joint doctoral studies between
UNWE and the Free University of Brussels. It should be noted that after his appointment in
February 2022 as a researcher at the Institute of Entrepreneurship, the candidate noted in his
publications the affiliation with the UNWE.



4. Assessments of the teaching activities

The candidate's teaching experience was mainly gained at the Free University of
Brussels, where in the period 2012—2023 he had the standard lecture load, respectively in the
academic disciplines: Entrepreneurship (15 hours of lectures and 9 hours of exercises), Social
Entrepreneurship (27 hours of lectures and 12 hours of exercises), Corporate Social
Responsibility (27 hours of lectures and 12 hours of exercises) and Introduction to Human
Resource Management (20 hours of lectures). In addition, he has experience as a lecturer at
the Catholic University of Leuven in Brussels (2010-2019) and as a visiting lecturer at
universities in Italy (LUMCA), Austria, the Netherlands and France.

The candidate's previous commitment to teaching activities corresponds to his scientific
competence and the specifics of the competition and gives him a high degree of preparation
for occupying the academic position of “professor" at UNWE.

5. Short overview of submitted research publications

The candidate's publications submitted for participation in the competition can be
grouped in the following main areas:
— Social entrepreneurship (publications with No. 1,3,8,11,12,14,17,24,27,31,32,33);
— The role of universities for the development of social entrepreneurship and the
entrepreneurial ecosystem (publications with No. 2,9,10,16,19,23,25,28,29,30);
— Business models in social entrepreneurship (publications No. 4,7,18,22);
— Corporate social responsibility in the public sector and the role of governments
(publications No. 5,6,15,20,26).

The major part of the presented publications are in the scientific specialty of the
competition. The candidate has a clearly directed research focus on the issues of social
entrepreneurship. In this area are also the most significant scientific and applied results of the
candidate's research activity.

The candidate's publications rest on a sound theoretical foundation and a broad empirical
base. As a confirmation of this statement, | will point out that the candidate's habilitation
thesis "Universities in support of social entrepreneurs: propositions for boundary
conditions™ is based on the results of 672 completed questionnaires by social entrepreneurs
and 697 completed questionnaires by representatives of universities in Europe and Latin
America .

6. Overview of the major scientific and applied contributions of the candidates
Based on a thorough review of the scientific publications presented by the candidate,
several main scientific and scientific-applied contributions can be formulated:

6.1. An in-depth examination of the role of universities in supporting social
entrepreneurs with a definition of the existing barriers (restrictive conditions) and taking into
account the social aspect of academic entrepreneurship;

6.2. Categorizing the different types of support (DNA, Fuel, Hardware) in social
entrepreneurship ecosystems;

6.3. Applying an interdisciplinary method to research social entrepreneurship and
sustainable business models;



6.4. Highlighting the role of social entrepreneurship in helping vulnerable social
groups and stimulating the development of new perspectives for bottom of the pyramid
strategies.

7. Major critical notes and recommendations
I have no critical notes and recommendations.
