Regarding: Competition for taking the academic position of Professor at UNWE in the
Professional Field 3.8. "Economics”, scientific specialty "Economics and
Management (social entrepreneurship)”.

1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of the Entrepreneurship department
at Business Faculty of UNWE according to Decision of the AC No. 4/28.06.2023. |
participate in the composition of the scientific jury for the competition according to Order
No. 2650/13.10.2023 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate submitted documents for participation in the announced competition:
Nikolay Angelov Denchev. Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Denchev holds a Master's degree in
Applied Economics from the University of Ghent, Belgium and then a Doctorate in Applied
Economics from the same university, for which he received an award from the Flanders
Network for Business Ethics and CSP-Flanders (2006). According to the data from the Map
for the fulfilment of the quality requirements for the occupation of the academic positions
"professor” and "associate professor" at UNWE, he currently works at the Vrije Universiteit
Brussel, Belgium, Faculty of Social Sciences and Business School Solvay Department of
Business. From February 2022, he was appointed as a researcher at the Institute of
Entrepreneurship of the UNWE. The very data-rich reference provided by the applicant
shows extensive research, project, scientific and other activities, distinguished by a wide
scope and purposefulness.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for taking the academic position

According to the internal university regulations of the UNWE regarding the rules for
occupying the academic position of "professor”, each candidate should present to the
reviewers and the members of the scientific jury materials according to a list. Assoc. Dr.
Nikolay Denchev presents in a complete and sufficiently meaningful form all the required
materials, including the maps related to the quantitative and qualitative requirements for
occupying the academic position of "professor” at UNWE. According to information in the
Map for the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position
"professor” at UNWE, it is clear that the candidate meets all mandatory and additional
requirements, exceeding them more than twice, as a result of which, with a minimum number
of points for occupying the academic position "professor” at UNWE from 1070 points, he
provides publications and other related information for 2321 points.

According to the data from the Map for the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements,
the candidate submits for the purposes of the competition a monograp, entirely on the topic
of the announced academic position; a total of 10 co-authored publications (6 articles and



reports and 4 studies), published in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-
famous databases with scientific information; 4 publications (contributions to an article, a
report and 2 studies) indexed in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or published in edited
collective volumes and a total of 6 published chapters of collective monographs, of which
two are independent. The candidate is a recognizable scientist who in the world-famous
scientific information databases has an h-index in both databases of 13, with very high levels
of publication citations (740 citations in the one database and 596 citations in the other
database). The candidate has significant experience in the management of doctoral students,
leads and participates in a total of 7 national and international projects related to the subject
of the competition. In the additional requirements for the UNWE, the candidate also provides
impressive data to support his activity.

As for the fulfilment of the qualitative requirements, the presented evidence of
implementation confirms the purposeful and in-depth work of the candidate in affirming the
importance of social entrepreneurship in a world filled with mainly business interests. It is
rare to see evidence in almost all of these directions, and many prestigious and significant
ones are presented here.

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity of the candidate

The candidate, Assoc. Prof. Nikolay Denchev, PhD, has experience as a teacher,
leading lectures and seminars on academic disciplines within the scope of the competition.
This is evident from the information provided about his classroom employment, according to
which he conducted classes in Entrepreneurship, Social Entrepreneurship, Corporate Social
Responsibility, Introduction to Management and HRM and other related disciplines. Prepares
courses on Realization of Scientific Publications in Refereed Journals for the University of
Graz and co-authors a course on Business Innovations at Lumsa University, Rome. The
courses led and developed by him build on and expand the knowledge gained in the doctoral
degree and subsequent experience as a teacher in foreign universities, successfully
interweaving the project experience he acquired. The overall assessment of the teaching
experience and the degree of preparation of the candidate for the academic position in the
competition is positive.

5. Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications

Assoc. Dr. Nikolay Denchev presents a total of 33 publications, which by type and
volume cover:

- one monographic work on the topic "Universities in support of social entrepreneurs:
Propositions for boundary conditions" with a total volume of 104 pages.

- participation in a collective monograph on the topic "Social entrepreneurship and
vulnerable social groups”, with co-authors Marin, J. R., Ortuno, C. A., & Outsios, G. with no
authorship indicated and no reference in the Map for fulfilling the quantitative requirements
for occupying the academic position "Professor" at UNWE.

- two books in co-authorship with the character of textbooks on topics: A Financial
Guide for Social Entrepreneurs and How to breed Gazelles: Creating business for growth
with a total volume of authorship of 128 pages;

- 27 articles and reports in co-authorship, a significant part of which in scientific
publications, referenced and indexed in world-famous databases with scientific information;

- 2 independent chapters from collective monographs.

The main work in connection with the current competition is the monographic study on
the topic "Universities in support of social entrepreneurs: Propositions for boundary
conditions™, published this year. In it, the author links the support that universities can give to



the support of social entrepreneurship, focusing on the constraints that both sides place on
each other in order to enhance the quality of their interaction. The research is supported by
rich empirical material, which enables the author to draw conclusions and recommendations
relevant to practice.

The articles, studies, chapters of monographs and reports presented for the purposes of
the competition are generally in two broad areas of subject matter: social entrepreneurship
and corporate social responsibility. The candidate also works in the field of business
modelling, environmental aspects of entrepreneurship, etc.

Based on a review of the works, the following conclusions can be outlined:

« the publications make an impression with relevance in theoretical and practical terms
and cover various topics from entrepreneurship, social entrepreneurship and management;

* the candidate has a significant number of publications in Scopus and Web of Science;

» makes an impression on the candidate's participation in various projects, as a result of
which current sample surveys are published,

 the results of the candidate's active research activity have received appropriate
distribution outside Bulgaria, through their presentation at prestigious scientific forums.
