1. Information regarding the competition

The competition for the academic position “professor” in the scientific specialty
“World Economics and International Economic Relations (European Integration)” at
the UNWE, announced in the Official Journal No. 70/15.08.2023 has been launched by
the department of International relation of UNWE, a decision of the UNWE Academic
council Ne Ne 1/28.09.2023. My participation in the scientific jury for this competition
Is based upon Order Ne 2652 of the UNWE vice-rector forResearch.

Georgi Chankov
Georgiev. | have one recommendation to the candidate — to translate in English (after
the end of the procedure for the awarding of the academic degree “professor’’) and to
