1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of a department/faculty of the UNSS,
according to Decision of the AC No. 4./28.06.2023. | participate in the composition of the
scientific jury for the competition, according to Order No. 2652/13.10.2023 of the Vice-
Rector for Research and Development of the University of Warsaw.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

Associate Professor, Ph.D.Sc. Georgi Chankov Georgiev, UNSS is the only candidate. He is
a doctor of economic sciences, a member of the "International Relations” department in the
"International Economy and Politics™ faculty.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

Assoc. Ph.D.Sc. Chankov fulfills all the requirements of the ZRASRB (art. 2b) and the
Regulations for its application (art. 1a, par. 1) for registration as a professor at NACID. The
information in the submitted reference proves that the candidate meets the requirements for
the individual groups. In group I with habilitation thesis, publications, citations, number of
doctoral students, projects and others, the candidate covers 935 points out of the required 550
points.

In accordance with additional requirements for the UNSS according to the RASRB (Art. 2b,
Para. 5) and the Regulations for its application (Art. 1a, Para. 2-3) in group Il, the candidate
covers 965 points out of the required 520 points.

With the total of the two groups, it covers 1900 points out of the required 1070 points.

The information presented by Assoc. Doctor of Science Georgi Chankov, about his research
output and activity is serious proof of his qualities, meeting the requirements for the
academic position of professor.

4. Assessment of teaching and learning activity for each candidate separately

Assoc. Ph.D.Sc. Georgi Chankov is a long-time teacher at UNSS with proven knowledge on
the broad spectrum of international relations in the field of economics, energy policy and art.
In-depth knowledge in these areas enables him to professionally and affordably teach the
complex and dynamically changing matter. Students rate him highly as a teacher.

5. Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications

Assoc. Ph.D.Sc. Georgi Chankov successfully meets the requirements of NACID regarding
the number of publications. Three monographs are included in the list, including his
habilitation thesis "The Energy Policy of the European Union". The habilitation thesis also
determines the main scientific direction in which he works, namely "Economics™ and in
particular the scientific specialty "World Economy and MIE (European Integration)". The list
also includes one chapter in a collective monograph, 5 articles published in non-refereed
peer-reviewed journals or published in edited collective volumes, 2 studies in scientific



publications, referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases with scientific
information, one scientific aid and others.

The deposited scientific output proves the candidate's sustainable scientific interest in the
economy, in particular in energy. Essential is the candidate's research in the field of
international relations, where the interdisciplinary nature of his studies leads to fruitful and
effective results in the field of international security, economics and European political ideas.
A good impression is made by the exceptional precision, correctness and professionalism that
Assoc. Chankov manifests in his analyses. In the topics he researches, his successful
experiences in the field of geoenergy modeling are of essential importance, which in recent
years proves that energy once again becomes an effective political and economic tool.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the
candidates

The main conclusions about the scientific research activity of Assoc. Georgi Chankov are
concentrated in the deposited habilitation work. The author reasonably places main emphasis
on:

- The philosophy and ineffective application of the "green deal" in the European and national
context;

- The dangerous attempt to liberalize the energy market of the Union, combined with an
ineffective policy for the member states towards external energy suppliers;

- The potential and significance of Central Asia in the field of energy;

- The theoretical-methodological approach developed by the candidate for the study of the
European Union and the integration process, applicable to any other social system;

- Forecasts for the future development of the Union, made through the new methodological
approach. The concept of "integration™ has been redefined and the existing management
models have been analyzed with a view to characterizing the Union in its current form.

- Study of the EU's energy policy through a critical analysis of the neoliberal model, which is
dangerous for the economy and the security of European societies. The applicant proves that
its application to the energy market leads to market liberalization, the formation of
oligopolies and a general increase in prices, without increasing security.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to each candidate individually

Assoc. Ph.D.Sc. Chankov is a proven scientist with impressive results in various fields of the
vast international sphere. Each of the topics he explores is characterized by a high degree of
dynamism. This is especially characteristic of one of the main topics studied by him -
geoenergy. What he could do and will be useful for Bulgarian science is to continue his
research, enriching the theory and practice of international relations.

8. Conclusion

The candidate in the announced competition meets all the legal and internal regulatory
requirements of the UNSS for occupying the academic position of "professor”. The positive
assessment and conclusions made in the opinion about his teaching and research activities
give me the reason to give my categorical support for his candidacy. | suggest to the
respected members of the scientific jury to support the election of Assoc. Georgi Chankov
Georgiev for the academic position "Professor” in professional field 3.8.
