1. Information about the contest

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of International Relations,
Faculty of International Economics and Politics of UNWE, according to the Decision of the AC
Ne4/28.06.2023 in professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty World Economy and
international economic relations (European Integration). | am a member of the scientific jury
of the competition, according to the Order Ne 2652/13.10.2023 of the ViceRector of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the contest

Georgi Chankov Georgiev is the only candidate in the competition for professor and currently
he holds the academic position of associate professor at the Faculty of International Economics
and Politics, Department of International Relations - UNSS. Since 2008, he has a doctorate in
economics (2008). Since 2020, he obtained the degree of Doctor of Economic Sciences with
the research "The role of energy and transport factors in the structural transformation of the

European Union system™ (2020).

He acquired the qualification of a specialist in European integration from the K. Duisberg
Foundation, G. Stresemann Institute, Bonn, Germany. Georgi Chankov was a guest lecturer and
researcher at the following universities: Aachen University of Technology - Germany, at the

University of Economics, Bratislava, Technical University of Hanover — Germany.

He has attended Zhao Tong University, Shanghai, China under a project of the National
Research Foundation China Initiative — “’One Belt- One Road;” in the Black Sea region. He
was the head of two scientific projects at UNSS "Building free economic zones on the territory
of Bulgaria within the framework of the project "One Belt - One Road", (contract NID NI-
22/2020), "Geopolitical and geo-economic assessment of opportunities and the risks facing the

transport and energy sectors in the Black Sea region”, (contract NID 1-22/2014). Georgi



Chankov is a head of the scientific center "Europe - China™ at the UNSS and he is also a member

of the "Knowledge society".

He is a lecturer with long experience, he has written the books that show his scientific interests.
Most of his publications are dedicated to the problems of European integration, European
energy policy, geo-policy of the Middle Asia. He has published more than 50 articles and

reports from scientific conferences.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for the academic position of associate professor

The attached documents/map for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements and the
opinion of the Habilitation Council at the UNSS proves that the candidate meets the mandatory
conditions under the RSARB (Article 24 ), the minimum national requirements; as well as the
additional requirements for the UNSS according to the ZRASRB and PPZRASRB. The main
and additional indicators of the applicant significantly exceed the established requirements for

holding the academic position "professor".

Georgi Chankov published a total of 2 monographs. The monograph on the energy policy of
the EU named - "Energy Policy of the European Union", 2021 is the main habilitation work. -
Monograph not submitted as a major habilitation thesis - "Geopolitical and Geo-economic
Rivalries in Central Asia and the Caspian Region". Book based on a defended dissertation for
the award of the degree of Doctor of Science - "The European Union from a Systemic
Perspective. 14 Volume 1 - A scientific approach to integration: theories, models and concepts.

The author has not published an independent article in indexed scientific journals, which is an
omission. The candidate is a co-author of 2 studies in indexed editions Scopus and/or Web of
Science and 3 reports from scientific conferences, indexed in international database with
scientific information Scopus and/or Web of Science The studies are on EU energy policy

issues.

The author has published 11 articles in peer-reviewed scientific publications. In recent years,
the author has also worked on the problems of geo-economic and political rivalry in Asia and

the Black Sea region.

Among the qualitative criteria, his activity on scientific projects stands out. He is a member of
the editorial board of foreign magazines, he is the head of the "Europe-China" research center
at the UNSS.



Confirmation that the candidate meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements accepted
by the AC of UNSS for occupying the academic position "professor” is the opinion of the
Habilitation Council at UNSS (protocol No. 67/20.10.2023).

4. Evaluation of teaching activity

Georgi Chankov has been a lecturer in the Department of International Relations(UNSS) for
more than 20 years. He teaches the main subjects "European Integration”, "European
Civilization and Culture”, "Global Corporate Governance", "Corporate Governance in the EU"
in the Ministry of Education Department. Georgi Chankov is a proven teacher, he also actively
works on research related to global and European integration. Main courses are related to his
scientific issues. His participation in national science projects shows his interest in scientific
researches. He is the supervisor of 3 doctoral students, one of whom has defended his thesis.
His contribution to educational and teaching activities are four textbooks. The last textbook is

European Civilization and Culture. A Guide to Antiquity", published 2022.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific works/publications

Georgi Chankov participated in the competition with the main habilitation publication — ,,The
Energy Policy of the European Union“. The other monograph is Geopolitical and Geo-
economic Rivalries in Central Asia and the Caspian Region". The doctoral thesiis is published

as a monograph.

The author's articles are in the main areas of interest - the Energy Policy of the EU, China and
Central Asia in the geopolitical and economic environment. The scientific publications
intertwine economic and political analyses, highlight assessments of the current state and trends
in the political and economic development of the European Union, the dialectics of
globalization, the role of China and Central Asian countries in globalization.

He explores China's role in reformatting the system of international relations towards a new
investment strategy for energy resources. It explores China's One Belt One Road initiative in
depth in economic and political terms. Outside these main economic and geopolitical directions
are the publications dedicated to International Trade and Investments and Management of

Transnational Corporations.

He has published two articles as a -co-author in SCOPUS and Web of Science.. The article
"Testing the Applicability of "Ecologically Friendly" Energy Sources in Household Electricity
Consumption in Bulgaria™ explores the topic of energy diversification, specifically the carbon-

free mix, and the inefficiency of using solar parks is proven. The article "The energy strategy
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and energy policy of the European union”, also stands out with a critical analysis of energy

integration due to the policy-results gap.

It can definitely be said that his views on the neoliberal free market and modern protectionism,
as well as his evaluations and criticisms of the EU's energy policy stand out in his scientific

work.
5.1 Assessment of the monographic work

The main habilitation book of Georgi Chankov "Energy Policy of the European Union". The
author examines the EU's energy policy and its optimality as a result of the energy and gas
crisis. It is structured in an introduction, 6 interconnected parts, a conclusion and literature. The
total volume is 140 pages. The structure is tailored to the set research tasks. It is noteworthy
that it connects EU energy policy with environmental policy and Industry 4. The author
examines the changes in energy policy as a result of the Green Pact, climate change and defines
the model as the "Greening" of integration and energy. His researches has covered different

areas of energy policy, the advantages is a combination of political and economic analyses.

The author examines the changes in the structures of the EU's energy policy as a result of the
development of nuclear energy, the deprivation of the appearance and essence of Euratom. Gaps
in the implementation of the EU's energy strategy are pointed out, due to influence of
geopolitical and external factors to the interests of the Union and the member countries. He also

analyzes the relationship between energy and security.
It also analyzes the relationship between energy and security.

The more important contributions of the monograph can be systematized as follows:
Theoretically: The liberalization of the energy market of the Union, the wrong policy towards
external energy suppliers, geopolitical considerations dominate and they are not in the interest

of the Union are summarized and subjected to critical analysis the member countries.

In addition to political evaluation, the economic side of the EU's energy policy is presented
through the costs of energy-saving technologies and alternative sources of energy production.
According to the author, the price of electricity will increase and this will have negative
consequences for the European economy and industry. The examples from the member
countries regarding the energy policy and the liberalization of the energy market are of a

practical nature.
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5.2. Evaluation of a monograph that is not presented as the main habilitation thesis -

""""Geopolitical and Geo-economic Rivalries in Central Asia and the Caspian Region™.

The monograph is focused on the contemporary aspects of the role of the Central Asian region
in the world economy and the trade and investment policy implemented through the "One Belt
One Road" initiative strategy. The goal of the strategy is China's access to resources and trade
routes. Based on the theory of systems and transport connectivity, the author brings out the new

model of international economic relations between China and the Caspian region.

The author emphasizes rivalry in the supply of resources. An economic and social characteristic
of the Caspian countries, which are rich in raw materials, has been made. Also in a political
view, he considers the reduction of US hegemony in the region after leaving Afghanistan. Using
the systemic approach, Georgi Chankov presents the cooperation between the countries as
complex, but he defines the transit and peripheral countries. The author examines trade

relations, transport connectivity, infrastructure and transport costs.

The author uses a theoretical-applied approach to the study of international relations and his
thesis highlights on the reformation of the international relations system to a multipolar

structure.

The author criticizes the EU's trade policy towards China and other Central Asian countries and
the EU's inability to gain positions and defend its interests in the region.

The author demonstrates a good knowledge of economic and trade relations, as well as China's

policy of regional dominance implemented through the One Belt One Road Strategy.

The both monographs are distinguished by an interdisciplinary approach. In conclusion, the two
monographs are serious scientific studies with high relevance for the geopolitical environment

and economic relations in the conditions of competition for access to raw materials.

An advantage of scientific publications is the author's assessment under consideration, which
is supported by citations of other authors and by public data or information. The author sought
to combine geopolitical and economic assessments and to clarify the global political and
economic changes that lead to the transformation of the existing model of economic and trade

relations in terms of global development.

As a general assessment, 1 would like to emphasize that the issues addressed in the publications

are current and important for the future geopolitical and economic processes in Europe. A
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strong point of the monographs is that in each one the author's own opinion is felt together with

the cited established opinions in the given thematic area.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and applied scientific contributions
Georgi Chankov has formulated contributions following the presented publications, which can

be summarized as follows
Scientific contributions:

- - The knowledge about energy policy has been further developed and enriched, through a
critical analysis of the influence of political and economic factors on the energy policy of the
EU.

- Application of a complex and interdisciplinary approach to analyze political and economic

problems related to the integration of the EU and their policy towards third countries;

Contributions of an applied nature

- A new theoretical-methodological approach was built for the study of the integration
process and implementation of the energy policy based on geopolitical and economic
analysis;

- The gaps in the energy policy of the EU and the ,,Green Pact™ are highlighted. He has
summarized the political and economic factors for the weakening of the EU's position
in global geopolitics and in international relations.

- The factors for a change in the structure of international economic relations and for a
transition to a multipolar model are brought out.

- Analysis of the role of Central Asian countries in the field of energy and the transfer of
energy resources across the region and to China.

7. Critical comments and recommendations

Georgi Chankov's knowledge of the political and economic problems of European integration
is in-depth and versatile. In future research, it is good to have a more specific focus and
emphasize the effects and results of EU policy and China's strategies for global development,
for future liberalization or protectionism in international trade relations. In the future to expand

own publications in Scopus or Web of Science.
Conclusions

The submitted evaluations of the candidate's scientific, research and teaching activities prove
