1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of
International Relations, Faculty of International Economics and Politics of
UNWE, according to the Decision of the AC No4/28.06.2023 in professional
field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty World Economy and international
economic relations (European Integration). I am a member of the scientific jury
of the competition, according to the Order Ne 2652/13.10.2023 of the Vice-
Rector of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Assoc. Prof. Georgi Chankov
Georgiev, ScD in Economics, long-time member of the Department of
International Relations at the Faculty of International Economics and Politics.
He graduated with a Master's degree in International Relations from the same
Department in 1989, after which he was enrolled as a full-time doctoral student.
He has teaching experience as a full-time assistant professor at the Faculty of
Economics between 1995 and 2000 and as a guest lecturer at the Faculty of
International Relations at TU-Sofia since 1995. He has been a full-time lecturer
in the Department of International Relations at the UNWE since 2000. He
defended his PhD there in 2005 and was appointed to the position of Associate
Professor in 2012. In 2020, he defended a second doctorate in the Department
of Energy and Transport Economics at the UNWE. As a lecturer in the same
department, | had the opportunity to become thoroughly acquainted with the
way of work and the latest scientific achievements of my colleague, from which
| gained excellent impressions. It should also be emphasized that since the
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autumn of 2019 he has been the head of the Europe-China Research Centre at
the Department of Transport and Energy Economics.

The teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. Georgi Chankov consists in lecturing on
a wide range of subjects: in addition to the main one - "European Cooperation
and Economic Integration”, this also includes "Foreign Policy of Eastern
European Countries”, "Corporate Governance in Europe” and "European
Civilization and Culture" as part of the curriculum of International Relations,
Political Science and European Politics and Economics at the UNWE. To this
are added lectures for a limited period of time on "World Economy" to students
of other specialisations at the UNWE.

In FDIBA at TU-Sofia Assoc.Prof. Chankov lectures in International
Management and International Economic Relations in German at the Master's
programmes of the partner university in Braunschweig.

The research activity of Assoc. Ph. Chankov is focused in the following
areas:

- Geo-economics and geopolitics, including European integration and its
theoretical foundations.

- International trade and investment.

-Management of transnational corporations.

His diverse interests are evidenced by the course of lectures he has been
giving for 12 years on European art. In the last ten years, Assoc. Prof. Georgi
Chankov has been among the leading researchers of the Chinese One Belt One
Road Initiative. In connection with the defense of his dissertation for the degree
of Doctor of Science in the Department of Energy and Transport Economics, in
recent years he has shown a pronounced scientific interest in energy issues,
including EU energy policy. This has led him to lecture on these issues at
partner universities abroad. They are organised within the framework of the
specialisations under the German Academic Exchange Service and the Erasmus
programme.

Assoc. Prof. Georgi Chankov has extensive experience in the implementation
and management of research projects, including one international one. These
have been developed and applied in the economic fields in which the candidate
in the competition has his scientific interests.

3. Fulfilling the requirements for the academic position
3.1. Fulfilling the quantitative requirements

Assoc. Prof. Georgi Chankov has fully met the minimum national
requirements under the Law on National Education and Research (Article 2b)

and the Regulations for its application (Article 1a, paragraph 1) - 935 points
against the required 550 points. b, par.5) and the Regulations for its application
(art.1la, par.2-3) - 965 pts. against the requirement of 520 pts. The published 2
studies and 3 reports indexed in SCOPUS and/or Web of Science deserve a
positive evaluation. The candidate has authored 2 monographs and a book
based on a defended dissertation for the award of the degree of Doctor of
Science, together with a published university textbook; a total of 8 articles and
reports published in peer-reviewed journals; and 2 publications of chapters in
collective monographs; 3 citations in peer-reviewed journals and indexed in
world-renowned databases; 12 citations in peer-reviewed monographs and
collective volumes; 8 citations in non-peer-reviewed journals He has
participated in 2 international and has been the leader of 1 national research
project. He has been a supervisor of two successfully defended PhD students.

3.2. Fulfilling the quality requirements

According to the completed card and the opinion of the Habilitation Council
of the UNWE, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Chankov is characterized as an established
researcher with indisputable contributions to the national and international
development of knowledge in the field of European integration (on the topic of
the announced competition for "professor”). The series of monographs
analysing the integration process in Europe by introducing an original complex
theoretical approach can be pointed out as a significant scientific contribution.
Ph. Prof. Chankov was among the first Bulgarian scientists to appreciate the
importance of the Chinese One Belt One Road initiative and contributed to its
promotion through a series of scientific and journalistic materials, scientific
forums and the development of the project "One Belt One Road in the Black
Sea Region: an analysis of opportunities and risks for Bulgaria™, funded by the
National Research Fund.

Assoc. Ph.D. Chankov regularly participates in national and international
scientific forums, among which are noteworthy the conferences "International
Scientific Conference on Computer Science (COMSCI)" and "Diplomatic,
Economic and Cultural Relations between China and the Countries of Central
and Eastern Europe" of the Confucius Institute, V. Tarnovo.

Assoc. Prof. Chankov has numerous participations in scientific juries with
reviews or opinions at the UNWE, VFU, BAS and TU-Sofia.

The colleague has made a significant contribution to the promotion of the
reputation of the UNWE, the Faculty of International Economics and Politics
and the Department of International Relations through his numerous media
appearances - appearances on TV and radio programs, articles in high-
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circulation daily newspapers. He is a teacher and researcher of high ethics and
morals.

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities

Assoc. Chankov is an established and respected lecturer with more than
twenty-three years of experience at the UNWE. He has developed curricula and
taught lecture courses in the disciplines. He lectures on the subjects "Corporate
Governance in Europe" and "European Civilization and Culture" to students of
the specialisation "European Politics and Economics”. He also lectures on
Eastern Europe in International Relations to students of “International
Relations”.

The curricula he has developed are characterized by innovation and are
tailored to the need for constant updating of the material.

The teaching load of Assoc. Chankov shows that in the period 2018-2023 he
has consistently exceeded the norm for teaching workload established for the
UNWE. He also lectures in German at the Faculty of German Engineering
Education and Industrial Management at TU-Sofia UNWE in the Master's
degree programme.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers/publications

Assoc. Georgi Chankov participates in the competition with 2 monographs, 1
book, 2 studies, 2 chapters of a collective monograph, 11 articles and reports,
and also one textbook after acquiring the academic position "Associate
Professor” and after acquiring the scientific degree "Doctor of Economic
Sciences”, including;

- Habilitation thesis on "The Energy Policy of the European Union", Sofia,
2021, Publishing Complex of the UNWE, ISBN 978-619-528-2, 142 pages;

- Monograph not submitted as a major habilitation thesis - "Geopolitical and
Geo-economic Rivalries in Central Asia and the Caspian Region", UNWE
Publishing Complex, Sofia, 2021, ISBN 978-619-232-563-3, 126 pp.,

- Book based on a defended dissertation for the award of the degree of
Doctor of Science - "The European Union from a Systemic Perspective.

11 of the studies, articles and papers are in English), two of the studies and
two of the papers are co-authored.

5.1. The main areas of research activity are as follows:

- European integration, including a critical analysis of its theoretical
foundations, applying an interdisciplinary approach. Energy and EU energy
policy as a sub-area of European integration;

- Geo-economics and geo-energetics, with emphasis on the One Belt One
Road project, studied taking into account the political and technological factors
influencing its implementation.

5.2. Evaluation of the habilitation thesis - ""The Energy Policy of the
European Union™':

The monograph contains a detailed analysis of the EU Energy Policy in
several aspects: the attempt to liberalize and politicize the EU energy market,
the Green Deal as a concretization of a certain ideology in the energy sector and
alternative energy vehicles as a means to achieve its goals.

In addressing these themes, Assoc. Prof. Chankov demonstrates in-depth
knowledge in interrelated areas, as he combines political science with economic
analysis, supported in places with the necessary technical knowledge. The
scientific results achieved as a result of the analysis show the untenability of
this ideology and the energy policy based on it, in particular the Green Deal.
The correctness of the conclusions is evident from the events that began in the
summer of 2021. These results would be of high applied value if taken into
account in shaping the energy policy of the Republic of Bulgaria.

5.3. Evaluation of a monograph not submitted as a major habilitation
thesis - "Geopolitical and Geo-economic Rivalries in Central Asia and the
Caspian Region'":

The monograph analyzes the importance of Central Asia as a node of
geopolitical and geo-economic rivalry for access to resources and trade routes.
Using the author's self-developed complex systems-based approach, the
reformatting of the international relations system towards a multi-polar one and
the construction of a new infrastructure of international economic relations is
explored, with China's One Belt One Road initiative as an opportunity in this
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regard. The approach is again interdisciplinary. The possibilities of playing the
role of such a structure are analysed. The specific interests and policies of the
main actors in this rivalry are examined and the European Union's policy in the
region is assessed.

The findings draw attention to the growing importance of the Central Asian
region in the global economy and politics, and also to the EU's inability to
assert its interests in competition with other players in the region.
Developments since the publication of the monograph show the correctness of
the conclusions and testify to the forward-looking nature of the study, e.g. the
predictions related to the development of the North-South corridor.

5.4. Evaluation of a book based on a defended dissertation for the degree of
Doctor of Science - ""The European Union from a Systemic Perspective.
Volume 1 - A scientific approach to integration: theories, models and
concepts. Ideology™':

This book presents the theoretical part of the higher doctorate, devoted to the
European integration. It solves the task of building a reliable theoretical and
methodological approach to the study of the European Union and the
integration process. On the basis of formal sciences including Cybernetics and
variants of General Systems Theory a foundation of social sciences (sociology,
political science) is built on a "soft" methodological basis. The theoretical
"pyramid” is completed with formal theories of integration combined into
practical-applied theories of international relations. Thus, a tool with a universal
purpose is built - fit for the study of social systems other than the EU. In
addition to the theoretical model, the basic concepts of integration are redefined
and the ideology of the EU is analysed as a specific expression of the systemic
characteristics of integration.

The content of this book constitutes a large part of the scientific contribution
of Assoc. Prof. Chankov and has a high practical-applied value both in the
study of the unification processes in Europe and the study of other complex
social systems.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

| accept the contributions structured by the candidate and summarize them as
follows:

6.1. Scientific and theoretical contributions
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- An original theoretical and methodological approach to the study of the
European Union and the integration process has been developed, which is
universally applicable, together with an innovative definition and interpretation
of basic theoretical concepts;

- A creative method has been applied to combine technological, political and
economic factors in the study of processes and phenomena in international
economic and political relations, including energy and logistics. An
interdisciplinary approach to analyzing and solving complex societal problems
Is advocated;

6.2. Contributions of an applied nature

- A critical analysis of the EU's energy ideology and policy is made, pointing
out weaknesses in its governance, technological rationale, economic
calculations and geopolitical moves of the Union. The concept of the Green
Deal itself is subjected to serious criticism;

- A critical analysis is made of the internal state of the EU in various areas -
monetary and financial policy, governance, ideology, and problems are
identified that should be taken into account in the conduct of Bulgaria's policy
as a member state of the Union;

- The Chinese initiative "One Belt - One Road" is analyzed as a factor for
change in the existing international order, with the opportunities and challenges
it poses to the EU and to Bulgaria as a member state of the Union;

7. Critical comments and recommendations

The overall analysis of the volume and content of the rich and focused
research and teaching work of Assoc. Prof. Georgi Chankov give me grounds
for formulating three remarks and recommendations::

1) With regard to the monographic work - the development sets significant
goals both in scope and in depth of the considered issues. However, the topic is
such that it requires constant refinement - current events (the conflicts in
Ukraine, the Middle East and the Caucasus) constantly influence the
conjuncture in the energy sector and necessitate a re-evaluation of decisions
already taken. It is recommended that the author continue his research work on
this topic by adding scenarios - pessimistic and optimistic for the development
of the energy sector of the Union.

2) The same recommendation is addressed to the second monograph
submitted to the competition.
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3) With regard to the third monograph, | would recommend that the author
make efforts to promote it at scientific conferences, in order to provoke
discussion and encourage more theoretical work at home and abroad on this
Important topic.

8. Conclusion

As a result of the thorough review of the personal characteristics of the
