Georgi Chankov Georgiev is the only candidate in the competition for
professorship and currently holds the academic position of associate professor
at the Faculty of International Economics and Politics, Department of
International Relations at UNWE. The candidate is a doctor of economics
(2008) with the topic: "The internal market and the integration process in the
European Union" and a doctor of economic sciences with the topic: "“The role of
energy and transport factors in the structural transformation of the European
Union system" (2020 ). He acquired the qualification of a specialist in European
integration from the K. Duisberg Foundation, the G. Stresemann Institute,
Bonn, Germany,
The candidate was a guest lecturer at the University of Heilbronn (2018, 2017),
at the Institute of Technology, Karlsruhe, (2014, 2013, 2012, 2011, 2009, 2007,



2003), at the Aachen University of Technology "Institute of History", at
the"Stopanski faculty" - Department of "Economic Didactics", at the University
of Economics, Bratislava, at the Faculty of "International Relations” 2016 -
2005, at the Technical University of Hanover, Faculty of "Law" (2003, 2000,
1997, 1995), at the Technical University of Braunschweig "Economics faculty™"
- Department of "Management”. He specialized at Zhao Tong University,
Shanghai, China.
The candidate is the Head of the scientific research center "Europe - China" at
the UNWE and he is also a member of the "Knowledge society".
The candidate leads the project "The Chinese initiative "One Belt - One Road"
in the Black Sea region: analysis of opportunities and risks for Bulgaria",
(project KP-06-H55/15), from the National Fund "Scientific Research”.
He is the Head of the project "Construction of free economic zones on the
territory of Bulgaria within the framework of the "One Belt - One Road"
project (contract NID NI-22/2020). He is also the Head of the"Geopolitical and
geoeconomic assessment of opportunities and risks in the transport and energy
sectors The Black Sea Region™, (contract NID 1-22/2014).
Georgi Chankov participated in and independently developed a series of
scientific and applied projects for the needs of the Interuniversity Center for
Career Development at UNWE and implemented other independent projects
that are part of the scientific research program of UNWE and for the benefit of
the lecturer process.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for the achievement of the
academic position
The map for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for the acquirement
of the academic position "professor at UNWE, shows that Assoc. Prof. Georgi
Chankov has fulfilled the national minimum requirements, as the total amount
of points realized under section | and Il amounts to 1900 against the required
minimum threshold of 970 points . A total of 5 books have been published.
The habilitation work is dedicated to the energy policy of the EU. ("Energy
policy of the European Union", Sofia, 2021, UNWE Publishing Complex, ISBN
978-619-528-2). He has published a book dedicated to the candidate's research



interests in Asia. ("Geopolitical and Geoeconomic Rivalries in Central Asia and
the Caspian Region"”, UNWE Publishing Complex, Sofia, 2021, ISBN 978-619-
232-563-3), He published a book based on a dissertation on the topic: "The
European Union from a systemic point of view. Volume 1 - A Scientific
Approach to Integration: Theories, Models and Concepts. Ideology”, Sofia,
"Avangard Prima", 2020, ISBN 978-619-239-486-1). Other publications noted
in detail and truthfully in the list of publications are 7 studies, 56 reports and
articles. The multifacetedness of the topics developed by the candidate in recent
years is striking.
The card for fulfilling the qualitative requirements for the academic position of
professor shows that the candidate has achieved high results in the main
sections. The presented publications show the diverse and multidisciplinary
scientific interests of the author. The candidate is a member of foreign editorial
boards, he is the Head of the scientific research center "Europe-China" at
UNWE and he actively participated in scientific juries both at UNWE and in
other scientific units.
Assoc. Prof. Georgi Chankov is the supervisor of 3 doctoral students and has
one doctoral student who obtained a doctoral degree. He is an established
lecturer at UNWE and in foreign educational institutions. The candidate is an
active participant in international conferences. The data show that the scientific
and teaching activity of the candidate is in practice well above the required
minimum for holding the scientific position of professor.
This statement is also confirmed by the Habilitation Council at UNWE, which,
according to protocol No. 67/20.10.2023, confirms that Associate Professor
Georgi Chankov is allowed to participate in a competition for the academic
position of "professor™ in scientific direction 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty

4. Evaluation of lecturer and learning activity
The activity of Assoc. Prof. Georgi Chankov in the field of educational and
lecturer activity is impressive and proof of this is the fact that the candidate is a
holder of the disciplines "European Integration”, "European Civilization and
Culture”, "Global Corporate Management”, "Corporate Management in EU",
"Foreign policy of Eastern European countries™. He assists in the development
of teaching activities in the disciplines "Theory of foreign policy",
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"Comparative analyzes of foreign policy theories", "Introduction to foreign
policy",
The candidate participates in the preparation of curricula for the needs of the
bachelor's degree and in the introduction of a new discipline "Eastern Europe in
International Relations" for the needs of the Department.
The candidate's educational and teaching activity shows extensive lecturer
experience and the candidate's academic competence is in accordance with the
requirements of the competition.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific
works/publications
One of the main and current directions of the candidate's research activity is the
study of the essence of integration in the field of the EU energy sector, within
the framework of environmental policies and the objectives of the New
Industrial Policy. Based on in-depth research, the author derives realistic
results.
Another direction in which the candidate orients his research is the study of
China's "One Belt - One Road" initiative, in the context of China's foreign
economic policy, for active trade expansion in the world.
The candidate's scientific research extends to issues, such as the geographical
pre-determination of global trade in goods and within EU borders, as well as to
clarify the specificities of the EU's internal market and its impact on companies.
Other directions of the research activity are studies in the field of the model of
Western European integration, as well as the EU integration of the Central and
Eastern Europe (CEE) economies. He developed EU expansion policies such as
the Eastern Partnership, which did not prove to be a sufficiently convincing tool
for expanding the EU's sphere of influence. In the context of EU energy policy,
the candidate focuses on the prices of energy carriers and on the efficiency of
using one or another type of energy resource in conditions of a highly
complicated geopolitical environment.
The main scientific and scientific-applied results in the works of Assoc. Prof.
Georgi Chankov derive from the complete mentioned publications. According
the development of European integration, the empirical studies at the EU level
are combined with the peculiarities of the national economic interests of the
member states. When revealing the essence of the researched question, the
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author seeks to clarify and argue his views, specifically emphasizing the
shortcomings of one or another conceptual model.

Regarding the EU energy integration, the main aspects of the influence of
factors that affect the formation of the energy mix are highlighted. Specific data
were sought for divergence in the objectives and the essence of the EU energy
policy, due to the difficult balance between the member states in the formation
of the energy policy, depending mainly on political, technological and
economic factors. It is rightly emphasized that the divergence between the
neoliberal theoretical model and the expanding protectionism in international
trade relations poses new challenges and affects the effectiveness of the EU's
energy policy.

An important issue for the world economy is the conclusions regarding the geo-
economic and geo-political changes in the balance of power in the international
economy. It is emphasized that the main factor influencing the main directions
of world economy development is the positioning of China in the international
trade and investment market. In this regard, interesting results have been
obtained from the implementation of China's "One Belt One Road" initiative,
which, despite emerging limitations, continues to achieve its main goals.

In this regard, the research of Central Asia as a hub for access to resources and
trade routes that have been used as major arteries for the transfer of goods since
antiquity is a contribution. Results have been presented that show the gradual
change in the sphere of international relations towards the emergence of a
multipolar world order.

Also of interest is the presented model for measuring the consequences of the
entry of a given economy into the euro area. The model is based on a
comparison of long-term data on ten economic and social indicators in countries
in and outside the euro area. The model is based on socio-economic
performance and the poor performance of the common European currency is
proven.

The scientific contributions in the main habilitation thesis ("Energy Policy of
the European Union", Sofia, 2021, Publishing complex of UNWE, ISBN 978-
619-528-2) can be synthesized in several directions in the context of the
multifaceted nature of this research. The changes in the structures of the EU's
energy policy are explained, such as the controversial development of nuclear
energy, the loss of the appearance and essence of Euratom. This process is
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connected with the changes of the EU's energy policy in the context of the
large-scale initiatives related to the achievement of the green deal of the
digitalization of the circular economy of the European economy and in this
connection with the implementation of the New Industrial Strategy and Policy
of the EU (Economy 4.0. 5.0 and etc.).
The gaps in the implementation of the EU's energy strategy are highlighted,
which is distorted due to the strong geopolitical influence and factors external
to the interests of the Union and the member states. Considerable attention in
the research is given to the relationship between energy and security. In this
direction, the author rises a number of questions and seeks answers to the
relationship between the political intervention by the European Commission in
the implementation of energy projects and the political compulsion to follow a
foreign policy, which negatively affects the economic interests of most member
states. The relationship between energy policy and security is also linked to the
intensive implementation in the EU member states of energy-saving
technologies and alternative sources of energy production, which will result in
an increase in the price of electricity and a negative impact on the development
of the European economy and industry.
The controversial energy policy will have a political resonance in the EU and
should lead, albeit doubtfully, to a rethinking of the policy of the European
Commission in the future.

| have known Georgi Chankov Georgiev for years, and my general impression
of him is that he is a person with a rich general and economic culture, with life
and professional experience, which shows the obvious aspiration for ever
deeper entry into the field of international relations and the international
economy , as well as to clarify global political and geostrategic changes in the
world.
