9. Information about the competition
The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Political
Economy, Faculty of General Economics at UNWE, according to Decision of the
Academic Council No. 4/28.06.2023. | take part as a member of the scientific jury for the
competition according to Order No. 3127/17.11.2023 of the Rector of UNWE.

10. Brief information about the candidates in the competition
One candidate participated in the competition — Chief Assistant Professor Hristo
Vasilev Prodanov, PhD, UNWE, Department of Political Economy

11. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

According to the provided information from the completed cards for quantitative and
qualitative requirements of Chief Assistant Professor Hristo Vasilev Prodanov, PhD the
following conclusions could be made. The quantitative and qualitative requirements for the
position of Associate Professor are met by the candidate and are in accordance with the Act
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for



its implementation and that of the UNWE, and for the individual positions they even

exceed these requirements.

12. Assessment of training and teaching activities for each candidate separately
Chief Assistant Professor Hristo Vasilev Prodanov, PhD, has the necessary teaching
experience to hold the academic position of Associate Professor. He has been giving
lectures and seminars at UNWE since 2010 to the present, having met the required
auditorium load. He has developed curricula and lecture courses for the Bachelor’s and

Master’s Programmes for the Department of Political Economy.

13. Brief description of the presented research works/publications

The main trends of the candidate’s research activity are in the field of digital
technology and its application. Two monographs, participation in a collective monograph, a
text-book, four papers, ten articles published in refereed scientific journals, presentations
and articles published in non-refereed journals and in various media are presented.

Characteristics of the candidate 's habilitation work

The habilitation work was focused to three systemic /I assume social systems/
characteristics of the modern world - exponentiality, convergence and subversiveness.

The term exponentiality has been used in mathematics, as in economics it could be
understood as an accelerator, an accelerator of growth or decline. According to the author,
every industrial revolution had reduced the manufacturing time, as more things were
produced per unit of time. That was the case in the field of digital technology, however in
the various production trends of essential goods, for example, agriculture, food industry,
etc., time had remained to be a crucial factor, and even biotechnologies could not have an
impact on the production time. The author’s contribution was that he had analyzed
exponentiality in the social groups, the emergence of startups, their rapid success in some
cases or their end in others.

Convergence has been the second feature of modern society that the author explored. A
networked society and economy of ever greater interdependence has been being created —
global network chains that could be broken and moved according to the circumstances and

productions.



Subversiveness has been the third specifics of modernity explored in the monograph.
Creative destruction, according to Joseph Schumpeter, the issue of how the novelty
destroys the existing, fragility in the modern world was presented by the candidate as a
systemic characteristic — subversiveness. New technologies destroy the existence of some
social groups at the expense of others, some professions disappear and others appear,
which had become a fact — influencers, trolls, hackers.

The candidate’s main thesis was that in the presence of these systemic characteristics,
crises and uncertainties become chronic for the modern world, whereby the state must
create institutions that meet the systemic characteristics.

Description of the rest of the candidate ’s scientific works

The research works of Chief Assistant Professor Hristo Prodanov, PhD were dedicated
to current topics in the field of digital technologies, such as digital policy, virtual worlds,
social networks, gross data, etc. The candidate had explored how modern technologies
have changed the way people communicate, the manufacturing and exchange practices,
economic theory, politics, institutions. The Internet has created platforms, markets,
information that did not exist before it; all these new forms have been explored by the
candidate. Unlike previous technologies that were focused mostly in manufacturing and
transportation and logistics, modern technologies have been modifying communications,
markets and socializing. A positive aspect of the candidate’s research is that some of the
negative features of the new digital technologies are revealed.

14. Summarized evaluation of the main research and research-applied
contributions of the candidates
The candidate’s scientific work has the following research and research-applied
contributions:
- various aspects of the modern global economy, that have been changing by
digital technologies, were studied,
- the very changes carried out by digital technologies were investigated,
- the versatile digital policies in the networked societies of an increasingly
complex world were investigated;

- digital technologies and their role in the capitalism development under these



conditions were analyzed;

- correlation was established between digital technologies and the fundamental
economic theory — political economy;

- it was explored gross data and how it was changing the economic theory.

15. Main critical comments and recommendations to each candidate individually

It should be pointed out that Chief Associate Professor Hristo Prodanov, Ph.D., also has
extensive background in Political Science and Philosophy, which means a wider range of
research. My recommendation to the candidate is to analyze other authors whose works are
not within the framework of industrial revolutions and the global development as a
continuous progress, such as John Gray, Noam Chomsky, David Graeber, etc. The idea of a
fourth industrial revolution, which could be traced in the candidate’s works, belongs to
Klaus Schwab, the founder of the World Economic Forum, associated by many authors
with the global oligarchy, which annually attracts the protests of anti-globalists. Schwab’s
theses are by no means uncontroversial, and there are many scholars who oppose them. The
text books are for students, not to ask and solve fundamental questions such as the future of

capitalism, they should contain topics included in curricula of the students.

16. Conclusion
With a view of the above stated, | express a positive opinion on the candidacy of
Chief Assistant Professor Hristo Vasilev Prodanov, PhD. | believe that the candidate meets
the requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of
Bulgaria, the rules for acquiring scientific degrees and occupying academic positions of the
UNWE. | propose to the respected scientific jury to award Chief Assistant Professor Hristo
