1. Information about the competition

The competitive selection procedure was announced for the needs of the UNWE
Department of Political Economy/Faculty of Economics according to Decision of
the AC No 4/28.06.2023. | participate in the Scientific Jury in accordance with
Order No 2645/13.10.2023 of the Vice-Rector in research activities of UNWE.

2. Information for candidates in the competition

In the announced competitive selective procedure for the academic position
of Associate Professor in scientific specialty Political Economy (Digital Economy)
at the UNWE participates only one candidate — Hristo Vasilev Prodanov, Assistant
Professor, Doctor of Economics at the Political Economy Department, University
of National and World Economy (UNWE), who submitted the required documents.

Hristo Prodanov holds a bachelor's degree in "'Political Science' (2004)
from the Faculty of Philosophy/SU "St. Climent Ohridski" and a master’s degree in
“Political management from the Faculty of Philosophy/SU "St. Climent Ohridski".



In 2010 he prepared a dissertation on "Digitalization of Political Communi-
cations and Transformation of Politics™ at the Political Science Department of the
Faculty of Philosophy of Sofia University "St. Climent", which he defended at the
SNC in Political Science at the Higher Attestation Commission and acquired a PhD
in the scientific specialty "Political Science".

The candidate has practical experience in the political processes of the
country as an observer of the local elections in Sofia (2005) and a political
scientist in the political organization (2006-16).

From 2010 to 2016 he was a part-time assistant at the Political Science
Department of UNWE. He lectured as an "Assistant” and since 2018 as an "Chief
Assistant™ at the Socio-Economic Theories Section at the Department of Political
Economy at the Faculty of Economics of UNWE.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

Chief Assist. Dr. Hristo Prodanov has presented documents and attached
proofs for the fulfillment of the national and university quantitative and qualitative
requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor.

1. The attached Quantitative Requirements Score Card of Chief Assist. Dr. Proda-
nov lists 1230 p. of section I, and it worth noting that in Group “I'“ an article is
omitted, one the candidate published in the journal refereed and indexed in world-
known scientific information databases (30p), as well as the indication of the
publication of the defended dissertation for awarding educational and scientific
degree "PhD" as a monograph and as a book. The total score of the applicant
exceeds many times the minimal national requirements of 400 p. for this section.

The score of the applicant goes far beyond the additional UNWE require-
ments by reporting a total of 946 p. with 320 points needed; as again an article
published in a scientific journal indexed and referenced in SCOPUS is listed under
the section other international databases with scientific information (15pt.) which
lowers slightly the sum of points under this section.

In summary, the total amount under both sections (I and Il) exceeds more
than 3 times the required minimum for the academic position ‘Associate Professor .



2. The UNWE requires an assessment of the compliance of the applicant to
the University qualitive requirements for occupying the academic position of
Associate Professor to be established according to 4 criteria: 1. An established
researcher with contributions to the national/international development of know-
ledge. 2. An established lecturer with university/national/international contribution
to teaching and pedagogical development. 3. Received public recognition in the
practice of the applicant's professional achievements. 4. Candidate's contribution
to the affirmation of the good name of UNWE, to the establishment and
development of the good management practices, academic traditions, and spirit at
the university. The presented Score Card for meeting the quality requirements for
occupying the academic position of Associate Professor (SC) and the evidence to it
certifies that Chief Assist. Dr. Hristo Prodanov meets the requirements of each of
the required criteria. According to the 1st criterion the candidate demonstrates
recognition from Plovdiv University "P. Hilendarski"; developed and applied
interdisciplinary approach in its research activity; research and consulting activity
for analysis of political, economic, social problems and provides proposals for their
solution which contributes to the development of other organizations; participates
in the Scientific Committees' Program of 5 Scientific Conferences of UNWE;
participates in 3 projects of university and national importance; participates in the
preparation of opinions, expert analyses and assessments for state institutions and
business organizations, which confirms himself as a researcher with contributions
to the national development of knowledge.

According to the 2nd criterion Chief Assist. Dr. Prodanov has developed new
curricula in 4 disciplines for students at the UNWE : Digital Economy; Global
Political Economy; Political Economy of Digital Economy and Digital Politics, as
well as two updated academic programs in the disciplines: Philosophy of Econo-
mics and Introduction to Political Economy. He has also developed one textbook,
which is used in the preparation of students from the specialties "Political
Economy" and "Digital Economy".

Dr. Prodanov applies innovative methods in the learning process - debates,
role plays, case studies, etc. and uses digital tools that allow more flexibility and
constant feedback with students. The elective courses led by Dr. Prodanov enjoy
interest among students.

According to criterion 3, Chief Assist. Prodanov presents for the competition
evidence of work as an adviser/assistant to a Member of Parliament in several
sessions of the National Assembly and to senior state leaders and as a member of



working groups on the preparation of documents discussed and voted at the
meeting of the National Assembly.

Among his contributions to the establishment of the traditions and the
academic spirit at the UNWE (Criterion 4), the candidate gives evidence of active
participation in the academic life of the university (numerous conferences, forums
and events) and the Department of Political Economy; he maintains the website,
prepares and distributes texts, videos through social networks and YouTube.

The candidate is a member of the Union of Economists in Bulgaria at FNTS
Bulgaria. He has numerous public appearances in the media, in which he presents
professional economic opinions on acute and topical public issues.

The above and many other characteristics and activities of Chief Assist. Dr.
Hr. Prodanov give me grounds to draw the general conclusion that he fulfills all the
necessary quantitative and qualitative requirements for occupying the academic
position of "Associate Professor*.

The Opinion of the Habilitation Council of UNWE presented at Protocol No.
6 dated 10.05.2023 confirms that the candidature of Chief Assist. Dr. Prodanov
meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements for occupying the academic
position of Associate Professor accepted by the AC of UNWE.

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

The provided official note of the Academic Department shows that for the
period: 2010/11-2022/23 (winter semester) the applicant has an academic burden
of over 1700 hours lectures and over 1600 hours of exercises in the master’s and
bachelor’s degrees, which makes 251 points and exceeds more than twice the
minimum requirements of the UNWE for the position.

He has developed a total of six curricula for the needs of the faculty in:
"Digital Economy", "Global Political Economy", "Political Economy of the Digital
Economy", "Digital Politics", "Philosophy of Economics"”, "Introduction to
Political Economy".

The candidate has a sufficiently high academic workload of lectures and
exercises, as well as activities to ensure the academic programs of the department,



including the preparation of a textbook with essential contributions, which gives me
reason to believe that Chief Assist. Prodanov possesses the necessary teaching
experience and preparation for the academic position of "associate professor”, in
strict accordance with the specifics of the competition.

5. Summarized characteristic of the submitted scientific publications

For participation in the competition Chief Assist. Dr. Prodanov has submitted a
total of 35 independent publications. The publications include as follows:

v’ 2 monographs: habilitation work and monograph outside the main habilitation
work;

v' 18 articles published in scientific journals indexed in international databases
with scientific information. Of these:

o 2 are published in journals, referenced, and indexed in the world" s famous
database of scientific information SCOPUS; [the applicant has indicated
only one in his documents, which was visible on the website of the database,
but at the time of the review both are already visible]:

Three of Dr. Prodanov's articles are in English. The candidate has not
specifically indicated which of the materials provided are scientific studies, but in
my assessment, there are several with a more significant volume and at least three
of them have the character of studies.

For the publications reviewed here of Chief Assist. Dr. Hristo Prodanov there is
no evidence of plagiarism under the statutory procedure. The candidate has a



strong focused interest in the field of problems caused by the rapid development of
technologies within the current Fourth Industrial Revolution (4"IR), the related
digitalization in a number of areas of economics and social life and the necessary
adaptation of political economy to them. Although the topics of the publications
overlap, several specific areas can still be singled out:

1. Problems of the digital economy, digital policy and more generally the 4thIR.

2. Problems of political economy (PE) in modern conditions of turbulent technological growth
in its entirety and in separate categories, such as time, technological revolutions, changes in
exchange and consumption.

3. lIssues of workforce, labor, and social equality in the face of technological revolution and
robotization.

4. Issues related to the economic dimensions of specific technologies such as 3D printing ,
blockchain technologies, etc.

The first area includes: the habilitation work of the candidate "Exponentiality,

convergence and subversion of digital technologies, economies, societies (354p),
the extra-habilitation monograph "Digital Policy” with a volume of 451 pages, the
textbook, and several other articles.

By analyzing the creative but also destructive potential of 4"IR increasing the
risk to societies, habilitation work aims to outline possible alternatives for a new
political organization of societies, that it to balance the contradictions arising in
the economic and other subsystems. The exponentiality, convergence and
subversion inherent in digital technologies in their ability to generate a digital risk
society are studied, and particularly, its key parameters such as cybersecurity,
markets, capital, environment, medicine health , etc. The direction of the analysis
leads to the launch of a possible alternative in the face of a society conditionally
designated as "State 5", which to bear the characteristics of algorithmics in e-
governance, transparency, innovation, and competitiveness, to be based on
collaborative and participatory democracy and unconditional basic income.

Publications within the second area concern problems related to PE. The
political economic analysis of the accelerating time examines the relationship
between time and technological change in the context of different technological
stages. It justifies the necessary transformation of the state as a result of the 4"IR.
The political economic analysis of the digital economy follows the approach of
classical political economy for a cycle of categories — production, exchange,
distribution and consumption and advocates the need for a new political economic
approach and paradigm to the large-scale transformation of societies as a result of
the transition to a digital economy.



In the field of labor, workforce and social inequality, the changes in work as a
result of the digitalization of the workplace with the advent of the 4™IR are studied.
The emergence of new forms of work, the replacement of human labor with
machines and changes in the qualities and preparation of the workforce are
studied. Overcoming the social contradictions that accompany these changes is
associated with the implementation of new tools — global profit tax on large
corporations and robotic systems, abolition of offshore zones, new forms of
regulation of the new forms of labor and control over the migration of labor,
unconditional basic income, reduction of working hours, changes in education
systems, etc. Robotization leads to an increase in public wealth, the emergence of
new goods and services, faster than ever, but there is also an increase in all kinds of
internal and external contradictions requiring state intervention to solve social
problems and contradictions between the supply and demand of jobs.

In the fourth area, Dr. Prodanov examines individual problems of modern
political economic systems arising as a result of the introduction of cutting-edge
technologies of 4™MR. Such as, additive technologies (3D printers). The author
outlines the changes resulting from their application in the economy and the
transformations in the political economy systems. The latter are traced in terms of
the new challenges facing the countries, but also the coming radical consequences
for the geoeconomic and geopolitical balances in the world.

Another problem is blockchain technologies, which are leading but also
subversive for 4MR. The candidate examines their prospects for changes in
finance, industry, trade, healthcare, education and reveals the technological
constraints and contradictions requiring intervention and regulation by the state.

The scientific publications of Ch. Assist. Dr. Prodanov outline a comprehensive
academic activity, which obviously finds excellent recognition and recognition in
the scientific community. This is evident from the serious number of citations the
author has received for his works:

Total number of citations shown - 75 of which:

- 4 in editions referenced and indexed in Scopus,

- 62 citations in monographs and col. volumes with scientific review and

- 9in non-refereed journals with scientific peer review.

The total number of points under Section (E) of the Quantitative Requirements
Card exceeds 14 times the required minimum threshold for national requirements



and many times the threshold under Section (1) of the Additional Requirements
for UNWE.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied research contributions

The main contributions of scientific and scientifically applied and practical
nature in the works of the candidate can be summarized as follows:

1. The historical changes in the subject, object, and subject of the PE in the
context of dependence between the three main systems — technology, economy and
politics during each of the industrial revolutions — are traced and the main
perspectives for the future are outlined.

2. The new phenomena in the 4™IR leading to instability and changes in the
political economic reality that require the development of political economy of
technology and the digital economy are revealed.

3. Based on the study of the problems and contradictions caused by the
accelerated digital transformation, the author outlines several possible "ideal”
types of future social development: oligarchizing of societies; development of
digital neo-social capitalism; risks of digital fascism; post-capitalism; digital
socialism or digitalism communism. The latter type is particularly interesting
because the author allows the possibility of technology development reaching a
stage where the need for labor is eliminated and goods are produced by machines.

4. A significant contribution is disclosure of systemic change in social time
and space, in social relations and individual identities. The idea that the
globalization of the public sphere leads to unprecedented changes in the
mechanisms and instruments for social control and social resistance is launched.

5. The specific research related to the political economic changes related to
the different types of technologies of the Fourth Industrial Revolution is also of a
contributing character. There are traced systemic consequences of the development
of big data, digital platforms, robots, 3D printers, the Internet of Things,
blockchain technology, the meta-universe, artificial intelligence.

6. In the context of the prospect of developing neo-social capitalism, several
practical solutions have been proposed, which are also valid for Bulgaria: the
introduction of an unconditional basic income, reduction of working hours,
taxation of robotic systems and large digital monopolies.



Among the contributions of an applied nature, Dr. Prodanov has pointed out,
in my opinion, quite rightly, that the ideas developed in his publications, theses,
arguments are the basis of the many current programs and lecture courses
developed by him for the needs of the specialty Political Economy, which expand
the problematic content of teaching at the UNWE and contribute to improving the
preparation of the students.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

I have no critical notes to the candidate. | would like to make a recommendation to
him — to direct more of his works to publications included in the world information
systems for referencing, indexing and evaluation, and in particular to those in
Scopus, Web of Science, ERIH+, etc., because this will accomplish more fully the
research potential that he successfully demonstrates in this application.

8. Conclusion

The research and teaching work of Ch. Assist. Dr. Hristo Prodanov meet all
the requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its application, as well as the additional
requirements of the Regulations for acquiring scientific degrees and occupying
academic positions at the University of National and World Economy for occupying
the academic position of "Associate Professor". His scientific works are thorough,
developed at a high scientific level, dedicated to significant problems in the
scientific field of the competitive selection procedure.
