About: a competition for the Academic Position of '"Associate Professor" in the
scientific specialty of "EU Law," Professional Field 3.6. Law

1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of International Law and
EU Law at the Faculty of Law, UNSS, according to Decision No. 4/28.06.2023 of the Academic
Council.

I am participating as a member of the academic jury in accordance with Order No.
2638/13.10.2023 of the Deputy Rector of UNSS for the Associate Professor competition,
scientific specialty 'EU Law,' professional field 3.6. Law, announced in the State Gazette, issue
70 dated 15.08.2023.

2. Short information about the candidate in the competition

The candidate for the academic position of "Associate Professor" is Chief Assistant Dr.
Alexandra Yovcheva Valcheva, a faculty member at the Faculty of Law at UNWE (University
of National and World Economy). After completing her legal education at UNWE, Alexandra
Valcheva has progressed from an honored assistant (2017-2018) to an assistant and chief
assistant (since 2020). She teaches EU law, delivering lectures on Fundamentals of Law and
courses in the IPQ (Institute for Postgraduate Qualification) at UNWE, covering Institutional
Law of the EU, National Regulatory Framework, EU Acts for students in Legal Regulation and
Customs Control, among others.

In 2017, she earned a PhD in the scientific field of "International Law and International
Relations" from the Faculty of Law and History at SWU (South-West University) in
Blagoevgrad with a dissertation on the topic "Development of the Common Agricultural Policy
of the European Union after the Lisbon Treaty."

Chief Assistant. Valcheva has served as the head of a research team studying the Charter of
Fundamental Rights of the EU and the European Convention for the Protection of Human
Rights and Fundamental Freedoms. She has also been a member of a research team conducting
a comparative legal analysis of the tax at the source through the prism of the practice of the
CEC (Court of Justice of the European Communities).

She is a regular member of the "Legal Sciences" section of the Union of Scientists in
Bulgaria (USB).

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for the academic position of " Associate Professor"
at UNWe is demonstrated by the candidate in the following aspects.
3.1. Fulfilment of quantity requirements.



The candidate has met all quantitative requirements for the academic position of
"Associate Professor" at UNWE. The attached chart shows the following: In Section I - National
Minimum Requirements according to WDASPB and its implementing regulations, all
requirements have been exceeded, with a total score of 640 out of the required 400 points from
groups A, B, C, D, and from E 640 points are reached. In Section II - Additional Requirements
for UNWE according to WDASPB and its implementing regulations, all requirements have
been exceeded, with a total score of 437 out of the required 320 points from groups F, I, and K.
The overall achieved score from Sections I and II is 1077, surpassing the required total of 720
points.

3.2. Fulfilment of qualitative requirements.

The Habilitation Council of UNWE has issued an opinion stating that the candidate has
not only fulfilled but exceeded the required qualitative indicators. The focus is on aspects that
are considered particularly important. Chief Assistant Dr. A. Valcheva is a member of the
"Legal Sciences" section at USB (Union of Scientists in Bulgaria) and two editorial boards of
legal journals, as well as a collection of reports from an international legal scientific forum.
Significant is the candidate's contribution to the leadership and development of the institution
of the Ombudsman of the Republic of Bulgaria through scientific research and consulting
activities. Noteworthy is also her contribution to the activities of the Ministry of Justice through
consulting activities, participation in discussions on programs, documents, plans, etc.
Particularly highlighted is her involvement in a joint project between the ministry and the
University of Oslo aimed at strengthening the national capacity to implement EU human rights
decisions.

She has led and participated in university research projects and an international project under
the Erasmus+ program at Sofia University and other universities. One of the most important
qualitative indicators achieved by the candidate is the development of a teaching aid on EU law
for students in the "Law" major at the Faculty of Law at UNWE, as well as the introduction of
new courses and programs in the Institute for Postgraduate Qualification (IPQ) at UNWE in the
disciplines of "National Regulatory Framework and EU Acts" and "Institutional Law of the
EU."

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Valcheva is a member of the expert working group of the National Committee
on International Humanitarian Law. She contributed with an article to the printed media
"European Legal Review" in 2021 and is a member of the Alumni Club of graduates from the
Faculty of Law at UNSS.

She maintains impeccable conduct in her relationships with students and colleagues,
demonstrating compassion for all events within the faculty and the university.

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity.

Chief Assistant Dr. A. Valcheva possesses teaching experience that meets the
requirements for the academic position, She has developed a Teaching Aid on EU Law and
introduced new courses and programs for students in the Institute for Po stgraduate Qualification
(IPQ) at UNWE. ;

S. Characteristics and evaluation of the scientific works and publications.

Scientific and scientifically applied contributions.

The main focus of Chief Assistant Dr. Valcheva's research activity is EU law. She has
presented a habilitation work on the topic "Rights of Subjects in the Field of Healthcare in the
EU." Additionally, she has developed a teaching aid on EU Law and has authored numerous
scientific articles and reports presented at national and international conferences.

5.1. Scientific contribution in the habilitation work:



The habilitation work is the first comprehensive and systematically organized
monographic study in Bulgarian legal literature dedicated to the role of the EU in the field of
public health and the European regulatory framework for regulating the legal status of all
subjects in the healthcare sector.

The structure is logically constructed and aligns with the set goals of the development.
It includes an introduction, five chapters, a conclusion, and a bibliography, totaling 278 pages.
The utilized literature comprises 428 sources, including 190 in Bulgarian, 149 in English, and
88 internet sources.

The scientific contribution in the first chapter involves an in-depth analysis of the
European legal framework in the healthcare sector, covering the institutional framework and
EU policies in health (p. 13 and onwards). This analysis lays the correct theoretical foundation
for assessing the EU's role in health policy and the powers of subjects in the healthcare sector.
Other scientific contributions include a review of the historical development of norms
protecting patients' rights in the EU (p. 63-p. 73). defining and systematizing the basic rights
and obligations of patients and their rights in cross-border healthcare (p. 95 and onwards), and
analyzing mechanisms for protecting patients' rights in the EU, member states, and the Council
of Europe (p. 102 and onwards). Notably, this work allocates significant space to the rights of
medical professionals—doctors and other medical specialists in the EU and member states. This
comprehensive analysis covers the rights of all legal entities in the healthcare sector,
representing an undeniable scientific contribution achieved in the third chapter (p. 113 and
onwards). Linked to this is the scientific-applied contribution in the third chapter, represented
by the conclusions drawn from the study of the rights and obligations of doctors and other
medical specialists in the EU (p. 125) and their responsibilities (p. 138-155). A scientific and
scientific-applied contribution is the systematic review of the regulatory framework for the
rights and obligations of healthcare institutions in the EU, as well as their functions,
significance, and responsibilities, conducted in the fourth chapter (p. 157 and onwards). This is
particularly important since the analysis of the status of healthcare institutions as subjects in the
healthcare sector is scarce in European legal regulations. The fifth chapter presents the new
risks and challenges to EU institutions and member states, especially the impact of globalization
on the development of EU health policy (p. 197 — p. 204).

The most significant scientific contributions are the conclusions at the end of the work
regarding changes in the regulatory framework of European healthcare under the influence of
two main factors—the development of the internal market and health crises in the 21st century
(p- 238). :

The numerous doctrinal and normative sources also indicate the contributory nature of
the habilitation work. It can be useful not only for researchers in legal doctrine but also for
practicing lawyers. It would benefit other specialists, particularly those in professions related
to European economics and politics.

:3.2. Scientific contributions, articles and reports

Numerous articles have been presented in reputable legal journals, as well as reports
from international and national scientific conferences. Two of them are related to the topic of
the habilitation thesis.

Among the publications, in my opinion, the following deserve the most attention: a
monographic study titled "Development of the Common Agricultural Policy of the EU," which
includes valuable elements such as the analysis of the legal framework of the EU's Common
Agricultural Policy (CAP) and its contemporary challenges; an article titled "The Common
Agricultural Policy as a Unity of Mechanisms and Rules for Regulating Production and Trade
in Agricultural Products in the European Union" (Business and Law Journal, Issue 4 (8)/2019)
contributing an analysis of the stages of the EU's CAP, its main objectives, and its role in the



strategic development of agricultural regions; a report on "The Supremacy of Law in the
Conditions of the COVID-19 Pandemic" (Collection of Reports from the Scientific Conference
at NBU, 2020) providing an analysis of the impact of the pandemic on the supremacy of law
and the observance of the fundamental rights of European citizens; an article on "Legal
Regulation of the Rights of Doctors and Medical Specialists During a Pandemic" (Medical Law
and Healthcare Journal, Issue 2, 2020) contributing to the analysis of Bulgarian legislation
regarding healthcare and the measures taken against the pandemic, focusing on the rights and
obligations of doctors and the risks they face.

Other noteworthy publications include an article on the "Legal Framework for
Consumer Protection in the EU" (Administrative Law Journal, Issue 6/2021), an article on
"Protection of Intellectual Property Rights and EU Law" (Contemporary Law Journal, Issue
1'1021), an article on the "Principle of Equal Treatment in EU Law and the Jurisprudence of
the Court of Justice of the EU" (Academic Journal of Management and Education, Issue 4, Vol.
17, 2021), and an article on "European Competition Rules: Guarantee for the Efficient
Functioning of the Internal Market in the EU" (Legal Journal of NBU, 2021).

Furthermore, a report on "Protection of the Right to Health in the Conditions of the
COVID-19 Pandemic" (Collection of Reports from the International Conference "Fundamental
Rights and Medical Law," IDP, 2021) and an article on the "Legal Regulation of EU Policies
for the Protection of External Borders" (Legal Thought Journal, Issue 2, 2022) are included.
Also, an article on "The European Convention on Human Rights and the Charter of
Fundamental Rights: Two Paths to a Common Goal" (Journal of VTU, Issue 2,2022), a report
on "Compliance with the Principle of the Supremacy of Law in the EU by Member States"
(Collection from the Jubilee Conference — 30 Years of the Faculty of Law at UNSS), and an
article on "Human Rights and Artificial Intelligence" (International Journal Knowledge, Vol.
52, No. 1, 2022).

Particularly noteworthy is the fourth part of the monograph "Supranational Intellectual
Property Rights in the European Union" regarding the EU Intellectual Property Office and EU
practice.

Additionally, several citations of the author in monographs, articles, and reports have been
provided. Based on the above, I conclude that the publications possess the necessary scholarly
contributions for the appointment to the academic position of "Associate Professor."

6. Short notes and recommendations
6.1. Critical notes
My notes are related to the habilitation thesis.

-The introduction of the habilitation thesis does not clearly outline the goals of its development
and the ways to achieve them, as well as the methods used.

-At times, the descriptive nature of the presentation predominates over the analytical.

-In addition to the classical method of research - analysis, it would be beneficial to incorporate
other methods. -

-In the conclusion, it is advisable to clearly formulate summarized conclusions drawn from the
author's skillfully presented content.

These notes do not alter my unequivocally positive opinion.

6.2. Recommendations
My first recommendation to the candidate is to continue exploring the issues addressed
in the habilitation thesis due to its theoretical and practical significance.



Secondly, considering the novelty of the study on this legal issue not only in Bulgarian
but also in foreign legal literature, it would be appropriate for the habilitation thesis to be
translated and published internationally.

7. Conclusion
In conclusion, I express my clear and unequivocal opinion in favor of selecting Chief
Assistant Dr. Alexandra Vulcheva for the position of Associate Professor in the Faculty of Law
at UNWE. I recommend that the academic jury to vote positively for her appointment to the
academic position of "Associate Professor.".
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
