The only candidate in the competition is Senior assist. Alexandra Valcheva PhD.
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Senior asst. Dr. A. Valcheva was born in 1988 in the town of Lovech. In 2007 she
graduated from the Natural and Mathematical High School in her native town. In 2012 she
graduated as a Master of Law at the South West University "N. Rilski”. From 2014 to 2017 he
was a PhD student at the Faculty of Law and History of the South West University “N.
Rilski”. In 2017 she successfully defended her dissertation on "Development of the
agricultural policy in the EU after the Lisbon Treaty".

In 2017, she was a visiting assistant professor at the Faculty of Law and History of the
South-Western University "N. Rilski”. Since 1.12.2017 she has been a senior assistant in
UNWE. From 1.12.2020 to 1.11.2023 she was a teacher-lecturer in "Fundamentals of Law"
and "EU Institutions” at SPS "Knyaginya Evdokia"”, Sofia. From October 2019 until now she
has been a Senior Expert at the Directorate of International Activities and Projects,
Ombudsman of the Republic of Bulgaria.

She has drafted opinions, expert analyses and assessments for the Ombudsman of the
Republic of Bulgaria from 2020 to date; opinions on the draft amendment to the Law on
Protection from Domestic Violence; the Draft Law on the Protection of Whistleblowers with
regard to Directive 2019/1937 on the Protection of Whistleblowers.

She has contributed to the development of a high level of education at the Law School
of the UNWE by conducting student internships in 2020 and 2021 in the administration of the
Ombudsman of the Republic of Bulgaria

She has developed two new courses at the Faculty of Law of the UNWE: the course
"National Legislation and EU Acts" for students of the postgraduate qualification "National
and European Medical Law" and the course "Institutional Law of the European Union" for
students of the postgraduate qualification "Legal Regulation and Customs Control". She has
developed a textbook "A Manual of EU Law", UNWE Publishing Complex, 2021, intended
for the students of Law.

She contributes with innovations in the development of an effective learning
environment and support strategy for law students by introducing them to human rights and
the work of human rights institutions, in particular the Ombudsman. The results of anonymous
surveys of students' evaluation of her lecturers gave her an average score of 5.47 on a six-point
system. There is an excellent rating in terms of the criteria "dialogical and respectful of
students' opinions in the teaching process" and "regular conduct of teaching activities".

She has taught the above electives matters to postgraduate students. She has
participated as a lecturer in a two-day round table of the European Network of National
Human Rights Institutions (ENNHRI), she was a lecturer in a training forum "Policies for
equality, inclusion and participation of Roma: an investment in the better future of Bulgaria",
organized by the Center for Interethnic Dialogue and Tolerance "Amalipe".

She is member of the Expert Working Group of the National Committee on
International Humanitarian Law since 2019. She has been a member of working groups on the
preparation of draft amendments to the Law on Protection from Domestic Violence, the Draft
Law on the Protection of Whistleblowers, the Law on Income Taxes of Individuals and the
amendments to the Law on Preschool and School Education.

I believe that the candidate has achieved a high degree of compliance with the
highest university standards at UNWE.

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IV. Assessment of Educational Activity

Seniorl asst. Dr. A. Valcheva has been seconded assistant, assistant and Senior
assistant. At the UNWE she teaches courses on EU Law, lectures on EU Law and
Fundamentals of Law. She has conducted exercises in Public International Law.

She has developed two new courses at the Faculty of Law of the UNWE: the course

"National Legislation and EU Acts" for students of the postgraduate qualification "National
and European Medical Law" and the course "Institutional Law of the European Union™ for
students of the postgraduate qualification "Legal Regulation and Customs Control”. She has
developed a textbook "Handbook of EU Law", UNWE Publishing Complex, 2021, intended
for the students of Law, which proves her high commitment to teaching.
In conclusion of this section, I consider that the teaching activity and academic
competence of the head as. Dr. A. Valcheva fully correspond to the specifics of the
announced competition for "Associate Professor' in the professional field 3.6. Law,
scientific speciality ""EU Law"".

V. General characteristics of the scientific papers presented

In the announced competition the candidate senior. assist. Dr. A. Valcheva presented
28 research works: one monograph, 25 articles in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or
published in edited collective volumes, one study published in a non-refereed peer-reviewed
journal or published in edited collective volumes, one chapter of a collective monograph.

Works in connection with the award of the degree of Doctor of Education and Science
are not included in the scientific production submitted for the competition.

The candidate's scientific production can be summarised in several areas: EU law,
public international law with an emphasis on the protection of human rights, medical law,
intellectual property law and EU law.

In the field of EU law

In this area of research and scholarship, Sen. assist. A. Valcheva presented 12 reserch
works: the Common Agricultural Policy (7.1 in the list of publications participating in the
competition); the legal framework for judicial cooperation in civil and criminal matters in the
European Union (7.7 in the list of publications participating in the competition); Brexit (7.8 in
the list); consumer protection in the European Union (7.9 in the list); the digital single market
in the European Union (7.10 in the list); the principle of equal treatment (7.13 in the list);
European competition rules (7. 15. in the list); contemporary security challenges in the
European Union (7.17. in the list); the legal framework of the European Union's external
border protection policies (7.19. in the list); asylum in the European Union (7.21. in the list);
the Temporary Protection Directive (7.22. in the list); Member States’ compliance with the
principle of the rule of law in the European Union (7.24. in the list).

In the matter of public international law, the candidate in the competition has an
undoubted preference for the protection of human rights. Nine works are presented in this
area: the Treaty of Prespa and the new legal status of Macedonia (7.2. on the list); rape during
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a military conflict as a crime of international law (7.3. on the list); legal protection of French
citizens in Bulgaria (7.4. on the list); protection of women's rights and guaranteeing gender
equality (7.12. on the list); dignity as the basis of human rights (7.18. on the list). in the list);
the European Convention on Human Rights and the Charter of Fundamental Rights (7.20. in
the list); Russia's decision to leave the Council of Europe and implications for respect for
human rights (7.23. in the list); human rights and artificial intelligence (7.25. in the list); the
study The limits of the right to freedom of speech in the context of relations between the
Republic of North Macedonia and the Republic of Bulgaria (9.1. in the list).

In the field of medical law and EU law is the habilitation thesis "The Rights of
Subjects in the Field of Health Care in the European Union", IC-UNWE, 2023, ISBN 978-
619-232-695-1, as well as the following works: Legal Regulation of the Rights of Doctors and
Medical Professionals in a Pandemic (7.6. in the list); Protection of the Right to Health in a
Pandemic by COVID-19 (7.16. in the list).

In the field of intellectual property law are the works Protection of Intellectual
Property Rights in International and European Union Law (7.11. in the list); Jurisdiction of the
European Union Intellectual Property Office (7.14. in the list) and Chapter Four (4.1.-4.20) of
the collective monograph Draganov J., Valcheva, A., Lyubenova G. "Supranational
Intellectual Property Rights in the European Union. IC- UNWE, Sofia 2021, ISBN 978-619-
232-515-2 (10th in the list).

From the scientific production presented in this thematic range, it can be concluded
that the author chooses particularly topical and of great practical importance issues that are
significant for both the Bulgarian and the specialized literature on the issue abroad.

The monograph "Rights of Subjects in the Field of Health Care in the European
Union™, IC-UNWE, 2023, ISBN 978-619-232-695-1, 278 pp. It is structured in an
introduction, five chapters, a conclusion and a list of references used.

The monograph deals with an extremely topical and unexplored issue: the rights of
healthcare subjects in the EU. In the Bulgarian specialized literature on medical law, the legal
regulation of patients' rights in EU law has been mostly studied, while the rights and
obligations of other subjects - medical professionals and medical institutions - have not been
fully explored. The Covid-19 pandemic, as well as other challenges to protecting the health of
European citizens, make the research relevant and timely.

The difficulties of this type of study stem from the objective fact that the EU's
competence in this matter is of the supportive, coordinating and complementary type. The
main prerogatives in regulating this matter remain with the Member States.

The monograph is logically structured in five chapters, methodologically correctly
starting with the EU competence and the regulation in primary and secondary EU law of the
matter under study.

Chapter One is devoted to the EU competence in the matter, the development of
primary law and secondary legislation. The relevant secondary law is reviewed: regulations,
directives, custom, case law and general principles of law are highlighted. In § 2 the
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institutional framework in the field of healthcare is discussed. A particularly important part of
the monograph is the presentation of the European Medicines Agency, the European Centre
for Disease Prevention and Control and the European Health Emergency Preparedness and
Response Authority - HERA. Paragraph 3 is devoted to EU health policy and presents its
objectives, elements, principles and trends.

Chapter Two analyses the development of patient rights standards in the EU. In § 1, the
author successfully bases the European concept of patients' rights on the modern classification
of 'generations' of human rights and, in particular, on the fourth generation of rights arising
from developments in biology, chemistry, medicine and technology. A brief overview is given
of the arrangements under the auspices of the Council of Europe, in the Charter of
Fundamental Rights and the non-legally binding European Charter on Patients' Rights.
Paragraph 2 is devoted to the basic rights and duties of the patient, fittingly linked to those set
out in the Health Act. The following paragraph 3 deals with patients' rights in cross-border
healthcare with a focus on Directive 2011/24/EU of the European Parliament and of the
Council on the exercise of patients' rights in cross-border healthcare. The last paragraph of this
Chapter is devoted to the mechanisms for the protection of patients' rights in the EU, Member
States and the Council of Europe and has an important practical focus.

Chapter Three is particularly important because it presents the protection of the rights
of doctors and medical professionals in the EU and at national level. This issue has not been
the subject of a comprehensive and in-depth study in the Bulgarian specialised literature and
therefore | consider it to be the main contribution of the monograph. As A. Valcheva point out
this regulation at the EU level is much more limited and is expressed in two main areas: the
first - the mobility of doctors and medical professionals, and the second - the regulation
regarding the statutory length of the working day and the maximum rates for the hours of
work. A periodisation of the legal framework on mobility and mutual recognition of diplomas
of the medical professions is made: first period 1975 - 2005 and second period - from 2005
with the adoption of Directive 2005/36/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council on
the recognition of professional qualifications. In addition to the analysis of rights, an important
contribution is that of the duties of doctors and medical professionals (pp. 125-129). Paragraph
2 is devoted to the liability of doctors and medical professionals under Bulgarian law. It
reviews the doctrinal understandings of "medical/medical error" in the Bulgarian specialized
literature and analyses civil (tort) liability - subjects, factual composition for occurrence, and
criminal liability.

Chapter Four deals with medical institutions as a subject of rights and obligations. It
presents a serious challenge, which the author has met. The reasons for this are the scarcity of
regulation at EU level, the different health insurance systems in the Member States, the variety
of legal forms, financing models and ways of organising healthcare institutions. An important
conclusion that can contribute to the unstoppable discussion in the public space in Bulgaria is
the conclusion of Sr. 158-159 that 'medical institutions are essentially economic activities and
should therefore comply with European competition law'. Classifications of approaches to
regulating the establishment of medical establishments are made and the administrative law
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regime in Bulgaria is presented. Paragraph 2 of this chapter, which analyses the rights and
obligations of medical establishments in the EU, also contributes. These are analysed in the
light of freedom to provide services, including cross-border provision, and through the prism
of competition rules. I also consider § 3 on the liability of EU medical establishments to be a
contribution. It reviews the main theories in the doctrine, analyses liability for the acts of
others under the Bulgarian Law on Obligations and Contracts and highlights the specificities
of the liability of medical establishments.

Chapter Five is devoted to the contemporary challenges of the EU health policy and
the protection of legal subjects in health care. It is particularly interesting because it reviews
the challenges and threats posed by globalisation and increased mobility of European citizens,
and raises questions about information technology (robotics and telemedicine). Paragraphs
deal with ensuring the safety of transplantation and assisted reproduction, the development of
eHealth, the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic, and cross-border threats to the stability of
healthcare in the EU.

The conclusion summarises the main findings of the monograph.

V1. Assessment of scientific and applied scientific contributions

In this section | will focus mainly on the contributions of the monograph submitted for
review.

The first undoubted merit of the presented monograph is the subject of the scientific
research, which includes all the subjects in the field of health care in the EU: patients; doctors
and medical professionals and medical institutions. This comprehensiveness makes the study
comprehensive and particularly useful for both medical and EU law.

The issue of patients' rights is successfully placed in the context of the larger issue of
human rights protection and 'generational’ rights. Similarly, the rights and obligations of
medical institutions are analysed in the light of freedom to provide services and EU
competition law

An important theoretical proposal is that of extending EU competence in the field of
human health protection.

There are significant scientific and applied contributions:

- The introduction of the European Medicines Agency, the European Centre for Disease
Prevention and Control and the European Health Emergency Preparedness and Response
Authority - HERA;

- the protection of the rights of doctors and medical professionals in the EU and at national
level in Chapter Three;

- the analysis on the recognition of professional qualifications of doctors and medical
professionals based on existing EU secondary legislation;

- the study on liability for 'medical/medical error’;

- the classifications of approaches to regulating the establishment of medical establishments in
the EU,

- the analysis of the rights and obligations of medical establishments in the EU in the light of
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freedom to provide services and European competition law;

- § 3 of Chapter Four on the liability of EU medical establishments;

- the outlined contemporary challenges for EU health policy and the protection of health care
legal entities.

Key critical notes and recommendations

My main recommendations to the author are to continue working on the researched
matter in the future.

The monograph provides a broad basis for even larger predictive conclusions related to
new technologies and the increasing use of artificial intelligence in healthcare.

Conclusion

The documents and materials, presented by Senior assist. Dr. A. Valcheva meet
all the requirements of the Law for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria (LADRB), the Regulations for the Implementation of the LADRB and the
relevant Regulations of the UNWE.

The candidate in the competition has submitted a sufficient number of scientific works
published after the materials used in the defense of the scientific degree "Doctor" and the
position of "Senior Assistant Professor" at the UNWE. The candidate's works contain original
and applied contributions. A significant part of them have been published in scientific journals
in Bulgaria and abroad.

What can be summarized from the presented scientific production of the Senior assist.
Dr. A. Valcheva is a lasting interest in the matter of EU law. The candidate in the competition
proves her ability to choose for development topical problems of theoretical and practical
importance. An important element of the peer-reviewed scientific works is their depth,
interconnection and practical orientation.

After familiarizing with the materials and scientific works presented in the
competition, analyzing their significance and the scientific, scientific-applied and applied
contributions contained in them, | confidently give my positive assessment and
recommend to the Faculty Council of the UNWE Law faculty to elect the Senior assist.
