1. Information about the competition
The competition has been announced to meet the needs of the Department of International
Law and EU Law at UNWE (University of National and World Economy), in accordance
with the decision of the Academic Council No. 4/28.06.2023. | am participating as a member
of the academic jury for the competition, in accordance with Order No. 2638/13.10.2023
issued by the Deputy Rector of UNWE.

2. Short information about the candidates in the competition.

Chief assistant Dr. Alexandra Yovcheva Valcheva was born on September 1, 1988, in
Lovech, Bulgaria. She graduated with a degree in Law from UNWE (University of National
and World Economy) in 2012. Dr. Valcheva successfully defended her doctoral dissertation
on the topic "Development of the Common Agricultural Policy in the EU after the Lisbon
Treaty" in 2018. Based on her dissertation, she was awarded the academic title of "Doctor" in

the professional field of 3.6 Law - International Law and International Relations.

In 2018, she assumed the academic position of an "Assistant” in the Department of
International Law and EU Law at the Faculty of Law, UNSS. Following a competition, she
later obtained the position of "Chief Assistant™ in the same department. Currently, Chief

assistant Dr. Alexandra Valcheva holds this position.

Her professional experience is closely aligned with the field in which she teaches and
conducts scientific research. She also holds the position of Chief Expert in the Directorate of
“International Activities and Projects” at the Ombudsman of the Republic of Bulgaria. Dr.
Valcheva has actively participated in various working groups aimed at improving legal

regulations in different areas of law.

2. Fulfilment of the requirements for the academic occupation ,,Associate Professor”
The provided materials for the competition by Chief Assistant Dr. Alexandra Valcheva include

the completed form for meeting the quantitative requirements and a filled form for meeting the



qualitative requirements. The quantitative requirements form indicates a total of 1077 points,
surpassing the minimum requirement of 720 points.

In the qualitative requirements form, the academic work "Rights of Subjects in Healthcare in
the EU" is identified as a habilitation on the basis of Article 24, paragraph 1, point 3 of the Law
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria. The publication is
characterized as a comprehensive, thorough, and in-depth study addressing a fundamental issue,
representing a monograph. It contains significant scholarly contributions without duplicating
existing research. The qualitative requirements for the competition have been met.

During the preliminary procedure, the Habilitation Council at UNWE (University of National
and World Economy) provided a positive opinion regarding compliance with the quantitative
and qualitative requirements of UNWE (Protocol No. 6/10.05.2023), as adopted by the

Academic Council.

3. Assessment of the candidate’s teaching activities

Chief Assistant Dr. Alexandra Valcheva conducts exercises and lectures in the course "EU
Law." She participates in a lecture series on the subject "Regulation and Bodies in the Field of
Public Health" at the Institute for Postgraduate Studies at UNWE (University of National and
World Economy). Additionally, she teaches specialized courses for professional training at the
State Agency "Customs."

According to the materials presented in the competition, over the last six academic years, she
has had a teaching load of 595 hours of lectures and 1170 hours of exercises in Bulgarian at
UNWE. The minimum requirements for participating in the competition for the academic
position of "associate professor" have been exceeded.

Chief Assistant Dr. Alexandra Valcheva's teaching activities involve the preparation of various
educational materials and documentation. She has developed teaching aids for EU Law.
Students highly appreciate her teaching activities.

Considering the above, Chief Assistant Dr. Alexandra Valcheva meets the legal requirements
for teaching and is eligible for the academic position of "associate professor" in the professional
field 3.6 Law (EU Law).

4. A short characteristics of the presented scientific works of the candidate:
Chief Assistant Dr. Alexandra Valcheva presents a monographic work titled "Legal Status of
Subjects in Healthcare in the EU" with a thorough analysis. In addition to this monograph, the

candidate has submitted 25 articles, studies, and reports.



The scientific publications presented by Chief Assistant Dr. Alexandra Valcheva meet the
minimum national requirements in the professional field of 3.6 Law, according to the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), and comply
with the conditions for the academic position of "associate professor” in accordance with the
Regulation on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (RDASRB)
and the additional requirements of UNWE (University of National and World Economy).

The monograph "Rights of Subjects in the Field of Healthcare in the European Union" is 280
pages long and consists of an introduction, five chapters, conclusion, and a bibliography. The
work contributes significantly to the theory of public health. The subject of the study is the
rights and obligations of subjects in healthcare in EU law. It holds high theoretical value.

Chief Assistant Dr. Alexandra Valcheva has chosen an original approach to analyze the
achievements of EU law in the field of healthcare by examining it from the perspective of
subjects — patients, medical professionals, and healthcare institutions. This approach allows
identifying imperfections in existing regulations from the participants' viewpoint and
highlighting the main challenges and problems facing legislation in order to achieve a higher

level of protection for their rights and interests.

5. Synthesized Evaluation of Scientific and Scientific-Applied Contributions

Important contributory elements are encapsulated in the monographic work "Rights of Subjects
in the Field of Healthcare in the European Union." It should be noted that the author has adopted
an original approach in conducting the analysis of achievements in EU law within the healthcare
domain. The focus of the study is directed towards the subjects—patients, medical
professionals, and healthcare institutions.
