Academic and professional development of Dr. Alexandra Vulcheva is entirely in
the legal field. From 01.12.2017 until now, Dr. Vulcheva has held the position of
"Chief Assistant” in EU Law at UNWE. From 01.12.2020 to 01.11.2023, Dr.
Vulcheva has been a lecturer in Foundations of Law and EU Institutions at the
"Knyaginya Evdokia" High School - Sofia. From 02.2017 to 04.2017, the
candidate was an honorary assistant in EU Law at Neofit Rilski South-West
University, Blagoevgrad.

Dr. Vulcheva has held various positions in the legal sector and currently serves as
Chief Expert in the "International Activities and Projects” Directorate at the
Ombudsman of the Republic of Bulgaria, Sofia.



1. Evaluation of the Candidate's Research Activity and Presented
Scientific Works

In her participation in the competition, Dr. Alexandra Vulcheva has submitted 25
scientific publications, one monograph, one study, one educational aid, one chapter
from a collective monograph, and a published book based on her defended doctoral
thesis for obtaining a PhD degree. The candidate's scientific works as a whole
significantly contribute to the development of legal science in our country.

The monographic work presented in the competition, titled "Rights of Subjects in
the Field of Healthcare in the European Union," spans 280 pages and includes an
introduction, five chapters, conclusion, and bibliography. The work can be
characterized as the first comprehensive and systematic study in Bulgarian legal
doctrine, analyzing the role of the EU in the field of public health, specifically the
European regulatory framework concerning the regulation of all legal subjects in
the healthcare sector. The topic is highly relevant given the trend of emerging new
risks in the field of public health, posing serious threats to health security in
Europe.

At the beginning of the monograph, the competence of the EU in the field of public
health is precisely and comprehensively examined, which is of crucial importance
for formulating and implementing health policy at the European level and its
reflection in the member states. A distinction is presented between the EU's
competence in different sectors of public relations, which | consider a contributing
aspect of the work. The author pays attention to the trend over the last decade
concerning the legal regulation of the rights and obligations of subjects in the field
of healthcare in the EU. Specifically, substantial changes are observed, regardless
of the nuances in the EU's competence in this area. A contributing aspect of the
work is the systematic categorization of factors contributing to the emergence and
development of this trend, such as transboundary health threats, the development
of the single market, and other factors that, according to the author, create
conditions and prerequisites for the gradual initiation of legislation in specific areas
of the healthcare sector, while maintaining the role of the nation-state.

Other significant contributions of the monograph include an extensive review of
the European legal framework regulating various activities in the healthcare sector
and the institutional framework in this area. The second chapter of the monograph
provides a detailed overview of the historical development of norms protecting
patients' rights in Europe, specifically the legal regulation of patients' rights in the



EU, major international and regional acts. The main rights and obligations of
patients, including their rights in transborder healthcare services, are defined and
systematized. | consider the author's approach appropriate as it allows for the
establishment of the current level of protection of patients' rights in Europe and the
member states. The author presents an overview of mechanisms for protecting
patients' rights in the EU, member states, and the Council of Europe, including
their effectiveness in the presence of new risks and challenges to health security.

In the third chapter of the monograph, an analysis of the existing protection of the
rights of doctors and medical professionals in the EU and national legal systems is
presented. This is considered a significant contribution, as a large portion of
published studies in Bulgarian doctrine focus on patients' rights. The question of
the legal liability of doctors and medical professionals, regulated in the legislation
of the Republic of Bulgaria, is skillfully examined by the author.

The fourth chapter of the monograph presents an analysis of healthcare facilities as
subjects of rights and obligations in the EU. A contributing aspect in this chapter is
the analysis of the rules of liability for healthcare facilities. The fifth chapter of the
work is dedicated to the contemporary challenges to EU health policy and the
protection of legal subjects in healthcare, with the author adeptly and thoroughly
developing each of these challenges at a high scientific level. The presented
monograph stands out for its originality and contains numerous scientific and
scientifically applicable results with a contributory character.
