1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of Department of International
Law and EU Law, Law Faculty of the University of National and World Economy. |
participate in the composition of the scientific jury of the competition according to Order Ne
2638/13.10.2023 of the Vice-Rector for Research and Development of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the announced competition is Chief Assistant Professor Dr.
Alexandra Yovcheva Valcheva. Alexandra Valcheva has a master's degree in law from the
University of National and World Economy, where she graduated in 2012. In 2014, she
enrolled in a doctoral program in International Law and International Relations at the Faculty

of Law and History of the South-West University “Neofit Rilski” - Blagoevgrad. In 2017,
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Alexandra Valcheva defended her dissertation thesis "Development of agricultural policy in
the EU after the Treaty of Lisbon™. In the same year, she was appointed as an assistant
professor at the Department of "International Law and EU Law" of the Faculty of Law of the
UNWE. From 2020 she holds the position of “chief assistant professor”. In 2019, Alexandra
Valcheva was appointed chief expert in the Directorate "International Affairs and Projects™ at
the institution of the Ombudsman of the Republic of Bulgaria. In the period from 2012 to
today, the candidate's teaching, research and practice are mainly focused in the area of the
EU law, international law and the protection of the fundamental rights of the citizens.
Alexandra Valcheva has participated in numerous projects and other scientific events. She

speaks English and Greek.

3. Fulfilment of the minimum national requirements for holding the academic

position

The candidate in the competition has submitted a Reference for the fulfillment of the
quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position "associate professor” at
UNWE in the field of higher education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences. From the
information presented, the following implementation of the indicators is established.

The following implementation of the indicators is established from the presented
Reference. Under letter "A" - dissertation for awarding PhD - 50 points. Under letter "B" -
habilitation thesis "Rights of subjects in the field of healthcare in the European Union™ - 100
points. Under letter "D" - published book based on the dissertation work "Development of
the Common Agricultural Policy of the European Union™ - 75 points; articles and reports
published in non-indexed journals with science review or published in edited collective
volumes - 245 points; studies published in non-indexed journals with science review or
published in edited collective volumes - 15 points; published chapter of a collective
monograph "Supranational intellectual property rights in the European Union™ - 20 points, a
total of 355 points under letter "D". By letter "E™ (cited) - 135 points.

The total number of points is 640, and the candidate exceeds the minimum national
requirements by 240 points. Chief Assistant Professor Alexandra Valcheva significantly

exceeds the additional requirements established by the UNWE, as with a minimum total of
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320 points, she collects 437 points. In total, from the two groups of indicators, the candidate

reaches 1077 points, with a required minimum of 720.

4. Teaching

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Alexandra Valcheva, has the necessary teaching
experience in the field of the announced competition. In the period 2019 - 2023, she has
given seminar classes and lectures before the students majoring in "law" at the Faculty of
Law of the UNWE, as well as before students from the economics specialties at the UNWE
in the disciplines "Law of the European Union™ and "Fundamentals of Law".

In total for the period, the candidate has teaching load of 1170 hours of seminar
classes and 595 hours of lectures. Except in UNWE, Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Alexandra
Valcheva, has given 42 hours of lectures at the Institute for Postgraduate Studies at UNWE.
She is the author of a study book on the subject "EU Law". The candidate's teaching
experience is in the field of the announced competition and fully meets the requirements for

the occupation of the academic position "associate professor”.

5. General characteristics and contributions of the presented scientific papers

For her participation in the competition the candidate has submitted a habilitation
thesis, a published chapter of collective monograph, which is not presented as a main
habilitation thesis, one study, a published book based on a defended dissertation thesis and
twenty-five other publications - reports and articles published in non-indexed journals with
science review or published in edited collective books.

The candidate's publications are entirely in the field of the announced competition.
The main part of them are focused on various aspects of the protection of fundamental rights
in EU law, others are dedicated to policies and principles of EU law, to the problems of the
internal market and the competition, to current topics in the field of healthcare in the Union,
etc. The variety of topics in the field of EU law that the candidate has covered in her research
is impressive. Two of the articles are in English and are published abroad. Eight of the
articles have been published in authoritative legal scientific journals, referred in international
databases with scientific information, including the journals "Legal Theory", "Contemporary

Law", "Business and Law", etc.
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5.1. General characteristics and contributions of the candidate’s habilitation work

The monographic work "Rights of subjects in the field of healthcare in the European
Union" is an original scientific study of EU law, dedicated to contemporary and significant
issues for the legal theory and the practice. The work is in volume of 280 pages. It is divided
into an introduction, five chapters and a conclusion. 710 footnotes have been made. The
literature used includes a total of 339 sources, of which 190 are in Bulgarian and 149 in
English language.

The focus of the research is on the rights and obligations of subjects in healthcare in
EU law. In Chapter One, the author analyzes the historical stages in the development of the
primary law of the European Union, of the institutional framework and competence of the
Union in the field of healthcare. The following three chapters explore in detail respectively:
the main sources of legal protection of patients' rights; the content of patients' rights and their
protection in accordance with the European Union legal norms, in the national legal systems
and the mechanisms envisaged within the framework of the Council of Europe for their
protection; questions regarding the rights of medical doctors and medical specialists in the
EU and in Bulgarian legislation; and the rules that apply to the operation of the healthcare
institutions, the duties and responsibilities of the healthcare institutions. The final chapter
presents an analysis of the impact of the globalization on the health policy in the EU and on
the issues of ensuring the safety of transplants and assisted reproduction, the development of
eHealth, dealing with the COVID-19 pandemic and its consequences, and on the cross-border
threats to stability of healthcare. The main concept that the author substantiates in her
research is that there is an existing need to provide the European Union with broader
competence in the field of health care.

The author has chosen an original approach for the analysis of the acquis of the EU in
the field of healthcare, having oriented the research towards the subjects — patients, medical
specialists and medical and healthcare institutions. This approach allows to identify the
imperfections of the existing regulations from the point of view of the participants and to
highlight the main challenges and problems facing the legislation in order to achieve a higher

level of protection of their rights and interests. Achieving such a goal presupposes a
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historical analysis of the stages of development of the Union legislation, which regulates
relations in the field of health, which the author does in the First Chapter. On the basis of the
historical analysis and through the study of the primary and secondary legislation of the EU,
we are moving towards a clear outline of the problems in the indicated area that face the EU
and the member states, the current state of the objective law is determined and the directions
for its future development are outlined.

The complete and comprehensive analysis of the sources of the secondary law and the
main decisions of the EU Court of Justice significantly enriches the existing scientific
literature in the field of EU law in our country and creates a basis for further development
and deepening of research in the specified area. As a contribution of the work, it should be
noted the attempt made to systematize the matter by researching the main goals to which the
legal framework is aimed: increasing the level of protection of patients' rights, improving the
provision of cross-border health services in the internal market and the development of
measures to improve healthcare in the EU. Valuable for researchers and practitioners is also
the analysis of patients’ rights and the mechanisms for their protection provided for in the
Charter of Fundamental Rights of the EU, in the European Social Charter and in some acts of
the secondary law.

Examining the institutional interaction and the functions and activities of the Union's
specialized agencies allows the author to outline their role in the implementation of Union
legislation, in the development of Union policies and in supporting the efforts of Member
States to improve public health. An important aspect of the research in the context of the
development of the internal market is the analysis of the recognition of the qualifications of
medical professionals and the cross-border exercise of their profession, as well as the rules
that apply to the activity of medical and health institutions and access to the health services
offered by them and the importance of this kind of services to ensure timely and quality
healthcare for all citizens of the Union. Of interest to researchers and practitioners will be the
review of the common EU health policy. Last but not least, the monograph pays special
attention to the particularly topical issues related to the introduction of eHealth and the role

of the Union in dealing with cross-border pandemic threats.
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5.2. General characteristics and contributions of the candidate’s other publications

Study "Limits of the right to freedom of speech in the context of relations between the

Republic of North Macedonia and the Republic of Bulgaria. Research papers of UNWE,
volume 4/2021.

In the study, the author analyzes the protection of the right to freedom of speech as a

fundamental right protected by international treaties and in the EU law. The mechanisms
aimed at establishing minimum standards for the protection of freedom of speech in the
Union are examined and the manifestations of the so-called "hate speech™ in the Republic of
North Macedonia as a violation of fundamental rights, underlining the need for greater
activity on the part of the EU to ensure compliance with the standards established in EU law
by the RNM as a country that is a candidate for membership in EU.

Scientific report "The rule of law in the conditions of the COVID-19 pandemic",

Collection of reports from a scientific conference, NBU, 2020

The report examines the consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic in relation to the
application of the fundamental principles of EU law. Contribution of the report is the analysis
of the impact of the consequences of the pandemic in terms of the application of the principle
of the rule of law and the observance of the fundamental rights of EU citizens and the
measures that the EU undertakes.

Article "The principle of equal treatment in the law of the European Union and the

jurisprudence of the Court of the European Union", Journal of Management and Education,

In the article, the author analyzes the principle of equal treatment as a fundamental

principle and core value of EU law and its place in the human rights protection system. The
key role of this principle in the development of the protection of the rights of Union citizens,
including the right to free movement, is examined. The practice of the Court of Justice of the
EU has been reviewed.

Report "Modern challenges to security in the European Union", Collection of

scientific papers from the international scientific conference "Crisis and conflicts -

correlations and challenges”, Volume 1, New Bulgarian University, 2021.

The report studies the EU security challenges such as terrorism, illegal migration,

regional conflicts near EU borders, cybercrime, climate change and illegal arms trade. The
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contribution of the publication is the analysis of the legislative and other measures taken by
the EU in the direction of dealing with the consequences of the mentioned challenges and the
outline of the guidelines for future actions to guarantee a higher degree of security in the
Union by improving the EU defence system and support the effective counteraction of
modern threats and risks.

Scientific report ,, Dignity as the foundation of human rights”’, International journal,
Institute of Knowledge Management , KIJ, VOL .45, No.5, Skopje, 2021

The report is published in English in the Republic of North Macedonia. In it, the

candidate in the competition examines the right to dignity as a basic human right. A
contribution is the review of various doctrinal positions of leading researchers. The author
supports the thesis that the right to human dignity lies at the very foundation of all human
rights.

Article "Legal requlation of the policies of the European Union for the protection of

the external borders", Legal Theory journal, no. 2, 2022

The article analyzes the contemporary challenges to EU law related to ensuring
effective protection of the Union's external borders. The current Union legislation on border
control, migration and asylum is reviewed. A conclusion is made about the existence of a
good level of legislative protection of the external borders, while at the same time an opinion
IS expressed about the need to ensure the observance of fundamental rights in the conditions
of a crisis, in view of the fact that crises most often affect vulnerable groups in society.

Article "The European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and the

Charter of Fundamental Rights: two paths to a common goal”, DE JURE journal, issue

The article analyzes the ECHR and the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the EU as

legal means aimed at achieving a common goal - ensuring the highest level of protection of
human rights and fundamental freedoms in Europe and in the EU. The relationship between
the two acts is examined and a conclusion is made about their positive role in improving the
functioning of national legal systems and in expanding the scope of fundamental rights
protection in Europe.

Report "Observance of the principle of the rule of law in the European Union by the

member states", Collection of scientific papers “30 years of the Law Faculty of the UNWE -
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Successor of Century of Tradition in the Development of Legal Science and Practice, Sofia,
2022

The report reveals the consequences of the decision of the Constitutional Court of
Poland regarding the conformity of basic principles of EU law with the country's
Constitution, which challenges the principle of supremacy of EU law. The contribution of the
report is the analysis of the said decision and the consideration of its consequences.

Article "Human rights and artificial intelligence"”, International journal, Institute of
Knowledge Management, KIJ, VOL.52.1, No.1, Skopje, 2022)

The article is dedicated to an extremely topical issue of EU law - human rights and

artificial intelligence. The candidate examines the measures that the Union adopts in order to
achieve effective protection of human rights in the use of artificial intelligence systems. The
contribution is the study of possible violations of fundamental rights in the use of artificial
intelligence and the measures that the EU takes in relation to this problem.

The publications of the candidate contain numerous scientific and scientific-applied
contributions in the field of European Union law. Their number significantly exceeds the
minimum requirements for holding the academic position of "associate professor”. The
candidate chooses topics that stand out for their relevance and significance both for the
development of scientific research and for development of the practice. It is evident that there
is well defined interest in the matter of the protection of fundamental rights in the context of
contemporary challenges to EU law. A recommendation for the author's future scientific
research is to conduct more comprehensive and in-depth study of the decisions of the EU

Court of Justice.

6. Critical remarks and recommendations

The exposition of the habilitation work would gain more clarity if in the study of the
competence of the EU is included an analysis of other provisions of the Treaties, which serve
as legal basis for the adoption of EU legislation in the field of health protection, such as
Article 114, paragraph 1 of the TFEU, which rule provides for the adoption of measures to
approximate the legal or administrative provisions of the Member States, which aim at the
creation or functioning of the internal market. A more detailed study of the legal grounds of

the primary law for the adoption of legislative measures would contribute to the author's
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justification of the thesis for necessity of widening the competences of the Union, since for
this purpose all possibilities for adoption of Union legislation on different provisions of the
Treaties should be analyzed, and not only the provision of Art. 168 of the TFEU.

The paper would further benefit from the expression of the author's opinion on
whether the commercial status of medical facilities contributes to better health services in the
domestic market and whether the commercial status of medical facilities is compatible with
the specifics of their activity. The latter will give a side view of the consequences of the
established status of merchants of the medical institutions in our country.

In the Conclusion, the author states that "however, the moment has not yet come
when the member states will transfer their powers to regulate the rights and obligations of
patients, medical doctors and medical institutions, in favor of the EU". Under my opinion
such a decision would significantly hinder Member States from providing their national
public healthcare, as each country has its own health system, which cannot be regulated
exclusively by acts at the Union level.

The remarks and recommendations made above do not affect my entirely positive
impression of the presented habilitation work.

7. Conclusion

From the materials presented in the competition it is established that the candidacy of
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Aleksandra Valcheva meets all the requirements of the Act for
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB) and of the
Regulations for the Implementation of the ZRASRB. The habilitation work and the other
publications of the candidate reveal the high level of scientific creativity and potential for
significant future achievements in the field of EU law research.

Based on my overall assessment, | believe that the candidate in the competition
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Aleksandra Valcheva has all the necessary qualities and
teaching and research experience to hold the academic position of ""associate professor**
and | strongly suggest to the scientific jury to adopt a decision to propose to the
Scientific Council of the Law Faculty of the UNWE, Chief Assistant Professor Dr.
