1 monograph, 10 participations in collective monographs, 1 article in journal with IF, 5
articles indexed in international data bases, 8 articles and reports published in other journals
or in edited collective volumes, and 1 training book. No evidences were found of copyright
infringement by other researchers at the time of writing of this position.

14, Evaluation of the main scientific and applied contributions

The volumetric and structural characteristics of the scientific publications give me
reasons to make the following conclusions and assessments:

1) In purely quantitative terms, it might be argued that the publications presented not
only cover but also significantly exceed the required minimum values.

2) Most of the scientific publications of Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Kazakova-
Mateva are in the field of agricultural and ecological policy. The candidate clearly defined
her priority of the research interests to farming and farm management in the protected zones
of the European ecological network NATURA 2000, sustainable development of high nature
value farming and products produced in the region with traditional and natural value, spatial
analysis etc.

3) Determining for the scientific production of the author is its relevance and
consistency with high level of acquaintances with the mentioned fields as well as aspiration



for new interpretation and search for practical solutions. The content analysis of the scientific
work of the candidate allows me to consider that her scientific studies are systematic in
nature and enrich the existing scientific knowledge.

15. Critical comments and recommendations

I have no critical remarks.

16. Conclusion

Chief Assistant Dr. Yanka Kostadinova Kazakova-Mateva is a university lecturer
with teaching and pedagogical activities, which fully meets the requirements for the
academic position "Associate Professor” at UNWE. She has presented much more than the
required minimum of scientific output, which contains a significant number of scientific and
applied contributions relevant to science and practice. The presented evaluation scoreboard
not only meets, but also significantly exceeds the basic and additional requirements for the
required academic position.

Based on the above, | fully believe that Chief Assistant Dr. Kazakova-Mateva should
