1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department Economics of
Natural Resources, Business Faculty, UNWE according to Decision of the Academic
Council Ne 7 /9.12.2020. | participate in the composition of the scientific jury of the
competition according to Order Ne 457 / 04.03.2021 of Deputy Rector of UNWE for
R&D.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

According to the competition announced in the State Gazette on 05.01.2021
from the Department of Economics of Natural Resources of UNWE in the professional
field 3.8. Economics, specialty Economics and Management (agricultural and
environmental policy) there is only one candidate - Chief Assistant Professor Dr.
Yanka Kazakova.

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Yanka Kazakova graduated with a Master's degree
in Agricultural Economics from the University of National and World Economy in
1999. In 2007 she obtained the degree of Doctor in Economics and Management at the
Department of Agricultural Business, UNWE. Since 2014 she has been appointed an
Assistant professor in the Department of Natural Resources Economics, Business
Faculty, UNWE. The candidate in the competition is constantly expanding and
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enriching his professional qualification, participating in various postgraduate
specializations, namely:

» postgraduate specialization in environmental management (2000 at the
Mediterranean Agrarian Institute, Crete, Greece);

* specialization in business advertising (1995-1999, UNWE, Free Faculty);
training in human resources management (Ede, the Netherlands, 2008)

« training in European policy, agriculture and environmental issues
(International Agricultural Center Wageningen, The Netherlands, 2000)

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Kazakova has many years of professional experience
as a consultant at the national and international level in the field of agricultural
economics, eco-economy. She constantly enriches and upgrades her knowledge,
competencies and skills. She has held senior and expert positions in governmental and
non-governmental organizations and institutions at national, European and global
levels (World Bank, EC, Ministries). Dr. Kazakova continues to work actively as a
leader and researcher on research and consulting projects, which is indicative of her
ability to conduct successful research and ability to work in a team.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

Evidence for the fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic
position of "Associate Professor” is presented. According to the submitted documents,
the candidate in the competition fulfills the quantitative and qualitative requirements
for holding the academic position. It is evident from the presented evidence that the
minimum national requirements and those of UNWE for holding the academic position
of "Associate Professor" are exceeded.

3. 1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

According to the attached evidence (map) for the quantitative requirements,
Chief Assistant Dr. Kazakova-Mateva reports a total number of 1270 points, which
exceeds twice the set threshold of 620 points. The candidate in the competition
exceeds the national minimum requirements according to Law for development of
academic staff in Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) (art. 2b) and the Regulations for its
application by 59%. The additional requirements for UNWE according to LDASRB



(art. 2b, para. 5) and the Regulations for its application (art. 1a, para. 2-3) are
overfulfilled by 188.18%.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

From the submitted documents under the competition it is evident that Chief
Assistant Dr. Kazakova has seven years of teaching experience at UNWE. The
candidate is an established scientist, researcher and lecturer in Bulgaria and Europe,
and has significant contributions to the development of agricultural and environmental
policy, which contributes to the reputation and development of UNWE. She has
reviewed articles in scientific journals indexed in the Scopus and / or the Web of
Science. Dr. Kazakova is a recognized trainer of capacity building teams for LAGs and
NGOs on environmental issues. She actively participates in international, national and
university forums. These qualitative characteristics of Dr. Kazakova give me the
reason to conclude that she has all the necessary qualitative characteristics to hold the
academic position of "Associate Professor". This is also confirmed in the opinion of
the Habilitation Council presented in Protocol 3 of 17.11.2020.

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity for each candidate separately

The candidate for the competition - Dr. Yanka Kazakova is a full-time lecturer
at the Department Economics of Natural Resources and leads lindividual or team
disciplines in the specialties "Agricultural Business", "Ecoeconomics" and
"Environmental Economics in English ““ in bachelor's and master's degree. She lectures
and conducts seminars at the Bachelor's Degree in Green Marketing, Protected Areas
Management; and in the ACS Master in Green Infrastructure Management. She
actively participates in the development of new curricula for the courses she teaches,
successfully integrating the experience gained from her participation in various
projects and her work as a consultant. Dr. Kazakova has developed and published a
methodological guide "Spatial Business Analysis”, which reflects the content of the
curricula of the disciplines "Spatial Business Analysis™ and "Spatial Agribusiness
Analysis". In her teaching activity Dr. Kazakova applies appropriate forms and
approaches for active learning of students In conclusion, it can be summarized that
according to the criterion "Teaching activity" Chief Assistant Dr. Kazakova is an



established teacher and meets the requirements of the competition for his teaching
competence.

5. Brief description of the presented scientific papers / publications

For her participation in the competition, Dr. Kazakova presents a total of 26
scientific papers / publications, incl. individual monograph, 10 chapters in collective
monographs, article in an impact-rated journal, 5 articles in journals (including 2 in
foreign ones), referenced in international scientific databases, 8 articles and reports in
other journals and edited collective volumes, and 1 textbook . The presented scientific
production meets the requirements for holding the academic position of "Associate
Professor”.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and scientific-applied
contributions of the candidates

The presented scientific production contains indisputable scientific, scientific-
applied and educational contributions, which fully correspond to the profile of the
announced competition. | accept the one presented by Ch. Assistant Professor Dr.
