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a When drafting the Law on the Judgement of People, it cannot be asserted with certainty

that the}ustomary law of the Slavs had an influence on its provisions. Nevertheless, the only
text in which we find customary criminal statutes is Article 1. However, subsequently, the norms
of the lgw have influenced the development of customary criminal law, especially regarding
hcts against the Christian religion and morality, sexual inviolability, ethics, and so on.

e gnother medieval source from which we derive information about our customary law is
the Agricultural Law. From the preserved materials, it is understood that it was known to the
Bulgari:a)ns during the Middle Ages and parts of its provisions have been preserved in the
tollectine memory even after the destruction of the Bulgarian state and were applicable by our

customagy criminal law.
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The Byzantine legal collection Prochiron also has significant importance and influence
not only on the state but also on Bulgarian customary law. It illustrates the mutual influence
between customary and state law. Undoubtedly, in creating the law, the legislator took into
account the criminal customs of the Slavs. It is difficult to determine the extent to which the
Syntagma of Matthew Blastares influenced the development of Bulgarian customary criminal
law. It is an indisputable fact that the collection was known to the Bulgarians and our church
applied it during the years of Ottoman rule.

The influence of customary legal provisions on written state law is also evidenced by
the preserved, albeit few in number, Bulgarian royal charters and international treaties from the
time of the Second Bulgarian State. They unequivocally fix that the Bulgarian state sanctioned
certain customary institutions.

The existence of a connection between written laws and customary criminal provisions
is demonstrated by the compilation of late feudal law - the Law of Justinian in its extensive
edition (Sudac). It contains customary legal provisions regulating issues from various legal
fields, including criminal law.

Chapter Two, "Customary Criminal Law in the 15th-19th Centuries," presents the
consequences of Bulgaria's fall under Ottoman rule and the memory of statehood among the
people. The policy of the Ottoman Empire and the preservation of some institutions of the
Christian population contributed to the preservation of Bulgarian customary law.

Characteristic of the feudal law applied in the empire was the wide dissemination of
legal customs. An interesting fact is that despite the religious, political, and social
discrimination our people faced, Bulgarian customary law was recognized by the state. Its
sanctioning by the state allowed for the preservation of the distinctiveness of the Bulgarians.

The Ottoman Empire maintained the existence of some of the institutions of the
conquered population, such as Bulgarian communities, the Eastern Orthodox Church, and guild
organizations. Their existence allowed for the preservation of Bulgarian customary law.

In Chapter Three, "Influence on Bulgarian Customary Law from Neighboring
States and Regions", a study is conducted on the customs of Balkan peoples, highlighting
similarities and differences among them.

Many provisions of customary law are included in the state legislation of individual
Balkan countries. During the Middle Ages, the legislation of Balkan states was created based
on Byzantine law, but customary provisions also had widespread application.

First and foremost, in the chapter, the similarities and differences between the customary

laws of the Bulgarian and Serbian peoples are examined. Bulgarians and Serbians belong to a



similar tradition, making it difficult to determine who influenced whom. Their customary law
has existed and been applied since before the creation of their states. It continues to be applied
in cases where state action is impossible or certain areas of public life are not regulated by state
law. The customary law of Serbians and Bulgarians, as well as their written law, have developed
continuously through mutual interaction.

An analysis is made of the customary criminal provisions of Montenegrins and
Bulgarians. Information about customary law in Montenegro confirms that the main part of the
preserved popular provisions resembles and even coincides with those of Bulgarians and
Serbians. Similarities between Bulgarian and Montenegrin customary law are found in
customary legal institutions such as "brotherhood" and commune, blood revenge, "God's
judgment," and others. Montenegrin customary law played a significant role in the drafting of
the code of Prince Danilo I, adopted in 1855, aimed at reforming and establishing a modern
legal order. However, customary criminal matters occupied a considerable place in it. This code
became a valuable source of information not only for Montenegrin customary law but also for
other Balkan peoples.

Chapter Three also examines Albanian customary law, which represents a
comprehensive legal system regulating human life from birth to death. Within this harmonious
system are the most important branches of law, governing family, civil, criminal, and procedural
law. There are numerous similarities between Bulgarian and Albanian customary law. However,
there are also customary provisions that are mainly inherent to Albanians, such as blood feuds,
which are an institution of customary law and are still preserved to this day.

The similarities and differences with Romanian customary law are also traced. After the
creation of Wallachia and Moldavia, the primary source of their law remained customary law.
The introduction of Old Bulgarian literature, which was not only religious but also legal, played
a significant role in the development of law in these countries. Therefore, it can be assumed
that along with written and Slavic customary law, Romanian states were influenced in this way.
There are also numerous similarities between customary norms and institutions of Bulgarians
and Romanians. The fact that the Romanian people were under Ottoman rule for a shorter time
than Bulgarians had a significant influence on the development of Romanian customary law.
This allowed Romania to begin building a modern legislation borrowed from European states,
thus starting a process of abandoning customary provisions.

Part of Russian customary criminal law is also examined. There is undoubtedly mutual
influence between the customs of these two peoples. The adoption of some Old Bulgarian

customary legal norms is also contributed to by the fact that a large part of our Orthodox



literature was exported and preserved in Russia. Of course, it cannot be claimed that only
Bulgarian customary law influences Russian law. Many Bulgarians received their education in
Russia, worked there, and engaged in various trade activities. All of this, in turn, reflects on the
development of our customary law. Therefore, the connections between these two Slavic
peoples not only affect their economic, political, and cultural development but also have an
impact on their customary legal norms.

Further analysis is conducted on Ottoman customary law as well. The coexistence
between Bulgarians and Turks undoubtedly influences their customary law, but determining
how it is expressed is challenging. In the conditions of a foreign state, Bulgarians must adhere
to state legislation. However, the powers granted by the central authority to individual groups
create conditions for the preservation of Bulgarian customary law.

By tracing the peculiarities of customary law in the 19th century in regions such as
Bitola, Ohrid, Prilep, Veles, and others, many common features are revealed, including identical
proverbs, sayings, and sources. The proximity between the populations and the relationships
that exist between individuals are reasons for the mutual influence of customary legal
provisions.

In Chapter Four, "On Some Specific Issues of Qur Customary Criminal Law", the
concept of crime according to popular understanding is first examined. Our customary criminal
code distinguishes criminal acts based on the qualities of the victim. Crimes are divided into
light and serious depending on the nature of the act, the time and place it was committed, the
perpetrator, the victim, etc. There are actions that are punishable by law but not by custom, and
vice versa. There are also criminal acts that are committed out of superstition. There are
superstitions that serve as reasons not to commit crimes and transgressions. Certain actions are
pursued and punished by the people because of their religious beliefs.

Concepts such as guilt, attempt, complicity, self-defense, insanity, etc., are not foreign
to customary criminal law. The perpetrator of the crime is also examined according to popular
understanding. There is no established minimum age at which criminal responsibility is sought.
Each case is evaluated separately.

Next, various types of crimes are traced, namely: A. Crimes against the person, such as
murder, suicide, abortion, bodily harm, threats, insult, defamation, etc.; B. Crimes against
morality — adultery, abduction or theft of a woman, polygamy and bigamy, sodomy and
bestiality; C. Crimes against property, such as theft, robbery, arson, and trespassing on another's
property; D. Crimes against the Christian religion and morality — blasphemy, sacrilege, burning

and robbing corpses, sorcery, witchcraft, hostage-taking (charming); E. Crimes against the state



— interestingly, crimes against state authority are known to the Bulgarian people even during
the years of Turkish rule, but they are not regulated by our customary criminal code.

The grounds for exemption from criminal responsibility have also been examined. Due
to its understanding, superstitions, and the peculiarities of its family and social life, the
Bulgarian people have provided for impunity for certain acts or "excusability for certain
crimes." It is noteworthy that in the presence of these circumstances, when the dispute was
brought to the Ottoman state authorities, they took into account the customs of the Bulgarians.
These customary penal provisions are preserved and applied in our country even in the first
years after the Liberation.

The concept of punishment and the types of punishments according to Bulgarian
customary criminal law have been studied. The Bulgarian people, in determining the
punishment, have been guided by a sense of justice, not just by a desire for revenge. Every
criminal act was to be punished, and the concept of statute of limitations for a committed crime
is unknown in our customary criminal law.

Bulgarian customary criminal law provides for various punishments depending on the
degree of social danger of the act. Some of them are corrective. Others are compensatory,
usually in the form of fines. There are also disgraceful punishments. In general, the punishment
system according to our customary law includes: scolding or reprimand, fine, beating,
confinement, expulsion from the village, disgraceful punishments, hanging, or burning.
Spiritual punishments were also imposed. During the years of Ottoman rule, the practices
known from the Middle Ages such as blood feud, lynching, ransom, and collective criminal
responsibility were preserved.

Based on the conducted research, conclusions have been drawn regarding the essence
of custom and customary law, particularly in criminal matters. It has been preserved and
developed throughout the centuries of our nation's existence. Existing even before the
establishment of the state, it retained its relevance during the creation of the First Bulgarian
State. It continued to be applied during the Byzantine rule and during the Second Bulgarian
State.

During the period of Ottoman rule, the scope of application of our customary criminal
law was significantly limited. However, the customs themselves remained largely intact or were
minimally influenced by the Turks.

The role of customary criminal law during the Temporary Russian Administration is

undeniable.



After the Liberation, the application of Bulgarian customary criminal law was
preserved, albeit limited. The utilization of customary criminal law and its incorporation into
the new Bulgarian legal system unequivocally corresponded to the stage of development of our
society in the early years of the existence of the Third Bulgarian State, which predetermined its
practical application. Over time, it was compelled to yield to the new modern legislation and

gradually lose its relevance.

The study "Changes in the constitutional matter affecting the organization of the judicial
authority during the regime of May 19, 1934," reflects the changes in Bulgaria when, on May
19, 1934, following a successful coup d'état, the political circle "Zveno" and the Military Union
come to power. The coup is unconstitutional, carried out in flagrant violation of the constitution.
Several reforms are undertaken in the country, some of which affect the constitutional structure,
particularly significant in the area of Bulgarian judicial organization.

The coup is carried out without the participation of the king but is legalized by him. The
participants in the May 19 coup consider it necessary to change the procedure for constituting
the National Assembly. Constitutional powers of the Grand National Assembly are removed
from the government. The constitutionally guaranteed voting rights and right to assembly, as
stipulated by the Tarnovo Constitution, are violated.

Changes are also made to the administrative-territorial division of the country,
implemented by disregarding the Constitution, which explicitly specifies the names of the
territorial units.

All these changes, euphemistically referred to as "renewal," also affected the judicial
system. The government of Kimon Georgiev, based on Article 47 of the Tarnovo Constitution,
issues on November 24, 1934, a Regulation-Law on the organization of the courts. An
interesting fact is that the structure of the 1926 law is adopted. Much of its text is reproduced,
with the additions mainly concerning the internal structuring of certain chapters and the
introduction of paragraphs. This regulation marks a major reform in the Bulgarian judicial

system.

The customary law of the Balkan peoples has existed and been applied since before the
creation of their states. Some provisions of customary law are incorporated into the state
legislation of individual Balkan countries. They become important regulators of their social and
public relations, especially during the years when the Balkan peoples are under the rule of the
Ottoman Empire. Customary law is a comprehensive legal system that encompasses the most
important branches of law, regulating family, civil, criminal, and procedural law. The
customary law of the Balkan peoples, and specifically the provisions related to crimes against
individuals, have evolved and continuously interacted with each other. In the Balkans,
customary law provides severe punishments for crimes such as murder, bodily harm, insult,

defamation, abduction, rape etc.

During the National Revival and immediately after the Liberation, the legal status of women
was conditioned by the patriarchal traditions, understandings, and customs of the Bulgarians.
Bulgarikn customary law legitimized certain powers of the Bulgarian woman, using various
names for the word "woman" in folk speech to regulate her legal status. The woman — as a
daughtew, maiden, fiancée, bride, wife, and mother — bore numerous responsibilities, including
househdld and fieldwork, childbirth, and childrearing, etc. However, she was never a slave,
entirelydsubject to the authority of her father or her husband. The living conditions created
opportunitiestdr Reonohtichaaddiistooisabuts pectheddikiar \R éguaktiiel yopaFitokpatei inAcaiiig
important decisions for the family and the community.

This was a time when Bulgarians lived
under fakeign legislation, which explains the widespread application of customary law in their
daily liypes. The foreign authority influenced not only the economic and cultural development
of Bulgarians but also their customary law. Our legal language is replete with Turkish terms.
Of course, it cannot be assumed that the use of these terms implies the adoption of the concepts
themselwes. Many of them were known to Bulgarians as far back as the years of the medieval
Bulgarifin state. However, under foreign rule, they gradually fell into oblivion and were
replaced by Turkish equivalents. It cannot be denied that there were legal concepts introduced
by the Turks as well. Thus, during the years of Ottoman rule, there was also a transposition of
numerous Turkish terms.

Prevention is a type of social activity aimed at protecting society from various criminal
offenseg that disrupt its normal functioning and development. The first attempts at crime
preventeon in our country were made as early as in Medieval Bulgaria. During the period under
considelation, the state's prevention policy was aimed at reducing crime through the imposition
of various punishments.
K
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Rompan law was never active law in Medieval Bulgaria. Roman law influenced the

legislatdn of the medieval Bulgarian state through Byzantium. Although Roman law was not
activelyoenforced, its principles and norms were adopted through the reception of Byzantine
legislatBBn—sometimes with significant modifications and deviations from Bulgarian feudal
law. Thy sources of Bulgarian feudal law, influenced by Roman law and applied in the medieval
Bulgarien state, include the Byzantine Ecloga, the Slavic Ecloga, the Law on Judging People,
the Agrfcultural Law, applied during the First Bulgarian Empire. They were also used during
the Second Bulgarian Empire together with the Syntagma of Matthew Blastares and royal
charters¢ Roman law affected legal institutions and institutions of Bulgarian feudal law. Roman
law inflhenced the law of medieval Bulgaria through the intermediary of Byzantium.
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After the Liberation, there was a noticeable need for judicial oversight of the actions of
the administration and the administrative acts issued by it. With the development of the state
and the increasing intervention of the executive authorities in economic and cultural life, the
significance of administrative justice grew. All of this led to the adoption in 1912 of the Law
on Administrative Justice. The Supreme Administrative Court (SAC) is the only court in the
country competent to hear and decide on public law disputes.

Through its diverse activities, a relatively complete, procedurally regulated, and well-
organized administrative justice system has been established in our country. Over time and with
the development of legislation in the capitalist state, the SAC has established itself as a court
of cassation and annulment. Assisting in the proper development of capitalism in the country,
the SAC resolves various legal disputes, some of which arise from monetary claims of public
law origin by individuals and legal entities against administrative authorities or regarding the
issuance or refusal to issue a certain administrative act by the executive authorities.

With its diverse activities, the Administrative Court has managed not only to maintain
its place designated at its establishment but also to meet the actual needs of Bulgarian society.

It shows that it is a court worthy of its purpose and role.

Thedl'arnovo Constitution of 1879 reveals the political maturity and democratic spirit of our
people. During its drafting, the representatives in the Constituent Assembly were constrained
by the provisions of the Berlin Treaty, adhering to the prescribed form of organization and
governdnce of the state, and influenced by the resistance movement of Bulgarians against the
decisions of the Great Powers.

4 significant humanitarian achievement was the foresight of Bulgarian politicians, who
not onlydiscussed the proposal to ban the trafficking of human beings but also provided legal
regulation for it. The inclusion of Article 61 in the fundamental law by the representatives of
the people is an undisputed success for the Bulgarian nation. With it, not only the trafficking
but alsaf slavery as a crime within the territory of our state is prohibited. In the Principality of
Bulgaria, the Tarnovo Constitution proclaimed the principles of freedom and equality. The
prevailiihg liberal and democratic ideas in our country are absolutely incompatible with any
restrictians on human rights and freedoms.
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TheyBerlin Treaty creates a dependent, vassal state. Southern Bulgaria is a province with
adminidbrative autonomy, subject to the direct political and military authority of the Sultan. A
significant part of the Bulgarian people and its territories remain within the boundaries of the
Ottomaf’Empire and other neighboring Balkan states. This further complicates the relations on
the pemnsula. Thanks to the struggle of the Bulgarians, the activity of the Bulgarian
governments and state authorities in the Principality and in Eastern Rumelia, many provisions
of the Berlin Treaty remain unapplied concerning the Bulgarian state; others are silently or
explicitly repealed. Practically, many years before the proclamation of Bulgarian independence,
the Primcipality and the region annexed to it in 1885 acquired the status of an almost
indeperident country.

Theuunjust provisions of the Berlin Treaty are at the heart of the struggles of all Balkan
states amd peoples. The struggle of the Bulgarians is aimed at gaining full state sovereignty and
indepenglence; for the application of the principle of nationality, for the unification of the
oppresseection ,,History®, section ,,Economy*, A jubilee scientific conference with international
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After the Liberation, the Principality of Bulgaria embarked on the substantial establishment
of modern state and societal institutions for that era. The very state structure was regulated by
the provisions of the Tarnovo Constitution. It regulated the establishment of the fundamental
state institutions, defined their relationships, and predetermined their directions of
development.

During the period from the Liberation until the end of the 19th century, the foundations of
state structures were laid and consolidated. In the Principality, a wide network of state, public,
and private institutions began to operate.

The established state system of the Bulgarian Principality by the end of the 19th century
also predetermined the economic, political, cultural, and other achievements in the following
decade. The successful preparation and attainment of sovereignty and independence of the

country owe much to these structures.
