Sciences at the Law Faculty of UNWE in accordance with Decision No. 6/13.12.2023 and
was published in the State Gazette, issue 4/12.01.2024.

| participate as an internal member of the scientific jury for the competition, according
to Order No. 626/11.03.2024 of the Deputy Rector of UNWE. As evident from the Protocol
of the meeting of the scientific jury for conducting the competition on 13.03.2024, | have
been designated to prepare an opinion, which | hereby present. Only one candidate has been
admitted to participate in the competition — Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Georgieva Radeva.

10. Short information about the candidates in the competition

Dr. Neli Georgieva Radeva was born on January 9, 1982, in Haskovo. She graduated
her secondary education at the Foreign Language School "Petko Karavelov" in her
hometown in 2000. From 2000 to 2005, she studied at the Law Faculty of UNWE,
specializing in "Law," and graduated in 2005. In the same year, she also graduated with a
bachelor's degree in "Accounting and Control" at UNWE. In 2009, she obtained a second
master's degree in "Bulgarian History in the Balkans and Southeast Europe” from Paisii
Hilendarski University. In 2018, she earned the academic and scientific degree of "Doctor" in
the scientific specialty of History of Law ("History of the Bulgarian State™) at St. Cyril and
St. Methodius University, after defending her dissertation titled: "The Prosecutor's Office in
Bulgaria (1880-2016): A Legal-Historical Study."

Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Georgieva Radeva served as an assistant professor from 2008
to 2019, and since 2020, she has been an associate professor at the Department of Public Law
Sciences at the Law Faculty of UNWE. She has conducted exercises and lectures on
Bulgarian state history, Fundamentals of Law, General Theory of Law, and since 2023, on



the History of the State and Law.

11. Fulfilment of the requirements for the academic position:
11.1. Fulfilment of the quantitative requirements
In the performance map for meeting the quantitative requirements for the academic
position of "Associate Professor" at UNWE, 580 points were recorded, exceeding the
minimum national requirements of 400 points, as well as 559.9 points compared to the
minimum of 320 points required for UNWE's additional requirements. The achieved scores
not only meet but also exceed the minimum thresholds for all necessary criteria groups.

11.2. Fulfilment of the qualitative requirements

Regarding the qualitative requirements, a detailed Performance Map has been
presented, all of which are in line with the University's Policy and Assessment Principles
(which are also included in the documentation).

The materials provided by Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Radeva within the framework of
the competition procedure demonstrate compliance with both the quantitative and qualitative
requirements for the academic position of "Associate Professor" according to the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and the Regulation
for its Implementation.

As part of the preliminary procedure for assessing readiness for habilitation, the
Habilitation Council of UNWE has issued a positive opinion regarding compliance with
UNWE requirements.

12. Assessment of teaching and academic activities for each candidate separately

Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Radeva teaches the disciplines "History of the State and
Law" (lectures and tutorials), "Fundamentals of Law" (lectures), and "Bulgarian Customary
Law" (lectures). She has also conducted tutorials for "History of Bulgarian State and Law"
and "General Theory of Law." Additionally, she has participated in a research project. Over
the past five academic years, she has fulfilled, and even exceeded, the required teaching load.
She is the author of a textbook titled "History of the Bulgarian State and Law: A Textbook
for Law Students.” Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Radeva is highly valued and respected as a
lecturer.

The given ratings from students and the prepared teaching materials demonstrate the
high level of teaching skills of Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Radeva.

The candidate's teaching experience is in the field of the announced competition and
fully meets the requirements for the academic position of "Associate Professor."

13. A brief characterization of the submitted scientific works/publications:



Dr. Neli Radeva's research activity is primarily focused on the topic of Bulgarian
customary criminal law. For the competition, she has submitted one monograph, one study, a
published book based on her defended dissertation, and a total of eighteen other publications
- articles and reports published in non-refereed journals with scientific review or in edited
collective volumes, as well as one textbook titled "History of the Bulgarian State and Law."

In the map for qualitative requirements, the scientific work "On Some Issues of
Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law" is indicated as a habilitation basis under Article 24,
Paragraph 1, Item 3 of the LDASRB. The cited publication represents a comprehensive and
in-depth study of a fundamental theoretical problem in the History of the Bulgarian State and
Law and constitutes a monograph. It contains significant scientific contributions without
duplicating existing research. The qualitative requirements for the competition are fulfilled.

The monograph "On Some Issues of Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law" consists of
an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, and a bibliography, with a total of 265 pages,
and the bibliography covers 121 sources. The work undoubtedly possesses the characteristics
of a monographic study: it contains a complete and comprehensive examination of Bulgarian
customary criminal law, does not repeat existing knowledge, has detailed content, and a
detailed bibliography.

At the beginning of the monographic work, the author precisely and exhaustively
examines the development of Bulgarian customary law from the creation of the First
Bulgarian State immediately to the first years after Liberation.

The author conducts a detailed analysis of the individual sources from the medieval
era and the preserved criminal legal customs of the Bulgarians. Legal and non-legal sources
are examined, including: Krum's laws, Pope Nicholas I's responses to inquiries from the
Bulgarians, the Byzantine and Slavic Eclogues, etc. Royal charters and international treaties
from the period of the Second Bulgarian State are also studied. Conclusions are drawn that
part of the norms of customary law, especially criminal ones, are sanctioned by the central
authority.

The second chapter explores the development of Bulgarian customary law during the
Ottoman rule. The policy of the Ottoman Empire to preserve some of the institutions of the
Christian population, including our customary legal institutes and provisions, is traced.

In the following chapter of the research, the author examines the individual
customary criminal norms of the Balkan peoples, as well as Russia. As a result of this study,
the conclusion is drawn that there is mutual influence of the customary legal provisions of
Serbs, Montenegrins, Albanians, Romanians, Turks, and so on.

In the fourth chapter of the monographic work, the author examines the fundamental
concepts of customary criminal law, such as: crime, guilt and its forms - intent and
negligence, as well as attempt, complicity, etc. Bulgarian customary criminal law makes a
distinction regarding the perpetrator of the crime, depending on whether they are male,
female, relative, or foreigner. The various types of crimes are also studied. The grounds for
exemption from criminal liability are also explored. The chapter also discusses the



punishments regulated by Bulgarian customary criminal law, which include corrective,
restorative, and disgraceful punishments.

The conclusion summarizes the main findings of the monograph.

The scientific publications presented by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Neli Radeva meet the
minimum national requirements in the professional field of Law, according to the LDASRB,
both quantitatively and qualitatively, and comply with the conditions for holding the
academic position of "Associate Professor” in accordance with the Regulation for its
Application and the additional requirements of UNWE.

14. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and scholarly contributions of the
candidates

In this section, the focus will primarily be on the contributions made in the presented
monograph "On Some Issues of Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law." The exposition is
thorough and represents a comprehensive and extensive study of Bulgarian customary
criminal law. The work contains significant scholarly contributions to the field of the History
of the Bulgarian State and Law. It holds high theoretical value and contributes to the
development of legal-historical science. In Bulgarian legal-historical literature, there is a lack
of similar independent research on the topic of the monograph.

The author conducts a detailed analysis of medieval legal sources from the time of the
First and Second Bulgarian States and the applied criminal legal customs. The
interconnection between written and customary law is also traced.

A successful in-depth analysis is made of the relationship and mutual influence of
written and customary criminal law in individual Balkan states.

The profound study of the concept of crime according to the understandings of the
Bulgarian people during the years of Ottoman rule is of significant importance. The author
emphasizes that some actions were prosecuted and punished according to custom but not by
the Ottoman state authority, and vice versa.

Of utmost importance to legal-historical science are the exhaustively outlined grounds
for exemption from criminal liability according to Bulgarian customary criminal law.

The candidate’s efforts to systematize the various types of crimes are commendable.
A detailed examination of the punishments provided for in Bulgarian customary criminal law
has also been conducted. Various types of punishments are thoroughly explored.

The work is written in a high legal language, clear, accessible, and profound. The
author has not allowed themselves to interpret others' thoughts but has clearly expressed their
scientific and research position with creative courage. Therefore, | can summarize that the
presented monograph is the first completed and comprehensive study in the theory dedicated
to Bulgarian customary criminal law.

In addition to my evaluation of the presented monograph, 1 will also focus on the
studies, articles, and reports submitted by the candidate for participation in the competition.



They demonstrate a developed scientific curiosity and also characterize significant scholarly
contributions, undoubtedly contributing to the development of legal-historical theory.

15. Basic critical remarks and recommendations for each candidate separately

Some weaknesses in the work could be pointed out. For instance, the author could
have merged Chapter Two, "Customary Criminal Law in the 15th — 18th Centuries," with
Chapter Four, "On Some Specific Issues of Our Customary Criminal Law," where Chapter
Two could have served as an introductory section. Additionally, a more in-depth study could
have been conducted on the application of customary criminal law after the Liberation and
the gradual restriction of its application.

Despite these somewhat inconsequential weaknesses, | believe the work is written in a
high legal language, reflecting the excellent style of the author, their rich general and legal
culture, profound and penetrating thought, analytical skills, freedom of expression, and
advocacy of their views. This is a guarantee of future creative successes for the author.

The candidate also meets the formal requirements for participating in the competition,
as the requirements of the law are met. From this point of view, along with the creative
achievement in the work, all legal prerequisites for obtaining the academic position of
associate professor in the History of the State and Law are fulfilled.

16. Conclusion

Based on the presented academic work and additional scholarly publications, |
believe that the legal requirements according to the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and its implementing regulations are met. In
conclusion, | give a completely positive evaluation and recommend to the esteemed
academic jury to propose to the Faculty Council of the Law Faculty at UNWE that Chief
Assistant Dr. Neli Georgieva Radeva be selected to occupy the academic position of
“associate professor” in the scientific field 3.
