V. A BRIEF OVERVIEW OF THE SUBMITTED ACADEMIC
WORKS/PUBLICATIONS

1. The habilitation work is a monograph titled "On Certain Issues of Bulgarian
Customary Criminal Law," published by Avalon Publishing in 2023, ISBN: 978-
954-9704-45-7, with a total of 265 pages.

The monographic work by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Neli Radeva is
dedicated to an extremely interesting topic—Bulgarian customary criminal law. In

our legal literature, there is no similar in-depth scholarly work dedicated to this issue.

The author provides an interesting perspective on the scientific investigation,
conducting a thorough and multifaceted analysis of the well-known written sources
of law and their "interaction" with the customary criminal law in the Bulgarian lands
over a significant historical period—from the First Bulgarian Empire, through the
Middle Ages and Ottoman rule, to the adoption of the Penal Code of 1886 in post-
liberation Bulgaria. The monograph makes a significant contribution to the theory of
the history of state and law, while also being useful for criminal law by developing

the main penal law institutes of medieval customary criminal law.

In the first chapter dedicated to comparing customary provisions with some
non-legal sources and Slavic laws during the era of the medieval Bulgarian state, a
successful attempt is made to reveal the mutual influence of various written sources
in the Balkans (Krum's laws, responses of Pope Nicholas | to inquiries from the
Bulgarians, the Ecloga, the Law on Judging People, the Agricultural Law, the
Prochiron, and others) with Bulgarian customary criminal law. This section is not
merely an analysis of the respective sources but represents a study of the complex
relationships and influences of customary law with them against the backdrop of

corresponding inter-state and economic relations (especially in the case of royal



charters and international treaties).

The second chapter tracks the development and application of Bulgarian
customary law during the Ottoman rule. Despite the small size of this section, the
author has revealed the most significant aspects of the policy of the Ottoman Empire
in preserving certain rules of customary law in Bulgarian lands and maintaining some

of the institutions of the Christian population.

The third chapter also makes a significant contribution by examining the
influence on Bulgarian customary law from the laws of neighboring Balkan states
and Russia. The specificity of each country is revealed with regard to their particular
socio-economic and political features, which facilitates a much easier understanding

of them.

The fourth chapter is considered the "most valuable” in the study, as it
examines the main categories of criminal law in medieval customary criminal law.
Skillfully and with a correct contemporary methodological approach, the
characteristics of the institutions of customary law are revealed. Their
systematization according to the modern structure of criminal law allows for the

disclosure of their specific features and differences from written criminal law.

2. The additional works submitted by Chief Assistant. Dr. Neli Radeva for

It is written
in precise legal language. The maintained opinions are well-founded and express the

author's position. Sources and literary sources are correctly cited. The conclusions
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drawn in the study demonstrate the author's broad theoretical preparation on the

subject matter and the ability to conduct in-depth analysis of literary sources.
