Professor in "History of State and Law," professional direction "3.6 Law" at UNWE,
announced in State Gazette, issue No. 4 dated 12.01.2024.

Short information about the candidates in the competition

Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Georgieva Radeva was born on January 9, 1982. In 2005, she
graduated with a degree in Law from the Faculty of Law at UNWE. That same year, she also
graduated with a Bachelor's degree in a second major, "Accounting and Control," from
UNWE. In 2009, she earned a Master's degree in "Bulgarian History in the Balkan and
European Southeast” from Plovdiv University "Paisii Hilendarski.” She defended her
doctoral thesis on "The Prosecution in Bulgaria (1880-2016). A Legal-Historical Study" at
Veliko Tarnovo University "St. Cyril and St. Methodius™ in 2018.

From 2008 to 2019, Dr. Neli Radeva served as an assistant and has been a chief
assistant since 2020 at the Faculty of Law at UNWE. She teaches History of Bulgarian State
and Law. She has conducted exercises and lectures in Introduction to Law, General Theory
of Law, and since 2023, in History of State and Law.

2. Fulfillment of Requirements for Academic Position

2.1. Fulfilment of quantitative requirements

The candidate has fulfilled all quantitative requirements for the academic position of
"Associate Professor" at UNBE. From the attached chart, the following can be observed: in
Section | - national minimum requirements according to Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and its implementing regulations, all
requirements have been met, with a total of 580 points achieved out of the required 400
points from groups A, b, B, I', /I, and E.

In Section Il - Additional requirements for UNWE according to Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and its implementing
regulations, all requirements have been met, with a total of 559.9 points achieved out of the
required 320 points from groups 3, 1, and K. The total points achieved from Sections I and II
are 1139.9 out of the required total of 720 points.



2.2. Fulfillment of qualitative requirements

In the chart for qualitative requirements, the academic work "On Some Issues of
Bulgarian Criminal Law" is indicated as a habilitation on the basis of Article 24, paragraph 1,
item 3 of Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria. The
publication represents a comprehensive, multifaceted, and in-depth study of a fundamental
problem and constitutes a monograph. As a lecturer in the Department of Public Law
Sciences, Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Radeva participates in the preparation of new or updated
curricula. Among the curricula developed by her are those on: History of the State and Law
and Bulgarian Customary Law, which are directly related to the current competition.

The qualitative requirements of the competition have been met. In the framework of a
preliminary procedure, the Habilitation Council of UNWE has given a positive opinion on
compliance with the quantitative and qualitative requirements of UNWE, as adopted by the
Academic Council.

3.Evaluation of teaching activities for each candidate separately

Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Radeva conducts seminars and lectures on the subject
"History of the State and Law." Additionally, she leads a lecture course on "Bulgarian
Customary Law" at the Faculty of Law of UNSS. The provided references demonstrate the
fulfillment of the minimum requirements for participation in the competition for the
academic position of "Associate Professor™ in this regard.

Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Radeva's teaching activities also encompass the development
of a textbook entitled "History of the Bulgarian State and Law: A Textbook for Law
Students.” Evidence of the candidate's competence in the field of teaching is the published
educational literature. Students highly appreciate Dr. Neli Radeva's teaching activities.

Given the above, Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Radeva meets the statutory requirements
for teaching work to qualify for the academic position of "Associate Professor" in
professional field 3.6 Law (History of the State and Law).

4.A brief overview of the submitted academic works/publications

For participation in the competition, the candidate has presented a habilitation work
on the topic: "On Some Issues of Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law," published by Avalon
Publishing, Sofia, 2023. ISBN: 978-954-9704-45-7. This is a study, a published book based
on a defended dissertation, and a total of eighteen other publications - articles and reports -
published in non-peer-reviewed journals or edited collective volumes. Additionally, the
candidate has submitted a textbook titled "History of the Bulgarian State and Law,"
developed for law students, addressing the needs of the taught discipline. The candidate's
publications are entirely within the scope of the announced competition. The majority of
them focus on various aspects and problems of the History of the Bulgarian State and Law.
Two publications are in English, two in Russian, with three published abroad.

The monographic work "On Some Issues of Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law"
represents an original scientific study in the field of the History of the Bulgarian State and
Law. The work spans 265 pages, organized into an introduction, four chapters, conclusion,
and bibliography. There are 534 footnotes. The literature used includes a total of 121 sources
in Bulgarian and foreign languages. The presented habilitation work constitutes a
monograph, within the meaning of § 1, item 10 of the implementing regulations of the Law
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.



The subject of the study is the development of Bulgarian customary law from the
creation of the First Bulgarian State to the first years after the Liberation. In the first chapter,
the author analyzes various medieval sources, starting with Krum's laws, the Responses of
Pope Nicholas 1 to the inquiries of the Bulgarians, Byzantium, and others. A comparison is
made between the different sources from the medieval era and the preserved criminal law
customs of the Bulgarians. The development of customary criminal law is influenced by the
creation of the medieval Bulgarian state and its legislative policy. Nevertheless, it continues
to be applied both during the First and Second Bulgarian States.

In the next chapter, the consequences of the fall of the Bulgarian state under Ottoman
rule are extensively examined. The Ottoman Empire's policy aimed at preserving some of the
institutions of the subjugated population is discussed. The preservation of Bulgarian
communities, the Eastern Orthodox Church, and guild organizations allows for the
preservation of Bulgarian customary law.

The author has chosen an original approach to analyze the customs of the Balkan
peoples, pointing out similarities and differences among them. Customary institutions of
Serbian, Montenegrin, Albanian, Romanian, Russian, and Turkish customary law are
thoroughly examined. Additionally, customary criminal provisions in the regions of Bitola,
Ohrid, Prilep, Veles, and others in the 19th century are also discussed. There is mutual
influence of customary legal provisions among the different Balkan peoples.

In the fourth chapter of the monograph, the concept of crime according to popular
understandings and the terminology used to denote it in colloquial language are extensively
studied. Various types of crimes are analyzed in the same chapter. The grounds for
exemption from criminal liability are also discussed. Punishments provided for in our
customary criminal law are thoroughly analyzed. They vary depending on the degree of
social danger posed by the act.

The scientific publications presented by Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Radeva meet the
minimum national requirements in professional field 3.6 Law, according to the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria , and meet the conditions for
the academic position of "Associate Professor" in accordance with the implementing
regulations of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria and the additional requirements of UNWE. They are in the field announced in the
competition - professional field 3.6 Law (History of the State and Law) and contain
theoretical and practical contributions.

5.Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and scientific-applied
contributions of the candidates

The candidate’s significant contributions in the procedure are primarily contained in
the monograph titled "On Some Issues of Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law," published by
Avalon Publishing, Sofia, 2023, ISBN: 978-954-9704-45-7. A major contribution is that, for
the first time in historical-legal theory, a comprehensive study dedicated to Bulgarian
customary criminal law has been conducted.

The systematic analysis of individual sources from the medieval era and the preserved
criminal law customs of the Bulgarians is of considerable importance. The author elaborates
detailed conclusions regarding the interaction between customary law and the state law
created in Medieval Bulgaria.

Another contributory aspect is the introduction and examination of the consequences



of Bulgaria falling under Ottoman rule and the recognition of Bulgarian customary law by
the state authority. The candidate successfully employs a comparative legal approach in
examining the influence on Bulgarian customary law from neighboring states and regions. A
comprehensive analysis of customary criminal provisions of Balkan peoples is presented,
highlighting both commonalities and differences among them.

A significant contribution is the in-depth analysis of the concept of crime according to
popular understandings, as well as clarifying that certain acts were prosecuted and punished
by the central authority but not by customary law, and vice versa. The monograph also
defines and systematizes various types of crimes. The grounds for exemption from criminal
liability are systematically and convincingly analyzed. The Bulgarian customary criminal
code established non-punishability for certain criminal acts under specific circumstances.
Additionally, in the same chapter, Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Radeva conducts a
comprehensive and in-depth examination of punishments under Bulgarian customary
criminal law, thoroughly analyzing various types of penalties.

In conclusion, the presented monograph demonstrates a detailed understanding of the
subject matter in the field of the History of the Bulgarian State and Law. It is, therefore, the
first complete and comprehensive publication on the topic of Bulgarian customary criminal
law in theory.

6.Main critical remarks and recommendations for each candidate separately

"I will formulate a critical remark and a recommendation. | believe that the
monograph by Chief Assistant. Dr. Neli Radeva would benefit if the issues regarding the
grounds for exoneration from criminal liability according to the norms of Bulgarian
customary criminal law were presented in a separate chapter of the exposition.

My main recommendation to the author is to continue working on this topic in the
future.”
