In the same year,
she completed a second specialty in "Accounting and Control™ at UNWE. She obtained a master's
degree in "Bulgarian History in the Balkans and Southeast Europe” in 2009 at Paisii Hilendarski
University.

The candidate has been a long-time lecturer at UNWE in the fields of History of the
Bulgarian State and Law, General Theory of Law, Foundations of Law, and History of State and
Law. From 2008 to 2019, she held the position of assistant, and since 2020, she has been an
associate professor at the Faculty of Law of UNWE. In 2016, the candidate was enrolled as a
doctoral student in independent preparation in "History of Law" ("History of the Bulgarian
State™) at St. Cyril and St. Methodius University of Veliko Tarnovo, and since 2018, she has
been a Doctor of Law with a defended dissertation on the topic "The Prosecutor's Office in
Bulgaria (1880-2016). Legal-historical study."



3. Fulfilment of the requirements for filling the academic position

Based on the provided performance chart outlining the quantitative requirements for the
academic position of "Associate Professor" at UNWE and the accompanying evidence, the
candidate meets the national minimum requirements as per the Law on the Academic Staff in
the Higher Education Institutions (LASHEI) (Article 2b) and its Regulation (Article 1a, para. 1).

The presented habilitation thesis "On Some Issues of Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law"
Is structured with an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, and bibliography, totaling 265
pages. The bibliography includes a total of 121 sources in Bulgarian and foreign languages. The
citations of these sources in the text amount to 534 footnotes, all of which are correctly cited.
The presented habilitation thesis constitutes a monograph, according to § 1, item 10 of the
Regulations of the Higher Attestation Commission.

The subject of the habilitation thesis is the development of Bulgarian customary law from
the establishment of the First Bulgarian State immediately to the first years after Liberation. The
role and significance of customary law and its applicative scope are examined.

The first chapter of the monographic study provides a comparison between various
sources from the medieval period and the preserved criminal customs of the Bulgarians.
Individual medieval sources such as Krum's Laws, the Responses of Pope Nicholas I to Inquiries
from the Bulgarians, the Byzantine and Slavic Eclogues, the Law on the Judgement of the
People, etc., are analyzed. Customary law has existed since pre-statehood periods, and the
creation of the medieval Bulgarian state influenced its development. An interesting fact is that
during both the First and Second Bulgarian States, alongside written law, Bulgarian customary
criminal law was widely applied. The latter also influenced the development of state-created law.

Chapter two of the study is dedicated to the consequences of Bulgaria falling under
Ottoman rule and the people's memory of statehood. It examines the Ottoman Empire's policies
and the role of certain institutions within the Christian population. The Ottoman authority
preserved the existence of some institutions among the subjugated population, which allowed
for the preservation of Bulgarian customary law.

In the third chapter of the monograph, an investigation into the specific customs of the
Balkan peoples is conducted, highlighting the similarities and differences among them. The
customary penal provisions of the Serbs, Montenegrins, Albanians, and others are analyzed,
along with the individual customary institutions of Romanian, Russian, and Turkish customary
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law. Additionally, the peculiarities of customary law in the 19th century in regions such as Bitola,
Ohrid, Prilep, Veles, and others are examined. When analyzing the customary legal norms of the
Balkan peoples, many common features are revealed, including similar proverbs, sayings, and
sources. The proximity between populations and the relationships existing among individuals
are reasons for the mutual influence of customary legal provisions.

In the fourth chapter of the study, the concept of crime according to popular
understandings and the terminology used in vernacular speech to denote it are examined.
According to our customary criminal law, there are actions that are punishable by law but not by
custom, and vice versa. Concepts such as guilt and its forms - intent and negligence, as well as
attempt, complicity, etc., are not foreign to the Bulgarian customary criminal code. The same
chapter also investigates various types of crimes, including crimes against persons; crimes
against morals; crimes against property; crimes against the Christian religion and morality, and
crimes against the state.

Grounds for exemption from criminal liability are also examined. Due to their
understandings, superstitions, and generally due to the peculiarities of their family and social
life, the Bulgarian people have provided for impunity for certain acts or "excusability for certain
crimes”.

The punishments provided for in our customary criminal law are also thoroughly
examined. They vary depending on the degree of social danger posed by the act. Some of them
are corrective, others are restorative, usually monetary. There are also humiliating punishments.
Broadly speaking, the system of punishments according to customary law includes: reprimand
or admonishment, fine, corporal punishment, confinement, expulsion from the village,
humiliating punishments, hanging, or burning. Spiritual punishments have also been imposed.

The candidate has also presented a textbook titled "History of the Bulgarian State and
Law. A Textbook for Law Students" developed to meet the needs of the discipline "History of
the State and Law". The aim of the textbook is to assist students in the Law specialty, first year,
in studying the discipline and preparing for it. The content of the textbook covers topics from
the History of the Bulgarian State and Law. Structurally, each topic contains: a plan, key
concepts, sources, literature, questions, and tests.

The candidate has submitted for participation nineteen other publications - one
monograph, eighteen articles and reports, two of which are related to the topic of the habilitation
thesis, and one textbook.

The publications presented by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Neli Radeva meet the minimum national
requirements for professional field 3.6 Law, both quantitatively and qualitatively, according to
the Regulations for the Recognition of Academic Degrees and the Conditions for Obtaining
Academic Titles, and they meet the conditions for appointment to the academic position of
"Associate Professor”, in accordance with the Regulations for the Implementation of the
Regulations for the Recognition of Academic Degrees and Additional Requirements of UNWE.
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6. A synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and scientifically applied
contributions of the candidate.

The habilitation thesis on the topic "On Some Issues of Bulgarian Customary Criminal
Law," published by Avalon Publishing, Sofia, 2023, ISBN: 978-954-9704-45-7, occupies a
particularly important place among the candidate's scholarly work.

The monograph represents an original work containing valuable scientific contributions.
Its significance stems from being the first comprehensive and in-depth study dedicated to
Bulgarian customary criminal law in the historico-legal theory. Prior to this work, there was a
lack of similar independent research in Bulgarian historical-legal literature specifically focused
on this topic. While some aspects of Bulgarian customary criminal law have been addressed in
connection with related issues, a comprehensive study dedicated solely to this subject was
missing.

The author's contributions can be outlined as follows:

Valuable contribution is made through the examination of the entire development of
Bulgarian customary law from the establishment of the First Bulgarian State to the early years
following the Liberation. This comprehensive analysis provides insights into the interaction
between customary and state law in Medieval Bulgaria.

The author conducts a detailed and thorough comparison between various sources from
the Medieval era and the preserved criminal customs of the Bulgarians. Based on this
comprehensive review of medieval source material, conclusions are drawn regarding the
interaction between customary and state law in Medieval Bulgaria.

The candidate's analysis of the consequences of Bulgaria falling under Ottoman rule and
the Ottoman policy of preserving certain institutions of the Christian population, as well as the
recognition of Bulgarian customary law by the state authority, holds significant importance.

Furthermore, the candidate's serious efforts to clarify the influence of neighboring states
and regions on Bulgarian customary law are commendable. A thorough examination of the
criminal customs of Balkan peoples, highlighting similarities and differences, has been
conducted. Numerous similarities in customary provisions regarding crimes and punishments
related to human honor, dignity, blood revenge, "divine justice,” and others have been identified,
along with customary provisions specific to certain Balkan peoples.

The in-depth study of the concept of crime according to popular understanding and
terminology used in vernacular speech demonstrates that certain acts were prosecuted and
punished by central authority but not by customary law, and vice versa. The Bulgarian customary
criminal code encompasses concepts such as guilt, attempt, complicity, self-defense, insanity,
and others, while types of crimes are defined and systematized.

The candidate's examination of grounds for exoneration from criminal liability, including
the intriguing solutions devised by the Bulgarian people to exempt certain acts from punishment
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under customary circumstances, is noteworthy.

Moreover, the candidate thoroughly investigates punishments under customary criminal
law, including specific types of penalties. It is convincingly argued that the candidate has focused
their scholarly inquiries on Bulgarian customary criminal law, making the research particularly
relevant and potentially contributory to the development of historico-legal science.

The candidate's submitted studies, articles, and reports also demonstrate significant
scholarly contributions and undoubtedly will contribute to the advancement of historico-legal
theory.

7. Basic critical notes and recommendations towards the candidate

The monographic study by Associate Professor Dr. Neli Radeva, "On Some Issues of
Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law," would be enriched if the questions regarding grounds for
exoneration from criminal liability according to the norms of Bulgarian customary criminal law
were presented in a separate chapter. It is worth discussing in more depth the application of
customary criminal law after the Liberation and the gradual restriction of its applicability.

The critical remarks made do not in any way detract from the overall positive assessment
of the reviewed scholarly works. These remarks are fragmentary and do not undermine the
unequivocal conclusion that the scholarly work has been written as a result of diligent work and
conscientious efforts by the author in the field of scholarly analysis.

The candidate's scholarly work unequivocally indicates that Associate Professor Dr. Neli
Georgieva Radeva excels in the ability to thoroughly and deeply investigate historico-legal
issues. The candidate has been a long-standing lecturer in the History of the Bulgarian State and
Law, and since 2023, in the History of the State and Law, and enjoys the trust and respect of
colleagues and students alike.

8. Conclusion

In conclusion, | draw the inference that the overall assessment of the teaching activities
and scholarly work of the candidate for the academic position of Associate Professor Dr. Neli
Georgieva Radeva in the professional field 3.6 Law (History of the State and Law) meets the
requirements of Article 24, Paragraph 1 of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria.
