Sciences" at the Faculty of Law of the UNWE, according to a Decision of the AC No. 6/ 13.

2. Short information about the candidate in the competition

The candidate that submitted documents for participation in the competition: Neli
Georgieva Radeva, Assistant Professor, lecturer at the Faculty of Law of the University of
National and World Economy, Sofia.

Neli Radeva was born in 1982. She completed her secondary school education at
Petko Karavelov Secondary School, Haskovo (2000). In 2005, she successfully graduated
from the Master's Program "Law" at the University of National and World Economy, Sofia.
She has completed bachelor's degree in "Accounting and Control" from the same university
(2006). In 2009, she completed a Master's Program at the “Paisii Hilendarski" University of
Plovdiv - MD "Bulgarian History in the Balkans and the European Southeast". Completed
Legal Education and the additionally acquired Master's Degree from a history program which
provides excellent prospects for development in the field of State History and Law. The next
natural step in the educational and qualification degree is accompanied by the research and
teaching activity of the candidate. In 2018, Neli Radeva was awarded the educational and
scientific degree DOCTOR in the Doctoral program "History of Law" of the University of
Veliko Tarnovo "St. St. Cyril and Methodius".

Along with the teaching activity, Neli Radeva developed a successful project activity.
She is the Head of the Project "Translations of Legal Texts and Development of the Modern
Bulgarian Legal Language™ in the period 2021-2023. She participates in the project "Student
Practices"”, as well as in other projects and initiatives of the Faculty of Law.



Dr. Radeva participated in the organization and implementation of internships for
students from the Faculty of Law of the UNWE: in the administration of the Ombudsman of
the Republic of Bulgaria, in the Sofia District Court, in Civil and Criminal Procedure.
Certificates are attached for this purpose.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the Academic Position
""Associate Professor"

From the attached documents for participation in the competition and the evidence for
them, it is clear that the candidate Neli Radeva, Assistant Professor, fulfills both the national
minimum requirements according to the the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria (art. 2b) and the Regulations for its implementation (art. 1a, para.
1), as well as the increased additional requirements for UNWE, according to the Act (art. 2b,
para .5) and the Regulations for its implementation (art. 1a, par. 2-3).

From the point of view of the quantitative requirements, it should be noted that in the
presented Map for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for occupying the
academic position "Associate Professor” at UNWE, 580 points are marked with the
minimum required 400 points to fulfill the minimum national requirements, as well as 559.9
points with a minimum of 320 points required to fulfill the additional requirements for the
UNWE.

According to the Map for the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for
occupying the academic position of DOCTOR at UNWE, there is enough evidence for
meeting all requirements. In the Map for qualitative requirements, the scientific work "On
some Issues of Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law" is listed as Habilitation based on Art.
24, para. 1, item 3 of the the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria. The publication is a complete, comprehensive and in-depth study of a major
problem and constitutes a monograph.

In a transcript-excerpt from Protocol No. 7 of a regular meeting of the Habilitation
Council of the UNWE, held on November 03, 2023 on the basis of Article 15 of the
Regulations for the Activities of the Habilitation Council of the UNWE a decision of the
Habilitation Council of the UNWE is presented. The Habilitation Council gives a positive
opinion on the candidacy of Assistant Professor, Dr. Neli Radeva, for participation in a
competition for the occupation of an academic position "Associate Professor” in the
Professional Direction 3.6. Law, scientific specialty "History of the State and Law" according
to the quantitative requirements for occupying academic positions at UNWE. According to
the presented decision, conformity of the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted
by the Academic Council (AC) is established. | agree with the positive opinion of the
Habilitation Council of the UNWE for the candidate.

4. Evaluation of Educational and Teaching and Learning Activity

From the presented CV, it is clear that Dr. Radeva has the necessary teaching
experience and has been teaching at the University of National and World Economy since
2008, initially as an Assistant, and from the beginning of 2020 - the Chief Assistant at the



Faculty of Law of the UNWE. The Internship as a Chief Assistant is certified with an
attached Certificate of Internship from the Human Resources Directorate at UNWE (Exh.
No. CR - 310/22. 02. 2024). From the attached official note from the "Educational Activity"
Directorate (Exh. No. UDOK 2103/ 22. 01. 2024) it is clear that the candidate has a
significant hour workload, leading classes in the disciplines "History of the Bulgarian State
and Law", "Fundamentals of Law", "General Theory of Law", "History of the State and
Law".

After the adoption of Decree No. 165 of July 12, 2022 on the adoption of a new
Ordinance on the Uniform State Requirements for acquiring a Higher Education Degree in
the specialty "Law" and professional qualification "Lawyer" (Official Gazette, No. 55/
15.7.2022 ), in 2023 Assistant Professor Neli Radeva, PhD, has developed a new curriculum
for the compulsory course "History of the State and Law", which is studied by students in the
first year of the Faculty of Law of the Faculty of Law of the UNWE. It is evident from the
protocol of the Faculty Council (FC) of "Public Law Sciences" that Radeva prepared and
proposed a program for the optional discipline "Bulgarian Customary Law", which was
accepted by the FC (Protocol No. 10/ 27.10.2023).

The candidate’s teaching experience is in the field of the announced competition and
fully meets the requirements for the occupation of the academic position "Associate
Professor™.

5. Brief Description of the Presented Scientific Works/Publications

For her participation in the competition, the candidate submitted a habilitation thesis,
one study, a published book based on a defended dissertation work and a total of eighteen
other publications - articles and reports published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or
in edited collective volumes. The candidate's publications are entirely in the field of the
announced competition.

The variety of problems from the field of State History and Law, which the candidate
has covered in her studies, is impressive. One study and one article are in English and have
been published abroad. From the evidence presented, it is clear that Neli Radeva has an
abiding interest in the field of History of The State and Law, and in particular in the field of
History of Criminal Law and Common Law. In this regard, the following studies of the
candidate, published as articles and reports, are indicative: "Crimes Against the Person under
the Customary Law of the Balkan Peoples”, "De Jure™ (in press); "The Status of Women in
Customary Law and Vernacular Terminology (2023); The French Legal System and Ottoman
Criminal Law. — Aurea luris Romani (2022).; "Customary Law in the Protection of the
Person and Dignity of the Person and the Terminology used in the Vernacular" (2022); "The
Turkish Penal Code — an attempt to create modern legislation” (2021); "The contribution of
Stefan Savov Bobchev to the Preservation of Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law" (2021);
"Adoption of the Penal Code in 1968" (2020), as well as the presented habilitation thesis.

The candidate has researched various significant issues in the field of History of the
State and Law, more specifically of Common Law and the History of Criminal Law, which



subsequently enabled the development of a habilitation thesis dedicated to Bulgarian
Customary Criminal Law. Published in 2023, the study with author Neli Radeva "On some
Questions about Bulgarian Customary Law" is a monographic work on a significant topic of
Bulgarian Customary Law.

As a long-time lecturer of Bulgarian Customary Law at the Faculty of Law of PU
"Paisiy Hilendarski", where | teach, | cannot but share my satisfaction with the fact that a
young scholar shows interest in the roots of Bulgarian law and researched various aspects of
Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law. The topic of Customary Law, so popular in the years of
building the Third Bulgarian State and its Legislation, has been insufficiently researched in
the last 60-70 years. The reason is probably the close connection between Customary Law
and religious beliefs, which is in contradiction with the atheistic politics of socialist Bulgaria
and the extreme affinity to European law of democratic Bulgaria after 1989.

Dr. Radeva's habilitation thesis has a classic structure of four chapters, an
introduction, a conclusion and an attached bibliography in a total volume of 264 pages. There
are 534 footnotes in the study. A diverse and rich literature was used - collections,
monographs, studies and researches, which testifies to a good knowledge of the existing
literature and a conscientious note of the attitude and achievements of other authors who
worked on the given issue.

Quite naturally, the chronological approach has been followed, as the author seeks to
trace and analyze the development of Bulgarian Customary Law from the period before the
establishment of the Bulgarian state to the first years after the Liberation. Interdisciplinary
approach combined with the methods of comparative, historical, legal and critical analysis
are applied. At the beginning of the study, Radeva examines the meaning of the word
“Custom”, the relationship between Custom and Law, the meaning of Customary Law and its
field of application, shows the origin and development of Customary Law and its influence
on the written Medieval Legislation of the Balkan countries, part of which was also applied
among the Bulgarian population during the period of the First and Second Bulgarian States
(Chapter ).

Classical researchers of Bulgarian Customary Law focus their attention on the
development and application of Bulgarian Customary Law during the period of Ottoman
rule, a time when the Bulgarian people remained without their own state, and Customary
Law was one of the pillars of the Bulgarian people. Following this tradition, Neli Radeva
focuses her research on the Ottoman period (Chapter Il), by researching not only the
peculiarities of Bulgarian Customary and specifically Customary Criminal Law, but also
making comparative analyzes with individual institutes of Customary Law applied among
Serbs, Albanians, Montenegrins, Romanians, in the region of Bitola, Ohrid, Prilep, Veles,
etc. as a result of which he draws her conclusions and generalizations, which are a
contribution to the study of Bulgarian Customary Law (Chapter I11).

At the end of the study, an overview of the types of crimes and punishments
according to Bulgarian Customary Law (Chapter 1VV) was made, and concepts such as guilt,
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experience, complicity, inevitable defense, subject of the crime, etc. were presented and
analyzed through the prism of customary law.

6. Synthesized Evaluation of the Basic Scientific and Scientificly-Applied
Contributions of the Candidate

It is an indisputable fact that Bulgarian Customary Law is an integral part, a
significant element of the history of the Bulgarian State and Law.

In her study "On some Questions about Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law", Neli
Radeva traces the nature and development of various significant institutions of Customary
Criminal Law, presenting Customary Rules sanctioned by the state, examining the
application of the characteristic elements of Customary Law, on the basis of a comparative
study with the Customary Law of other Balkan and Slavic countries, it reaches interesting
conclusions about the application of Customary Law, its influence on written law, its
importance from the creation of the Bulgarian state to the period after the Liberation.

The attached articles and monograph include significant topics useful for all who are
interested in Customary Law, tracing its influence and application among the population
during different historical periods - from the formation of the Bulgarian state to the period
after the Liberation. A natural center of research is the Bulgarian people and Customary Law
as a regulator of public relations among Bulgarians. A contribution is also the clarification of
interesting from a modern point of view and little researched issues such as the status of
women according to Customary Law, crimes against the person in the context of the
Customary Law of the Balkan peoples, as well as current topics such as the protection of
dignity and personality through the prism of Customary Law, which are developed in
separate studies and published as articles. It is noteworthy that the candidate examines
significant contemporary issues and seeks answers in the wisdom of the Bulgarian people
and other Balkan peoples, sealed in Customary Law.

7. Basic Critical Notes and Recommendations

Research work is a long and difficult creative process. The researcher is kind of an
experimenter and discoverer. She "sorts" the available information, analyzes it and realizes
her generalizations, hypotheses and conclusions, which she argues out. | would recommend
Dr. Radeva to be bolder in her searches, not to be afraid to reach the end in her conclusions,
to be always innovative, creative and to continue and deepen her research on Bulgarian
Customary Law.

In this regard, of interest is the influence that Common Law has on the received
Bulgarian post-liberation legislation and the changes imposed under its pressure in some
written Laws, the Provisions of which are in serious contradiction with the common
understandings and traditional practices of the Bulgarian people. An example of this is the
Succession Act of 1890 and the changes made to it under the pressure of the customary
understandings of 1896 and 1906.

The recommendations made above do not affect my entirely positive impression of
the presented materials and activity of the candidate for the announced competition for
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"Associate Professor".

8. Conclusion

The materials presented for the competition show that the candidacy of Assistant
Professor Neli Radeva, PhD, meets the requirements of the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for the Implementation of the
Act, as well as the internal requirements of the UNWE. The habilitation thesis and the
candidate's attached publications reveal the necessary level of scientific creativity and
potential for significant future achievements in the field of State History and Law.

Based on the overall activity of the candidate, | believe that Assistant Professor Neli
Radeva has all the necessary qualities, teaching and research experience to occupy the
academic position of "Associate Professor” and | suggest that the scientific jury take a
decision to propose to the Scientific Council of the Faculty of Science of the UNWE, Chief
Assistant Dr. Neli Radeva to be elected to the academic position of "Associate Professor -
Docent” in the field of Higher Education 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences,
Professional Direction 3.6.
