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has been serving as an associate professor at the Department of Public Law Sciences at the
Faculty of Law of UNWE.

3. Covering of the requirements for the academic position
3.1The candidate in the competition has submitted a Performance Map for meeting the
quantitative requirements for the position of Associate Professor at UNWE in the field of
higher education 3. Social, Economic, and Legal Sciences, professional direction "3.6 Law",
scientific specialty "History of the State and Law". From the provided information, the
following fulfillment of the indicators is established: A. Doctoral dissertation for awarding a
Ph.D. - 50 points. B. Habilitation work "On Some Issues of Bulgarian Customary Criminal
Law" - 100 points. C. Published book based on the defended doctoral dissertation "The
Prosecution in Bulgaria (1880-1989). Legal-Historical Study.” - 75 points; articles and
reports published in non-refereed journals with scientific review or published in edited
collective volumes - 180 points; studies published in non-refereed journals with scientific
review or published in edited collective volumes - 15 points; or a total for letter "C" - 350
points. D. Citations - 80 points.

The total number of points is 580, with the candidate exceeding the minimum

national requirements by 180 points. Chief assistant Dr. Neli Radeva significantly surpasses
the additional requirements set by UNWE, accumulating 559.9 points with a minimum total
of 320 points. Summing up the two groups of indicators, the candidate reaches 1139.9 points,
surpassing the necessary minimum of 720.
3.2 Regarding the fulfillment of qualitative requirements, a portfolio has been submitted,
including the habilitation work "On Some lIssues of Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law".
This monograph provides a comprehensive study of a specific problem and does not repeat or
summarize existing knowledge, as required by Article 24, paragraph 1, item 3 of the Law on
the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB). Additionally,
other publications and evidence have been submitted with the application, fulfilling the
qualitative requirements for the position of Associate Professor.

As evident from Protocol No. 7/03.11.2023, the Habilitation Council of UNWE has
given a positive opinion on the compliance of Chief assistant Dr. Neli Radeva's candidacy

with the quantitative and qualitative requirements set by the Academic Council of UNWE.
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4. Assessment of teaching activity

Chief assistant Dr. Neli Radeva possesses the necessary teaching experience in the field
of the announced competition. From 2008 to 2019, she conducted seminar sessions for
students majoring in Law at the Faculty of Law of UNWE, as well as for students from
economic specialties at UNWE in the disciplines of "History of the State and Law™ and
"Fundamentals of Law". From January 10, 2020, until February 22, 2024, with a work
experience in the university of 4 years, 1 month, and 12 days, she has been a chief assistant.
In addition to seminar sessions and lectures on the History of Bulgarian State and Law,
currently the History of State and Law for students at the Faculty of Law of UNWE, from
2020 to 2022, she conducted exercises on General Theory of Law for Law students, and from
2024 she has been delivering lectures on Bulgarian Customary Law for first-year Law
students. In total, during this period, the candidate has a teaching workload of 4618 hours of
exercises and 337 hours of lectures. She is also the author of a teaching aid for the discipline

The candidate's publications are entirely within the scope of the announced
competition. The majority of them focus on various aspects of the History of the Bulgarian
State and Law. The diversity of issues from the field of Bulgarian State and Legal History
covered by the candidate in their research is impressive. Two of the publications are in
English, two in Russian, with three published abroad."

5.1. General overview and contributions of the candidate's habilitation work

First and foremost, | would like to address the structure of the main habilitation work
presented, "On Some Issues of Bulgarian Customary Criminal Law." It consists of an
introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, and bibliography, totaling 265 pages (including
literature).

In preparing the work, 121 literary sources by Bulgarian authors, as well as scientific
publications in foreign languages, have been used. They have been cited in 534 footnotes.

Chief assistant Dr. Neli Radeva's approach to structuring her work has enabled her to
formulate and convincingly defend significant scholarly conclusions. The work covers
fundamental issues related to Bulgarian customary criminal law. The chosen structure of the
monograph has allowed the author to conduct an interesting and scientifically grounded
analysis of customary criminal law from the Middle Ages to the Liberation of Bulgaria and
the establishment of modern written criminal law.

The first chapter contains a detailed historical analysis of the various sources from the
Middle Ages and the preserved criminal customs of the Bulgarians. Dr. Neli Radeva
meticulously examines individual medieval sources, starting with the Laws of Krum and
continuing with Pope Nicholas I's Responses to Bulgarian Inquiries, the Byzantine and Slavic
eclogues, the Law on Judging People, and others. In this chapter, the author elucidates that
during not only the First but also the Second Bulgarian state, alongside written law,

Bulgarian customary criminal law had wide application. The latter also influenced the
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development of the state-created law.

The author's profound interest in the field of Bulgarian customary law has shaped the
content of the second chapter, in which she clarifies the consequences of Bulgaria falling
under Ottoman rule and the memory of statehood among the people. The Ottoman Empire's
policy for preserving some of the institutions of the subjugated population (Bulgarian
communities, Eastern Orthodox Church, and guild organizations), whose existence allowed
for the preservation of Bulgarian customary law, has been explored.

In the third chapter of the monograph, Dr. Neli Radeva analyzes the customs of the
Balkan peoples, exhaustively pointing out their commonalities and differences. The
customary law of our neighboring Balkan peoples, including Russia, has been thoroughly
examined. The thesis that the proximity between the Balkan populations and the connections
that exist between them are at the core of the mutual influence of their criminal customs is
convincingly defended.

In the fourth chapter of the study, concepts such as crime, guilt and its forms, attempt,
complicity, and others are examined in detail and analytically according to customary
criminal law. The various types of crimes according to customary criminal law are
exhaustively investigated, including crimes against the person; crimes against morals; crimes
against property; crimes against the Christian religion and morality; and crimes against the
state.

In the same chapter, the author has examined, in a separate paragraph, the grounds for
exemption from criminal liability. These exemptions result from the understandings and
peculiarities of Bulgarian family and social life.

A detailed description of the punishments regulated by Bulgarian customary criminal
law is also provided. They vary depending on the degree of social danger posed by the act.
Punishments include corrective, restorative, humiliating, and spiritual ones. According to
customary criminal law, the system of punishments includes: verbal reprimand or censure,
fines, corporal punishment, confinement, banishment from the village, humiliating
punishments, hanging, or burning.

The chosen structure of the habilitation thesis reflects a professional approach on the
part of Chief assistant Dr. Neli Radeva, indicating her ability to analyze significant scientific

problems regarding the History of the Bulgarian state and law, and to present her arguments
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in a persuasive manner. The language of the main habilitation work is light and readable,
without in any way detracting from its character as a serious legal text.
5.2 General overview and contributions of the candidate's other publications

The candidate has also submitted nineteen other publications for consideration,
including one study, eighteen articles and reports, two of which are related to the topic of the
habilitation thesis, and one educational aid.

The study Changes in the Constitutional Matter Affecting the Structure of the
Judiciary During the Regime of 19 May 1934. - MISCELLANEA HISTORICO-
IURIDICA TOM XX, z. 2 ROK 2021, examines the changes in Bulgaria on May 19, 1934,
when the political circle "Zveno™ and the Military Union came to power after a successful
coup. The coup was unconstitutional, and a series of reforms were implemented in the
country, some of which affected the constitutional structure. The guaranteed electoral rights
and the right to association, as provided by the Tarnovo Constitution, were violated. Changes
were also made to the administrative-territorial division of the country, with particularly
significant alterations occurring in the Bulgarian judicial system.

In the article ""Crimes Against Person According to the Customary Law of the
Balkan Peoples™ B: published in the journal "De Jure" (forthcoming), it is noted that the
customary law of the Balkan peoples has existed and been applied even before the creation of
their states. Some of the customary provisions have been incorporated into the state
legislation of individual Balkan countries. The customary law of the Balkan peoples,
especially the provisions related to crimes against the person, has evolved and continuously
interacted with each other. According to customary law, severe punishments are provided for
crimes such as murder, bodily harm, insult, defamation, abduction, rape, etc.

In the report "The Status of Women According to Customary Law and
Terminology Used in Folk Speech," B: the collection "Legal, Economic, and Historical
Aspects of State Regulation on Economic Activity,” published by Publishing Complex -
UNWE, 2023, ISBN 978-954-232-749-1, the author examines the legal status of women
during the Bulgarian Renaissance and immediately after the Liberation, which was
conditioned by patriarchal traditions, understandings, and customs of Bulgarians. Bulgarian
customary law legitimizes certain powers of Bulgarian women, with various terms used in

folk speech to refer to women and to regulate their legal status. Her right to property, as well
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as her ability to dispose of her possessions, and her involvement in choosing a spouse for her
children, are evidence of her authority.

In the article ""The French Legal System and Ottoman Criminal Law" - Aurea
luris Romani. https://air.unwe.bg/bg/journalissues/article/10636 the author explores the

influence and reception of French legislation in the Ottoman Empire. The Penal Code
adopted in 1858 is much more modern in form and content and significantly differs from
preceding acts. However, it still retains influences from Sharia law. The replacement of
religious law with the new European law cannot be achieved instantly. Overall, though, one
cannot deny the efforts of the Ottoman authorities to modernize the laws, particularly the
Penal Code.

In the article Ucnosib30BaHue BU3aHTHICKOI 3KJI0TH B cpeHeBekoBoii Boarapuu.
— Socialna a Duchovna revue, Presove, Rocnik 2 1X/2018. ISSN 1338-290X, the candidate
investigates the application of the Byzantine Ecloga in the Bulgarian state following the
adoption of Christianity. They point out that at the end of the 9th century or the beginning of
the 10th century, the Slavic Ecloga was created based on it. The translation of the Byzantine
legislative act is not literal. Medieval legislators, through the Slavic Ecloga, attempted to
adapt Byzantine legislation to the conditions of Slavic states, particularly Bulgaria.

In the article Cyne6Hbm mpoumec B cpeaHeBekoBoii Boarapum 1m0 u mocie
kpemenns. — Socialna a Duchovna revue, Presove, Rocnik, 2 1X/2018. ISSN 1338-290X,
the author analyzes the consequences of the Christianization of the Bulgarian people, which
took place under the rule of Prince Boris in 865 AD. This act holds significant social,
economic, political, religious, and legal implications. The new religion forms the basis of
newly established legislation, contributing to the transformation of the judicial process into a
unified regular form for enforcing criminal repression and protecting violated rights.

In the article ""The Reception of Roman Law in Medieval Bulgaria,” published in
STUDIA IURIDICO-HISTORICA, the author examines the influence of Roman law in
Medieval Bulgaria. They note that Roman law was never the active law in Bulgaria.
However, its principles and norms were adopted through the reception of Byzantine
legislation, sometimes with significant changes and deviations from Bulgarian feudal law.
Thus, Roman law influences the legal system of Medieval Bulgaria through reception from

Byzantium.
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The publications presented by Chief Assistant. Dr. Neli Radeva meet both the
quantitative and qualitative requirements for professional direction 3.6 Law, according to the
Higher Attestation Commission's Regulations for Accreditation and Scientific Degrees, and
fulfill the conditions for appointment to the academic position of "Associate Professor,” as
per the Regulations for the Application of the Higher Attestation Commission's Regulations

for Accreditation and Scientific Degrees and the additional requirements of UNWE.

6. Assessment of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions

Dr. Neli Radeva's monograph is dedicated to an exceptionally significant issue in
Bulgarian legal-historical theory, such as customary law. In this sense, her monograph fills a
substantial gap in our scientific literature.

This monograph is the first in a long time to analyze the issue of customary criminal
law. It will be of significant value both to history students and law students. | am convinced
that the in-depth scholarly analysis will also pique the interest of serious researchers in
Bulgarian legal history.

Numerous insightful points can be found in the analysis of customary criminal law
from the Middle Ages to the Liberation of Bulgaria and the establishment of modern written
criminal law. From "Krum's Laws" to Pope Nicholas's Responses, the Law on the Trial of
People, the Agricultural Law, Prohirons, and "Sudac,” Dr. Radeva extracts criminal
provisions relevant to our medieval criminal law. She supplements this list with an analysis
of royal charters from the period, as well as our well-known international treaties from the
medieval Bulgarian state.

Of particular importance is the comprehensive comparative legal study conducted
with the customary law of our neighboring countries, as well as Russia, upon which
significant scholarly conclusions have been formulated.

The author has also provided a new interpretation of the collected ethnographic and
customary material from the 19th and early 20th centuries by the most prominent Bulgarian
researchers - from Rakovski to Academician Arnaudov. This has allowed her to make
significant summary contributions.

Dr. Radeva's work goes far beyond the diligent collection and enumeration of facts

from previous studies. The monograph is not descriptive but entirely analytical, manifested in
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the author's conclusions regarding the mechanisms of action of Bulgarian customary criminal
law.

There are numerous contributory aspects in Dr. Radeva's work. All of them justify a
single conclusion - this is a work whose author fully meets the standards to hold the
academic position of "Associate Professor."

7. Critical notes and recommendations

U believe that the presentation of the presented habilitation work would benefit from
greater clarity if the questions regarding the grounds for exemption from criminal liability
according to the norms of Bulgarian customary criminal law were outlined in a separate
chapter of the presentation.

The remarks made do not entirely detract from my positive impression of the
presented habilitation work. The candidate's scholarly work unequivocally indicates that
Chief Assistant Dr. Neli Georgieva Radeva excels in the ability to thoroughly and deeply
investigate legal-historical issues.

8. Conclusion

From the materials submitted in the competition, it is established that the candidacy
of Chief assistant Dr. Neli Radeva meets all the requirements of the Law on the Development
of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and the Regulation for its
Application. The habilitation thesis and the other publications of the candidate reveal a high
level of scholarly work and potential for significant future achievements in the field of
research on the History of the State and Law / History of Bulgarian State and Law.
