1. Information about the competition
The competition was announced for the needs of the department of

“Public Law Sciences” with the Faculty of Law of the UNWE, in compliance

with Decision of the Academic Council No. 6/13.12.2023, promulgated at the

State Gazette, issue 4 dated 12.01.2024. | am participating in the panel of the

academic jury of the competition under Order No. 626/11.03.2024 of the Rector

of the UNWE.
9. Information about the applicants in the competition
The sole applicant participating in the competition is Senior Assistant

Professor Nelly Georgieva Radeva, PhD. Doctor Nelly Radeva was awarded

her Master’s degree in Law in 2005 by the UNWE, the city of Sofia. In parallel,

in the same year, she also obtained a Bachelor's degree in Accounting and

Control at the same university. During the period of 2008-2009 Doctor Nelly

Radeva was awarded a second Master’s degree by the University of Plovdiv

“Paisii Hilendarski” in the Master’s programme “Bulgarian History in the
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Balkan and European South-East”. In the period of 2016-2018 she was awarded
a Doctoral degree in “History of Law” by the University of Veliko Tarnovo “St.
Cyril and St. Methodius”, where the subject of her dissertation was "The
Prosecutor's Office in Bulgaria (1880-2016). A Legal and Historical Study”.

Doctor Nelly Radeva commenced her professional and academic career
in 2008 as Assistant Professor in History of the Bulgarian State and Law and in
Foundation of Law at the Faculty of Law of the UNWE and as of 2020 to this
moment, she has been a Senior Assistant Professor at the same faculty.

10.Compliance with the requirements to hold the academic position

Under the Rules of the UNWE for organization and holding competitions
for awarding academic degrees and for academic tenure of the applicants for
academic tenure as "Associate Professor", two groups of requirements are
provided: quantitative and qualitative (Art. 23, Paragraph 2, Items 1 and 2). As
evident from the provided reference, the applicant Doctor Nelly Radeva has
fulfilled the quantitative requirements where of the required 300 points for
Professional Field 3.6. “Law”, she has achieved 580 points, i.e. almost double
the necessary minimum number of points. Regarding the additional
requirements under the ROHCAADAT of the UNWE, Doctor Nelly Radeva has
achieved a result of almost 560 (559,9) points where the minimum required
threshold is 320 points.

Regarding the qualitative requirements of the UNWE for academic tenure
as “Associate Professor”, the applicant has received a positive opinion by the
Habilitation Board. Doctor Nelly Radeva is a member of the editorial boards of
collections of academic papers and periodicals, she is a member of the Union of
Lawyers in Bulgaria, she is participating in national projects and in the
management of university projects, in the development of new curricula and

lecture courses, in scholarly conferences, in the work of the Faculty
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Commission on the quality and academic life of the UNWE.

11.Assessment of the Study and Teaching Activity

According to the Formal reference provided by the applicant and issued
by the Education Activity Directorate with the UNWE, during the period of
2011-2013 in her capacity as part-time lecturer and later on as tenured Assistant
Professor, Doctor Nelly Radeva gave lectures and seminars in the study
subjects of “History of the Bulgarian State and Law”, “Foundations of Law”,
“General Theory of Law” and ‘“Administrative Law and Administrative
Procedure”. The applicant published a study supplementary book on “History of
the Bulgarian State and Law”.

In my opinion Doctor Nelly Radeva possesses sufficient teaching
experience and qualities to take the academic position of “Associate Professor”
in “History of the Bulgarian State and Law” at the UNWE.

12.General Characteristics of the presented scholarly works /

publications

The applicant Senior Assistant Professor, Nelly Radeva, PhD is
participating in the competition with the following academic work: one
monograph, one study (in English) and 18 articles and research papers, one in
English and two in Russian, published in non-referenced peer-reviewed journals
or published in edited collective volumes.

12.1. Main directions in the research activity of the applicant

The academic work of the applicant is thematically diverse. Logically,
the majority of the publications of Senior Assistant Professor Nelly Radeva,
PhD are in the field of the history of criminal law. Key place among them takes
her research in Bulgarian customary criminal law — a topic related to her
monographic work, which proves that the applicant has worked systematically

and thoroughly on it. Other publications of the applicant are dedicated to
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Ottoman criminal law, criminal law in medieval Bulgaria, in the Third
Bulgarian Kingdom and Bulgarian criminal legislation in the second half of the
20th century. The other publications of Senior Assistant Professor Nelly
Radeva, PhD refer to general issues of Bulgarian customary law, the history of
Bulgarian medieval law, the history of administrative justice in Bulgaria, the
history of the Tarnovo Constitution and the Principality of Bulgaria.

12.2. Research contribution of the monographic work of the applicant

The monograph submitted by the applicant “On some questions of
Bulgarian customary criminal law” is an attempt to make thorough academic
research on Bulgarian customary criminal law from the era of the medieval
Bulgarian state to 19" century. The work comprises 264 pages and structurally
It contains an introduction, four chapters, conclusion and bibliography.

After raising some general questions of customary law in the introductory
part, the author makes a comparative analysis of the main legal and non-legal
sources about medieval law and the criminal law customs of the Bulgarians
known to us. Among them stand out the "Answers of Pope Nicholas | to the
enquiries of the Bulgarians”, the Byzantine and Slavic Eclogue, the Law on
Judging People, the Agricultural Law, the Byzantine legislative collections
"Prochiron” and the Syntagma of Matthew Blastares, as well as the late feudal
legal monument "Law of Constantine Justinian” in its extensive version.

By including the Bulgarian royal charters and international treaties from
the time of the Second Bulgarian Kingdom in her analysis, the applicant proves
that the state authority sanctioned some of the norms and institutions of
customary law. Through the in-depth and comprehensive review of the source
material, the author reaches important conclusions about the interaction

between customary and written law in the medieval Bulgarian state.
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In the second chapter, which is rather short, the applicant examines
customary criminal law during the period of Ottoman rule in the 15th-19th
centuries. The author's main conclusion is that the Ottoman rule preserved part
of the institutions of the Christian population and it recognized and sanctioned
Bulgarian customary law. The preservation of some of the established
institutions, such as the Bulgarian municipalities, the Eastern Orthodox Church
and the guild organizations, as well as the Bulgarian customary law provisions,
contributed to the preservation of the Bulgarian nation.

| believe that some of the main contributions of Sr Asst. Prof. Nelly
Radeva, PhD are in the third chapter of her monographic research. There the
author makes a comparative study between the Bulgarian customary criminal
law provisions and the provisions of the customary criminal law of the
neighbouring Balkan peoples — Serbs, Montenegrins, Albanians, Rumanians,
Turks, excluding the Greeks and Russia and seeking mutual influences between
them. This topic has not been well covered in the Bulgarian legal and historical
literature so far and in this regard, in my opinion the applicant is opening a new
chapter of it.

In the last, fourth chapter, the author classifies the types of criminal acts
and their respective punishments. In this regard, the applicant emphasizes that
some of the acts were punishable by law, i.e. were persecuted and punished by
the central Ottoman authority, but not customarily, and vice versa. The author
notes that common criminal law is no stranger to the concepts of guilt and its
forms: intent and recklessness, attempt, complicity, inevitable defense, insanity,
etc. Popular understanding clearly distinguishes the subject of the crime:
whether it is @ man or a woman, a relative or a foreigner. Bulgarian customary
law also recognizes exemption from criminal liability in certain cases and in the

presence of qualifying circumstances.
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Bulgarian customary criminal law regulates the punishments depending
on the degree of public threat of the act. Some of them are corrective, other —
compensatory, usually monetary. Humiliating punishments were also applied.

The conclusion clearly substantiates the main conclusions drawn by the
author in the research. Arguments are provided regarding the essence of the
custom and the customary law of Bulgarian by highlighting its characteristics of
particularism, individualism and conservatism.

12.3. Research contribution of the other publications of the applicant

| will not discuss again separately the other publications of the applicant
about customary criminal law as they are used in the monographic work and
represent a part of its contents and are thus included in the general assessment
and contributions of this research.

In her study “The Changes in the Constitutional Matter Concerning the
Structure of Judicial Authority during the Regime of 19 May 1934”, the
applicant is focused on the attempt at reforms in the area of Bulgarian judicial
structure. The author analyzes in detail the Ordinance and law about the
structure of the courts, issued in 1934, and evaluates its adoption as the major
reform in the Bulgarian judicial system.

In her article “The French Legal System and Ottoman Criminal Law* the
applicant states her thesis that Criminal Law adopted in the Ottoman Empire in
1858 and based on French sources was more modern in terms of form and
content and was significantly different than the preceding acts of 1840 and
1851. However, it did not revoke the criminal legal provisions of the sharia law,
which circumstance gave it a dual nature and caused confusion. The applicant’s
article “The Turkish criminal law — an attempt to create modern legislation” is

of similar direction and contribution.
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The research paper of the applicant “Legislative framework of crimes
against state authority in the Principality/Kingdom of Bulgaria™ examines the
special part of the Bulgarian Criminal Code of 1896. The analysis is focused on
the crimes of "treason" and "betrayal" against the state and its organization, as
well as other actions that breach its internal and external security.

The interest of Sr Asst. Prof Nelly Radeva, PhD in the problems of
criminal law extends over more recent times. Her publication “Adoption of the
Criminal Code of 1968” is an example of this. The author analyzes and
evaluates not only the legal but also the social dimensions of this legislative act.
The applicant reaches the conclusion that this legislative act, which is based on
the socialist legal theory, reflects the objective conditions and principles of
society at that time.

The applicant has two publications on the history of administrative
justice. The main conclusion of the author in her published research paper “The
Administrative Control and Administrative Jurisdictions in the Legislation of
the Bourgeois Bulgarian State” is that the legislation effective at that time
regulated exhaustively the authorities and the forms of administrative justice.

The other publication of Sr. Assistant Professor Nelly Radeva, PhD in
this field "Establishment of the Supreme Administrative Court and its Role for
the Protection of Capitalism in the Kingdom of Bulgaria" explores the need for
judicial supervision over the affairs of the administration and its administrative
acts. With the increasing intervention of the executive authorities in the
economic and cultural life of the country, the importance of administrative
justice increased, resulting in the adoption of the Administrative Justice Act in
1912. According to the author, with its diverse activities, the Administrative

Court succeeded in fulfilling its assigned place and role in Bulgarian society.
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Even though the interests of the applicant are directed mainly at the
history of the state and law during more recent time, Doctor Nelly Radeva is
quite familiar with topics from the medieval period. In her first study —
“Bulgarian Medieval Criminal Law — a first attempt to prevent crime” the
author studies prevention as a type of social activity directed at protection of
society from criminal violations which breach its normal functioning. In this
regard Doctor Nelly Radeva is launching her thesis that the earlier attempts at
crime prevention were made in Medieval Bulgaria.

The other publication ,Vcnons3oBanue Bu3aHTUICKONH BKIOTH B
cpenneBexoBoit bonrapun‘ (from Russian “Using the Byzantine Eclogue in
Medieval Bulgaria”) studies the Slavic eclogue whose emerging is determined
by the author as a modest attempt to adapt Byzantine legislation to the
conditions of Slavic way of life and economy in the early medieval period. The
article ,,CyneOHblii mporiecc B CpeJHEBeKOBOW bonrapum 1m0 u mocie
kpemenus (from Russian "Court process in medieval Bulgaria before and after
converting to Christianity") analyzes the influence of the Christian religion in
the process of establishing the new Bulgarian legislation, which contributed to
the transformation of the judicial process into a regular form for the
implementation of criminal repression and for the protection of violated rights.

The other publications of the applicant: "Reception of Roman law in
Medieval Bulgaria”, "The Congress of Berlin and the consequences of its
decisions for the Bulgarian people”, "Abolition of slavery and affirmation of
freedom under the Tarnovo Constitution - an expression of the Bulgarian
democratic spirit" and "The state organization of the Principality of Bulgaria
(after the Unification until the end of the 19th century)", are more like
overviews and it is difficult to find significant scientific contributions in them.

These are questions that have been repeatedly and thoroughly researched by
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prominent Bulgarian scholars. However, given the applicant’s teaching work,
they also have their place and significance.

13.Assessment of the academic and academically applied

contributions

The above review of the academic work of the applicant Sr. Asst. Prof.
Nelly Radeva, PhD and her contributions give grounds for assessing them as
being in full compliance with the requirements of the Law on the Development
of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Rules for its
application, as well as with the internal requirements of the University of
National and World Economy for taking the academic position of “Associate
Professor” according to the published competition.

14.Critical Notes and Recommendations

| would like to make the following critical notes and recommendations
regarding the future work of the applicant in addition to the academic work
submitted by the applicant:

4. There is a disproportion between the second chapter and the other
chapters of the monograph. Considering that the fourth chapter studies issues
mainly from the period of the Bulgarian Revival, the second chapter could be
included as the introductory part to the fourth chapter.

5. Some significant omissions and errors are observed in the citations of
the sources. The list of bibliography does not indicate the applicant's
publications used in her monographic work (!) Again, in the "Sources" section,
as well as regarding some authors in the "Bibliography" section, the applicant
has not complied with the requirements for referencing titles published in

periodicals and collections.

6. | recommend to the applicant to use publications referenced and
indexed in the world scientific databases SCOPUS and Web of Science in her
future publication activities.

15.Conclusion

In her research work, the applicant has worked independently and
thoroughly. The requirements regarding the procedure, the implementation of
the national scientometric indicators and other criteria have been met. In this
regard, | give my positive assessment and propose that Senior Assistant
Professor Nelly Georgieva Radeva, PhD, is appointed to the academic position
of "Associate Professor” in the academic major specialization of "History of the
State and Law", Professional Field 3.6.
