Abstract: The monograph is dedicated to the topic of values and interests in politics. The
problems are analyzed on a theoretical level and primarily in the discourse of political
philosophy and political theory. The leading understanding is that the theoretical analysis of
basic social categories such as "values™ and "interests" imperatively requires that it begin with
their philosophical interpretation, because this is the most complete way to trace the logic in
the formation and expression of the content of each category.

The main objective of the study in the monograph is (1) an analysis of the content of values
and interests in politics, their role and significance, and (2) an analysis of the connections and
interactions between them. The stated goal is realized through answers to questions of a
philosophical and political nature such as: What is value?; What is interest?; What is political
value?; What is political interest?; Which dominates politics — values or interests?; How do
values and interests relate in politics?...

Chapter 1 is dedicated to values. The analysis focuses on two problematic circles: values as
a philosophical problem and methodological problems of the concept of values in social
sciences. There have been analyzed the main stages in the historical development of the
axiology of the level of its history, the classical and contemporary stages. There have been
followed the prerequisites and conditions for the emancipation of the value problematics of
the overall philosophical knowledge and the main contributions and analyses of values, made
by leading scientists. Special attention has been paid to the ideas and research of the
contemporary representatives of axiological knowledge in West European and Russian
scientific literature. In clarifying the nature of values, a distinction has been made between
them and similar concepts such as needs, norms and ideologies. By clarifying the interaction
between the social and political values, the specific nature of values in politics has been
described.

Chapter 2 focuses on the problem of interests as a social category. An attempt has been made
to distinguish among the specifics of the analyses of interest in various sciences — economics,
philosophy, sociology, psychology, law. Special attention is paid to the interaction between
needs and interests and various interests are considered along preset criteria. Based on this
most general framework the political interests are subjected to analysis. There have been
provisionally defined several problematic fields in analyzing the political interests: politics
and interest; power and interests; interests and the “I” in politics; interests, political process
and political system. Attention is separately paid to the analyses of the political interests in
the Bulgarian scientific literature. The nature of the political process is clarified by defining
the boundaries of its definition and its significance in the political world.

Chapter 3 analyzes the correlation between values and interests in politics. The two
fundamental approaches to politics are presented — the one of the interests, and the one of the
values — and a generalization is made that they must not be opposed, but rather be used as
mutually complementing. The realism and idealism in politics have been analyzed from the
standpoint of the correlation between values and interests and special attention is paid to the




analyses of the national interest. The theoretical analysis of the correlation between values
and interests is illustrated with an empirical check of the understanding of the correlation
between values and interests in politics based on interviews, held with experts in the sphere
of politics. Two groups of experts have been interviewed — the first consisting of experts in
the field of the real political activity, and the second one — experts teaching political sciences,
and political analysts. Fundamental conclusions have been drawn, based on the analysis of
the held interviews, which define the common framework in the understanding of the experts
concerning the correlation values-interests in politics and their significance in the
contemporary politics.

In conclusion, the following summaries are made:

First. The problem of the nature and role of interests in politics is one of the main topics of
classical and modern political theory. It turns out to be an essential, substantive problem for
political practice as well.

Second. Political values are ideal phenomena, historically formed representations, ideas,
beliefs, which are the result of the anthropic signifying political activity of man. In the process
of their existence, they are concretized, objectified and thus become significant for political
subjects. This also explains their motivating role in political activity.

Third. Political interest is an attitude (active, selective and goal-directed) of the subjects of
the political process (individual and collective, including institutional) to affirm, consolidate
or change a political configuration valued by them, by using and/or controlling political
power resources. It is usually associated with (and manifested as) striving for positions in the
system of political power. At the same time, political interest is based on man's needs as a
""zoon politikon" to participate in the political world.

Fourth. There are two main (and opposing) approaches to the assessment of the place and role
of values and interests in politics: the first lends predominant importance to interests; the
second — to values. Both approaches find their justification in political philosophy and
supporters in political practice. In recent decades, the need to replace the monotheistic
interpretation of the role of values and interests in favor of a synthesis of analyzes has been
popularized in theory and practice.

Fifth. The specific manifestation of values and interests in political behavior: the former are
displayed, they are on the "surface", and the latter are often hidden, not displayed; gives
reason to formulate the idea of the necessity, possibility and productivity of the axiological
approach in the analysis of interests.

Sixth. The conducted interviews with experts in the field of political theory and practice
confirm: (1) the need for research on the topic of values and interests in politics; (2) the
significant role and relevance of the problems of values and interests in the political reality in
the conditions of globalization and overlapping (superimposed) regional and global crises;
(3) the possibility and productivity of the idea of value analysis of interests.

Seventh. Values and interests are the basis of (and part of) the political. The traditional view
of them postulates a disjunctive relationship between them. The analysis in the monograph
reveals that values and interests in politics must be considered on the basis of conjunction. In
this sense, the title of the monograph, Values vs. Interests in Politics, should not be taken as
an opposition to them, but rather as an objection to their traditional thinking in terms of
confrontation.

Abstract: The issue of group rights is not a new one for political thought and practice. In late
20thearly 21st century it has resurfaced in political-international discourses and practices and




normative-theoretical debates. The concept of group rights is of interest because of the
normative, evaluative, and descriptive role it plays both in theory and practice and it is its
debatable nature that we are interested in. Our main argument is that the concept of group
rights reveals significant shortcomings for as much it is justified, at the same time it appears
to be unsustainable (theoretically and empirically) for a number of reasons. We begin with a
discussion of the concept of group rights in the universalist-vs.-particularist perspective and
go beyond it to introduce the "group rights" debates and critically discuss its inherent
controversies. We use a history-of-ideas approach to introduce the origin and evolution of the
more general concept of "rights" as the natural setting within which the concept of "group
rights"” is tackled. Then we apply methods of substantive conclusions and of normative and
political analyses of concepts that are pertinent to both normative political theory and to
political science. The study reveals that straightforward and clear-cut "black-and-white"
claims are hard to sustain when it comes to the justification, necessity, implications or
functional usefulness related to the concept of group rights.
