The opinion has been drafted in accordance with the requirements of the Development
of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act (DASRBA), the Rules for the
Implementation of the DASRBA, Order of No. 627/11.03.2024 of the Deputy Rector of UNSS.
The opinion was assigned by decision to the members of the scientific jury for conducting the
procedure-ProtocolN0.26/20.03.2024.

I declare that I am not a person related to the candidate participating in the Competition
for awarding the Academic Position “Professor” within the meaning of § 1 (5) of the
Supplementary Provisions of the DASRBA and that | have no private interest which could
affect the impartial and objective performance of my work as a member of the jury in this
competition.

I. General information about the competition.

One candidate submitted an application for participation in the announced competition
- Associate Professor Dr. Blaga Ivanova Blagoeva, from the Department of Political Science,
Faculty of International Economics and Politics, UNWE - Sofia. The documents and materials
submitted electronically comply with the procedural rules for holding competitions for filling
academic positions at UNWE, which is also evident from the decision of the Habilitation
Council of UNWE dated 03.11.2023, according to which “the candidacy of Assoc. pr. Dr. Blaga
Ivanova Blagoeva for participation in a competition for the academic position of “professor” in
professional field 3.3. Political Sciences, corresponds to the quantitative and qualitative
requirements adopted by the AC”, which is why they are the basis for the present opinion.

Il. Brief personal information about the candidate for participation in the
competition.

The professional career of the only candidate associate professor, Dr. Blaga Blagoeva,
is mainly related to the UNWE: he holds the academic positions of assistant, chief assistant and
associate professor in the Department of Political Science, and since 1994 he has been a
“doctor” in philosophy. Leads core lecture courses such as Introduction to Political Science;
Political culture; Bulgarian political culture, etc. In the process of the professional realization
of Bl. Blagoeva, she also holds a number of administrative positions - Deputy Chairman,
Executive Secretary and member of the Management Board of the Bulgarian Association for
Political Sciences, since 2015 she is the Head of the Political Science Department, UNWE,



while at the same time carrying out a wide and varied research and expert activity in the country
and abroad.

I11. Evaluation of the fulfillment of the requirements for the occupation of the
academic position “professor” and of the candidate's educational and teaching activities.

3.1. As it can be seen from the presented detailed references, from the scientific
production, as well as from the opinion of the Habilitation Council of the UNWE, it is possible
to draw the categorical conclusion that with her overall activity Dr. Blaga Blagoeva not only
fulfills, but also significantly exceeds as well as the minimum national requirements for
occupying the academic position “professor” in a professional direction 3.3. Political Science,
as well as the specified additional quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the
UNWE.

3.2. As the presented information shows, Associate Professor Blagoeva is an established
professor of political science at UNWE, as well as in other higher education institutions. She
underwent numerous specializations in the country and abroad to increase her professional
qualification. She is a certified trainer in political PR, PR strategic planning and project
management, etiquette and protocol. She has numerous participations in scientific juries in
competitions for the awarding of academic titles and the educational and scientific degree
“doctor”. He is a member of several professional Bulgarian and international scientific
organizations.

It should be especially emphasized that Associate Professor Blagoeva works actively as
the scientific supervisor of master's and doctoral students, as evidenced by the fact that she has
several successfully defended doctoral students who received the educational and scientific
degree “doctor”.

IV. General characteristics and evaluation of the works of the participant in the
competition.

The presented comprehensive list of the candidate's scientific publications shows that
her researches are mainly concentrated in the field of political philosophy and political theory,
and they also include other areas of political knowledge.

4.1 To participate in the competition, the only candidate, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Blaga
Blagoeva, presented 26 works, of which with a contribution in professional direction 3.3
Political Sciences - 25 works and others - 1 work. The publications include one monograph -
habilitation thesis “Values against interests in politics (problems of the theory)”, ISBN 978-
619-232-657-9; 1 independent textbook; 2 chapters in a collective edition textbook; 3 teaching
aids (of which 1 independently, 1 co-authored, 1 collectively with articles on basic concepts -
25 pcs.); 11 articles in scientific journals, two of which in scientific journals indexed in primary
databases (Scopus and Web of Science) - No. 4 and No. 5 and 5 reports.

In general, the scientific papers are on issues that correspond to the thematic direction
of the Political Science competition, and 9 of them are in the problematic field of political
values and interests, including the habilitation monograph of the candidate.

The presented publications are present in the scientific life, which is referred to in the
attached reference for the candidate's citations by other authors, are not part of the scientific
production for acquiring the scientific degree “doctor” and for holding the academic position
“associate professor” and meet the requirements for holding the academic title of “Professor”,
which is why they can be accepted for review.



4.2 The general view of the publications submitted for review makes it possible to point
out the following defining characteristic: despite the apparent diversity, Dr. Bl. Blagoeva: a)
concentrates her attention on the study of fundamental philosophical, sociological and political
categories and their interrelation and their place and role in the construction of the “corpus” of
political theory (and practice); b) demonstrates a lasting research interest in the problematic of
the contest, which can be traced from the topic of her doctoral dissertation and the publications
that followed it, and which naturally leads her to synthesize it in the problematic focus of the
monographic work - values “versus” interests in politics. Because of this, as well as the fact
that the competition is for an academic position, in my opinion below I will briefly focus on the
monograph “Values vs. Interests in Politics (Problems of Theory)” and some of the academic
textbooks and teaching aids of the catdidact Assoc. Prof. Bl. Blagoeva.

4.2.1 1 believe that the monograph “Values versus interests in politics (problems of
theory)” is the most significant and contributing from the point of view of the competition.

The most important characteristic of this work, in my opinion, is that it is one of the few
in our political science literature standing on the border /crossing the border, on/between
political philosophy and political theory.

In terms of methodology, the study was carried out through a very strict and consistent
application of the method of transition from the abstract to the concrete: a) in the general
structure of the study (transition from the study of the philosophical interpretations of the
considered categories through their general social understanding and reaching their political
meanings and realizations — respectively the 1st, 2nd and 3rd chapters); b) in each of the
chapters, it starts with clarifying the general concepts and moves towards their condensation
with a substantive analysis, incl. summaries/conclusions at the end of each part, “illustrated”
with numerous tables and diagrams, mostly author's or after the relevant references - authorized
by Ass.Prof. Blagoeva.

4.2.2 On the basis of the outlined methodological premises, Blaga Blagoeva successfully
wraps up her analysis, and in terms of content, the following essential aspects of the
monograph can be pointed out:

The author defends the understanding that the theoretical analysis of basic social
categories such as “values” and “interests” requires that it begin with their philosophical
interpretation, because in this way the logic in the formation and expression of the content of
these categories can be most fully followed.

The main goal of the research is an analysis of the content of values and interests in
politics, of their role and importance, and of the connections and interactions between them.

The first chapter explores values. The analysis focuses on two problematic circles:
values as a philosophical problem and methodological problems of the concept of values in the
social sciences. When clarifying the essence of values, a distinction is made between them and
similar concepts such as needs, norms and ideologies. By clarifying the relationship between
social and political values, the specificity of values in politics is described.

The second chapter examines the problem of interests as a social category. After
presenting views on interest in various social sciences, several problematic fields in the analysis
of political interests are outlined: politics and interest; power and interests; interests, political
process and political system. A very important point in this chapter is the analysis of political
interests in Bulgarian scientific literature.



The third chapter analyzes the relationship between values and interests in politics. The
two main approaches to politics - of interests and value - are presented, and the thesis, which is
essentially Blagoeva's contribution, is substantiated, that they should not be opposed, but should
be used as complementing each other.

An attempt has been made, in my opinion — controversial, to examine realism and
idealism in politics in a general political plan from the point of view of the relationship between
values and interests, including the national interest.

Independent and valuable is the last part of the third chapter of the monograph, in which
the theoretical analysis is illustrated with an empirical examination of the understanding of the
relationship of values - interests in politics based on interviews conducted with two groups of
experts - the first, engaged in real political activity, and the second - political science teachers
and political analysts. Basic conclusions have been drawn based on the analysis of the
conducted interviews, which outline the general framework in the experts' understanding of the
value-interest ratio in politics and their importance in modern politics.

On the basis of this, albeit the most general and fragmentary presentation of the
habilitation work, the general conclusion can be made that, although it is previously “framed”
as “problems of theory”, especially with what was achieved in the third chapter, it is also
practical aimed and has significant projections for the practical politics and activities of political
actors from the various levels of the political system of modern society.

4.3 Due to the profile of the competition, as | indicated, the university textbooks and
teaching aids submitted for review deserve special attention. These works 1) should occupy an
important place in the education not only of Political Science students, but also in the entire
field of socio-political (and philosophical) knowledge and could be used in all Bulgarian
universities; 2) in general, they bring the general direction and the research “spirit” in the
searches of Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva.

Although this “heading” includes 1 independent textbook; 2 chapters in a collective
edition textbook; 3 teaching aids (of which 1 independently, 1 co-authored, 1 collectively) I
will note some highlights only for the author's textbook ““Selected Lectures on Introduction to
Political Science”, 2022, Sofia, p. 180, ISBN 978-619- 232-684-5.

As a generalization, it can be said that the textbook: a) in terms of content connects
“theory” with pedagogical practice, because the topics developed in it contain ideas and
statements that are largely derived from Blagoeva's theoretical and methodological works
submitted for review, and in some cases problems are considered, on which information is
limited in the Bulgarian literature (for example, about the political opposition); b) he presents
Ass. Prof. Blagoeva as a teacher who “knows” and “presents” skillfully and measuredly to the
students (but not only to them) the main subject areas of political science knowledge; and c)
shows the methodical culture and potential of the author by bringing out at the end of each
lecture the basic concepts and recommended literature for students, by formulating questions
for discussion, as well as by familiarizing them with the ethical and etiquette rules typical of
academic communication and registration them in the academic environment.

V. Identification and evaluation of contributions in the candidate's works

Candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr. Blaga Blagoeva has identified two groups of contributions
- scientific and teaching-methodical.



I believe that the novelty and applicability of the achieved scientific results are correctly
justified in the formulated contributions, which is why they are well-founded. They, in my
opinion, can be summarized in three main groups and presented as follows:

- targeting relatively poorly developed or undeveloped subject areas of political science
knowledge;

- taking independent positions in the examination of significant and current theoretical
and practical problems, including offering new, “author's” definitions of basic political
categories introduced in their justification and defense;

- author's research and analysis of specific political values in political programs of
Bulgarian political parties; in studies of the democracy index in Bulgaria in the context of the
characteristics of the national political culture, etc.

I will add two more points to the assessment of contributions:

First, the fact that the “novelty” of Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva's scientific output has found
confirmation in the political science literature. As the attached reference shows, her works are
known to the scientific community and have been cited many times by various authors in peer-
reviewed journals and in scientific collections and monographs.

Second, it has already been mentioned in the opinion, the preparation and publication
of university textbooks and teaching aids, which further “condense” her academic “profile”,
deserve high praise. In this plan, the study of student attitudes towards basic democratic values
and of student tolerance in the context of the values of liberalism and conservatism should be
mentioned in particular, which can be cited as one of the most significant research and
methodological achievements of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Bl. Blagoeva.

V1. Critical notes and recommendations

I have no significant critical remarks and recommendations regarding the presented
materials and the activities of Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva.

VI1. Conclusion

Bearing in mind what was said in the opinion about the activities of Associate Professor
Dr. Blaga Ivanova Blagoeva, the fact that she participated in the competition with scientific
publications with proven original scientific and methodological contributions, | believe that she
meets the requirements for holding the academic position “professor” according to the
DASRBA and the RIDASRBA. Based on these conclusions, as a member of the scientific jury
for this competition, I will vote “FOR” the awarding of the academic position “Professor”
in professional field 3.3. Political sciences (political values and interests) to Associate professor
Dr. Blaga Ivanova Blagoeva.
