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1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of “Political Science” department at the
"International Economics and Politics” faculty of UNWE according to a decision of the
Academic Council Ne6/13.12.2023 in the area of study 3. Social, economic, and legal
sciences, field of study 3.3. Political sciences, scientific specialty "Political science
(political values and interests)". | participate in the scientific jury for the competition
according to Order No. 627/11.03.2024. of the Vice-Rector for Research of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidate

Documents for participation in the announced competition were submitted by one
candidate - Dr. Blaga lvanova Blagoeva, associate professor in the "Political Science”
department at the "International Economics and Politics” faculty of UNWE. BIl. Blagoeva
graduated from tertiary education at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski" in 1986 as
"Master of Philosophy" with a second major "Master of History".

In 1994 she obtained the educational and scientific degree "Doctor of Philosophy" after
successfully defending a doctoral thesis on "Political Culture in the Conditions of
Democratization" at the “Philosophy” faculty of Moscow State University "Mihail
Lomonosov”, Russia. The PhD diploma has been legalized by the Higher Attestation
Commission of Bulgaria.

Since 1987 so far Bl. Blagoeva has successively held the academic positions of assistant,
senior assistant, chief assistant and associate professor in the Department of Political
Science at UNWE. In the period 2015-2023 she served as a Head of the department.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for acquisition of the academic position
The documents submitted by the candidate for participation in the announced competition

comply with the requirements of the Act for the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB), the Regulations for its implementation, adopted by the



Council of Ministers, and the Rules on the terms and conditions for acquiring scientific
degrees and holding academic positions at UNWE.

3.1 Quantitative requirements

Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva has filled out a Score Card for meeting the quantitative
requirements for acquiring the academic position "professor" at UNWE. In it, she reports
2056 points from activities other than those presented in the competition for the academic
position of "associate professor”, which significantly exceeds the requirements accepted
by the Academic Council of UNWE. Minimum thresholds have been met for all sections
of the Score Card. The card is duly completed, and all of the necessary evidence has been
submitted, in the original or copies of documents, as required in the relevant sections.

3.2 Qualitative requirements

Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva has also completed the Score Card for meeting the qualitative
requirements for acquiring the academic position “professor” at UNWE. The
achievements and credentials presented in the card characterize her as a teacher and
researcher with high academic and public recognition.

the Bulgarian Association of Political Sciences (BAPS) in the period of 2014-
2018;

Association (IPSA) - from 2019 to now;

e Collective membership (through the Political Science Department of UNSS) in
the European Consortium for Political Studies, Essex, Great Britain (1996-2015).

e Chairman and member of expert groups at the National Evaluation and
Assessment Agency (NEAA) at the Council of Ministers of the Republic of
Bulgaria in the field of study 3.3. Political Sciences.

(from 2020 to now)

e Member of the Scientific Council of the Max Weber Institute for Socio-Political
Studies, Plovdiv (since January 2023).

e Political consultant of the Member of Parliament Tatiana Doncheva in 38, 39, 40,
41, 45, 46 National Assemblies.

At a regular session of the Habilitation Council of UNWE, held on 3.11.2023, having also
considered the positive opinion of the Committee for Quantitative Requirements for
Academic Promotion, the Council concludes that the candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva



in the competition for the academic position of “professor” meets the quantitative and
qualitative requirements set by the Academic Council of UNWE.

The candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Blaga Blagoeva, PhD, in the competition for academic
position “professor” at the University for National and World Economy, in the
scientific specialty ""Political science (political values and interests)™, field of study
3.3. Political sciences, area of study 3. Social, economic, and legal sciences meets all
the quantitative and qualitative requirements set by the Academic Council of
UNWE. The candidate meets all the mandatory requirements as stipulated in the Act
for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB) for
the academic position of “professor.”

4. Assessment of the candidate’s teaching experience

In the period 2004-2023 Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva has completed a teaching load of 3413
hours of lectures and 1423 hours of seminars at UNWE, thus exceeding the requirements
for the academic position of “professor”” at UNWE.

In the period of 2004-2022 she has developed 17 new study courses and curricula at
UNWE, among them: A) At bachelor level - "Introduction to Political Science", "Political
Science", "Political Culture”, "Bulgarian Political Culture”, " Etiquette and Protocol in
Politics', 'Etiquette and Protocol’, 'Political Rhetoric and Public Behaviour'; B) At master
level - "Political culture”, "Etiquette and Protocol in Politics and Business",
"Corporatism”, "Communications and Public Relations”, "Political PR", "Political and
Business PR"; C) At doctoral level - "Political Communications”, "Political Culture and
Political Communication”, "Comparative Political Systems”, "Comparative Political
Systems and Theory of International Relations".

Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva has extensive teaching experience and professional
competence, which fully qualifies her for the academic position of “professor”.

5. Brief overview of the submitted scientific publications
The total number of scientific publications of Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva is 61, and 26 of them

have been submitted for participation in the current competition for the academic position
of "professor”. The candidate indicated authorship of a monograph (habilitation thesis);
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two scientific studies (one co-authored); two co-authored scientific articles published in
scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-renowned scientific information
databases (Scopus, Web of Science); nine scientific articles published in non-refereed
peer-reviewed journals or published in edited collective volumes; five scientific reports;
six textbooks and tutorials, participation in one other publication (Encyclopedia on the
Occasion of the 100th Anniversary of UNWE).

One citation in a scientific publication referenced and indexed in world-renowned
databases of scientific information, 20 citations in peer-reviewed monographs and
collective volumes, and 13 citations in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals were found.

A leading place in the research activity of Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva takes her
publications in the thematic area of the current competition - political values and
interests in the wider context of political culture and the contemporary national and
European political process. A habilitation thesis was presented in the scientific field of
the competition for the academic position of “professor” at UNWE: Blagoeva, Blaga.
Values versus Interests in Politics (problems of the theory), Publishing Complex - UNWE,
Sofia., 2022, p. 261, ISBN 978-619-232-657-9. It explores the content of values and
interests in politics, their role and importance, the relations and interactions between them.
The results of an empirical study of the value-interest nexus in politics are presented.

The author's publications meet professional quality standards and have received
recognition in a critical academic environment. The intensive research and
publication activity of Assoc. Prof. Blaga Blagoeva in the thematic area of the
current competition provides indisputable arguments for her to obtain the academic
position of ""professor*".

6. Summary assessment of the candidate’s research and scientific-applied
contributions

Based on the publications presented and the scientific research carried out, several main
areas of the research and scientific-applied contributions of Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva could
be highlighted:

First, contributions to the theoretical analysis of political values and interests. An
author's interpretation of essential methodological and theoretical problems in the analysis
of values and interests in the political sphere has been carried out. An own definition of
political values and interests has been proposed. Theoretical ideas about the content and
practical manifestations of values and interests in politics, their role and importance in the
political process, interactions and contradictions between them have been systematized.
The need to overcome the one-dimensional interpretation of the role of values and
interests in favor of an in-depth theoretical synthesis is substantiated.

Second, contributions to the empirical study of political values and interests. Based
on the author's empirical research, the available knowledge and methodological
approaches for the study of political values and interests have been enriched, new facts
have been registered and essential problems of the national and European political
processes have been identified.
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Third, contributions to the study of specific political values in political programs of
Bulgarian political parties and among certain social groups. An original in-depth
analysis of basic political values (freedom, equality, justice) in the political programs and
pre-election platforms of the political parties and coalitions represented in the Bulgarian
parliament has been carried out. The attitudes towards basic democratic values of
Bulgarian students have been revealed.

Fourth, contributions to the study of contemporary political culture. Through an
author's interpretation of the results of the Economist Intelligence Unit democracy index
study for Bulgaria and the Balkan countries, the main problems and contradictions of the
modern political culture in the context of European integration have been identified.

Fifth, contributions to the theoretical analysis of political opposition. For the first time
in the Bulgarian academic literature, a systematization and an author's interpretation of the
main theoretical analyzes of the political opposition in terms of its definition, place and
role in the political process, main classifications and models of political opposition have
been carried out. An author's definition of the political opposition has also been proposed.
Sixth, educational contributions. Basic problems of political science (including those
directly related to the subject of the current contest - political culture; political interests;
political values; political opposition and others) and problems related to etiquette and
protocol in politics, in academic communication and in everyday communication have
been systematically presented for educational purposes.

The research, scientific-applied and publication activity of Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva, as
evidenced by his concrete and original contributions, fully support the decision she to
be awarded the academic position of ""professor."

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

I have no critical remarks on the candidate’s merits. I would propose two
recommendations to Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva: first, to increase the international visibility of
her research activity by publishing more actively in journals referenced and indexed in
world-renowned databases of scientific information; second, to pursue a habilitation study
leading to the scientific degree of “Doctor of Science.”
