Social, Economic and
Legal Sciences, 3.3. Political Science (Political Values and Interests)
at the UNWE.

1. Information about the competition
The competition is announced for the needs of the Department/Faculty of the
UNWE according to the Decision of the AC Ne 6/ 13.12.2023. I participate in the

composition of the scientific jury of the competition according to the Order Ne
627/11.03.2024 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates

Associate Professor Dr Blaga Blagoeva has been a full-time lecturer at the
UNWE since 1987. She has successively held the positions of Assistant Professor,
Senior Assistant Professor and Associate Professor. She defended her doctoral
thesis at Moscow State University “M. Lomonosov ”, Russia, on “Political Culture
in the Conditions of Democratization” in 1993.

Since 2004 he has been Associate Professor at the UNWE, Faculty of
International Economics and Politics.

She was also an associate professor at the International Higher Business
School and the International Slavonic Institute - Distance Learning.

3. Fulfilling the requirements for the academic position

Pursuant to Protocol No. 7 of the meeting of the Habilitation Council of the
UNWE of 03 November 2023, the candidature complies with the quantitative and
qualitative requirements adopted by the AC of the UNWE and gives a positive
opinion for the participation of Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva in the competition
for professor.

Of the 32 qualitative criteria of the UNWE, the candidate meets 30 in full. The
UNWE criteria system suggests that “it is not necessary for a candidate to meet all
of the listed criteria”. Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva is a well-established
researcher and lecturer, with public recognition and undoubted contribution to the
reputation of the UNWE, she has gained substantial experience in university
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management and has undoubtedly contributed to the consolidation of an academic
spirit. Her excellent reputation among the academic community is unquestionable.

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities

Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva already has very rich experience as a
university lecturer. She is a leading lecturer in 7 core courses of the political science
programme, among which | would point out especially “Introduction to Political
Science” “Political Culture” and “Political Science” in the Bachelor's degree, as
well as “Communication and Public Relations in Politics ” in the Master's degree.
In addition, she has developed 13 course programs. Most importantly, she has
authored 4 major textbooks and co-authored a Plovdiv university’s textbook,
“Foundations of Political Sociology .

Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva has also gained experience as a reviewer of
academic competitions and doctoral thesis defences, as well as a supervisor of
doctoral students. All this gives me grounds to conclude that she has the necessary
academic competence for the competition for professor of political science.

5. General characteristics of submitted scientific papers/publications

Since the beginning of her scientific career Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva
has 61 publications, 26 of which were developed after her habilitation as Associate
Professor and are presented in this competition.

Under the competition Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva presents a significant
volume of scientific production: the monograph “Values versus Interests in Politics
(Problems of Theory) ”” (2022), which is also the main habilitation thesis, two studies
(of which one in English), 11 scientific articles (of which two in refereed and indexed
journals and two in English), 5 scientific papers published in scientific collections
(of which two abroad), as well as independent publications of textbooks and
teaching materials in 6 publications (of which two own monographic).

Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva has demonstrated an amazing consistency of
her scientific interests since the topic of her doctoral dissertation — “Political
Culture in the Conditions of Democracy ”. Her main area of research is in the field
of political culture studies, with particular attention to political values and their
appropriation in political socialization. The bulk of her publications are in this field,
as well as the monograph submitted to the competition. It can be said that Assoc.
Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva is one of the most significant specialists in the field of
political culture and political values in Bulgarian political science. Her publications
in this field have already become a reference.

Another area of her research is democracy and its qualities. There are several
publications in this field, but this field overlaps partly with the field of research on
political culture and values.



A third strand, also visible in some publications and in some of her academic
teaching, is in the area of etiquette and protocol, a seemingly practical area, but
which is also based on a system of values.

A fourth strand is political theory, especially in publications that treat the
basic concepts of political science but also of economics.

If the most significant results of her research are to be briefly summarized, it
Is a matter of expanding our knowledge in these areas, of defining more precisely
the basic concepts of political science, and of paying particular attention to the
increased role of values in politics.

The main research work of the competition is the monograph Values versus
Interests in Politics (Problems of Theory) (IC - UNWE, S., 2022). Therefore, | will
give it a special place in this review, bearing in mind that there are many other
publications by the candidate on this topic.

The monograph is a systematic study of a central issue in axiology and
political philosophy with direct implications for political theory: the relationship
between values and interests. It is logically constructed as a coherent and thorough
analysis of the two categories (the first two chapters) and ends, predictably, with
their juxtaposition and the exploration of the relationship between them. The study
as a whole is based on the interpretation of a vast number of texts of philosophy and
political science located in different eras, but the centre of attention is since the
twentieth century.

The author rightly notes that it is since the beginning of the twentieth century
that axiology has developed two main directions in relation to values: values as a
product of consciousness and values as objective phenomena. Values are a complex
category to define and on it, as we read in the monograph, there is no consensus as
to whether it is the importance with which it is defined or the significance attached
to it, i.e., whether the value is in the realm of the existent or in the realm of the due,
that guides the case.

Here Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva makes an author's interpretation of the
main differences between norms and values on the one hand, and between needs and
values on the other. The originality of these two distinctions is one of the
characteristics of this study. The author rightly concludes that "needs are necessities
for human beings as biological and social beings; they appear at birth; they are
constantly changing and demand satisfaction; they are dynamic and hierarchical,"
while "values are relatively stable, relatively immutable, and are learned in the
process of socialization."

The essential research question is about the relationship between values and
interests and is posed at the very beginning of the monograph. The author
summarizes the understanding that there is no logical and consistent relationship
between “ideological values and the material interests of individuals ”” or that such
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a relationship is rather an exception. Nor are values, though related to needs,
reducible to them. The monograph explicitly dissociates itself from the
“economization”” of values to reduce them to a direct link with personal gain and
thereby distances itself from a “rational choice” paradigm influential in recent
decades. The author rightly assumes that “political values, broadly conceived,
present themselves as moral-political ideals incorporating notions of right and
wrong, just and unjust in the community.” Which means that they are not directly
guided by material gain.

Original in the monograph is also the interpretation of the category of
interest, in particular — political interest. Although in Bulgarian political philosophy
and political science there are already not a few published studies on the topic of
interests, the research of Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva is undoubtedly original.
According to her, the category of interest is a starting point for understanding other
categories such as property, power, law, morality, governance, conflict.

Again, in the interpretation of interest the author makes an original
distinction between needs and interests. This also allows her to make an original
classification of interests. As well as a distinction of interests and civic virtues in
two types of societies: liberal-individualistic and communal, as the author defines
them. Of course, it is good to stress here that we are talking about ideal types,
because it seems a stretch to me to argue that in liberal societies the pursuit of civic
virtues is not interpreted as an interest, but is considered “nonsense, a fantasy or
utopia” (though referring to Blackwell's authoritative Encyclopaedia of Political
Thought), and to claim that in communal societies interest is defined as “vice”,
“greed”, “perversion”.

Interesting is the thesis, widespread among many specialists, that conflicts of
interest imply the possibility of compromise, which is not possible in value conflicts.
However, the author rightly raises the issue of situations of intertwining values and
interests, despite what seems to be an established understanding of the opposition
of values and interests. Moreover, the monograph highlights the value analysis of
interests as an important and productive research problem. Here the author again
makes an original distinction between political interests and political values.

Undoubtedly, the results of the 19 non-directive interviews on the topic enrich
the study. Even the author notes critically that “not all the assumptions we had
before conducting the interviews were confirmed. ” Rarely do we have examples of
a truly scientific attitude toward hypotheses that might not be confirmed. Negative
cognition is also cognition.

The work of Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva is the first of its kind such an in-
depth study of the relationship between values and interests. Her general conclusion
is that “the philosophy of opposition must be replaced by the philosophy of
balance.”
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The main results of the research, as seen in the monograph, can be seen in
part in a series of articles and studies by the candidate. These, however, may also
qualify as preparatory materials for the monograph, which is quite in order.

Other studies on the quality of democracy, political opposition and the
circular economy can be added to this main theme of values and interests. In all
these lines of research work, Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva demonstrates an
original interpretation, a solid knowledge of the subject matter and of previous
research, and a correct attitude towards the texts of other researchers. All this
speaks to high competence and research ethics.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva presents a rather detailed self-report on the
scientific and applied contributions in her research activity. | will group them to
make it easier to understand them, but | would also add something to her information
about this.

As the most significant contribution | would point to the author's definition of
the two main categories of values and interests, the original interpretation of the
relation between them, and the overcoming with this of the monistic view of their
relation and hierarchy.

Another contribution, in my opinion, is the author's interpretation and
explanation of political values in contemporary Bulgarian society and especially the
emphasis on the values shared among the student community.

A third contribution is the author's interpretation of the Economist
Intelligence Unit's democracy index in order to identify the main problems and
contradictions of the political culture of the societies of the Balkan countries and
Bulgaria in particular.

| also accept as an original contribution the philosophical-political
understanding of the concept of circular economy in the context of interests and
values. Usually, the circular economy is mostly analysed in the context of economic
interests.

The contribution is also the systematization and author's interpretation of the
main theoretical analyses of political opposition, the author's definition of this basic
concept of the political process in democracies.

To these theoretical contributions | would also add scientific and applied
contributions related to political science education: the systematic presentation of
the basic concepts of political science, the main political institutions and the basic
elements of etiquette and protocol of communication in politics and academia.

But here I would add, in general, the introduction into the Bulgarian academic
debate of contemporary studies in Russian language, which for various reasons,
often of a geopolitical nature, remain unknown to the academic public in Bulgaria.
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7. Critical comments and recommendations

When evaluating such a broad body of research, formulating general critical
comments and recommendations is both difficult and problematic work. Whether it
IS weaknesses, gaps, underdeveloped theses, missing arguments — this is something
very specific and can in principle be addressed to any academic study.

Here | will formulate a more general theoretical problem that, it seems to me,
has remained unresolved on the topic of values and interests, the main research field
of Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva. And that is the question of the conditions under
which values or interests prevail in case of their conflict. Or to put it another way —
the conditions of reasonable balance between them, the conditions of compromise
with values or interests.

One rather minor, but perhaps significant, criticism is about the use of the
ANOVA statistical procedure as a tool for the analysis of variance in a statistical
set. This is used in the monograph, but I wonder if 19 units of analysis is sufficient
for such an analysis?

8. Conclusion

In conclusion, taking into account the high research results of the candidate
In the competition, her consistency in her scientific career, the good reputation she
enjoys in the academic community, her achievements as a lecturer and her
commitment to the university cause, I confidently recommend the UNWE to elect
Assoc. Prof. Dr Blaga Blagoeva as Professor of Political Science. | am convinced
that this decision will contribute to the prestige of the institution and to the quality
of education and research there.
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
