10. Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the "Political Science” Department,
"International Economy and Politics™ Faculty at the UNWE, in compliance with Decision of
the Academic Council No. 6/13.12.2023. | am a member of the scientific jury for the
competition based on Order No. 627 dated 11.03.2024 of the Vice Rector for Research and
Development of the UNWE.

11. Information about the candidates

There is one candidate in this competition for professor - Dr. Blaga Blagoeva,
Associate Professor in the Department of Political Science, Faculty of International
Economics and Politics of the UNWE.

The contender for the position has a long-standing and respectable professional
biography. Since 1987, for already 37 years, she has been teaching in the "Political Science"
Department at UNWE. There, she successively held the positions of assistant, senior

assistant, chief assistant, and associate professor, the latter position since 2004.



In addition to teaching at UNWE, in the period 1999-2006, Blaga Blagoeva was an
associate professor in the Department of Humanities at the International Slavic Institute in
Bulgaria, and then from 2009 to 2022 she was an associate professor at the International
Business School.

Dr. Blagoeva held respectable managerial elective positions for a number of years:
two terms (2015-2023) Head of the Department of Political Science, UNWE; from 2008 to
2015 - Deputy Dean for academics at the Faculty of International Economy and Politics,
UNWE; since 2020 she has been the Deputy Chairperson and member of the Advisory
Board of the Center for Political Studies at the UNWE; Deputy Chair, Executive Secretary
and member of the Management Board of the Bulgarian Association for Political Science in
the period 2014-2018.

Other positions held, proving the candidate's professional competences, are: political
consultant to a member of Parliament (8 years); certified mentor in political PR, strategic
planning and project management, on etiquette and protocol at the Europartners 2007
Foundation (since 2007 to date).

12. Compliance with the requirements for the academic position

Assoc. Prof. Blaga Blagoeva meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements for
participation in this competition for a professor in professional field 3.3 Political Sciences.

With regard to the quantitative criteria of the National minimum requirements
according to the Law of Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(Art. 2b) and the Regulations for its application (Art. 1a, para. 1), the candidate generated
911.5 compared to the mandatory 550 points. Together with the points collected under the
Additional requirements for the UNWE, according to the Law (art. 2b, para. 5) and the
Regulations for its application (art. 1a, paras. 2-3), compliance with the quantitative
requirements is proven with 2056 points, which is almost twice the minimum required
number of 1070.

I highly value the fact that in group "D" - citations, Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva has 280
points, which exceeds nearly three times the minimum national requirements. Furthermore,
in the part presenting the specific university quantitative criteria, the results in group "I"
regarding the candidate's teaching activity are impressive - here she collects 547 points, with
the minimum required 120.

Based on data from the reference submitted, the total workload of the candidate from

lectures and exercises with Master's and Bachelor's students is 4836 study hours in the



following 14 academic disciplines: "Political Science", "Introduction to Political Science”,
"Contemporary Political Systems”, "Public Power”, "Communications and Public
Relations"”, "Bulgarian Political Culture", "Political Culture", "Political Rhetoric and Public
Behavior", "Communications and PR", "Etiquette and Protocol”, "Etiquette and Protocol in
Politics and Business”, "Academic Communications”, "Political PR", "Etiquette and
Protocol in Politics".

The materials presented indisputably testify that Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva meets the
mandatory requirements under the Law of Development of the Academic Staff, the
Regulations for its implementation, as well as the additional requirements of the UNWE,
related to the academic and research work for occupying the academic position "Professor"
in professional field 3.3 Political Sciences, which was also confirmed in Decision of the
Habilitation Council of the UNWE of November 3, 2023, Minutes Ne 7.

13. Evaluation of academic work

Associate Professor Blaga Blagoeva has almost four decades of teaching experience,
all of them in the "Political Science” Department, where she gained considerable teaching
and methodological experience and established herself as a respectable lecturer, twice
nominated by UNWE students as teacher of the year whose rating in surveys exceeded 5.50.

Her academic achievements have many aspects. During the reviewed period, she has
developed 17 new curricula at UNWE, of which 7 (one co-authored) for the Bachelor's
degree, 6 for the Master's degree, and 4 (one co-authored) for the Doctoral degree programs.
Among them, it is worth noting the study program "Etiquette and Protocol in Politics",
included for the first time in our country in the specialty "Political Science".

To support the work of the students, Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva has developed one
independent topic (No. 20 from the list of publications) and two topics (No. 23 and 24) in a
university textbook, the work of a collective of authors. Three supplementary textbooks also
contain specialized materials — 1 was issued independently (No. 22) and 2 co-authored (Ne
21 u 25).

| commend the creative approach and the use of innovative principles in the
academic work of the candidate, as well as giving encouragement to students through
organizing events which provide the opportunity to publicly present their achievements -
Public debate on Political Rhetoric and Public Behavior (2023 ); Results of surveys on
Bulgarian political culture (2018, 2019, 2021, 2023 r.).



Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva is the supervisor of seven doctoral students, four of whom
have already successfully defended their theses in 2013, 2014, 2018, 2021, respectively.

Additional evidence of her accomplishments as a university lecturer is her
nomination as a part-time lecturer at other universities in our country, as well as the
numerous public lectures at seminars, discussions and round tables nationwide and abroad.

The reputation of the candidate's academic work is reinforced by her involvement in
7 educational projects, one of which is "E-political forum/creation of educational software
for the simulation of a democratic political process/" - NID 21.03-14/2008, led by her.

An external recognition of Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva's competencies and merits as a
lecturer in the scientific specialty "Political Science" are her numerous (53) participations as
chairman and member of a scientific jury in competitions for awarding the academic titles
"Doctor" and "Doctor of Sciences " in professional direction 3.3 Political Sciences, as well
as 10 participations as chairman and member of expert groups at NAOA under the Ministry
of the Republic of Bulgaria for accreditation in field 3.3 Political Sciences.

All of the above arguments give reason to conclude that the candidate is an
established and respected lecturer and academic supervisor, with proven and recognized
competence in the field of this competition.

14. General characteristics of the scientific work/publications

The total number of scientific works submitted for review is 26, their volume
exceeds 900 pages, and they have not been presented for participation in other competitions
for academic positions or scientific degrees. The papers include: 1 monograph (habilitation
thesis); 2 studies; 11 articles in scientific journals; 5 scientific reports, 1 independent
textbook, 2 chapters in a textbook, collective edition, 3 supplementary handbooks (one
independent and two co-authored), 1 jubilee encyclopedia (13% participation). Five of the
publications are in English (No. 3, 4, 12, 15, 16 from the list of scientific works), and 4 of
them (No. 3, 4, 5, 21) are co-authored.

The works have been published in renowned publishing houses and editions in
Bulgaria and abroad, while 2 of them (No. 4 and 5, co-authored) are in scientific journals
indexed in world databases with scientific information (respectively in Scopus and Web of
Science).

The total number of citations is 49, of which 1 is in a publication in the journal "Acta
Politologica”, indexed in Scopus.



The submitted scientific papers contain information and evidence of the candidate’s
professional work, which by its nature can be defined as an organic combination of
academic and research activity in the professional field and scientific specialty of this
competition.

Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva's research area, based on the presented scientific output, can
be structured in two main aspects.

3. The value-interests relationship in politics - Ne 1,2,4,5,7,9, 10, 15, 18, 19,
23.

This field of research interest is particularly modern, relevant and contains high
scientific and practical applied potential. This is a topic that the candidate has been
researching for more than a decade (publications #19, 23, 18 are from 2006, 2014, 2015
respectively) and is a major focus of her research. In her publications, the author analyzes
multiple dimensions of this complex, dynamic and multifactorial interaction, assesses the
role and importance of the two phenomena - values and interests, in modern politics.

The habilitation thesis - "Values versus interests in politics (problems of the theory)",
Published - UNSS, S., 2022, is related to the same topic. The research is a certain
contribution as although the topic of the relationship between political values and political
interests is not new in the specialized literature, it has not been analyzed theoretically so far.

The erudition demonstrated on the subject of the monograph is impressive. The
formulation of the main theses and the structuring of the arguments is based on broad
theoretical knowledge - from ancient to modern authors on the subject of the study. The
most important semantic relations of the main concepts and their content in different
sciences are analyzed.

The paper argues that the two main approaches to politics - the interests and the
value approach, shall not be opposed, but rather be used as complementing each other. The
main takeaway from the analysis is that values and interests in politics shall be seen on the
basis of conjunction rather than as traditionally perceived in terms of confrontation.

The monograph contains empirical research - in-depth interviews with two groups of
experts: 1) engaged in real politics, and 2) political analysts and political science lecturers.
The analysis of its findings is related to the conclusions of the theoretical understanding of
the ratio of values-interests in politics.

It is worth noting the formulation and verification of the idea of the necessity,

possibility and productivity of the axiological approach in the analysis of political interests.



Other significant outcomes of this study include:

e The author's proposed definitions of "political values" and "political interests".
The structuring of the specifics of political interests and values and their role in the political
process (Ne 23,1, 7, 9).

e Substantiation of the relevance and significance of the topics of values and
interests in politics in the context of today's dynamically changing and increasingly
uncertain security environment (Ne 1).

e A critical review of the different interpretations of political realism and political
idealism from the point of view of determining the importance of values and interests in
politics (Ne 1, 2).

e Defining the specificity of national interests and presenting their theoretical
interpretation in scientific literature (Ne 2).

e Substantiating the circular economy as both a common human value and a global
interest (Ne 7, 15).

4. Democratic political process (analysis and evaluation of selected parameters) —
Ne 3,6, 8, 11, 12, 13, 14, 16, 17, 24.

The second research domain covers some parameters of the political process related
to its actors, their interactions or socio-cultural factors.

In this domain, | would like to highlight:

e The proposed author's definition of political opposition and the systematization
of its main classifications and models in the scientific literature (Ne 6, 8)

e The multifaceted research and assessment of political culture as a factor for the
quality of functioning of the democratic political process (Nell, 12, 13, 14, 16, 17, 24)

In summary, the works presented in the competition are proof of the high scientific
competence of Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva, her outstanding research capacity and opportunities to
conduct independent scientific research.

15. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

In her self-assessment of the contributions in the publications submitted for this
competition, Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva has structured them into two groups - scientific and
methodological.

| accept the defined scientific contributions and assume they are adequately
structured and summarized. More significant among them are: the theoretical study of the

correlation values - interests in politics; the identification and study of basic problems of



political realism and political idealism in the context of interests and values; the
philosophical and political interpretation of the concept of the circular economy in the
context of interests and values; the evaluation of the results of an empirical study of the
understanding of the relationship of values-interests in politics as a tool for verifying the
conclusions of the theoretical analysis about the dimensions of their relations.

Although the listed results, at first glance, are predominantly theoretical in nature, in
fact they have a direct practical-applied significance, especially in the modern political
process which functions in an environment (at all its levels) of dynamic and severe
competition of interests and values, of a global debate how to define the principles and rules
of international political relations — based on national interests, or on liberal (or other)
values.

16. Critical notes and recommendations

I have no critical remarks regarding the reviewed works that would change the
significance of the contributions mentioned and my positive assessment of the materials
presented in the competition.

My critical note to the materials presented in the procedure concerns the existing
different numbering of scientific works in the List of Publications and in the Abstracts of
Publications.

My recommendation to Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva is that she continue her research on
the topic of values-interests in politics, as it is undoubtedly of increasing relevance and
significance for the effective functioning of the political process.

17. Statement on the presence or absence of plagiarism

Within the scope of my competences and the sources available to me, | do not detect
plagiarism in the materials submitted for review.

I am not aware of any non-anonymous and motivated written reports of detected
plagiarism received during this procedure.

18. Conclusion

I grant my positive assessment of the results of the candidate's work and strongly
recommend that Associate Professor Dr. Blaga lvanova Blagoeva be assigned at the
academic position of "Professor” in the area of higher education 3.
