2. Information about the participants in the competition

There is a single candidate participating in the competition for the academic title of
professor, announced in the Official Gazette, issue 4 of 12.01.2024 — Associate Professor
PhD Blaga Blagoeva.

Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva was born in 1962 in the town of Dolni Chiflik, Varna
region. She completed her secondary education in 1980 in her hometown. In 1986 she
completed a master’s degree in philosophy with her second subject being Master of history at
St. Kliment Ochridski University in Sofia. Since 1994 she has been doctor of philosophy
(PhD) at “M. Lomonosov” state university in Moscow, Russian Federation (diploma, KTP
serial number 000525/10.021995). The diploma was legalized by the Higher Attestation
Commission of the Republic of Bulgaria, in accordance with Certificate Ne 1684/7.12.1995.
From 1987 up to the present Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva has been teaching at UNWE
and has subsequently taken the academic titles of assistant, senior assistant, chief assistant
and associate professor (2004) at the department of Political Sciences. She has done the
following specializations in Bulgaria and abroad: Theory and history of politics (Sofia
University, 1991); Contemporary political systems and international relations (University of
Vienna, 1992); Political values and social opinion (Open Society Foundation, Budva,
Montenegro, 1998); Conferential communications in the higher education and virtual
classroom (European partners 2007 foundation, Bulgaria, 2009); Implementation of digital
means of education (European partners 2007 foundation, Bulgaria, 2010).
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Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Ivanova Blagoeva has held various executive and administrative
positions at UNWE and in other academic structures: member of the Academic Council at
UNWE (2015-2023); head of the department of Political Sciences, UNWE (2015-2023);
deputy chairperson of the Consultative Council of the Center for Political Research at
UNWE (2020 —present); deputy dean of educational activities at the Faculty of International
Economy and Politics, UNWE ( 2008-2015); scientific secretary of the department of
Political Sciences, UNWE (1994-2001); deputy chairperson, executive secretary and
member of the Executive Board of the Bulgarian association of political sciences (2014-
2018); member of the Faculty Council of the General Faculty of Economics (2000- 2004)
and the Faculty of IEP (2005-present); member of the faculty commission of educational
documentation at the Faculty of IEP (2015-2023); member of the faculty commission of
quality at the Faculty of IEP (from 2024); member of the commission of selection of
students, lecturers and administrative staff at UNWE on Erasmus + program (2018-2019).
Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva is a certified expert at the National Evaluation and
Accreditation Agency at the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Bulgaria and
participates as a head and member of expert groups in the process of preparation and
presentation of reports on accreditation procedures of higher education schools in Bulgaria in
direction 3.3. Political Sciences (Sofia University St. Kliment Ochridski; Veliko Tarnovo
University Sts. Cyril and Methodii; South-western University Neofit Rilski; the Free
University Chernorizets Hrabar in Varna; New Bulgarian University; Angel Kanchev
University in the town of Ruse).

Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva’s educational and administrative work is combined
with expert activities in the field of political analyses and consultations. Testifying to the
latter are the following facts: she has been Mrs. Tatyana Doncheva’s political consultant
(Mrs. Doncheva was an MP in the 38", 39°th 40™", 45" 46" National Assemblies of the
Republic of Bulgaria); a certified educator of political PR, PR strategic planning and
management of projects, Etiquette and Protocol at European Partners 2007 foundation,
Bulgaria; member of the Scientific Council of the Institute for social and political research
“Max Weber”, Plovdiv; participations in television and radio broadcasts.

The practical experience, gained by Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva, is a stable basis
for achievements in the art of teaching and the scientific research in the field of the political
sciences.

3. Meeting the requirements for holding the academic title
3.1. Meeting the quantitative requirements

Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva meets all National minimum requirements to hold the
academic title of professor in accordance with the the Act on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the Regulations for its
implementation (Art. 1a, para. 1):

v She has acquired the educational and scientific degree of PhD;

v She has been associate professor at UNWE since 2004;
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v' She has published one monography, presented as a basic habilitation work and
corresponding to the topic of the announced competition;

v She has published in co-authorship 2 articles in scientific journals, referred and
indexed in the world known data bases of Scopus and Web of Science;

v' She has published 14 articles and reports in non-referred journals with scientific
reviews or in edited collective volumes;

v She has published 2 scientific papers (one of which is in co-authorship);

v She has been cited in a scientific publication, referred and indexed in world known
database with scientific information (Scopus); 20 citations in monographies and
collective volumes with scientific reviewing and 28 citations in non-referred journals
with scientific reviewing;

v She has 4 students who successfully defended their PhD dissertations;

v' She has participated in one national scientific project as well as in 6 universities
scientific or educational project, one of which she has headed;

v' She has published one university textbook and participated as co-author in the
publication of one university textbook;

v She has 3 published university teaching handbooks or handbooks, used in the school

network, two of which are in co-authorship.

The minimal threshold of 550 points, introduced by the national requirements, groups A,
B, C, D, E and F are significantly exceeded, with Assoc. Prof. Blagoeva gaining 911.5
points.

Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva also meets the additional requirements of UNWE, in
accordance with the National Minimum Requirements for the Act on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b para. 5) and the Regulation for its
implementation (article 1a, paragraph 2-3) — she has gained 1144.5 points, with the minimum
requirement being 520 points.

The total number of points, gained by the candidate, are 2056 , which significantly
exceeds the minimal national requirements and the additional ones for UNWE, for the
academic title of “professor”, which are 1070 points.

3.2. Meeting the qualitative requirements

Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva demonstrates exceptional results in meeting the
qualitative requirements of UNWE for gaining the academic title of “professor”.

Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva’s professional profile is characterized by the

following:

(1) She is an established researcher with contributions to the national development of
knowledge.

Proof of this are:

v

Her numerous participations as member of scientific juries in all Bulgarian
universities, accredited in Political Sciences professional direction; her election as a
certified expert in the National Evaluation and Accreditation Agency at The Council
of Ministers of the Republic of Bulgaria; her election as a reviewer of scientific and
research projects at Sofia University St. Kliment Ochridski and evaluator of national
scientific and research projects; the invitations to deliver public lectures and moderate
various scientific and social forums in Bulgaria and abroad;

Her contribution to the development and research in the field of the Bulgarian
political culture; the examination and research of the connection between values and
interests in politics; her systematic examination of the theoretical analyses of the
political opposition; the development of the first educational program and teaching
materials in the field of etiquette and protocol in politics and the introduction of the
discipline in the teaching program of the subject of Political Science;

Her participation as member of the editing board and deputy editor of Politics and
Security journal; her membership in the editing board of scientific compilation
Culture. Politics. Razumevanje (Belgrade); scientific editor and reviewer of 15
scientific publications in the field of political sciences; reviewer of numerous
publications in Scientific Works and an almanac of UNWE;

Her election as member of the Executive Council, deputy chairperson and executive
secretary of the Bulgarian Association of Political Sciences; she is co-founder and
member of the Bulgarian association of the Roman Club; collective membership
(through BAPS) in IPSA (International Association of Political Sciences); collective
membership (through the Department of Political Sciences at UNWE) in an European
consortium for political research, Essex, Great Britain;

Her participations in 39 scientific juries on defense of doctor’s dissertations and

habilitation competitions;
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v’ Her participations in program committees, responsible for holding scientific national

and international conferences.

(2) Assoc. Prof. PhD Blagoeva is an established lecturer with academic and national
contribution in the teaching, educational and pedagogical development. The proof of
those is connected with the following:

v Her participations in public lectures in seminars, discussions and round table events
in front of various audiences in Bulgaria and her election as a part-time lecturer in
other universities in Bulgaria;

v in her work she demonstrates incessant aspiration towards learning and creative
implementation of the best teaching practices from the academic experience in this
country and abroad, as well as aspiration towards personal improvement through
participation in various specializations, qualification courses, creative seminars,
academic forums;

v Development and introduction of new teaching courses and programs — the candidate
has developed 17 new teaching programs for bachelor, master and doctoral
educational degrees;

v' There are always formed groups of students for the optional courses, taught by the
candidate (Etiquette and Protocol, Bulgarian political culture at the bachelor’s degree,
and Etiquette and Protocol in politics and business at the master’s degree; the
students’ evaluations from questionnaires, concerning the quality of the candidate’s
teaching is always above 5.50; the candidate has been nominated “lecturer of the

year” by the students at UNWE (2017, 2018);

(3) Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva is a professional who has gained social recognition in
practice for her professional achievements. The proof of this is connected with the social
evaluation of her expert and analytical skills in the political practice and the invitations to
make political analyses and consultations;

(4) Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva has contributed to the establishment of UNWE’s good
reputation, as well as the ones of IEP faculty and the department of Political Sciences. She
has also helped in the formation of good managerial practices in these structures. Her
contributions can be summarized as follows: holding executive and administrative posts at
the university, faculty and department; participation in the development of new teaching
programs for the different educational levels; participation in the development of in-house
normative faculty and departmental documentation; collaboration and organizational support
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in the work of the two students organizations at the IEP faculty — the Students Association
for research of the international relations and EGO Politico.

In conclusion, on the grounds of the above-stated, | consider that Assoc. Prof. PhD
Blaga Blagoeva meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements for acquiring the
academic title of “professor “at UNWE. My opinion coincides with the one of the Council
of Habilitation at UNWE (protocol Ne 7 /3.11.2023).

4. Evaluation of the educational and teaching activities

Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva is an established university lecturer with more than 36
years of professional experience. | have my personal impressions of Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga
Blagoeva’s teaching experience, because she was my teacher at UNWE. Proof of her
professionalism is the fact that throughout the years she had teaching courses not only at
UNWE but also at other Bulgarian universities.

Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva has the following courses of lectures: Introduction in
political sciences (bachelors); Political culture (bachelors); Bulgarian political culture
(bachelors); Etiquette and protocol in politics (bachelors); Political Science (bachelors);
Communications and public relations in politics (masters); Etiquette and protocol in politics
and business (masters); Comparative political systems (PhD); Political culture and political
communication (PhD). The rich professional experience which Assoc. Prof. PhD Blagoeva
has in the field of political sciences, as well as her constant aspiration to keep track of the
new trends in the research work and methods of teaching make her lectures practice-oriented,
topical, intriguing and thought provoking at a very high professional level. The feedback,
which comes to the department as a result of the anonymous questionnaires, carried out
among the students, testifies to a high level of satisfaction with her style of teaching. Proof of
this is the constant interest in her teaching disciplines, demonstrated by her students. A great
interest in Assoc. Prof. PhD Blagoeva’s lecture courses (Political culture and Introduction to
Political Science), which she carries out as consultations, is also demonstrated by Erasmus +
students.

It is evident from the documentation, submitted for the competition that for the period
between 2004-2023, the candidate has a completed workload amounting to 2409 academic
hours of lectures and 1423 hours of seminars.

The candidate takes part in the competition with one textbook (Selected lectures in
Introduction to Political Science), two chapters in a collective textbook (Fundamentals of
Political Sociology) and 3 course books (Notes in Etiquette and Protocol, Bulgarian English
Dictionary of Basic Political Terminology” in co-authorship, and 24 articles in “Fundamental
terms, used in the teaching process at UNWE, vol. 3). | consider all of the above-mentioned
to have been written at a high professional level and methodologically meeting the
established academic criteria.
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All considerations so far give me a strong reason to state that Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga
Blagoeva has the required teaching experience, knowledge and skills to work with
students, which makes her eligible for holding the academic title of professor at UNWE.

5. General characteristic of the submitted scientific works/publications

5.1. Main trends in the research work

Assoc. Prof. PhD Blagoeva’s scientific publications with which she participates in the
competition are 25 in number, all of them being in the field of political sciences. The
publications are sorted out as follows: 1 independent monography (Nel in the list of
publications); 1 independent textbook (Ne20); 2 chapters in a textbook which is a collective
publication (Ne23 and Ne 24); 3 course books ( of which 1 independent, 1 in co-authorship, 1
collectively with articles on fundamental concepts — 25 in number) - No22, Ne21, Ne 25; two
scientific papers (Ne2 and 3); 11 articles in scientific publications (Ne 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11,
12, 13 and 14), two of which in scientific journals, indexed in primary database (Scopus and
Web of Science) - Ne 4 and 5, and 5 reports (Ne 15, 16, 17, 18 19). Of the scientific
publications in the problematic field of political values and interests are 9 publications of
which 1 is an independent monography (Nel in the list of publications) 5 articles in scientific
journals and edited collective volumes (Ne 4, 5, 7, 9, 10), two of which have been published
in scientific journals, indexed in primary database (Scopus and Web of Science) - Ne 4 and 5,
3 scientific reports (Ne 15p 18p 19). The main fields, covered in Assoc. Prof. PhD Blagoeva’s
publications are as follows:

v" The problems of values and interests in politics at the level of the methodological
problems in their analysis; theoretical study of the values-interests correlation and
expatiation of the need for substituting their monotheistic interpretation in favor of
realization of a synthesis of the analyses; author’s definitions of political values and
interests; author’s interpretation of values and interests in the context of the political
realism and idealism; empirical analysis of the understanding of the values-interests
correlation in politics through holding in-depth interviews with experts; author’s
survey and analysis of specific political values — in the political programs of
Bulgarian political parties, analysis of the students ‘attitudes towards fundamental
democratic values, of the students’ tolerance in the context of democratic values, of
the concept of group rights from the standpoint of values of liberalism and
conservatism;

v" Problems, connected with the interpretation of results of the survey of
democracy index of Economic Intelligence Unit for the Balkan countries and
Bulgaria in the context of: the characteristics of the national political culture and

identification of fundamental problems of its modern state; identification of the
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problems and contradictions in the Balkan countries in the process of their European
integration;

v" The problems of the political opposition in the context of systematization and
author’s interpretation of the fundamental theoretical analyses of the political
opposition at the level of its definition, place and role in the political process and the
main classifications and models of the political opposition in the scientific literature;

v" Problems with the concept of the circular economy in the context of values and

interests, through an attempt at their philosophical and political consideration.

The candidate’s publications stand out with their depth of analysis, with scientific and
clear style, originality and profundity, consistency and buildup in the scientific field under
analysis.

The publications, submitted for participation in the competition do not resemble and
repeat in any way those, which were submitted by the candidate for acquiring the educational
and scientific degree of PhD and academic title of Associate Professor. They totally
correspond to the topic of the announced competition.

5.2. Evaluation of the monography and its scientific and practical applications

Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva’s main habilitation work bears a provocative title —
“Values versus Interests in Politics (problems of the theory) — and was published by the
Publishing Complex — UNWE in 2022. The monography is dedicated to a an extremely
topical problem both for the political theory and political practice.

The exposition is structured in a foreword, introduction, three chapters, conclusion,
supplements, bibliography, index of names and index of terms. The monography amounts to
a total of 261 pages. The structure of the monography is in accordance with the main purpose
and the assigned research tasks. The main purpose of the monographic research is to analyze
the fundamental nature of values and interests in politics, their role and significance, and the
relations and interactions between them. The analysis is basically realized in the discourse of
the political philosophy and political theory.

My overall evaluation concerning Assoc. Prof. PhD Blagoeva’s monography is that
this is an achievement, written with a taste for theoretical thinking, rendered in a clear and
succinct scientific style, and characterized by a profound knowledge and understanding of
the problematics, and a distinct and substantiated personal standpoint. By nature, the study is
“marginal“— written along the borderlines, separating philosophy, sociology and political
science. The author proves that this interdisciplinary approach is productive.
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I would like to pay special attention to two facts, connected with the monography: (1)
Despite the fact that it bears the title of “Values and Interests in Politics”, the author pleads
for a balance between them, a balance between individual and social values and interests, as
well as for a substitution of the monotheistic interpretation of the role of interests in favor of
realization of a synthesis of the analyses”, and (2) An idea is expressed of the possibility (and
productivity) of an axiological analysis of interests; an idea which is theoretically
substantiated and whose practical verification would be of great interest (beyond the analysis
of the in-depth interviews with experts).

The more important contributions of the monography can be systematized in the
following way:

At a theoretical level: there has been realized an author’s interpretation of fundamental
methodological problems in the analysis of values and interests in the political sphere by
means of a review of fundamental theoretical analyses on the subject; there has been carried
out a theoretical survey of the correlation values-interests in politics and there has been
substantiated the need for a substitution of the monotheistic interpretation of the role of
values and interests in favor of a realization of a synthesis of the analyses; there have been
suggested author’s definitions of the political values and interests; there have been analyzed
fundamental problems of political realism and political idealism in the context of values and
interests.

At a practical level: An empirical research has been carried out, of the understanding of the
correlation of values and interests in politics by means of holding in-depth interviews with
experts (politicians with practical experience, analysts and lecturers); there have been made
an analysis and summary of the results of the interviews; there have been formulated some
recommendations for further research of the problems concerning values and interests.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and practical contributions

My detailed reading of Assoc. Prof. PhD Blagoeva’s submitted publications for
participation in the competitions gives me solid grounds to mention the following results of
contributory nature:

I. Scientific contributions

1. There is an original author’s interpretation of fundamental methodological
problems in the analysis of values and interests in the political sphere
(Publications 1, 9, 10);

2. There is a complete theoretical research of the correlation values-interests in
politics and a thorough substantiation of the need for a substitution of the

monotheistic approach when analyzing of values and interests in favor of a
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realization of a synthesis of the analyses; there has been suggested an author’s
definition of political values and interests (Publications:1);

. There is an enrichment of scientific knowledge on the topic of values-interests
by means of an author’s interpretation of fundamental problems of political
realism in the context of values and interests (Publications 1, 2);

. An extension has been achieved of the existing knowledge concerning the role
of political values and interests through an empirical survey of the
understanding of their correlation on the basis of in-depth interviews with
experts and an analysis and summary of the results (Publication: 1);

. There is an enrichment of the existing theory through an author’s research and
analysis of specific political values in the political programs of Bulgarian
political parties; an analysis of the students’ attitudes towards fundamental
democratic values; an analysis of the students’ tolerance in the context of
democratic values; an analysis of the concepts of group rights from the
standpoint of the values of liberalism and conservatism (Publications: 3, 4, 5,
18, 19);

. There is an extension of the existing knowledge through an analysis and
author’s interpretation of results of a survey of democracy index, carried out
by  Economist Intelligence Unit for Bulgaria in the context of the
characteristics of the national political culture and identification of
fundamental problems in modern political culture, as well as for the Balkan
countries in the context of the European integration and identification of
fundamental problems and contradictions (Publications: 11, 12, 13, 14, 17);
For the first time in Bulgarian scientific literature there has been a
systematization and author’s interpretation of the fundamental theoretical
analyses of the political opposition at the level of its definition, place and role
in the political process, of the fundamental classifications and models of
political opposition; an author’s definition of the political opposition has been
propounded (Publications 6, 8);
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8. An enrichment has been achieved of the existing knowledge through political
and philosophical consideration of the concept of circular economy in the
context of values and interests (Publications 7, 15).
I. Educational and methodological contributions

1. There is a systematized and synthesized educational presentation of fundamental
problems of political science as: development and main stages of political science;
state and state power; social and political system; political regimes; political culture;
political socialization; political interests; political values; political opposition.
(Publications: 20, 23, 24);

2. There is an enrichment of the existing educational literature through systematized and
synthesized educational presentation of fundamental problems, connected with the
etiquette and protocol in everyday communication, in politics and in the academic

communication. (Publication: 20, 22).

7. Critical notes and recommendations

| do not have any critical notes to make to the candidate in the competition.
My recommendations to Assoc. Prof. PhD Blagoeva are two:

Firstly, she should direct her further research efforts towards an examination and empirical
study of the possibilities of the axiological approach to the interests in politics;

Secondly, she should use the accumulated knowledge and professionalism to carry out a
professional and scientific exchange along the lines of various academic programs and
expand her participation in national and international research programs.

8. Conclusion

The candidate for the academic title of professor at UNWE meets the scientific
regulations and criteria, included in the Act on development of the academic staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and the additional requirements, adopted by UNWE. Assoc. Prof. PhD
Blaga Blagoeva has a scientific production, which includes scientific theoretic and practical
contributions in the field of political sciences and more specifically in the field of political
values and interests. Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva is also a recognized and respected
lecturer of political sciences in the academic society.
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All this gives me sufficient grounds to recommend with utter conviction the
Scientific Jury to elect Assoc. Prof. PhD Blaga Blagoeva to hold the academic title of
“professor” in professional direction 3.3 Political sciences, scientific subject Political
science (political values and interests).
