The candidate for “associate professor” has been
working as a senior lecturer at the Department of Foreign Languages and Applied Linguistics
at UNWE since 2005. Since 1999 Albena Stefanova has been a full-time lecturer at UNWE.
She has worked as a part-time lecturer at NBU, MOI Academy, SU “St. Kliment Ohridski”,
“Znanie” Company, as well as a translator and office manager. She actively participates in a
number of national and international projects and scientific conferences. Dr. Stefanova has
carried out individual mobility at the University of Liechtenstein, (Liechtenstein, 2016), as
well as Erasmus+ teaching mobility at the University of Lisbon (Portugal, 2016), the
University of Alicante (Spain, 2018), the Transport and Telecommunication Institute (Latvia,
2018) and the University of Nicosia (Cyprus, 2019). She is a member of the TESOL

International Association and the Bulgarian English Teachers’ Association, a member of
IATEFL.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position
It is evident from the submitted documents for the competition that the scientific output
and the academic activity of Dr. Albena Dimitrova Stefanova meet the quantitative and



qualitative requirements for the academic position. Based on her doctoral dissertation on
“Developing communicative competence in ESP by working with specialised texts”,
Stefanova has published a book with the same title, ISBN 978-619-239-325-0. The candidate
has provided information that she has been working as a lecturer at UNWE for nearly
twenty-five years and as a senior lecturer for the greater part of the period. Stefanova has
presented a habilitation monograph in English on the topic of the competition — “Motivating
students for greater engagement in ESP acquisition”, ISBN 978-619-232-488-9, and another
monograph which is not presented as her main habilitation work — “Ideas for interactive ESP
acquisition”, ISBN 978-619-239-614-5. Both monographs present original research results
and are devoted to topical and important issues. As evident from the submitted Cards for the
fulfilment of the quantitative requirements and qualitative requirements for holding the
academic position of “associate professor” at UNWE and from the positive statement
received from the Habilitation Council of UNWE, Dr. Albena Dimitrova Stefanova
completely fulfills and significantly exceeds the quantitative and qualitative requirements for
holding the academic position of “associate professor” at UNWE.

4. Evaluation of the candidate's educational and teaching activities

The Educational Documentation, Reporting and Control Division at UNWE provides
information that the teaching workload of the candidate in the competition is sufficient in
terms of volume and is carried out in the form of English language seminars and lectures in
Bachelor’s degree programmes. Stefanova has also developed programmes for five
Bachelor’s degree programmes — “International Relations” second foreign language,
“International Economic Relations” second foreign language, “Political Studies” second
foreign language, “European Studies” second foreign language, “Political Studies™ first
foreign language (English as a foreign language), as well as four programmes for the Institute
of Postgraduate Studies at UNWE. She has lectured in English abroad. An impressive
highlight in the teaching activities of the candidate in the competition are the two university
study manuals — “Sample tests for the state exam in English for students of political studies”,
ISBN 978-619-232-460-5, and “Collection of sample tests in English as a second foreign
language for students majoring in International Economic Relations, International Relations
and European Studies”, ISBN 978-619-232-516-9. Dr. Albena Dimitrova Stefanova
demonstrates significant experience and achievements in her educational and teaching
activities and fulfils the criteria for holding the academic position of “associate professor”.

5. Brief description of the research work/publications

In this competition Dr. Stefanova participates with research works that cover a rich
palette of applied-linguistic and methodological issues. Her research interests focus mainly
on working with specialised text in unuiversity education and are mainly directed towards
aspects of developing functional communicative competence, towards stimulating
engagement or towards creating a favorable and fruitful environment for interactivity in
learning English. The list of scientific publications of the candidate encompasses her main
habilitation work — a monograph, a second monograph, a book, two co-authored articles in
Web of Science referenced and indexed editions, one study and five articles and papers
published in non-referenced peer-reviewed journals, one co-authored chapter in a collective
monograph, three articles (one of them co-authored) published in scientific journals
referenced and indexed in other international databases with scientific information, two



university study manuals. Dr. Stefanova’s scientific output finds a positive response in the
academic community, as evidenced by the citations of her publications.

The habilitation work “Motivating students for greater engagement in ESP acquisition” is
dedicated to the development of innovative teaching techniques for stimulating the
motivation of ESP students and for boosting the effectiveness of foreign language teaching in
university context. The research brings to the fore the creativity and ingenuity of the lecturer,
while illustrating at the same time how small changes and interdisciplinary approach can
achieve significant growth in the effectiveness of teaching. Emphasis is placed on the
implementation of interactive activities and teaching techniques in support of students’
engagement and motivation in the process of learning — activities and techniques which also
rely on the potential of social media and that of information and communication technology.
Dr. Albena Stefanova demonstrates excellent knowledge of the research issues, a sense of
detail as well as a broad but focused view of the overall picture. The monographic work is an
indicator of the scientific maturity and lasting interest of Dr. Stefanova to enhance the
effectiveness of teaching ESP. The results achieved in the tuition of students at UNWE are of
significant practical applicability.

The monograph “Ideas for interactive ESP acquisition”, which is not presented as the
candaidate’s main habilitation work, is dedicated to the development of original suggestions
for interactive acquisition of ESP, as well as their successful practical implementation. It
encompasses the reuslts of many years of research and unquenchable interest of Dr.
Stefanova to design tasks aimed at improving the achievements and quality of ESP courses in
the sphere of economics and socio-political science. The monographic work comprises
interactive tasks, projects and case studies in five subject areas — Economics, International
relations, International tourism, Political studies and Real estate and facility management.
The productivity of the suggested activities is to be seen in their potential, after adequate
adaptation, to be implemented in other spheres of learning ESP, such as medicine,
journalism, law etc. The monograph is an expression of Dr. Albena Stefanova’s lasting
interest to enhance the effectiveness of teaching ESP. It can be seen as a platform for sharing
experience and ideas to facilitate language instructors and support learners in their strive to
master ESP.

The monographs give expression to the author’s long-term research and decisions. The
scientific output of the candidate possesses not only strong scientific value but also high
applied value.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and applied contributions of the
candidates

Dr. Albena Stefanova has submitted information about her original scientific
contributions in the documents for the competition. The scientific and applied contributions
are formulated correctly and in full. The development of a set of innovative pedagogical
techniques for the purposes of teaching ESP and the building of functional communicative
competence stand out among the scientific contributions. The applied contributions are
mainly related to the practical implementation of the designed techniques which helps to
boost students’ engagement and motivation and to enhance the effectiveness of ESP courses.
The university study manuals designed by the candidate have unquestionable applied value.
The results of her work can be used for future empirical research and methodological studies
not only in the field of teaching English but also in teaching other modern languages. Her



works do not show any signs of plagiarism.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to the candidate

[ have no serious critical remarks on the performance of the candidate in the compeition.
My recommendation in view of Dr. Stefanova’s future professional development is related
to the necessity of actively seeking new ways and means of promoting the good practices and
innovative pedagogical techniques that she so successfully implements in her teaching and
project activities, as well as in the programmes she has designed.

8. Conclusion

The procedure fully complies with the legal framework. In the competition Dr. Stefanova
participates with scientific output which is sufficient in terms of volume and quality and
which proves her scientific and research activities, as well as her specific scientific and
applied contributions. Her profile of an established scientist and lecturer is complemented by
her rich pedagogical experience and extensive project activity. Based on the above, I give a
positive evaluation of the candidate’s overall academic activity. I strongly recommend the
distinguished members of the Scientific Jury to vote in favour of awarding the academic
position of “associate professor” in professional field 2.1. Philology, scientific area “Modern
English Language (Applied-Linguistic Aspects of the Specialised Discourse Analysis)“, to
senior lecturer Dr. Albena Dimitrova Stefanova, and 1 propose that she be admitted to
election by the Academic Council of UNWE.
