1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced to meet the needs of the Department of Foreign
Languages and Applied Linguistics, Faculty of International Economics and Politics at
UNWE by virtue of the Decision of the Academic Council Ne 1/03.10.2024. 1 am a member
of the scientific jury of the competition under Order Ne 2945/15.10.2024 issued by the Vice-
Rector for Research and International Cooperation at UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

There is one candidate in this competition — Dr. Albena Dimitrova Stefanova,
member of the academic staff at the Department of Foreign Languages and Applied
Linguistics, Faculty of International Economics and Politics, UNWE since 1998, and senior
lecturer since 2005. Doctor (PhD) of Methodology of Teaching Modern Languages from
2018 (New Bulgarian University).

She has rich experience in the field of academic training, as she combined her work at
UNWE with that as a part-time teacher of English at New Bulgarian University (2000-2018),
Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” (1998-2003) and the Academy of the Interior
Ministry (1998-2004). She has delivered lectures at universities abroad (Lisbon 2016,
Alicante 2018, Riga 2018, Nicosia 2019), and has also participated in various university,
national and individual international projects.

Stefanova’s work as a freelance translator (1992-1999) encompasses the following
activities: translator and office manager for the PHARE program (1992) and part-time
English teacher at the Znanie (Knowledge) Association (1990-1992). She has translated
three books from English, published by List Publishing House.



The significant practical experience gained as a lecturer provides a good basis for
theoretical and applied study in the field of teaching methodology, which comprises her
specific scientific interest.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

The candidate meets both the national minimum quantitative requirements according to
the Act on Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, Paragraph 1), as
well as the additional requirements of the UNWE - the above-mentioned Act (Art. 2b,
Paragraph 5) and the Regulations (Art. 1a, Paragraphs 2-3); according to the data given in the
card, the candidate significantly exceeds the required number of points.

The qualitative requirements for holding the academic position of Associate Professor at
UNWE have also been met. In this regard, positive impression is made by the candidate’s
activity in organizing and conducting a number of events: university events such as the
International Jubilee Scientific Conference 100 years of Foreign Language Teaching at
UNWE (2020), she is also editor-in-chief of the collection the conference proceedings.
Throughout the years she has been member of the organizing and/or scientific committee of
forums of prestigious organizations of teachers of English as a foreign language in which Dr.
Albena Stefanova is also a member: Bulgarian (BAPA — Bulgarian Association of Teachers
of English, annual international scientific conferences 2015-2018) and international (IATEFL
— International Association of Teachers of English as a Foreign Language, conferences in
2019 and 2021).

There is no factual non-fulfillment of one or more of the quantitative or qualitative
requirements.

According to the transcript-extract of protocol Ne 8/15.05.2024 on the opinion of the
Council for Habilitation at UNWE, the candidacy of Dr. Albena Dimitrova Stefanova
meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the academic position of
Associate Professor at UNWE.

1. Evaluation of teaching activities

The documents submitted by the candidate show that in the period 2014-2021 Dr.
Albena Stefanova has completed, and often exceeded the required number of academic hours
— practical seminars in English as a first and second foreign language in the bachelor’s
specialties offered at UNWE. The candidate has developed the following curricula: in 2016,
English as a Second Foreign Language program for bachelor’s degrees in International
Relations, International Economic Relations, Political Science and European Studies, in 2021
a program in English as a First Foreign Language for the bachelor’s degree in Political
Science and in 2017 for the needs of a Program of the Institute for Postgraduate Qualification
at UNWE for training and professional development of teachers she has presented the



following programs: 1. The flipped classroom approach in foreign language learning; 2.
Project training in foreign language; 3. Didactics of multilingualism; 4. Social media in
foreign language teaching.

A specific contribution to Albena’s academic training and instruction activity are the
handbooks particularly targeting UNWE students such as: Collection of sample tests in
English as a second foreign language for students majoring in International Economic
Relations, International Relations and European Studies (2021) and Sample tests for the final
exam in English for students of political studies (2021). The aforementioned handbooks can
have a wider range of users: students from other higher education institutions and for
teachers in foreign languages.

On the basis of the data presented, as well as the brief biographical information
mentioned in item 2, | believe that the candidate has sufficient teaching and professional
experience and competence for the academic position of Associate Professor in the field of
modern English in the competition as announced above.

The following publications are evidence to the candidate’s theoretical preparation and
the scientific and practical value of her achievements.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers/publications
The following scientific production has been brought to our attention: two articles in co-
authorship published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous
databases of scientific information; four articles, one in co-authorship, published in scientific
journals, referenced and indexed in other international databases of scientific information;
five articles and reports published in non-referenced journals with scientific review or in
edited collective volumes. This makes a total of eleven titles published in Bulgaria (with one
exception published in Russia) in the period 2019-2021, following the defense of the PhD
thesis. These publications help outline the major trends the research activity: teaching of
English for specific purposes (ESP) and the teaching techniques in this field. There is a clear
tendency of updating and improving of these trends on the author’s part.

The following can be mentioned as positive aspects and contributing moments in the
articles:

e A wide range of spheres in English for specific purposes such as economics
and political studies, tourism and real estate, and facility management;

e A special focus of the research is the topical issue of the pandemic and its
impact on academic activity, online learning and approaches to tackling the
challenges it poses, the specificity of modern generations and adapting the
teaching process to them;

e The application of the interdisciplinary approach targeted at the development
of innovative training models, for instance adapting the tools and techniques
in the field of marketing to the practice of teaching ESP in order to boost
efficiency;
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e Observation of the implementation of the developed models and tasks and
feedback with the learners.

Special attention in the publications is paid to the acquisition and perfection on the part of the
students and learners of communicative competence. The candidate’s research is focused on
both the assessment of this competence and the enhancement of the learners’ of ESP
motivation.
The specific practical results are connected with the development of tasks, case studies,
project activity and outsourced training in the following spheres: economics, international
relations, poltical science, international tourism, real estate and facility management. Thus
the foundation is created of the construction of a study bank containing materials for the
application of Stefanova’s innovative pedagogical model for profession-oriented training in
ESP.

Four monographs have been brought to our attention, and one of them is with a co-
author and is part of an international thematic monograph devoted to the tourism sector and
published in Serbia. This is the candidate’s second publication abroad. The publication
Effective academic English courses in tourism: an interdisciplinary approach as a tool for
success (2020), is 16 pages long and written in English. It draws on the synergy of the theory
of ESP, the systematic and structural theory of activity, the marketing theory of interest, and
separate marketing techniques, so as to meet with this interdisciplinary approach the
specificity and needs of the new generations of students by optimizing the academic course
in English for international tourism. Another two articles treat such issues — one of them
studies the potential of the systematic and structural theory of activity and three suggestions
about its use in English language teaching for specific purposes and another one focused on
the academic aspects of the modern course in English for the tourism sector.

Three separate monographs have been brought to our attention.

The first one is The Formation of Communicative Competence in ESP Through Work
with a Specialized Text (2019), containing 222 pages and based on Dr Stefanova’s doctoral
dissertation for the award of PhD. Doubtlessly the issue at hand is topical, taking into
account the growing imprtance of the English language in all spheres of knowledge and in all
professional spheres. Neither is there any doubt about the relevance of the basic research
topic — communicative competence in interaction and career development.

The first chapter of the monograph presents a detailed overview of a rich
bibliography in the field, encompassing both foreign and Bulgarian researchers. Such a solid
theoretical basis provides for the creation of an appropriate methodological framework
presented in the second chapter. The latter offers a critical analysis of the professional-based
ELT oriented towards economics at UNWE, together with an original innovative model for
work with a specialized text.

The third chapter contains the experimental verification of the model’s efficiency
based on the in-depth analysis of both quantitative and qualitative data for work with the
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model, as well as onservations and recommendations, and ultimately conclusions are made
with regard to its effectiveness.

The second monograph is under the original title of Motivating Students for Greater
Engagement in ESP Acquisition (2021), containing 157 pages. This is the monograph for
habilitation, written in English.

The monograph is a cohesive and comprehensive piece of research, encompassing an
introduction, three chapters, bibliography, appendices and substantial illustrations in the form
of photos.

The introductory part offers an overview of the factors that determine the growing
importance of ESP in the context of the teaching of English. The current situation is exposed
of an intensive foreign language (mostly of the English langauge) training in Bulgaria that
starts at high school. This is how the topicality of the issues in the research is identified.
What is more, the innovative nature of the issues at stake is highlighted, considering their
deficit in the specialized literature in this country. The need that the academic courses in a
foreign langauge should be in line with the contemporary global trends in the field is also
highlighted.

The first chapter offers a formulation of the general aims related to the dissemination
of good practices and innovative technques in academic instruction, the spread of the benefits
resourcefulness and creative approach of the participants in the process, among other issues.
It is on this basis that the specific aims and concrete tasks are identified. Furthermore for
their implementation the emphasis is placed on the development of the lecturer’s potential
and the interdisciplinary approach. The traditional teaching model is presented together with
the new generation’s specificity and needs that require that this model should undergo
changes.

The second chapter examines and analyzes the bibliography on the topic. The
author’s in-depth knowledge in the field provides for the theoretical foundation of the
research. Contemporary views on key concepts in the learning process, such as ‘motivation’
and ‘engagement” are explained in detail and through visual aid, including diagrams. In
connection with them, special attention is paid to the specificity of language courses for
economists, as well as the main models and methods of teaching.

The third chapter contains mostly the original part of the author’s contribution. In
order to improve the effectiveness of ESP learning and the acquisition of the four basic skills
according to the European Language Framework through increasing the learner motivation,
innovative teaching techniques based on interactive tasks, search for authentic professional
context, teamwork, increased activity of students in the learning process, etc., are presented.
In this regard, the author provides detailed descriptions of various tasks and project activities.
The chapter ends with clearly outlined learning outcomes upon the application of the
mentioned techniques, and evidence of their effectiveness is presented.
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The conclusion summarizes the author’s personal teaching experience and targets, the
teacher’s mission to be a “team leader” and use a creative approach in encouraging students
to achieve meaningful goals.

The bibliography, containing seventy-three sources in English, but not only from
English-speaking authors, is a solid basis for research. There is only one source in Bulgarian
— the author’s doctoral (PhD) dissertation. In general, the sources from Bulgarian authors are
three, two of which are by Dr. Albena Stefanova.

The applications are very interesting and significant for the monograph. The first one
contains surveys among students and teachers to assess new teaching techniques, and the
second one — the entry and end-of-course tests.

The third monograph is titled Ideas for Interactive ESP Acquisition (2021), and
contains 183 pages. The publication builds on the previous monograph, presented as a
habilitation paper, and based on its innovative techniques and approach, develops six
interactive tasks, case studies and projects in five areas: economics, international tourism,
international relations, politics and real estate. As a convincing argument for writing the
monograph is the fact there is no such research in Bulgaria. The monograph also contains a
bibliographic review, which summarizes and compares the assumptions of researchers in four
directions: authentic materials, tasks, cases and projects.

6. Evaluation of Overall assessment of the applicant’s major academic and
practice-related contributions

The been outlined in the previous section major academic and practice-related
contributions can be summed up as follows:

o Developing and proving the effectiveness of an innovative pedagogical model and
teaching techniques for ESP by working with specialized texts to improve the
learning process in view of current trends and needs of the new generations and
increasing students” motivation. The results can also be used in teaching other foreign
languages.

o Development of tasks, case studies and project activities, based on innovative
techniques, for the study of English for specific purposes in the fields of economics,
international tourism, international relations, politics and real estate, which is an
innovation in language teaching in our country.

o An important point for UNWE is that the research is based on the long-term
experience of the candidate at UNWE and the first main goal of her work is to
improve the foreign language instruction at the university.

7. Basic critical remarks and recommendations

The critical remarks fall into two major groups:
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First, in case the habilitation monography is revised, an overview should be made of
other pieces of research carried out by authors other than English-speaking ones and
conducted mainly in Bulgaria.

Second, in case the monography based on the doctoral dissertation is revised, a more
detailed overview should be made of the textbooks and study used at UNWE.

6. Conclusion

In view of the candidate’s overall academic output presented in the documentation in
connection with the competition, | believe that Senior Lecturer Dr. Albena Dimitrova
Stefanova meets the requirements of the Law on Academic Staff Development, the
Regulations governing its application and the specific requirements of UNWE and |
recommend her assuming the academic position of Associate Professor in professional field
2.1. Philology, scientific specialty Modern English (applied-linguistic aspects in specialized
discourse analysis) at UNWE.
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
