I participate in the composition of
the scientific jury of the competition according to the Order Ne2940/15.10.2024 of the Rector
of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

There is one candidate for the competition: Head Assistant Professor Vasil Dimitrov
Bozev, PhD, University of National and World Economy, Sofia. He is a lecturer at the
Department of Statistics and Econometrics, Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for acquisition of the academic position

3.1. Fulfilment of quantitative requirements

The applicant has submitted the necessary evidence, which is supported by specific
documents for the various indicators included in the quantitative requirements card. With
regard to the implementation of National Minimum Requirements according to the Act on
development of the academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the Regulations
on its implementation (Art. 1a, para. 1), out of the required minimum of 400 points, 503.3
points have been achieved, distributed as follows. In group A was deposited Dissertation for
the award of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" (50 pts.) on the topic "Statistical
study of basic taxes and tax revenues in Bulgaria in the period 2003 - 2013", Diploma Ne
210/06.07.2015 from the UNWE in scientific specialty. "Statistics and Demography". On
Group C is presented a habilitation thesis in the form of a monograph (100 pts.) with the title
"Statistical Study of Well-being in Europe”, published in 2024 by IC-UNWE, ISBN 978-
619-232-819-1, with a volume of 201 pages. In Group D, the required minimum of 200
points was exceeded, with 223.3 points achieved. The distribution of points is as follows:
indicator 6 "Articles and reports published in peer-reviewed journals and indexed in world-



renowned databases of scientific information™ - 10.5 points; indicator 7 "Articles and reports
published in non-peer-reviewed journals or published in edited collective volumes™ - 98.8
points; indicator 8 "Studies published in scientific journals, refereed and indexed in world-
known databases of scientific information” - 45 points; indicator 10 "Published chapter of a
collective monograph™ - 49.1 points and indicator 11 "Citations or reviews in scientific
journals, refereed and indexed in world-known databases of scientific information or in
monographs and collective volumes" - 150 points.

The additional requirements of the UNWE, according to the Law on Education and
Training (Article 2b, Paragraph 5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Article 1a,
Paragraphs 2-3), have been exceeded, as 774.1 points out of the required 320 points have
been realized. Among the indicators of the additional requirements should be distinguished
three publications (joint) indexed in Scopus, seven publications indexed in other international
databases of scientific information, published in scientific journals (five of which are in
English) and 10 citations of the candidate's works in scientific journals, refereed and indexed
in established international databases of scientific information, participation in four
university and two national scientific projects, significantly overfulfilled lecture work at the
UNWE and participation in the development of five teaching programmes.

The candidate for the competition, Assistant Professor Vasil Bozev, PhD, meets the
mandatory and additional conditions under the Academic Staff Development Act in the
Republic of Bulgaria as 1299 points out of the required minimum of 720 points have been
achieved. In each of the groups of indicators the required minimum points have been
exceeded and the requirements specified in the Card for the fulfilment of the quantitative
requirements for the academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE in professional
fields with accredited doctoral programmes in scientific field 3 are met. Social, Economic
and Legal Sciences.

3.2.  Fulfilment of the quality requirements

In the Card submitted by the applicant for the fulfilment of the qualitative
requirements, all four major sets of requirements that a candidate for the academic position
of Associate Professor must meet are met - being an established researcher with contributions
to national or international knowledge development, being an established lecturer with
university (national or international) contributions to teaching, learning and pedagogical
development, having received public recognition in the practice of professional excellence,
having public recognition In the first group, the following main positive moments in the
activities carried out stand out: he was a mentor of the first Bulgarian team that won first
place at the European Statistics Olympiad, participation as a member of the editorial board in
two scientific conferences, participation in two expert groups for the development and
improvement of national accounts at the National Statistical Institute, visiting as a researcher
at universities in Slovakia, Greece and Poland. With regard to the second group of criteria,
the following more important activities can be highlighted: participation as a mentor in the



preparation of teams of students for participation in national and international Olympiads in
statistics, participation as a member of teams that have developed scientific articles published
and indexed in world-renowned databases Scopus, development of new teaching disciplines
in the field of macroeconomic analysis, financial markets and the application of specialized
statistical software and development of a textbook on "Data analysis in dynamics with SPSS,
Statistica”. In the third group of indicators, it should be noted the candidate's participation in
the development of a methodology for "Determination of statistical time limits for
independent financial audits by economic sector in relation to determining the adequacy of
time resources in quality control checks”, which was implemented in 2013 in the
Commission for Public Oversight of Registered Auditors as a normative document, and in
the last group can be highlighted the contribution to the development of internal university
regulatory documentation.

Confirmation of the fulfilment of the criteria is the decision of the Habilitation
Council of the UNWE, which at its meeting of 15.05.2024 with Protocol Ne 8 in the
discussion of applications for the quantitative and qualitative requirements for the academic
positions of "Associate Professor" and "Professor™ at the UNWE gives a positive opinion for
the participation of the head as. Dimitrov Bozev, PhD as a potential candidate in the
competition for the election of "Associate Professor".

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities for each candidate individually

Head as.. Vasil Bozev has co-authored a textbook "Data Analysis in Dynamics with
SPSS, Statistica”. He has implemented his competences in two developed lecture courses
("Data Analysis in Dynamics with SPSS, Statistica” and "Data Analysis in Static with
SPSS™) in the Master's degree course "Data Analysis with Specialized Software”, two
courses (“Statistical Analysis of Financial Markets" and "Statistical Analysis Software for
Financial Data in Static") at the Master's level for the Quantitative Finance and one course
("Macroeconomic Analysis") at the Bachelor's level for the Business Data Analysis with
Specialised Software Specialty.

The candidate's teaching and learning activity is evidence of the high degree of
preparedness to hold the academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE. He
possesses the necessary teaching experience and qualified training for this purpose. In his
academic conduct towards management, colleagues, staff and students, he maintains
professional and ethical standards by conscientiously and responsibly fulfilling his
professional obligations in teaching and research work.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers/publications

In the competition the candidate has submitted 1 independent monograph, has
participated in co-authorship in the development of three collective monographs, has
participated in co-authorship with other colleagues in the development of 2 articles and 2
studies in reputable specialized scientific journals and conference proceedings indexed in



SCOPUS, 10 articles and 6 reports in scientific journals and publications, in peer-reviewed
journals, edited collective proceedings or proceedings of scientific conferences. It is evident
from these works that the main directions in research activity, as well as the scientific and
applied results obtained, are in the field of: the application of multivariate statistical methods
in the analysis of welfare and well-being; the application of econometric and multivariate
statistical methods in economics and business; the application of multivariate statistical
methods in the field of construction activities. All of this gives me reason to believe that the
publications fully meet the subject of the announced competition.

6. Combined assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the
candidates

The scientific and applied contributions of Vasil Bozev are realized in several fields
of knowledge such as economics, health, welfare, construction, etc. The scientific and
scientific-applied contributions described in the candidate's summary can be divided into
three main groups. The majority of them are related to the application of statistical and
econometric tools in the assessment of well-being by answering several basic questions: what
are the differences between welfare, prosperity and well-being, what are the main measures
of well-being, what are the differences between countries in Europe in terms of measures of
well-being, with what conceptual models and composite indicators is it appropriate to study
well-being. The second line of contributions relates to the analysis of time series, with a
proposal to distinguish them into two new groups, periodic and non-periodic, whose division
is directly related to the manifestation of seasonality. The third area of contributions concerns
the study of the impact of COVID-19 on the social life of people and on the economic
development of businesses.

7. Key critical comments and recommendations for each candidate individually

As. prof. Vasil Bozev as a candidate for the academic position "Associate Professor"
meets all the indicators and criteria formulated for this purpose and | have no critical remarks
and recommendations, but | would like to make one message. | wish him not to lose his
courage and enthusiasm and to work as effectively and responsibly in the field of conducting
quality scientific and applied research.

8. Conclusion

On the basis of the documentation and information provided for the competition, I
believe that the candidate meets the requirements of the Law for the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for the Implementation of the
Law for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations
of the UNWE for the Academic Position of Associate Professor. | express my positive
opinion and | take the opportunity to recommend to the other members of the Scientific Jury
