1. Information about the procedure

The procedure is announced for the needs of the Department of
Statistics and Econometrics, Faculty of Applied Informatics and Statistics
of UNWE-Sofia according to the Decision of the Academic Council No.4
/ 26.06.2024, promulgated in State Gazette No. 69 of 16.08.2024. |
participate in the composition of the scientific jury for this procedure
according to Order No. 2940 / 15.10.2024 of the Vice-Rector for Research
at UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates

The only participant in the procedure is Dr. Vasil Dimitrov Bozev
(PF 3.8 "Economics", scientific specialty "Statistics and Demography"),
holding at the time of the procedure an academic position of "Senior
Assistant Professor” at UNWE, Department of "Statistics and
Econometrics". The candidate has been a full-time lecturer at UNWE since
2015.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for the academic position
According to Protocol Ne 8 / 15.05.2024, item 1.4, issued by the
Habilitation Council of UNWE, after considering the opinion of the
Commission on the Quantitative Requirements for Academic Positions at



UNWE, the Habilitation Council confirms the compliance of the candidate
Assistant Prof. Dr. Vasil Bozev with both quantitative and qualitative
requirements for the academic position of Associate Professor at UNWE.
The candidature is supported by 503 points with a minimum threshold of
400 points (according to the National Minimum Criteria) and by 774 points
of teaching and research activity according to the Complementary Criteria
for UNWE with a minimum threshold of 320 points, i.e. it exceeds more
than twice the required level.

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities

The teaching experience of Dr. Vasil Bozev covers 9 years as a
junior faculty member at UNWE (according to the Work Experience
Reference issued by the Human Resources Directorate), with an actual
employment of over 3900 hours for these academic years (according to the
Teaching Workload Reference issued by the Learning Directorate) - 2027
hours of lectures (1795 in Bachelor degree and 232 in Master degree
programmes) and 1877 hours of seminar classes (1259 in Bachelor degree
and 618 in Master degree programmes).

During this period, the candidate conducted classes in fundamental
subjects ("Statistics™ and "Econometrics") as well as in specialized courses
for Bachelor and Master degree programmes, including. "Statistical
Methods in Empirical Research”, "Statistical Analysis of Associations”,
"Statistical Analysis with Statistical Software” "Time Series Analysis
Software", "Cross-sectional Data Analysis with SPSS", "Data Analysis in
Dynamics with SPSS", "Statistical Software in Business Analysis ", etc.
He is the author of a textbook for specialized training in the field of
software solutions for statistical time series analysis, which meets the high
requirements towards the study literature at the Department of Statistics
and Econometrics. According to my personal experience from
collaborative teaching, the candidate has excellent competencies for
teaching the course material in applied statistics and data analysis using
specialized software, including SPSS, Statistica, Demetra+, Eviews, etc.

All of this gives to me grounds to conclude that the candidate has
both the required qualifications and teaching experience to hold the
academic position under procedure.



5. Brief description of the presented scientific works

The scientific works submitted by the candidate on this procedure
meet the requirements of the Law for Academic Staff Development in the
Republic of Bulgaria, Article 24, namely not to repeat the ones submitted
for awarding the PhD degree. The candidate fulfils the quantitative
requirements for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor" at
UNWE regarding the items of section "I1.2. Research-related", as for some
of them the submitted components exceed the required minimum
significantly. A total of 25 publications have been submitted, including 1
single-authored textbook; 1 single-authored monograph; 4 publications
indexed in Scopus (including 2 extended articles); 16 articles and
conference papers (including 7 stand-alone papers). Virtually all of the
articles by which the candidate participates in the procedure were
published in refereed scientific journals indexed in international
bibliographic systems. In addition to the monograph submitted as a
habilitation work, the candidate has contributed to three other peer-
reviewed collective monographs. Significant experience has been gained
by the candidate in project activities, including 1 international, 3 national
(National Science Fund and NRM-Research-Infrastructures) and 4
university research projects.

The main thematic areas of the research and publication activity of
Dr. Vasil Bozev can be outlined as follows:

(1) applications of statistical analysis in support of economic and
business research, including economic conjuncture (e.g. publications No.
1.4, 111.6, 111.7, 111.14, etc.), marketing strategies of Bulgarian companies
(e.g. 1.8, 111.9, 111.10, V.20, etc.), risk management in business processes
(e.g. 11.12, 111.16, 111.18, V.23);

(2) application of statistical analysis in social research, including
health and social effects (e.g. 11.3, I11.5, 111.11, 111.13, etc.), education, risk
of poverty, social exclusion (e.g. 11.2, 111.19, V.24).

The candidate's monographic work aims at the empirical assessment
of the level of well-being as a social-psychological phenomenon with
multiple dimensions. The author has studied the theoretical and
methodological issues related to the conceptual distinction between the
concepts of "happiness”, "welfare", "prosperity” and "well-being".
Eighteen potential measures are put in the focus of the study, split in groups
by their specific treatments of the concepts of "welfare" and "well-being"



(Jointly and separately). Emphasis is placed on the approach to deriving
empirical indicators (variables) that can be informed by data from the
European Social Survey. A contribution here is the suggested author's
conceptual model oriented towards the empirical assessment of the level of
well-being at "country level”. This is accomplished using data for the
opinion and evaluations by respective respondents, which allows the
coverage of four key dimensions for assessing the well-being. Based on
these, the author's composite 'Well-being Index' is proposed and validated
using data for selected EU countries.

The submitted publications attest to the knowledge and skills the
candidate possesses as an expert in applied statistical analysis, which has
undoubtedly contributed to the successful publication of his research
results, whether alone or as part of a research team. These works reveal the
undeniable scientific and applied competences acquired by the candidate
to link theory and practice, providing information and analytical support
for multivariate empirical socio-economic analysis.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied
contributions

| accept the formulated in the Report contributions of Dr. Vasil
Bozev, they are mainly of scientific and applied nature and reflect the
generated new knowledge about the current state and development of key
social phenomena. The results of the candidate’s research work contribute
to the enrichment of scientific knowledge regarding the assessment of well-
being through survey instruments, including the methodology and the
justification of its potential empirical indicators. New knowledge has been
obtained through the validation of the author's conceptual model for the
assessment and comparative analysis of well-being levels in selected EU
countries. The methodological rationale for distinguishing statistical time
series into periodic and non-periodic is also to be welcomed. High praise
can be given to the recent results evaluating the risk factors for post-
traumatic stress, depression, anxiety, and panic disorders during the Covid-
19 pandemic in eleven countries, based on a survey of 9543 respondents.

| believe that these contributions are personal work of the candidate
and are results from his intensive research activity, including in the
framework of a number of research teams with his participation. The
presented publications give me grounds to conclude that the candidate is a
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competent researcher who possesses the knowledge and skills to organize
and conduct scientific and applied research using statistical methodology,
interpreting adequately the new empirical results obtained.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations

I have no major critical comments to the candidate. It is desirable in
his future research work for him to seek new opportunities for both
information provision and application of statistical analysis in
insufficiently studied areas of the socio-economic development of
Bulgaria, including its integration into the European and world economy. |
would recommend the candidate to look for additional opportunities to
publish the results of his research work in prestigious refereed scientific
journals.

8. Conclusion

In conclusion, it can be pointed out that the presented teaching and
research activities of the candidate fully satisfy the requirements of the Law
for Academic Staff Development in the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 24),
the Regulation for its implementation (Article 53), as well as the
Complementary Criteria of UNWE toward candidates for the academic
position of "Associate Professor”. There are notable scientific and applied
contributions in the candidate's research and publication outputs.
