Summary: The present article discusses the legitimacy of measures protecting
marine biodiversity as

permissible exceptions to the principle of freedom of trade under trade
agreements operating within the

World Trade Organization. To this end, the article classifies the risks to marine

maritime trade and outlines the general and specific problems facing the
invocation of general

exceptions under trade agreements, given the particularities of the WTO system.
A brief overview of themarine biodiversity protection regime in the European
Union is made. The article concludes that framingmeasures protecting marine
biodiversity as exceptions to the general regime under trade agreements does not
contribute to protecting the World Ocean, therefore it proposes alternative
protection measures that do not include restrictive trade measures and that are
compatible with the obligations of member states of both the WTO and the EU,
including the Republic of Bulgaria.

Abstract: Countering acts of piracy is recently establishing as a more important
task, an urgent and up-to-date issue for states and international organizations.
That is as a result of the recently increased acts of piracy and their concentration
in different areas such as Southeast Asia. In order to ensure effective prevention
against these crimes, it is necessary to pay attention first of all to the processes
underlying the implementation of maritime piracy and the existence of pirate
groups. In this activity, international organizations are of great importance,
which through cooperation and exchange of information can most objectively
reach the factors that cause these crimes. It is these actions that require a
revision of the entire legal framework concerning maritime piracy. In fact,
piracy is developing in regions with underdeveloped countries, which are unable
to provide effective protection for their territorial waters and to stop the
development of piracy acts. Furthermore, the question is: Taking into account
these new conditions, isn’t it necessary to change the practice in general and the
practice of the Committee on International Law, taking into account that
political and religious goals cannot stand as a basic ground behind the motives
of piracy? The following question may be raised as well: Is there any
argumentation on a statement that member of a crew of a ship on which an act of
piracy is being committed is not the subject of a committed maritime piracy
crime? The prevention of piracy should also take into account the trend of
increasing levels of international trade and economic relations between
countries, especially in Asia. On this basis, the use of maritime transport will
increase in the future, which multiply the vulnerability of the territorial and high
seas to piracy. On the ground of increasing piracy offences in the Southeastern
Asia region the international community decides to establish International
Maritime Bureau and Regional center for piracy acts reports at Kuala Lumpur in



1992. However, despite these actions, acts of piracy are not diminishing. In
essence, the problems related to the prevention of acts at sea, and in particular
piracy, fall within the tasks and competencies of both the specialized
international organizations and the countries represented in them. The problems
of piracy are considered in the UN. When countering acts of piracy, it is
necessary to adopt effective and proved legal measures in order to guarantee a
secure navigation and a secure use of the maritime space. As an additional
measures in counteracting acts of piracy, next to the United Nation Convention
of the Law of Sea, established legal acts in the International Convention for
Maritime Searching and Saving (adopted in 1972) can be executed as well.
Furthermore, it can be stated without any doubt that the piracy is a problem
affecting not only a specific region in which these crimes are most common, but
the entire international community. If the approach of states and international
organizations to the most vulnerable areas is not deepened, there will be a sense
of impunity for criminals of piracy, which in turn will encourage them to expand
and commit these crimes. Achieving effective prevention is determined by two
prerequisites. The first is an efficient and flexible legal framework, and the
second is the strengthening of interstate, regional and international cooperation.

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Summary: In this article we will try to analyze the concept of international
maritime terrorism crime. The discussion in the current article engages the
global mechanisms for combat international crime maritime terrorism. These
methods represent a system of legal regulations and mechanisms as part of
significant activity carried out not only by the UN but also by regional
organizations. The European Union establishes legislation grounds and
mechanism for collaboration in criminal law affairs. The various ways of
interaction between countries when fighting maritime terrorism emerge both
from the international law and the established international judicial institutions.



The collaboration cannot be chaotic; it should be in accordance with the
established mechanisms and forms of cooperation in this very specific field
(Collaboration in criminal law affairs). Considering increasing threats arising
from the expansion of international crime, it is suggested that concrete measures
(once that have academic and theoretical importance) are taken into account.
