The research field of the current book is at the crossroads between proactive public policies and
poverty. These two phenomena exist simultaneously in mutually conditioning contradiction and
active development. This challenge sparked my interest in exploring the ways in which countries
can purposefully improve the situation of their citizens in the short and long term.

"Poverty" is a category that is actively used in daily life as a synonym for hidden deprivation.
Being perceived in advance as a private problem, it is constantly the focus of inevitable public
interest. In the colloquial language, associating being with "poverty,” there arises a natural
association with dumbness, scarcity, poverty, poverty, etc., and unconsciously almost always a
connection is made with prosperity, which is its antonym. The present monograph is an attempt to
study poverty as a social phenomenon and in the context of a complex of effective tools for its
possible gradual reduction as past (experience), present (challenges) and future (forecast). Its
"eradication" remains only a faint hope.

This book is the result of the author's long-term efforts to unravel the mechanism of awareness of
functioning public policies in the context of the factor determinism of poverty. We invested faith
in the policies, emphasizing the recognition of their place and role in the development of education
(the two-way relationship between the two phenomena) with the aim of increasing human capital
as an antipoverty factor. Later, we directed our analyzes to the ratios in the "poverty-health”
complex, including and to the “public health expenditure - life expectancy™” relationship,
emancipated by the concept of "health poverty"”. At that stage, the state of poverty in the member
states of the European Union (EU) was present fragmentarily - the focus was primarily on
Bulgarian theory and practice. These aspect developments are the emotional basis of the idea of
the present work, with the focus of the research on the state interventions in the EU and their
potential to ensure a better life for the population in each country included in the community.
Having established a strong relationship between educational attainment (or lack thereof) and
poverty, and how people's health follows the trajectory of their economic and social status, an in-
depth theoretical analysis of this complex phenomenon in the context of the development of public
administration in the present century. All these "searches" directed our attention to public policies
as a tool for public management of modern democracies, incl. and to the development of a
mechanism for measuring the bilateral link "proactive policies - poverty" (based on comprehensive
and in-depth circumstantial evidence), which is the basis for generating modern measures to
regulate the level of under-consumption/shortage in the EU countries. In the process of work, the
key characteristic of these policies stood out, a look at the "future™, which provoked the use of
proactivity as a protagonist in the research.

The title of the monograph contains two emphatic wholes: "proactive public policies” (means) and
"poverty reduction” (result). These two centers mutually predetermine each other. The growth of
poverty gives rise to the need for the formation of proactive policies, the implementation of which
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reduces the intensity of the observed scarcity. The driving forces of the linkages in poverty
management are the integrated potential of state, business, and civic organizations.

The development is organized into three chapters. First, the need and possibilities for effective
public management through the implementation of proactive public policies are argued. In the
second chapter, the essential characteristics of poverty, its interweaving in international analyzes,
and the attempt to offer a full-value indicator framework by understanding the picture that
illustrates the state and problems of poverty in the EU countries are presented. In the third chapter,
poverty is considered as a multidimensional phenomenon that affects the choice of socio-economic
alternative for action. Measures for its possible reduction in the context of feasible policy
interventions. The final part of the study does not directly contain the main conclusions of the
presentation, but through dialogic summaries, the diverse palette (means of expression) of the
relationship of poverty with the main proactive factors and expected results is modeled.

The purpose of the research is to present and interpret the necessary "requisites” for the
development and implementation of a complex proactive policy for poverty reduction based on
the accumulated achievements in this direction of the EU countries. The logic adopted by
exposition and analysis techniques, although related to the specific problem of poverty/proactive
policies, is also applicable to solving other socioeconomic challenges faced by contemporary
societies.

The research methodology is based on the combination of the systemic approach with positive and
normative analysis. The theoretical views on "proactive public policies” and the conceptual
coherence between inequality and poverty are based on an analysis of literary sources and a desk
analysis. In the second and third chapters, a comparative-comparative empirical approach is used
in combination with the analysis and synthesis of existing good practices. The development
contains up-to-date empirical material, distinguished by a structured presentation of arguments and
tools for the formation and impact of public policies. The evidence is supported by a correlational
analysis, which evaluates the strength and direction of dependence on poverty and its influence on
long-term interventions.

The limitations of the study are related to the period 2011 to 2021/2022, and the observed countries
are the countries of the European Union. Without being biased towards either of them, Bulgaria
and Romania are often subject to further analysis given their unfavorable position in terms of
public poverty management options.

The general configuration of the text is presented in the development matrix, which frames the
process with built-in sequential steps for the development of proactive public policies for poverty
reduction, namely: Realizing the nature and potential of public policies, Making a reasoned choice
between reactive and proactive policies , Assessing the possibilities of implementing proactive
policies, Establishing a problem (poverty) that requires a solution, Understanding the essential
characteristics and conceptual coherence of the problem, Carrying out a thematic and comparative
analysis of good practices, Achieving high empirical awareness, since policies are based on
evidence and must be well informed, Assessing the links and dependencies between poverty and
other social challenges (GDP, HDI, Public Expenditure, Effective Public Management, etc.),
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Summarizing specific proposals for proactive interventions: the Alkire-Foster method and Well-
Being Policies, Evidence-Based Summaries.

In summary and as a result of monographic research, the contours of a basic model for the
development and implementation of proactive public policies to reduce poverty can be outlined.

Based on the established relationships and dependencies, several of the most general
characteristics necessary for the effective achievement of the goal are derived:

First, strengthening political stability and government effectiveness to develop quality regulations
and uphold the rule of law by controlling corruption and increasing accountability.

Second, increasing awareness (through a wide range of empirical data) of developing horizontal
public policy for poverty reduction that is proactive in nature and oriented toward future results.

Third, the adoption of proactive measures to sustainably integrate people subject to economic and
social challenges (including instability, conflicts, and violence). By providing opportunities for
equal access to health care, education, and employment, a positive impact on poverty reduction
can be achieved in the long term.

Fourth, perceiving education as a key factor in reducing poverty and considering health poverty as
a subject of public policies, while social protection has an impact on the reduction of public risks.

The identification of main groups of the Bulgarian society facing the risk of poverty and
marginalization and the development of public policies to help adopt concrete measures to reduce
them are the basis of the present study. The risks of poverty, marginalization, and social exclusion
are an increasingly relevant topic both in the world and in Bulgarian practice. Given the high levels
of individuals living in economic and social inequality, poverty, and deprivation, the institutional
and scientific focus should be on the problem. For example, in our country every third person lives
at risk of social exclusion (32.2% in 2022), and by 2022 2,231,500 Bulgarians are at risk of poverty
and social exclusion. The preamble of the Constitution of the Republic of Bulgaria states that it is
a democratic, legal, and social state in which universal human values are respected: freedom,
peace, humanism, equality, justice, and tolerance, and the rights of the individual, his dignity, and
security. Individuals and groups of people are characterized by a high degree of consensus,
adherence to common goals, and cooperative relationships, which makes them a cohesive social
group. Social justice imposes the idea of creating state institutions that are based on the principles
of equality and solidarity, on the true understanding of human rights, and respect for the human
dignity of each individual.

Despite the values and principles, the problem is relevant to our country. In this sense, it is
important to highlight and point out the main reasons leading to the possibility of realizing the
negative processes related to falling into poverty and marginalization, but first of all it is necessary
to realize the essence of the two phenomena (poverty and marginalization). Most often, poverty is
associated with material deprivation, although the world literature knows concepts such as
educational poverty and health poverty. When tracking poverty levels between different countries,
a poverty threshold or poverty line is used (a minimum amount that is perceived as a starting point
for calculating the proportion of individuals who live with less financial means than the amount
provided by the state). Marginalization is seen as a process of pushing certain individuals or groups
of people to the edge, i.e. individuals who are seen as marginalized are deprived of the opportunity
to benefit from societal benefits. In the context of globalization, marginalization can be interpreted
as the intentional or unintentional exclusion of individuals, groups, or entire nations by limiting
their access to the benefits of globalization. At the root of the limited access may lie reasons related
to historical or cultural circumstances, which in practice can hardly be overcome. However,
another prerequisite for a wide range of socially excluded and marginalized individuals lies in the
decisions taken as a result of social, economic, and political choices that are controlled by local,
national, or supranational systems.

In both cases, the end result is the same, namely the exclusion of certain individuals, groups, strata
and ethnicities, etc., due to inaccessibility and non-participation in public life. Marginalization,
therefore, refers to the process by which certain groups or individuals are excluded or pushed to
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the margins of society. Based on the preconditions that led to marginalization, different types of
discrimination can be distinguished, such as economic, social, political, cultural, gender,
marginalization of people with disabilities, age, etc. In the literature and in normative documents,
as well as in empirical studies, the relationship between people living in material poverty and
marginalized individuals is emphasized.

The present chapter of the monographic research represents a kind of attempt to identify the main
groups of Bulgarian society that face the risk of poverty and marginalization. For this purpose, two
research approaches are adopted: theoretical and practical. The theoretical basis of the study is the
classical and modern economic, social and applied views on poverty. Accordingly, from these
theoretical positions, the problem of poverty reduction is presented as a critical factor for economic
and social development. Dimensions and factor conditioning are sought, as poverty is a complex
and multilayered phenomenon that requires state intervention, the development of coordinated
public policies, and the application of modern impact tools. In addition, the conceptual foundations
are examined and the interrelationship between the types of marginalization is traced, identifying
the groups of society at risk. In response to dealing with the social challenges presented in this
way, the role of the state is brought out as leading in overcoming them, since "the task of leading
the fight against poverty and marginalization belongs above all to the politicians and hence to the
state and other institutions that implement the policies, as well as to all social actors.

Within the framework of the present study, an analysis of the essence of poverty, marginalization,
types of marginalization and threatened groups of people was made. On the basis of this, a desk
analysis and content analysis of the existing national public policies are done, which are addressed
to the threatened groups of the society.

The logic of the study is presented in three main parts:

1) In relation to poverty, a theoretical analysis was carried out that serves as a basis to track
its factor conditioning and assess the influence of various factors on its deepening,
including educational and health indicators. Based on this, the main groups of Bulgarian
society facing the risk of poverty are identified and guidelines for public policies are
derived to help adopt specific measures that will lead to their reduction.

2) Regarding marginalization, a conceptual analysis was performed that presents the nature
and types of marginalization. The main groups of Bulgarian society facing the risk of
marginalization have been identified and concrete countermeasures have been proposed.
Public policies and institutional solutions have been studied and presented.

3) The third part brings together the themes of poverty and marginalization, presenting the
views of experts and public attitudes. It was developed on the basis of in-depth interviews
with experts and a survey.

To present the current situation in Bulgaria for each of the first two parts, i.e., for poverty and
marginalization, analytical tools are included that focus on comparative analysis at the national
and supranational level on indicators relevant to groups at risk of poverty and marginalization. The
analysis of poverty-related indicators covers the time period 2010 to 2019, while the
marginalization analysis focuses on the period 2016 to 2020.
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On the basis of the research conducted, some basic conclusions can be drawn which are supported
by the results of our own research. In the modern conditions of dynamic social life, education
appears as a transforming factor for several negative trends.

Education plays a crucial role in modern conditions in various ways. On the one hand, acquired
higher education provides a basis for personal growth, critical thinking, problem solving, and the
acquisition of specialized knowledge in various fields. However, it is a necessary condition to
provide economic opportunities and upward social mobility. Through the acquired skills and
qualifications, individuals are much more adaptable to the dynamics of the reality surrounding
them, and accordingly drastically reduce the chances of being pushed to the edge of society.
Regarding:

- Economic marginalization: education is a strong "weapon" to deal with it, as it is the basis
for the formation of quality human capital, enabling high human development and high
economic development of modern societies. Therefore, it serves as a means to overcome
inequalities and hence to address poverty and marginalization.

- Social and cultural marginalization - Education appears as a tool for the integration of
individuals, uniting people from different origins and promoting understanding, tolerance,
and empathy. Education plays an essential role in breaking down stereotypes, promoting
cultural exchange, and building social cohesion in communities and society as a whole.

- Political marginalization — education enables people to make informed decisions, exercise
their rights, and actively participate in civil society and state decision-making;

- Gender, age, marginalization of people with disabilities, and marginalization of LGBTQ
persons: Through education, people develop higher morals and values, destroy stereotypes,
and develop a broader worldview, which is a prerequisite for perceiving differences in
people and developing tolerance for them.

The article presents an analysis of complex indicators, which are observed by national and
European statistics, relevant to the topic of the relationship between poverty and the level of
education of the population. The research covers a 5-year period (2016-2020) and all member
states of the European Union. The study is based on a correlational analysis of the permanent risk
of poverty and early dropout from the educational system in Bulgaria over the same time span.
The goal is to highlight the strength and direction of the relationships and dependencies between
them. Based on the indicators studied, the author's thesis about education as a key factor in
reducing poverty in Bulgaria is confirmed. An analytical approach is applied in the article, which
is based on the combination of analysis of literary sources and research of documents, but mainly
comparative-comparative empirical and correlational analysis are used. For the purpose of the
study, three main indicators were adopted: complex, educational, and poverty indicators. Based on
research, education has been proven to be a key factor in reducing poverty, and this is even more
true for Bulgaria. From the empirical analysis presented, it is clear that, on the one hand, the share
of persons at risk of poverty in the country is extremely high and, on the other hand, the
composition of this group is mainly composed of persons with low education. It should be noted
that in the other member states, although the importance of education is observed when comparing
people at risk of poverty, its role is by no means as categorical as in Bulgaria. Therefore, high
education is a prerequisite for prosperity, while low or no education is a cause of poverty.

This requires the intervention of the state to expand the scope of the population in education and
increase the education of the population through modern public administration. However, public
policies should be fully tailored to the needs of Bulgarian society. Although the proportion of
people living in poverty in our country is so high, better positions could not be achieved in terms
of human development, economic growth, and social cohesion, key priorities in the context of
Bulgaria’s membership in the European Union. Making education a real source of economic
growth requires an institutional environment that fosters partnership for a growing and motivated
sharing of resources, knowledge, and achievements. In the context of the presented, dual education
is an interesting place occupied by dual education as a tool through which higher results can be
achieved in reducing poverty.

The current article is not committed to the complex task of providing solutions to the deteriorating
unfavorable economic situation in the country, but rather to put emphasis on one of the most
pressing problems for society in Bulgaria, poverty. European statistics report that our country faces
the highest risk of poverty compared to other members of the European Union. Among those most
at risk are some of the working people, the so-called working poor, children, and people over 65
years of age. Bulgaria is the EU-27 country with the highest inequality in income distribution and
a low poverty threshold. The research has an empirical and analytical focus, considering indicators
that have a direct relationship to the high proportion of the poor population in our country.

The conclusions that can be drawn are as follows.

1) The higher the income distribution inequalities, the higher the relative share of people living in
poverty or at risk of poverty.

2) A higher count of working-poor individuals corresponds to a higher relative share of those living
in poverty or at risk of poverty.

3) An increased number of young people not engaged in work or education leads to a higher
relative share of those living in poverty or at risk of poverty.

4) Higher early school dropouts correlate with a higher relative share of people living in poverty
or at risk of poverty.

5) A higher relative share of people living in poverty or at risk of poverty would result in a lower
poverty threshold (line).

6) A higher relative share of people living in poverty or at risk of poverty corresponds to a lower
life expectancy.

The conclusions drawn and the synthesis from the correlation analysis are not surprising, but
emphasize, once again, the role of the state (legislative, executive, and local authorities).
Implementing social-focused public policies could produce tangible economic results for our
country. Investments in human capital and the achievement of human development are the
instruments through which the broad spectrum of poverty in Bulgaria could be effectively
countered.

The purpose of the article is to provide a comprehensive analysis of the development of local self-
government and decentralization in Bulgaria from 1879 to 2023. By tracing normative changes,
institutional transformations, and problems related to local government, the article focuses on
fiscal decentralization as one of the challenges for the development of local self-government in
Bulgaria.

The analysis covers key aspects such as the state status quo and administrative-territorial
autonomy, cooperation between central and local authorities, municipal administrative capacity,
and participation of civil society in decision-making processes. During the period under review,
Bulgaria made significant progress in establishing good practices. Based on an analysis of the
regulatory framework and empirical data, three main fields of decentralization are outlined:
administrative, political, and fiscal, but a different degree of progress is observed in each of them,
with fiscal decentralization being the most limited.

Through the author's interpretation and systematization of theoretical views
based in the world scientific literature, a "Continuum of classical theories about poverty" was built,
highlighting three approaches - Social Darwinism, Egalitarianism, and Statistical-Sociological
approach. Poverty is studied on the basis of relatively independent, but also complementary,
aspects: economic, sociological, and applied. Each of these aspects brings together both classical
theories and modern concepts to understand poverty as a phenomenon.

It focuses on the causes, factors, and necessity of eradicating poverty. The main indicators of
poverty are derived: Lorenz curve, Gini coefficient, people at risk of poverty and social exclusion,
poverty line, and the share of people living below the poverty line in Bulgaria. Inequalities in
income distribution before and after social transfers are presented, as well as persons who are
categorized by statistics as poor before and after social transfers.

The emphasis is on reducing those who leave the educational system prematurely, increasing
qualifications, and initiating a new educational cycle.

Therefore,
social protection is the umbrella that provides coverage for all expected and unexpected risks that
arise in a society. Under modern conditions, each country adheres to its own statutory policy,
which determines the degree of "deployment of social protection”. That is why the amount of
public spending on social protection varies significantly in different European countries. Assuming
that Bulgaria belongs to the Neoliberal social model, this implies a narrow range of persons, i.e.
the most vulnerable persons and groups of society are protected. However, in our country, there is
an extremely high proportion of people at risk of poverty, and inequality is highly pronounced.

Bulgaria has a relatively well-developed legal framework that regulates the organization and
activity of institutions in the education system at various levels. Individual aspects, alternative
forms, and components of education and lifelong learning are covered in specific legislative acts.
In the last two decades, the state has made attempts to build a decentralized management model of
pre-school and school education, while higher education is characterized by academic autonomy.
A management structure of the system has been built which corresponds to international standards.
However, despite all efforts to optimize the educational system, there is a serious lag in various
indicators of our country in a European perspective.
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It can be summarized that the legal framework in Bulgaria, which regulates the management of
the educational system, has been repeatedly changed in the last decade. Proof of this is the changes
to the Law on Pre-School and School Education, the adoption of the Law on Amendments and
Supplements to the Law on Pre-School and School Education, the Law on Vocational Education
and Training, the Law on Higher Education, the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria, etc. These changes require a continuous adaptation of the educational
system to new legal norms. Many rights and responsibilities have been delegated to different
management levels, including national, regional, and local. This creates prerequisites for both
transparency and strong institutionalization and subordination. Based on the empirical analysis, it
can be argued that Bulgaria is seriously lagging behind in terms of a number of indicators such as
early dropouts from the education system, coverage of the population in forms of lifelong learning,
etc. These problems are a great challenge for the management of the sector in the direction of
legislative changes, the modernization of institutions, the introduction of management innovations
and new educational technologies.

The topic emphasizes the importance of structured management of public funds and the
need to integrate various financial instruments into the effective financial policy of the state.
