| proceed from the position that my role assigned in the Order is not that of a
reviewer, so | will limit myself to the requirements of the scientific legislator for
drawing up an opinion on the procedure. This is a legal document, not a scientific
review. Its purpose is first of all to establish and communicate the regularity of the
procedure and secondly to give a general assessment of the application, the scientific
work and the contributions made with a view to supporting the final decision of the
scientific jury.

1. The procedure. This competition has only one candidate (Dr. Ralitsa Stefanova
Veleva). The entire necessary set of documents has been duly submitted, including
a certificate of compliance with the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b
para. 2 and 3 of the Law for the development of the academic staff in Bulgaria and
the additional requirements of UNWE. The report sets out scientometric quantitative
data and shows fulfilled quality requirements. The formal requirements of the tender
procedure have been met by the party announcing the tender, in this case UNWE.
There are no publicly announced objections within the legally announced terms.

2. General profile of the application: The candidate docent, ch. assistant Ralitsa
St. Veleva is a holder of a Master's degree in PA from UNSS (2009). In a full-time
teaching position (assistant) again at this university immediately after completing
the master's degree, so far a total of nearly 15 years. She defended her doctorate
(PhD) at the same university (2015) in the narrow scientific field of the competition



— Organization and management outside the sphere of material production (public
policies and instruments). According to self-assessment, he has very good language
skills in English, which is universal for modern science. Outside of his teaching
work, he is quite involved in scientific projects, almost exclusively institutional at
UNSS. She has accumulated the necessary experience and fulfills the necessary
conditions for appearing in the competition, above all she has a teaching job up to
now, which exceeds about twice the basic requirements for ch. assistant professor,
so the competition is announced on the basis of sufficient teaching load for associate
professor as required by law.

The very broad profile of the teaching, which covers disciplines of a very different
nature - generally political science, sociology, regional studies, public
administration, local government, economics - makes a strong impression. The
review of the list of publications with which the candidate appeared in the
competition shows that she took into account (1) Eight monographic units
(monograph, monographic chapters, textbooks (of which only two were co-
authored) and declared as published in indexed scientific publications 13 articles in
English and Bulgarian (only one in co-authorship) She has participated in a large
number of international scientific conferences since 2010. Four scientific and five
have been submitted scientific-applied contributions, which are derived and
formulated properly and in all formal respects correspond to the actual state of the
candidate's publication activity work are fulfilled 100%, i.e. habilitation work 305%,
I.e. scientific publications - 360%. Accordingly, the reference for the citations shows
the fulfillment of the above requirements 150%. The exact sources of these findings
are not indicated, but the indirect reference confirms the data presented. The rest of
the presented scientometric data from officially recognized sources (Elzevir, etc.)
are accurately, precisely and clearly documented and prove the high quality of Dr.
Veleva's scientific publication activity according to the established Bulgarian
standards. A map with satisfactory data for fulfilling the specific requirements of the
university that announced the competition is also attached.

My conclusion is that the scientific and teaching profile of ch. assistant Dr. Ralitsa
St. Veleva fully complies with the announced competition and presents her as a
qualified candidate for the academic position of associate professor in the subject
area of the competition according to the legal requirements, the specific
requirements of the UNSS and the accumulated national practice after the
introduction of the Bulgarian Law for the development of the academic staff.

3. Characteristics of the applicant’s scientific, applied scientific and project
activities: The applicant's scientific research and applied scientific activities are



within the scope of the competition. It is distinguished by systematicity and
steadfastness. The professional efforts so far have been sufficiently productive and
valuable, surpassing the average achievements in similar competitions. For the
competition ch. Assistant Professor Ralitsa Veleva, PhD, presents a sufficient
number and quality of works. All are from a period after the previous competition
for chief assistant. Only in the last year were registered a monograph and a textbook
(the textbook in co-authorship), and the previous year - four monographic chapters.
The picture is similar for the publication of articles and participation in scientific
forums.

A visible focus of the candidate's submission to this competition is this year's
monograph, Proactive Public Policies for Poverty Reduction. My general
conclusion is that as an author-researcher Ralitsa Veleva followed the relationship
between the fields of public policies and social policy. The analysis made in the main
publication with which the candidate appeared in the competition for associate
professor (Proactive public policies to reduce poverty) is entirely deductive. In this
respect, the text has the properties of a university textbook. After fully considering
the “ideas for public policies”, the next step is to look for the “proactive and reactive”
moment in them, in order to arrive at fixing the proactive as the main resource for
effectiveness, surpassing the effectiveness of the classic (and outdated) reactive
moment in management of public policies. As a second step, this conclusion is
linked to the practical problems of poverty and the analysis is directed logically to
the source of the problems and, accordingly, the object of management - inequalities.
The decision of the researcher Ralitsa Veleva is to emphasize more strongly on the
appearance of the reported problems primarily in the context of the European Union,
rather than Bulgaria. The analysis rests on a compelling selection and volume of
empirical data.

In my opinion, after familiarizing myself with the content of all submitted works
directly to the procedure for the competition for associate professor, the candidate
for associate professor has manifested the development of precisely this approach in
the previous years and the reaching of convincing quality of the conclusions. In this
sense, | cannot find any inconsistencies or gaps in the Statement of Contributions
attached to the documentation.

From the reference on the teaching workload, confirmed by the administrative
bodies of the university, | find that Ralitsa VVeleva has a workload that exceeds twice
the necessary limits for applying for the position of associate professor. In addition,
the nomenclature of the study subjects shows unity in Veleva's specialization and
consistent building of expertise in the same field, which is also the teaching niche,



which is indicated by the university announcing the competition for which field a
qualified teacher is sought. Apart from everything presented so far, | understand
from conversations with the management of the immediate research and teaching
unit that the teaching work of Dr. Veleva is considered to be completely satisfactory,
and also that the evaluations of the quality of her teaching work during the
certification earlier were excellent .

My conclusion is that the scientific, teaching and project activities of the candidate
for associate professor, Dr. Ralitsa Veleva, fully meet the requirements of the
country that announced the competition, as well as the standards announced by the
scientific legislator in the Republic of Bulgaria.

4. Main scientific and scientific-applied contributions: | find as particularly
valuable the overall presentation of Dr. Veleva's research on the meaning and
importance of a proactive approach to solving problems from the core of poverty,
which have persisted in reality for decades. |1 am also satisfied with the search and
finding of specific tools for management action in this context. In this regard, the
conclusions rest on modeling, which is a high degree of scientific motivation. |
believe that the political economic nature of part of Dr. Veleva's analysis and
conclusions contribute to adapting her contribution to the specifics of the educational
institution in which she would further practice her teaching activity. Apart from all
this, an indirect contributing nature of the monograph is most likely its possible
function as a teaching aid — a textbook and an anthology of ideas from the given
field.

My conclusion is that the scientific and scientific-applied contributions
demonstrated in the papers and especially in the main monograph with which Ralitsa
Veleva entered the competition are real and satisfy the requirements described in the
nomenclature of this competition by the university announcing it.

5. Critical notes and recommendations: It becomes quite clear that Ch. assistant
Dr. Ralitsa Veleva has always been guided by high personal standards for research,
teaching and project activities. Therefore, | have no significant comments on the
presented publications and the candidate's previous activity. However, my criticism
Is regarding the methodological approach and the completeness of the developed
creative model of the proactive approach. | find a part of public policy analysis to be
stuck in the lap of normativism, which may lead to a certain formalism of basic
conclusions.

OVERALL CONCLUSION:

Given the findings and evaluations, | argue with reason that Ch. assistant Dr. Ralitsa
Stefanova Veleva meets the requirements for the academic position of associate



professor in professional field 3.7. Administration and management, and more
specifically the narrowing of the field “economics of well-being”, which is why |
recommend the respected Scientific Jury to strongly support her candidacy for the
award of the academic post of associate professor.
