2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The only participant in the competition is Chief assistant professor Ralitsa Stefanova
Veleva, PhD, full-time lecturer in the Department of Public Administration, Management and
Administration Faculty of the UNSS.

Ralitsa Veleva holds a bachelor's degree in public administration from UNSS (2008)
and a master's degree in public administration from UNSS (2009). In 2015 she defended her
thesis on "Integrating forms of lifelong learning: public policies and instruments” and
obtained the Educational and scientific degree "Doctor" (PhD). He speaks Spanish, English
and Russian.

The professional path of Ms. Veleva (19 years) includes:

Department of Public Administration (2016 — until now).

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position



The candidate fulfills the quantitative requirements for occupying the academic
position "associate professor” at UNSS — with a minimum threshold of 720 points, Ch.
assistant professor Veleva collects (in total) 1 654,5 points.

The minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, para. 1-4 of ZRASRB and Art. 1a,
para. 1 of the PPZRASRB (section I of the sheet) are fulfilled, the additional requirements of
the UNSS according to Art. 2b, para. 5 of ZRASRB and art.

4. Assessment of teaching activity for each candidate separately

Ms. Veleva has 15 years of teaching experience. Conducts lectures and seminars for
the students in the Bachelor's and Master's programs in the disciplines "Public Power and
Policies”, "Fundamentals of Public Administration”, "Public Sector Investments”, "Public
Sector Management”, "Public Sector Economics”, "Welfare Economics"”, etc. For the last
five years, the candidate's study load amounted to 689 hours of lectures and 1 176 hours of
seminars, including:

e 517 hours of lectures and 1 176 hours of seminars to the students of the Bachelor’s
programs;
e 172 hours of lectures to the students of the Master's programs.

The teaching experience and academic competence of Ch. Assistant Professor Veleva
fully correspond to the scientific specialty for which the competition for associate professor
at UNSS has been announced — "Organization and management outside the sphere of
material production (public policies, welfare economics)".

Colleague Veleva is a respected and highly valued university lecturer.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/publications
The applicant's research work after taking up the academic position of "chief assistant
professor" in 2016 is focused on public administration, public sector management and
welfare economics.

world-famous databases with scientific information: 2 pcs.;
e articles and reports published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or published in
edited collective volumes: 11 pcs.;
e published chapter of a collective monograph: 3 pcs.;

The candidate's scientific output is sufficient in volume and relevant in content to the

announced competition.

Synthesized evaluation of the candidate’s major scientific and applied
contributions
The candidate’s scientific and scientific-applied contributions can be systematized as

follows:

political-economic and social mechanism for limiting the loss of welfare along the
system-forming chain: (a) "inequality — poverty" (based on socio-economic factors
from the ecosystem), (b) "poverty — social exclusion™ (based on social inequality and
disaggregation) and (c) "social exclusion - marginalization" (under conditions of
separation and lack of integration);

composed factor determinants of poverty as a result of proactive public policies that
generate added value to public welfare;

constructing an approach to create, integrate and implement reliable public policies to
reduce poverty, as a result of effectively functioning capacity of political, social and
economic inclusive institutions;

adoption and implementation of a multidimensional approach to poverty in the
conditions of multisectoral determination with a coordinating function of the state and
control by civil society when choosing a scenario between: (a) use of available public
resources; (b) use of budget surplus; (c) budget deficit measures;

providing evidence to ensure effective public management through proactive public
policies based on a strategic approach;

justification of instrumental solutions for empirical analysis and visualization in
tracking and evaluating the multidimensional picture of poverty;

development of a basic model for the creation and implementation of proactive
welfare-enhancing policies;

construction of an intuitive index for measuring and tracking the level of
multidimensional poverty in Bulgaria as a prerequisite for the development and
implementation of public policies to increase welfare.
