STATEMENT

On: competition for the academic position of Associate Professor, professional field 3.7.
Administration and Management, scientific specialty "Organization and Management of Non-
Material Production (Public Policies, Welfare Economics)” , with only one candidate : Assistant
Professor Ph. D. Ralitsa Stefanova Veleva

1. General presentation of the procedure:

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Public Administration of the UNWE
in the D.V. No. 69 of 16.08.2024, according to the decision of the AC No. 4/26.06.2024.

By Order Ne530/29.0202024 of the Rector of the UNWE. | have been appointed as the member of
the scientific jury with the task - to write an OPINION, in the competition for the award of educational
and scientific degree of Associate Professor.

For this purpose, on 16.10.2024.d. | received by email the complete set of documents required for
such a competition, which comply with the legal requirements.

2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition:

The only candidate in this competition is Asst. Dr. Ralitsa Stefanova Veleva from the Department of
Public Administration of the UNWE. She holds a Bachelor's and Master's degree in Public
Administration from the same university. She has almost 15 years of teaching and research
experience, and a very good level of proficiency in Spanish, English and Russian, which greatly
expands her professional opportunities.

3. Fulfilling the requirements for the academic position:

In accordance with the National Minimum Quantitative Requirements under the RAADB Act (Article
2b) and its Implementing Regulations (Article 1a, paragraph 1), the candidate has achieved the
following to their satisfaction:

For Group A - equal to the requirement (50 points).
For Group B, equal to the requirement (100 points)
For Group D - exceeded by 95 points.

For Group E - exceeded by 140 points.

The total points required for groups A+B+C+D+E is 400 points, and the applicant has achieved a
total of 635 points.

With regard to the Additional Requirements for the UNWE under the RASRB Act (Article 2b(5))
and its Implementing Regulations (Article 1a(2-3)):

For Group G - exceeded by 97.5 points
For Group H - exceeded by 15 points
For Group | - 170 points overrun

For Group K - exceeded by 397 points

For the total sum of the required quantitative indicators of groups G+H+I+K of 320 points, the
applicant has achieved 999,5 points, thus exceeding the required three times.

In terms of the qualitative requirements for the academic positions of "Professor" and "Associate
Professor" at the UNWE, the candidate has the following achievements:

Under the paragraph "Established researcher with contributions to national/international
knowledge development " (11 proven contributions).



Under the paragraph ""Established lecturer with university/national/international contributions
to teaching, learning and pedagogical development' ( proven contributions 7).

Under the paragraph 'Received public recognition in practice of the candidate's professional
achievements' (proven contributions 6).

On the paragraph ""Contribution of the candidate to the promotion of the reputation of the
UNWE, to the promotion and development of good management practices, academic traditions
and spirit at the University" (proven contributions 3).

Each of the contributions carries significant weight in my evaluation according to the criteria of time
investment, contemporaneity, and applicability.

The Habilitation Council of the UNWE confirms my positive evaluation of the candidate with the
opinion expressed in the Minutes No. 8 of its regular meeting on 15.05.2024, in which it concludes
that "The Council finds that the candidate meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted
by the AC and therefore proceeds to a vote, which ends with 5 votes FOR and 0 votes AGAINST.”

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities:

According to the attached information of the Directorate """ Teaching Activity" at the UNWE (2010 -
2023), Dr. Veleva, Assistant Professor, has taught 11 courses during the analyzed period, which with
the exception of two courses (Sociology and Media Management) are strictly on the subject of the
competition.

In the current academic year 2024 - 2025 she is the holder of 12 courses, which without exception,
are strictly on the theme of the competition. Throughout the period (2010 - 2024), according to the
same reference, the candidate has had a high (excessive) teaching load, including the conduct of
exercises (until 2023). In the period 2016 - 2023, both lectures and exercises.

And in the period 2023 - 2024 only lectures. This and her teaching workload is evidence of a
significant teaching experience which, combined with her significant research practice, makes her
suitable for the academic post of Associate Professor.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/publications:

For the purposes of the competition, Dr. Veleva has submitted 13 scientific articles (3 in English and
10 in Bulgarian), as well as 4 monographic works, of which three are co-authored with the candidate
and one is her own work. All the submitted works are related to the topic of the competition.

All the publications submitted are in three main areas.

This distinction contains some conventionality, as the research field of Public Administration is
interdisciplinary and the publications in this field bear the hallmarks of this interdisciplinarity.

In all three monographic co-authored works, the authors' contributions are clearly distinguished,
which does not specifically require the submission of a separation protocol. All were published after
2023.

Dr. Veleva's participation in the collective monograph "Global and Local Social Risks" is related to
the writing of the third chapter "Risks of Poverty and Marginalisation” - 86 p. In it the author goes
through the theoretical views of different scholars (from Marx to Benjamin Rowntree to justify the
roots of poverty. This includes the presentation of various theories giving a comprehensive view of
poverty so that appropriate public policies leading to its reduction can be implemented. Strategic
documents and indicators related to factors leading to poverty reduction are analyzed and different
types of marginalization are explored.

The contribution of the candidate in the second collective monograph "Public Expenditure
Management" appropriately complements the theme of public policies, elaborating in a relatively
comprehensive way on the possibilities of 96 pages the most essential aspect of them - public
expenditure.



The candidate's contribution to the third collective monograph is quantified with 53 pages in which,
after a historical overview of the development of public administration in the twentieth and twenty-
first centuries, including the various models of public management, she discusses the financial factors
of social protection as a means of reducing public risk.

The candidate's habilitation thesis "Proactive Public Policies for Poverty Reduction™ does not repeat
the premises on which she based her participation in the collective monographs, but is an original
work, focused on poverty as a significant global and national problem. The research methodology
and methodology chosen by the dissertation fully allows the achievement of the set goal and research
objectives, as it contains a large set of modern and classical, mostly quantitative methods, the critical
application of which leads to the achievement of reliable estimates and results.

Briefly, the monograph can be characterized as follows: 1) In terms of length it meets the requirement
for a monographic work. 2) It is written in a clear and original authoritative scientific language at a
high level. 3) It is devoted to a topical problem of growing importance in the future.

4) It is distinguished by a modern structural construction following the classical scheme - historical
conceptual and conceptual grounding - impacting subsystem - changed population behavior.

5) Abounds in evidence (textual and graphic), which gives the work a definitive and clear focus.

6) Rather analytical and fact-finding with elements of foresight in Chapter Three. 7) Introduces new
terminology (‘health poverty’) and refines established terms such as: state capacity, public
management. 8) In the context of oversupply, explores the problem of underconsumption in EU
countries. 9) Makes critical conclusions and reflections on the pervasiveness of democracy and very
commendable analyses (chapters two and three) provide important answers as to why some
democratic societies have proactive high welfare interventions, while others have mostly reactive
measures and high poverty rates.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the candidate.

I fully associate myself with the contributions identified by the candidate, adding the following
contributions, which | consider omitted:

To the scientific contributions: 1) Explores to the rank of measurement the combination of political,
financial and environmental aspects of public policies. 2) Develops the terminology of the subject by
introducing new terms and enriching existing ones (see above). 3) Uses a highly relevant and not
often defined and applied methodological framework: state - impact - behaviour. 4) Analyses the
institutional preconditions for policy choices in EU democratic societies. 5)Justifies the choice of
post-communist states to implement reactive rather than proactive public policies. 6) Identifies the
tendency of Eastern European countries to develop predominantly wholesale and retail trade,
transport, hotels and restaurants, and provides a clear explanation for the unenviable economic
situation of our country. 7) A meaningful and thematic analysis is applied in clarifying the nature of
of inequalities and poverty. 8) There are successful author's interpretations on statements of
established authors on the topic.

To the scientific and applied contributions: 1) The author's interpretation of the priorities in the
development of the Republic of Bulgaria (2021-2030) is significant. 2) The method of comparative
analysis is applied in several places, giving a clear picture of the territorial disparities of poverty and
the ways to overcome them, which would significantly assist public management (pp. 90-91 ). 3)
Special attention should be paid to the author's analysis of the 15 poverty indicators of the EU
countries and their visualization by the layout in Figure 2.6 on pages 112-113. 4) 2

2 | reiterate that | subscribe to the author's claims of scientific and applied contributions and the
ones | have described so far are only an addition to his list of such.
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5. Main critical remarks and recommendations: 1) There is no emphasis on spiritual poverty as a
prerequisite for increasing monetary poverty, and hence for increasing crime, the prevention and
combating of which is an important part of public policy. 2) It would be beneficial for the quality of
scientific suggestions to include the social structure of society and to rank its elements in relation to
poverty. 3) The methods mentioned in "Research Methodology" ((p. 10) could be separated and
merged with other methods used in "Research Methods". 4) The system of socio-economic impact
should be placed before the system of socio-economic behaviour of the population (p. 22). 5) In the
triangle of the field of public policies, a place should be found for municipalities, which as
autonomous agents are an important subject of them, insofar as they adopt and implement strategies
for socio-economic development.

8. CONCLUSIONS:

As a result of the analysis of the submitted works, | define the set of scientific and applied
contributions as: 1) Bearing the signs of developing a new direction in the administrative -
management field; 2) Building on and developing the existing knowledge on the stated topic.
This conclusion, together with the qualitative and responsibly exercised scientific research,
expert and administrative activity of the candidate, give me the categorical grounds to propose
to the esteemed members of the scientific jury to award to the head Assistant Professor , Ph. D.
Ralitsa Stefanova Veleva the academic position of "Associate Professor"".
