Basis for the presentation of the Review: (1) Participation in the composition of the Scientific Jury
for the competition according to Order No. 2951/15.10.2024 of the Vice Rector for Research
at University of National and World Economy (UNWE), and (2) Decision of the Scientific
Jury (protocol 61/18.10.2024, item 3) for the designation of reviewers.

The review has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Act for the Development
of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Rules for its Implementation, and the
Rules for the Organization and Conduct of Competitions for the Acquisition of Scientific
Degrees and for the Appointment to Academic Positions at UNWE.

1.  Information Regarding the Competition

The competition has been announced to meet the needs of the Department of Public
Administration, pursuant to Academic Council Decision No. 4/26.06.2024, based on a resolution of
the Departmental Council of the Department of Public Administration (Protocol No.
148/17.05.2024) and a resolution of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Management and
Administration (Protocol No. .../28.05.2024). The announcement of the competition was published
in the State Gazette, issue No. 69, dated 16.08.2024.

The competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor at the University of
National and World Economy" in Professional Field 3.7 Administration and Management, in the
academic discipline "Organization and Management Outside the Sphere of Material Production
(Public Policies, Welfare Economics)"” features a single candidate: Chief Assistant Professor Dr.
Ralitsa Stefanova Veleva.

The set of materials submitted by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Ralitsa Veleva on an
electronic medium includes all documents required for the conduct of the competition, in
accordance with Article 23, Paragraph 2 of the Regulations for the Organization and Conduct of



Competitions for Acquiring Academic Degrees and Holding Academic Positions at the University
of National and World Economy.

The main folder contains the candidate's application for participation in the competition, a
curriculum vitae, quantitative and qualitative compliance charts, a list and abstracts of the
publications submitted for the competition, a summary of the scientific and applied scientific
contributions, and a certificate of teaching experience in the relevant discipline (a total of 8 files).

The evidence supporting compliance with quantitative and qualitative requirements is
organized into separate subfolders, containing 62 and 56 files, respectively. All required documents
for participation in the competition are present, accessible, and logically organized, ensuring that
they serve as a comprehensive documentary basis for evaluating the candidate in the announced
competition.

The candidate in the competition, Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Ralitsa Veleva, participates
in the competition with the following publications: a habilitation thesis (monograph), one
contribution to a textbook, a published monograph that is not presented as the main habilitation
thesis, one contribution to a collective monographic study, 10 articles in scientific journals, and 3
scientific reports. All the materials submitted for review are relevant to the subject matter of the
competition and are accepted for evaluation. These materials are distinct from the dissertation and
are considered in the final assessment of the candidate in the competition.

2. Brief Information about the Candidates in the Competition

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Ralitsa Veleva (born on March 11, 1986) is a young, yet
already well-established and respected colleague, currently serving as a lecturer in the Department
of Public Administration at the Faculty of Management and Administration at the University of
National and World Economy. The attached curriculum vitae provides the basis for highlighting
several key aspects related to the candidate, which are considered in this review for the evaluation
of her “eligibility" (Latin: habilitatio meaning "qualified™). Habilitation represents a moment of
professional achievement and academic recognition, marking a crossroads of paths already
traveled.

Her proficiency in Spanish and English, along with an affinity for the humanities, stems from
her secondary education — she graduated from the 164th High School with Spanish language
instruction "Miguel de Cervantes" in 2004. Both of her higher education degrees are related to the
field of public administration at the University of National and World Economy, where, after
completing the full course of study with distinction in the respective program, she obtained a
bachelor's degree (2008), followed by a master's degree a year later (2009). In parallel with her
studies, she worked first as a Spanish language teacher at the 145th Secondary School "Simeon
Radev" (2005-2008), and later briefly held an expert position at a commercial bank. Immediately
after completing her master's degree, at the end of 2009, she was appointed to an assistant position
at UNWE in the Department of Public Administration, where she continues to work to this day.
She actively develops her skills as a modern academic lecturer and researcher by participating in
training courses on the use of interactive teaching methods, acquiring skills in working with
contemporary library and information systems, and preparing proposals for research projects. She
is also undergoing training in the doctoral program led by the Department - ‘Organization and
Management Outside the Sphere of Material Production’. She defended her doctoral dissertation,
titled "Integrating Lifelong Learning Forms: Public Policies and Tools" before a scientific jury on
08/07/2015 and was awarded a doctoral degree in Professional Field 3.8 Economics (see



https://ras.nacid.bg/dissertation-preview/43287). The candidate has rapidly accumulated
professional experience, which, combined with her proficiency in Spanish, English, and Russian,
enables her to participate in a wide range of academic activities. Noteworthy aspects of her
professional portfolio include: (a) her expanding involvement in recent years as a member of
project teams in national and university-based projects; (b) her editorial skills and work in
organizing departmental and faculty academic events; (c) her teaching, consulting, and expert
activities, including those for government institutions (for further details, refer to the candidate's
CV and the Card for the Fulfillment of Qualitative Requirements).

3. Fulfillment of the Requirements for Holding the Academic Position

The submitted documents (the Card for the Fulfillment of Quantitative Requirements)
demonstrate that the candidate exceeds both the mandatory requirements under the Act for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the additional criteria set by
UNWE for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor".

3.1. Fulfillment of Quantitative Requirements

—  The mandatory conditions under the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (Article 2b) and its Implementing Regulations (Article 1a, Paragraph 1)
have been fulfilled. The key parameters of the quantitative requirements met by the candidate
are summarized in the following table:

786-6. This monographic study was published as the second independent volume, forming
part of and resulting from research project No. KP-06-N35/14, funded by the Ministry of
Education and Science’s National Science Fund as a fundamental study titled “Economic,
Geopolitical, and Social Risks in the Development of Contemporary Bulgaria”. The
candidate's contribution to this publication is substantial and meets the criteria set forth in
the Card for the Fulfillment of Quantitative Requirements: a total of 118 author pages,
representing 30% of the text in this 390-page volume.

The scientific output submitted by the candidate for the competition includes one single-
authored research article published on a journal indexed in the Web of Science: Veleva, R.
(2022). Education as a Key Factor in Reducing Poverty. Strategies of Educational and
Scientific Policy, 30(3), 244-257; https://doi.org/10.53656/str2022-3-2-edu. Another
scientific publication co-authored by the candidate and indexed in Scopus has been
excluded from the Card for the Fulfillment of Quantitative Requirements due to
coauthorship and is not subject to evaluation in the context of this competition.

In the group "Articles and Papers in Non-Refereed Scientific Publications”, a total of 11
scientific publications are listed, including 9 articles and 2 papers. Of these, 10 are sole-
authored, 1 is co-authored, and 4 are in English. All publications were made after the
completion of the candidate's doctoral studies, with 10 of them being published in the last 3
years. The total has been accurately calculated. All publications are available in public
databases and libraries such as CEEOL, RePec, and EBSCO.

In this group, there is also a contribution to a collective monograph: Penkova, E., E.
Delcheva, R. Veleva, et al. (2023). Trajectories of Social Development. Publishing
Complex — UNWE, Sofia, ISBN 978-619-232-778-1. The candidate participated in this
research as part of a team of 10 members, contributing 3 independently written chapters:
Chapter 2. Social Activities in the 21st Century: Public Administration with Added Value
(pp. 25-39); Chapter 9. Social Protection: Reducing Public Risk (pp. 143-155); Chapter 14.
Institutional Modernization of the Educational System (pp. 249-272). The candidate's
involvement in the publication is significant — the total volume of the three chapters written
by her amounts to 59 pages, or 22% of the total text of the monograph. Furthermore, Chief
Assistant Professor Dr. Ralitsa Veleva also served as the scientific editor for the collective
monograph. The publication is available in the electronic library of CEEOL.

A total of 4 citations of the candidate's publications in articles published in refereed journals
(in 2022-2023) have been noted, contributing a total of 60 points for this criterion. Of these
citations, 2 refer to publications included in the candidate’s participation in the competition,
amounting to 30 points, which does not impact the overall fulfillment of the minimum
requirements in Group [I.

There are six citations of the candidate’s publications in monographs and collective volumes
with scientific peer review, earning a total of 60 points for this criterion. Citations of only
the publications with which the candidate participates in the competition amount to three, or
a total of 30 points, which does not affect the overall fulfillment of the minimum
requirements for Group /.

A total of 14 citations of the candidate's publications in non-refereed publications with
scientific peer review have been noted, earning the candidate a total of 70 points for this
criterion. Citations of only the publications with which the candidate participates in the

competition amount to 12, or a total of 60 points, which does not impact the overall
fulfillment of the minimum requirements for Group /1.

Summary: As evidenced by the above review of the fulfillment of the national quantitative

requirements for the competition (the indicators from Section Il, as outlined in the Card for
the Fulfillment of Quantitative Requirements), the candidate exceeds the national threshold
for the position by 235 points (or 58%). She meets the requirements for Groups A and B, and
significantly exceeds the criteria for Groups I" and JI. The publications submitted do not
repeat those submitted for the Doctoral degree or the Assistant Professor competition.

Additional Requirements for UNWE — According to the Act for the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 2b, Paragraph 5) and the Regulations for
its Application (Article 1a, Paragraphs 2-3), the main parameters of the fulfilled quantitative
requirements are presented in the table below:

above). The total number of citations indicated in this group is 10, which awards the
candidate 120 points (4 citations in referenced publications and 6 in indexed ones). Of
these, 7 citations (2 in refereed publications and 5 in indexed ones) pertain to the
publications with which the candidate participates in the competition, amounting to 80
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n/33:

points. However, this does not affect the overall performance of the minimum requirements
in group 1.

The candidate's participation in a total of 8 scientific projects from 2021 to 2024 is
documented, including 2 national and 6 university-based projects. The allocation has been
correctly calculated. The most significant outcomes from these projects include: for 3 of the
projects (# 33.1 and 33.8), the candidate has published works (which are included in the
competition); for two others (# 33.5 and 33.2), the candidate actively contributed to the
development of the concept for the faculty's scientific journal, for which she serves as the
editor-in-chief; and for the remaining projects, scientific forums were organized with the
candidate's participation in the competition.

The data for the academic period 2010/11 — 2023/24 show a very high teaching workload at
UNWE (4,929 hours, or an average of 450 teaching hours per year). The point allocation for
this criterion has been correctly calculated — 282 points. Following the achievement of the
academic degree of ‘Doctor’ and especially in the last 3 years, the volume and share of
lectures have increased (in 2023 and 2024, the colleague is teaching exclusively lecture
courses, both in the ‘Bachelor’ and ‘Master’ programs), which is related to changes in the
staffing of the courses she teaches.

In relation to the above criterion, there is also an increase in participation in the
development of independent (or team-based) lecture courses. The disaggregation by
professional fields and specialties forms a broad portfolio. The candidate has been involved
as an author in the creation of 18 curricula for 12 undergraduate courses and 6 post-
graduate courses. Dr. Ralitsa Veleva teaches the courses listed in the portfolio to students
from seven specialties in three professional fields. She is the lead instructor for
undergraduate courses in "Economics of Welfare" and "Public Expenditure Management"
and is part of the team that created and teaches the course on "Public Authority and
Policies". In the master's program, she teaches "State Expenditure Programs" and
"Administrative and Financial Decentralization™.

In 2023, she was accepted as a member of the Center for Economic-Historical Studies (an
academic network for research in the field of economic and historical issues).

Summary: As evident from the above review of the candidate's performance in relation to the

establ

additional quantitative requirements for the competition at UNWE, the candidate exceeds the
required threshold for occupying the position across all groups of indicators (from Section I,
as outlined in the Card for fulfilling quantitative requirements). With a minimum threshold of
320 points, the candidate provides convincing evidence for various aspects of their academic
activity, which together amount to a total of 999.5 points, that is, 679.5 points or three times
the set threshold. A key contribution to this result is the accomplished teaching activity over
the years (indicators from group K), reflecting the accumulation of the necessary teaching
experience for the academic position of "associate professor”. The candidate’s research
activity has also notably increased in recent years, exceeding the university’s minimum
thresholds by 60%. Overall, in groups I and 11, Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Ralitsa Veleva
achieves a total of 1,634.5 points, with a required/mandatory performance of 720 points.

Execution of the Qualitative Requirements

The data presented in the Card for Qualitative Requirements characterize the candidate as an
ished researcher and experienced academic educator, with an increasing university
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contribution and public authority, which strengthens the reputation of the University of National
and World Economy. In summary, the most important evidence supporting this includes the
following:

Established Researcher. The candidate’s publication profile provides convincing evidence of
the relevance, significance and urgency of the issues explored. The topic addressed in the
habilitation thesis (and in other publications) reveals a previously hidden aspect of society,
placing it at the core of public administration and seeking sustainable solutions through
public policies that "build a bridge" (as new knowledge and applicable practice) between
politics and governance. Proactive public policies in the field of poverty (and its specific
‘sectoral’ manifestations) constitute an important research niche, which legitimizes the
author’s position on the academic map and establishes UNWE as a modern scientific
institution.

The candidate's research efforts and results have been recognized, with her primary research
(the habilitation thesis) being highlighted as a significant scientific achievement in this field
by the authoritative academic journal Economic Thought. On 26 October 2024, the journal
published a review of her work in its latest issue (3/2024, pp. 401-407), titled "A Handbook
on Contemporary Proactive Public Policies for Poverty Reduction in Bulgaria”
(https://doi.org/10.56497/etj2469307).

Another significant marker of the candidate's academic competence is her editorial work.
Evidence for this is as follows: (1) Chief Assistant Professor of the editorial team of the
annual departmental publication Doctoral Readings (in all its last 7 editions); (2) She is the
editor of the collective monograph Trajectories of Social Development; (3) She is a member
of the team that created the faculty’s electronic journal, Journal of Management Sciences and
Applications (JOMSA), where she serves as the chief editor and reviewer. Her selection as a
reviewer for two articles published in the journals indexed in Web of Science and Scopus is a
sign of academic recognition. She is also an active participant in the organization of all
departmental scientific forums (under the aegis of the Autumn Academy).

Established Academic Teacher. The candidate is a titular member and/or part of the teaching
team for key university courses in the professional field and specialty (see the above
indicator K/35). She is the author of course documentation, teaching materials, practical
cases, tasks, and other forms of modern and interactive teaching. All courses fall within the
competition subject area. Feedback from students regarding her teaching (through regularly
conducted surveys at the university) is very positive;

Growing University Contribution and Public Authority. Key arguments for this within the
university context include: the work of Dr. Ralitsa Veleva as the scientific secretary of the
Department of Public Administration (since February 2023 and currently), her participation
in preparing internal department documentation and accreditation documents (as part of
working groups and committees), and her role as coordinator for agreements signed by
UNWE with other academic institutions (see point 4.1.2 of the Card for qualitative
requirements). Externally, public recognition is reflected in her appointment as an expert to
the Ministry of Education and Science, serving as a member of the Sectoral Council for
"Social Services" and in the modernization of vocational education and training (see point
2.1.1 of the Card for qualitative requirements). She also participates as a speaker/ trainer at
roundtables, training sessions, and consultations held outside the university (see points 2.7.1
— 2.7.6 of the Card for qualitative requirements).
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Summary: Clearly from the overview provided here, the candidacy of Dr. Ralitsa Veleva meets the
qualitative requirements for the academic position of Associate Professor at the University of
National and World Economy.

The detailed analysis in Section 3 and the conclusions drawn confirm the positive
opinion™ of the Habilitation Council at UNWE (Protocol No. 8/15.05.2024) regarding the
fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements for the academic position of
Associate Professor at UNWE by the candidate, Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Ralitsa
Stefanova Veleva.

4.  Evaluation of the Teaching Activity

The high level of preparation (educational, scientific and practical) of the candidate, as
outlined in points 2 and 3 above, is crucial for the convincing accumulation of teaching experience
necessary for habilitation. Dr. Ralitsa Veleva has been employed as a lecturer on a permanent
contract in the Department of Public Administration at the University of National and World
Economy since December 17, 2009, and as of September 24, 2024, will have 14 years, 9 months,
and 7 days of service at the university. During this period, she has consecutively held two academic
positions: "Assistant” (from December 2009 to October 2016) and "Chief Assistant” (from
November 2016 to the present). During this time, the candidate has conducted a total of 4,230
hours of exercises/seminars and 699 hours of lectures, which is equivalent to 4,929 hours of
instructional workload (see the Official Note on the executed teaching load). After obtaining her
doctorate in 2015, she was also involved in lectures, and the portfolio of subjects she teaches is
closely aligned with the fields covered in the habilitation competition. The initial experience in
conducting exercises and seminars allowed her to gradually build independent lecturing with a
strong emphasis on interactive and modern (digital) teaching methods. Since the 2022/2023
academic year, she has been delivering lectures and independent courses in master's programs
within the department, receiving highly positive feedback from students. The courses "Economics
of Welfare" and "Public Power and Policies" are mandatory for students in three professional fields
"Public Administration”, "Media and Public Communications™ and "Sociology, Anthropology, and
Cultural Studies”, which necessitates experienced, specialized, and habilitated teaching staff. In
collaboration with the candidate, a textbook on the course "Management of Public Expenditures”
was published for the training of students from noneconomic disciplines. At present, Dr. R. Veleva
does not teach courses in English; however, such participation is planned and will soon be
implemented in programs offered in English at the faculty.

Summary: The courses taught by Dr. Ralitsa Veleva fall within the subject area of the competition.
The teaching of these courses is based on current textbooks authored by her, both
individually and in collaboration, and these demonstrate the candidate’s academic
competence in the scientific field of expertise.

General Overview of the Submitted Scientific Works/Publications
5.1. Main Areas of Research Activity

The candidate's publication profile includes 1 monograph (habilitation thesis), 4 distinct
contributions (chapters) in 2 collective monographs, 1 coauthored university textbook, 10 scientific
articles, and 3 scientific reports. The publications address current and significant topics within the
subject area of the competition, which are relevant not only to Bulgaria, but also to the broader
context of public administration. A content-based review of the mentioned publications allows for
their general classification, under the condition that they can be grouped into three interconnected
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subfields within the two dominant areas declared in the habilitation competition (as outlined in the
table below):

Formal characteristics, such as the title of the habilitation thesis, the number of publications,
and the volume of texts in which the candidate participates in the competition, define the dominant
theme of public policies on poverty. Poverty is not only the selected subject of the first subfield,
outlining the candidate’s research interest, but it is also understood and interpreted as a condition of
extreme (but not only economic) inequality caused by multiple factors, resulting in enduring and
deep economic, political, and social structural damage, such as social exclusion and the
marginalization of certain societal groups. Poverty is the mirror image of well-being, and therefore,
the shift in the research focus towards understanding and the tools of public administration, in
public policies (from well-being to poverty), forms the fundamental reorganization basis of the
scientific program followed by the candidate to study this phenomenon. In other words, this is a
focal (synthesizing) theme, as "through it" the general "touchpoints” with the other mentioned
areas are presented. All the works presented in the competition are the candidate's own products
(understood as concept, execution, and result) and fully align with the scientific direction of the
competition. Further below (in section 5.2), 1 emphasize the leading theme of the author, fully
presented in the habilitation thesis.

A very important characteristic, evident both in the habilitation thesis and in the candidate's
entire scientific output, is the application of the "evidence-based research" approach. In fact, it
follows the leading positivist approach in contemporary economic research, based on empirical
studies and drawing conclusions through the generalization of objective results. The analyses and
conclusions in the habilitation thesis are grounded in a rich and well-structured empirical dataset,
structurally presented in 14 tables and 53 figures. Value markers (undoubtedly present in the text)
are evident in some foundational ethical assumptions, which | find do not violate (or manipulate)
the methodology of the studies or alter the interpretation of the obtained results. A balance has
been achieved between positive and normative analysis (which, in itself, is challenging on this
topic), thereby enhancing the scientific and methodological potential of the topic of public policies
for poverty reduction.

5.2. Substantive Highlights and Scientific and Applied Scientific Results

The habilitation thesis offers an extensive, profound, and coherent presentation of the
author’s views on the central theme of their research interest. This work positions the candidate as
a competent researcher in the field of public policies. The title of the monograph, Proactive Public
Policies for Poverty Reduction, is original and engaging, effectively presenting a well-defined key
issue for public administration, uncovering a research niche, and setting the expectation for a
comprehensive investigation in multiple directions, with a specific authorial result and
contribution. The text confirms these high expectations. In summary, | highlight the following
important points, scientific achievements, and anticipated outcomes:
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The habilitation thesis goes far beyond an initial and superficial view of the title as a ‘recipe
book for best practices”. Those seeking ready-made solutions, manuals, guidelines, or
instructions to apply in the expectation of an immediate result will be disappointed. In
contrast, this text represents a comprehensive, self-contained, and original scientific study of
an endemic (not only domestic) socioeconomic phenomenon (“poverty"), positioning it as a
problem, i.e., an object of modern public policies. Instead of relying on the dominant
approach to discussing policies in the scientific literature (based on political science
knowledge), the study seeks an alternative approach (based on the economic theory of
welfare), which introduces a more pragmatic discourse for the reengineering of public policy,
using the example of a specific and significant societal issue such as poverty. The choice of
poverty as the applied field for policy making allows for international comparability and
provides a long-term perspective on the societal consequences of such policies. The problem
of poverty, as a focal point of public governance, requires long-term and coordinated
solutions. The topic of poverty, which is a multi-sectoral problem, forms the foundation for
the reengineering of state governance. In other words, the major benefits of this research lie
in the cognitive (theoretical) and theoretical-methodological aspects, which require further
investment in efforts to deepen the complex understanding of the problem.

What example, to be followed, does the author themselves provide? Methodologically, the
research traced two lines of analysis. On the one hand, (a) theorizing the socioeconomic
problem (poverty) in the scientific literature (through an impressive review of its scale), and
(b) examining its reflection in modern public governance technologies (both at the European
and national levels). These two intersecting lines of investigation and debate are subject to
empirical validation and argumentation through a set of factor, outcome, and baseline
indicators.

A central point is the introduction and conceptualization of a relatively new concept (for
Bulgarian scientific literature) - "proactive public policies" — which serves as a foundation
for redefining public governance based on policies. This new conceptual framework could
also be described as a "reprogramming of public policy." The approach proposed by the
author could be characterized as making policy "from the future,” i.e. addressing today's
problems with an eye to the requirements of the future. This establishes a different
managerial logic, one that is guided by values-driven strategic planning. Whether this
approach is realistic and feasible is a question that remains unresolved in the monograph,
pointing to a direction for ongoing scientific debate.

An attempt has been made to unite, elaborate, and analyze policies ‘for poverty’. This is a
significant effort to fill a gap in our literature. The challenge lies in the fact that the issue of
poverty requires a "horizontal reading,” as it is not presented as a focal point of state
governance with a dedicated, tailor-made policy. Instead, it is integrated into social policy,
income policy, health policy, and educational policy, and must be identified as a point within
the coordinate system of multiple factors and manifestations. 1 am far from the idea that the
necessary coordination of policies in this area should be resolved by creating an "integrated
state policy for poverty reduction” based on the establishment of yet another state institution,
i.e., through another hierarchy designed by the "social engineer". However, hierarchy is not a
solution to a problem or an example (object) of a horizontal policy. This means that the
processes involved in policies, their coordination methods, and other essential public
management issues should be aligned with the processes characteristic of a socioeconomic
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system with a networked architecture. This unresolved issue in the monograph raises another
direction for scholarly debate and further exploration.

The monograph presents the issue of poverty as the gravitational center of a cluster of
significant socioeconomic challenges related to it. In the candidate's publications from this leading
subgroup in his scientific production (see the table above), relational pairs of problems are clearly
recognizable: inequalities — poverty; poverty — social exclusion; poverty — marginalization; and
others. The study of each pair individually and in relation to the others is a methodological
approach, through which, by analogy with the author's derived model of the multidimensional
picture of poverty, it becomes possible to assemble the puzzle of the multidimensional picture of
social development. This research approach outlines the hidden meta-design in the candidate's
work regarding the main research topic. Additionally, the other publications in this group
substantively complement the monograph in examining the entire politico-economic and social
mechanism along the system-forming chain of poverty/welfare management: inequality — poverty —
social exclusion — marginalization.

Can highlights also be noted in the other monographic publications that trace this line of
research?

- In "Risks of Poverty and Marginalization" the candidate constructs an up-to-date picture of
poverty, marginalization, and social exclusion based on key indicators, providing an
objective foundation for identifying risk factors, assessing their impact on targeted/vulnerable
societal groups, and summarizing the leading political challenges. Against the backdrop of
the absence of a comprehensive approach that prioritizes marginalization in public policy, the
thesis argues that the mechanisms of active social adaptation and social cohesion represent
the common, long-term and sustainable strategic solution to the processes of marginalization.
At the concrete level, policies for social adaptation and cohesion are implemented through a
differentiated portfolio of tools and measures, depending on the type of marginalization and
the scale of the groups at risk.

- In "Trajectories of Social Development”, the candidate develops the idea that contemporary
management of social development should be based on innovative management approaches
with practical applicability, such as proactive public policies with added value (Chapter 2).
Social protection is described as a universal umbrella that provides coverage against social
risks, and the choice of model (varying in scope) is a crucial decision to reduce a wide range
of social risks (Chapter 9). Overcoming the country's significant lag in several internationally
comparable educational outcomes requires decisive institutional modernization and
decentralization of the management of the educational system (Chapter 14).

Summary: The candidate's scientific output is of a high academic standard. The submitted texts
serve as evidence of well-developed skills in theoretical generalization, justification, and
methodological correctness, as well as careful and well-reasoned empirical analysis. The
obtained scientific results are of interest to a wide range of users: researchers, educators,
students, and practitioners.

6.  Evaluation of the Main Scientific and Applied Contributions

The scientific works for participation in the competition present Chief Assistant Professor Dr.
Ralitsa Veleva as a thorough researcher in the fields of public policy and welfare economics. Based
on this, I confirm and fully agree with the candidate’s self-assessment of scientific innovations
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and their importance. These contributions are well-founded, theoretically valid, and practically
useful results that enrich knowledge in the explored subject area.

The contributions outlined are the personal work and achievements of the candidate in the
competition and are contained in the submitted submissions. | have no doubts about the authorship.
No evidence or established signals of copyright infringement have been identified. The handling of
sources and data is correct and methodologically sound according to academic standards. I am
confident that the results of the candidate’s scientific research will stimulate academic debate,
contributing to the advancement of scientific knowledge and the provision of academic education
and training. In addition to the self-assessment provided, | would like to add the following:

In theoretical terms:

(a) Poverty is a multidimensional, endemic, and multisectoral problem that requires focused,
long-term, and coordinated efforts, with a leading role for the state. In order to take on its
new role in addressing this issue, the state must reprogram public governance through the
application of the approach of "proactive public policies™;

(6) Proactivity is an integrative characteristic of effective public governance based on policies.
For the first time in Bulgarian scientific literature, proactivity is viewed as a strategic
approach to public administration, uniting key elements such as adaptability of governance,
a focus on anticipating problems, analysis and assessment of risks, innovativeness of
management responses (aimed at addressing the causes rather than the consequences), and,
on this basis, long-term sustainability of results and impact. The proactivity of public
governance is a fundamental political and managerial choice, resulting from the presence and
effective functioning of politically and economically inclusive institutions, alongside a high
level of state capacity.

In a scientific and applied context:

(a) Supplementing scientific-applied contribution 1 (see Reference for contributions): A
multidimensional approach has been introduced for the analysis and composition of the
indicator-based poverty profile, enabling the tracking, assessment and use of interconnected
parameters, both structural and dynamic (trends) — within public policies. The analysis of
poverty through a complex set of indicators helps in the adoption of differentiated public
policies, while the multidimensional approach to measuring poverty provides valuable
insights for policy development.

(6) Connections and dependencies between key poverty indicators and the main macroeconomic
variables (such as GDP, public spending, etc.) have been identified and analyzed, defining
the context for public policies. To this end, an appropriate analytical approach (Wilkinson-
Pike) has been correctly applied, allowing the construction of a multidimensional profile of
the research object (poverty).

7. Key Critical Remarks and Recommendations

The areas covered by the competition encompass a wide range of scientific and applied
issues, as well as an even broader spectrum of solutions, which are the subject of ongoing
discussions. Through the publications presented, the candidate asserts their chosen topics,
demonstrates research skills, and substantiates positions. As one of the two reviewers of the
habilitation thesis, as well as the other two monographic studies, | have had the opportunity to
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express a number of critical remarks at an earlier stage. Here, | will outline a field for debate and
opportunities for further development:

(a) The candidate's main scientific contribution consists of two key insights regarding public
policies as instruments of public governance (see scientific contributions #3 and applied scientific
contributions #3 in the list of contributions). Although I do not wish to diminish the significance of
these achievements in any way, in their future work, the author could explore and conceptualize
policies within another fundamental theoretical framework, wherein policies themselves transform
public governance. This is a profound process of transformation that impacts the architecture of the
public sector and the functioning of the state itself. Understanding public policies within the
coordinate system of ‘policy governance’ presents a significant scientific challenge, both
theoretically and, even more so, practically, and still more so in a reformative context. Public
policies create bridges between politics and governance: through public policies, governance
increasingly becomes politics, and politics in turn is transformed into concrete and immediate
governance.

(6) This is in response to a recommendation that appeared in the review, with which | fully
agree with respect to the "comprehensive study" of the phenomenon of poverty. This comment
points toward expanding research on poverty (as part of the economics of welfare) by exploring
and modeling (perhaps with a new metric) the factors of poverty. | would add that
"comprehensive" also implies addressing this issue within the context of the economy (the market).
Poverty is not solely a matter of specific policies related to poverty, or social policy, or the model
of social protection, and so on. The economy lurks behind human capital and human development,
defined as the primary "weapons" against poverty.

In summary, | recommend that the candidate continue her scientific research efforts in this
field. This standard wish can be realized through a broader presentation of publications in scientific
journals with high academic visibility and authority. However, research on such a wide-ranging
issue is beyond the capabilities of one individual alone. As mentioned earlier in the review, the
candidate has already demonstrated convincing qualities as an organizer of scientific research and
academic publications. Initiating and establishing a Research Center (on the economics of social
development), which would integrate the academic community (both within and outside of the
University of National and World Economy) on this issue and develop a significant project-funded
scientific program, is an effort well within the colleague's capabilities.

8. Conclusion

On the basis of my review of the materials submitted for the competition and the scientific
work of Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Ralitsa Stefanova Veleva, following the award of the
academic title "Doctor," | give a ""POSITIVE ASSESSMENT" of the candidate. I recommend
that the academic jury for this competition duly award her the academic position of
"ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR™ in the field of "Social, Economic, and Legal Sciences,”
professional direction 3.7. "Administration and Management,” scientific specialty "Organization
and Management outside the sphere of material production (public policies, economics of
welfare)."
