1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced in State Gazette No. 69 of 16.08.2024 for the needs
of the Department of Regional Development, Faculty of Management and Administration of
the UNWE. The decision of the Academic Council (AC) of UNWE is in Protocol Ne
4/26.06.2024. According to Act Ne 2950/15.10.2024 of the Vice Rector of UNWE. | am part
of the scientific jury of the competition. The basis for this opinion is the act mentioned
above.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

The candidate in the competition for the academic position of Professor in the
professional field 3.7. Administration and Management, scientific specialty "Administration
and Management (Regional Business and Utilities)" at the University of National and World
Economy is one - Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Ivanov Tsonkov. Assoc. Prof. Tsonkov has been
working as a lecturer since 2008 in the Regional Development Department of the UNWE.

The candidate has two doctoral degrees:

v in the scientific specialty "National Economy (Regional Economy and
Administration)”. acquired at the University of National and World Economy.

v in the scientific specialty "Organization and Management outside the sphere of
material production", defended at the V.A. Rakovski.



Nikolay Tsonkov acquired his academic position "Associate Professor” in 2017 in the
scientific field 3.7. Administration and Management (Regional Market Institutions).

Positively impressive is the involvement of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov in
several scientific research and public organizations - as Director of the Scientific Research
Center for Regional Studies at the UNWE, as Executive Director of the Bulgarian Forum for
Transport Infrastructure, as Deputy Editor-in-Chief of the Journal of International Relations,
as member of the Board of the Bulgarian Association for Regional Studies, as a member and
co-founder of the Strategic Institute for National Policies and Ideas (SINPI).

Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov's publications focus on regional development, geo-
economics, and regional policies. His total number of publications exceeds 60.

As a result of the above facts and circumstances, it can be reasonably concluded that
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov is an experienced teacher and researcher, with qualitative
and quantitative characteristics of scientific output that are within the scope, subject matter,
and requirements of the competition for the academic position of “Professor” in the scientific
specialty of Administration and Management (Regional Business and Utilities).

‘ 24 of the presented publications are co-authored, and 14 are in English. The
contributions of each co-author are differentiated for co-authored publications.
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As a result of the foregoing, it can be concluded that the scientific production of
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov presented in the competition is in correspondence with the
quantitative requirements of the UNWE for the position of "Professor”. The candidate has |
769 points against the minimum required 1 070 points from the Card for fulfillment of the
guantitative requirements for the academic position of “Professor” at the UNWE.

The candidate also meets and exceeds the minimum national scientific metrics
requirements. The minimum national scientific metrics requirements have been exceeded by
80%., with 988 out of the 550 points achieved.

Meeting the quality requirements

The publications presented in the competition consider the current trends in the
development of science on the studied issues and bring scientific and theoretical value to
modern regional development and management, effective regional business, and utilities.

The candidate is a holder of lecture courses and seminar
exercises in the disciplines "Geo-economics and Regional Development", "Developing
Regions and Markets", "Regulation of Economic Activity in the Regions", "Regional Policy
of the EU and Bulgaria" and others. There is the development and authorship of curricula for
certain subjects.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov is a scientific supervisor of five PhD students, two
of whom have successfully defended their PhD.

The above facts give grounds to conclude that the candidate has the necessary
academic and teaching background, contribution, and efficiency to acquire the academic
position of “Professor” at the UNWE.



5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific papers/publications

The publications of Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov submitted for the competition are in
the field of competition and concern the problems of regional business, utility systems for
functioning and development of municipalities, etc. In my opinion, the publications of Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Nikolay Ivanov Tsonkov is of a high scientific level, is based on in-depth analyses
of a wide range of literature sources in several languages. investigate significant
underdeveloped managerial and economic problems of regional business and regional impact
policies to promote and focus socio-economic processes 10 improve the functioning of
regional territorial systems, and propose solutions to these problems.

The presented scientific works fully correspond to the scientific specialty of the
competition. The scientific production of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Ivanov Tsonkov develops
a wide-ranging, targeted practical outcome scientific research and applied research activity in
regional development and business. The research has a marked methodological and applied
significance and is extremely useful both for the students on the one hand and for their
practical application in the development of the regional living environment for the population
and business. Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Ivanov Tsonkov develops serious scientific research
and expert activity, participating in 8 scientific research and practical-applied projects, three
of which he is a scientific supervisor.

Most of the publications focus on research related to regional and business
development in municipalities. Different research methods are used to obtain a broad
analysis of the problem under study - economic processes, relations, and institutions and the
strategies and policies operating in their context are compared.

The works presented reflect current and significant issues in regional development as
well as in territorial development policies and territorial connectivity.

5.2. Scientific and/or applied results.

The presented publications are focused on the analysis and evaluation of regional
business. utility system of functioning and development of municipalities, policies for




territorial development, policies for regulatory impact in the regions, and ten'itqr.ia]
connectivity. Attention is paid to the interaction between regional business and the utility
system through the municipalities and localities classification, regional development,
regional policies, and geo-economics.

Several concepts and terms related to the regional development theory in spatial and
territorial aspects are systematized and theoretically grounded. The main policies of
territorial development and territorial connectivity are analyzed and synthesized.

In the publications submitted to the competition, the characteristics of the "regional
business - utilities" relation are highlighted by classifying, based on taxonomic regularities.
the municipalities. and settlements that influence the formation of the regional living
environment for the population and businesses. New spatial and regional approaches and
tools have been developed to research, influence, promote. and focus regional development
and its regional-territorial systems. Emphasis is placed on socio-economic processes as an
integral part of effective regional governance and development.

The publications of Assoc. Prof. Nikolay Tsonkov enriches, upgrades. and develops
the existing scientific doctrine with new knowledge, approaches, methods, and tools.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions
