6. Information about the contest.

The competition has been announced for the needs of the "Regional Development”
department at the "Management and Administration™ faculty. The competition was
promulgated in SG No. 69/16.08.2024. | participate in the scientific jury for the competition
according to Order RD 530-29/02.01.2024 of the Rector of the University of National and
World Economy.

7. Brief information about the candidates in the competition.

Associate Professor Nikolay lvanov Tsonkov, the only candidate, took part in the
competition. In favor of the applicant is:
- upgrading his educational training and all publications are oriented towards the
issues of the announced competition, namely regional business and utilities.
- participation in many national and university projects that are directly related to the
announced competition.
The candidate for the announced competition for professor, associate professor
Nikolay Ivanov Tsonkov, PhD, participated with 48 scientific publications, of which six
monographs, one textbook, 25 articles and 16 reports.
The candidate in the competition has fulfilled in quantitative and qualitative terms
the requirements for occupying the academic position professor.
The publications presented by the candidate represent current scientific research
in the field of the announced competition and create a positive impression of competent
knowledge in the field of regional economy and regional business.

8. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position.
8.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements
It can be seen from the submitted competition documents and supporting
evidence that the candidate, Associate Professor Nikolay Ivanov Tsonkov, PhD,
meets the requirements for holding the academic position "Professor".
Specifically, the documents include:
- Diplomas for completed education, diploma for acquisition of ONS "Doctor",
as a mandatory requirement of the Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria /ZRASRB/;
- Publications - monographs, studies and articles.
- Participation in projects;
- Study load in relevant disciplines;
- Etc.

It can be concluded that the candidate in the competition, Associate Professor Nikolay
Ivanov Tsonkov, PhD, meets the mandatory conditions under the The Law on the



Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and meets the
mandatory minimum requirements for occupying the academic position of **professor*’
in UNSS.

3.3 Assessment of quality requirements
It is clear from the submitted documents that the candidate has a variety of
scientific and applied activities, participates in the creation of academic
disciplines, gives lectures, etc. He conducts classes on the subject of the
announced competition and has extensive teaching experience.
The candidate has proven participation in research projects.

9. Assessment of the candidate’s educational and teaching activities.

The candidate, Associate Professor Nikolay Tsonkov, PhD, has the necessary
teaching experience and has a high degree of preparation for the position "professor”. There
is compliance of the candidate's academic competence with the declared scientific specialty
of the competition.

10. A synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and scientific-applied
contributions of the candidate.

In the presented scientific publications of the candidate Associate Professor Nikolay
Tsonkov, the following more important scientific and scientific-applied proposals of a nature
of contributions stand out:

The monographic work /1./ presents the modern trends and processes in the field of
territorial development management. The author proposed a model for a regional investment
index to measure the investment attractiveness of municipalities. This makes it possible to
measure and evaluate the potential and the condition of the municipalities in Bulgaria.

In a monographic work /2./, concepts and terms used in regional development are
systematized and theoretically justified to clarify spatial and territorial regularities in regional
development /regional business, utility system for the functioning and development of
municipalities/, policies for territorial development / policy for regulatory impact in the
regions/, territorial connectivity /communication networks and regional communities/.

The thesis /3./ that economic security is constantly subjected to external and internal
factor impacts, which necessitates the implementation of an active and purposeful national
policy by the state, is argued. The author outlines the opportunities and prospects of the
Bulgarian state for development and guaranteeing economic security in a very well-argued
manner.

In the monographic work /4./, a methodological framework for the assessment of the
territorial /spatial/ and transport modeling in an urban environment at the level of a
municipality, on the example of the municipality of Stara Zagora, is proposed and approved.
The problems are clearly and categorically stated and possible solutions to overcome them
are given.

Publications /5, 10, 28, 29/ defined and clarified the relationship of Bulgarian higher
education institutions with the regional economy and proposed a spatial organization of



higher education in the context of overcoming regional differences in Bulgaria.

The deepening socio-economic disparities and inequalities between individual
administrative-territorial units and regions /8, 9, 14, 30, 31, 32, 41/ have been studied. A
solution was also given - the circular economy, as an engine for regional and urban
development, as an opportunity for sustainable development, increasing competitiveness.

The possibilities for achieving regional economic growth and increasing the
competitiveness of the regions have been studied /11, 13, 17, 20, 21/. The interaction
between the regional business and the utilities system is substantiated by classifying
/taxonomic regularities/ of municipalities and settlements, which have an impact on the
formation of the regional living environment for the population and business.

A mechanism is proposed to stimulate the labor market in a regional aspect.

In publications / 1, 11, 12, 17, 20/ tools reflecting and measuring regional differences
and on this basis the implementation of policies for socio-economic development have been
presented.

In publications /22, 25, 31/ the risk management and features of the regional
economic security were studied.

In the articles / 46, 47, 48/ attention is paid to the regional transport policy, as a basis
for overcoming regional disparities. A mechanism for balanced and sustainable development
of the regions is specified.

In publications /23, 24, 33, 34, 37/ solutions for urbanization and the development of
new regional policies with an emphasis on the intelligent development of urban systems have
been presented.

In a number of publications /38, 39, etc./ the ecological approach to the management
of cities has been presented. Attention is directed to the construction of new green
infrastructure necessary for the population and business. The need for the future development
of the territory to obey the principles of the green economy is emphasized.

In a series of publications /4, 8, 11, 20, 21, 23, 24, 33, 34, 43, 44, etc./ the urbanized
systems /sustainable and intelligent cities/ are investigated. A model for evaluation and
analysis of urbanized systems has been proposed and tested, and the need for integrated
management of the inhabited territory has been substantiated.

The textbook /7/ examines the most important urban systems through which city
management forms the environment and conditions for the population and local companies
[regional business/ to exist and reproduce. The textbook is of a practically applied nature, as
the author examines the main utility activities and services - maintenance of the urban
environment, housing policy, household waste management, traffic management, urban
mobility and transport, reverse logistics networks, as well as the improvement of the utility
system by introducing of intelligent management and control systems.

8. Notes and recommendations to the candidate.

There are no significant deficits and weaknesses in the candidate's research and
teaching activities, but the indication of recommendations and notes is intended to suggest to



the candidate for the position of "professor”" some directions for improving his future work
and future research. | recommend the candidate to continue his work on drafting textbooks,
participation in international scientific forums abroad and involvement in scientific and
scientific-applied projects.

9. Conclusion.

After the review of all submitted materials for the competition, I consider that all
requirements have been met by the candidate Associate Professor Nikolay Ivanov Tsonkov,
PhD, regarding the mandatory legal requirements and the additional indicators for the
occupation of the academic position “"professor"” at UNSS.
