The competition was announced to meet the needs of the "Regional Development”
Department within the Faculty of Management and Administration at UNWE, following the
Academic Council Decision No. 4 dated 26.06.2024. | am participating as a member of the
academic committee for the competition, as per Order No. 2950 dated 15.10.2024, issued by
the Rector of UNWE.

2. Information about the Candidates

The competition, aiming to fill the Professor position in the "Regional Development"”
Department at UNWE, was announced by Decision No. 4 of the Academic Council on
26.06.2024 and published in the Official Gazette No. 69 on 16.08.2024. There is one
candidate in this competition — Assoc. Prof. Nikolay Ivanov Tsonkov, Ph.D., from the same
department at UNWE.

In 2003, Assoc. Prof. Tsonkov graduated from Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski" with
a Bachelor's degree in Political Science. In 2006, he obtained a Master's degree in Business
Management from the same university. Tsonkov pursued doctoral programs at both UNWE
and the G. S. Rakovski National Defense Academy, earning a Ph.D. in the scientific field of
National Economy (Regional Economics and Administration) within the professional field
3.8 Economics in 2012 at UNWE. He subsequently earned a second Ph.D. in Organization
and Management Outside the Sphere of Material Production (in sectors and subsectors)
within the field of National Security at the G. S. Rakovski National Defense Academy.

Assoc. Prof. Nikolay Tsonkov has been a permanent faculty member in the "Regional
Development™” Department at UNWE since 2008. He progressed to the positions of Senior
Assistant Professor (following a competitive process in 2013) and Associate Professor in
2017. Between 2007 and 2011, he was a lecturer in the "Security and Defense Management"
Department at the G. S. Rakovski National Defense Academy.



Assoc. Prof. Tsonkov has around 20 years of professional experience, of which 16 years are
in teaching. His professional path reflects extensive experience gained both within and
outside UNWE. The provided curriculum vitae indicates that he has held various positions in
public administration, state institutions, and business organizations. His career includes roles
in companies like Avacom, INA-Trading, Bulengineering Company, and the G. S. Rakovski
National Defense Academy before joining UNWE.

From 2013-2014, he served as an advisor to the Bulgarian Minister of Defense. Between
2017 and 2021, he was a member of the 44th National Assembly of Bulgaria. Since 2018, he
has been the Director of the Research Center for Regional Studies at UNWE. Tsonkov is a
member of the Management Board of the Bulgarian Association for Regional Studies
(BARS). Since 2020, he has served as Deputy Editor-in-Chief of the journal International
Relations and as Executive Director of the Bulgarian Forum for Transport Infrastructure
(BFTI). Tsonkov is also a co-founder of the Strategic Institute for National Policies and Ideas
(SINPI).

Throughout his academic career, he has published over 60 works on regional development,
regional policy, and geo-economics, including articles, reports, and both individual and co-
authored monographs, contributing to both academic and applied research. An extensive
review of his CV confirms that Assoc. Prof. Tsonkov possesses the requisite experience and
qualifications for the academic position of Professor at UNWE.

3. Compliance with the Requirements for the Academic Position

Protocol No. 8 of 15.05.2024 from the Habilitation Council meeting at UNWE indicates that
the candidate meets both the quantitative and qualitative criteria approved by the Academic
Council.

3.1 Meeting the Quantitative Requirements

In compliance with Article 29 of the Law for the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB), Assoc. Prof. Tsonkov holds doctoral degrees in National
Economy (Regional Economics and Administration) and in Organization and Management
Outside the Sphere of Material Production. He has held the position of Associate Professor
for seven academic years (since 2017).

For this competition, he has submitted a primary monograph titled Regulatory Models for
Territorial Development and an additional monograph titled Spatial and Transport Modeling
in Urban Environments at the Municipal Level (Example: Stara Zagora Municipality) to
fulfill the minimum national requirements. The presented publications in peer-reviewed
scientific journals indexed in international databases are original and do not overlap with
works submitted for his previous academic degrees and positions.

The quantitative assessment chart indicates that the candidate surpasses the minimum
threshold required by national standards (Groups A, B, C, D, E) with a total score of 988
points, exceeding the minimum requirement of 550 points. Additionally, Tsonkov meets the
supplementary UNWE requirements stipulated in ZRASRB (Article 2b, Paragraph 5) and



UNWE’s regulations (Article la, Paragraphs 2-3), achieving 781 points out of a required
520. With an overall score of 1,769 points compared to the requirement of 1,070 for the
position of Professor, Tsonkov meets and exceeds both the mandatory and additional
quantitative requirements for the Professor position at UNWE.

3.2 Meeting the Qualitative Requirements

The qualitative assessment chart confirms that the candidate aligns with the collective
qualitative criteria established by the UNWE Academic Council. He is an esteemed
researcher with contributions to knowledge in regional development, regional business
administration, municipal management, and geo-economic analysis. He has also contributed
to the development of new curricula in both Bulgarian and English. Furthermore, he actively
engages in consultancy and management roles outside UNWE, supporting Bulgarian
municipalities, regional administrations, and NGOs. Tsonkov has served on academic juries
for positions such as Senior Assistant Professor, Doctor of Science, Associate Professor, and
Professor, as well as for doctoral defense committees. His involvement spans 12 juries at
UNWE, the Technical University of Sofia, UniBIT, the University of Forestry, Todor
Kableshkov University of Transport, Paisii Hilendarski University of Plovdiv, the
Agricultural University of Plovdiv, and the College of Tourism in Blagoevgrad.

He is also a member of the scientific, organizational, and program committees of the XV and
XVI1 National Conferences on Transport Infrastructure with international participation,
organized by UACEG, the VII International Scientific Conference Technics and
Construction Technologies in Transport - 2024, and the VII International Conference
Communications, Electrical Installations, and Informatics in Transport - KEIT 2024.

Tsonkov has led two university research projects and one national research project. He has
participated in one international project, two national projects, and three university projects.
Additionally, he provides expert evaluations and opinions for various business and nonprofit
organizations.

The qualitative and quantitative assessments provided for the competition requirements and
the documentation presented by Assoc. Prof. Tsonkov underscore his qualifications,
competencies, and suitability for the Professor position at UNWE.

4. Evaluation of Teaching and Educational Activity

The documents submitted for this competition confirm that Assoc. Prof. Tsonkov is a
distinguished educator and expert with 16 years of teaching experience. He is the primary
instructor for courses that fall within the competition's specified field of Administration and
Management (Regional Business and Utilities). Tsonkov teaches subjects including
Geodemography, Geo-Economics and Regional Development, Policies and Strategies for
Regional Development, Emerging Regions and Markets, Regulation of Economic Activity in
Regions, Social Development of Regions, and Local Self-Governance and Decentralization.
His total instructional load from 2018 to 2024 amounts to 1,028 lecture hours, exceeding the
minimum required instructional hours.



In his teaching role, Tsonkov is recognized as an effective educator, mentoring students and
doctoral candidates, with two successfully defended Ph.D. students under his supervision.
His academic contributions are further evidenced by his participation in 12 scientific juries,
where he has reviewed both Bulgarian and foreign doctoral students, assistants, and associate
professors.

Throughout his teaching and professional career, Assoc. Prof. Tsonkov has led three projects,
participated in five international and national projects, and contributed to three university
projects. His expertise is evident in his active consulting role for ministries, regional
administrations, municipalities, businesses, and NGOs.

His publication topics, project activities, and consultancy work are directly related to his
academic and scientific work, aligning well with the competition’s academic specialization
and the requirements for the Professor position at UNWE.

The review of his teaching, research, and academic contributions provides a solid foundation
to consider Assoc. Prof. Tsonkov a prominent lecturer, expert, project leader, and participant
in international, national, and university research projects. His body of work, as documented,
fully corresponds to the scope and requirements of the Professor position at UNWE in the
field of Administration and Management (Regional Business and Utilities).

5. General Overview of the Submitted Scientific Works/Publications

The scientific output presented by the candidate, Associate Professor Dr. Nikolay Ivanov
Tsonkov, for the competition includes 48 academic publications, distributed as follows:

e A habilitation thesis, two individual monographs, participation in two collective
monographs, and one book based on the dissertation;

o Studies and articles—29 in total, of which 28 are articles and 1 study, published in
scientific journals indexed in Scopus/Web of Science and other databases;

o Conference papers—12 in total.

The candidate has also submitted a university textbook. The publications presented by
Associate Professor Nikolay Tsonkov span the fields of regional development management,
spatial, territorial, and transport modeling, geoeconomics, regional business management,
and municipal utilities system management. The main research themes and outcomes can be
categorized as follows:

- Management of Spatial and Territorial Development of Regions Research in this area
explores spatial and territorial patterns in regional development. The author synthesizes
insights related to territorial development models and examines models and metrics for
measuring the smart development of regions. Spatial management models have been
explored, and potential changes are proposed to enhance effectiveness.

- Study of Regional Economics, Geoeconomics, and Business Environment Evaluation
The relationship between the placement of higher education institutions, regional economies,
labor markets, and regional development opportunities is analyzed. The business



environment is assessed using an adapted index for evaluating municipal potential. Policies
for socio-economic and spatial impacts on regions are evaluated, alongside the development
of new policies. Effects of regulatory policies on regions, aimed at either stimulating or
restricting economic activity, are examined.

- Municipal Functionality The interaction between regional business and the municipal
utilities system is analyzed and evaluated. New spatial and territorial approaches for studying
regions and populated areas have been developed and applied. A model for assessing
urbanized areas has been implemented to evaluate current conditions, with proposals for new
approaches to integrated management of populated areas.

- Spatial and Transport Management of Regions A model for analyzing and assessing
urban accessibility and mobility has been proposed and tested. Using tools for spatial and
transport modeling, a new public transportation system is proposed for the municipality of
Stara Zagora to improve the urban environment and accessibility.

6. Evaluation of Monographs and Books Two independent monographs—Regulatory
Models for Territorial Development and Communication Networks and Regional
Communities—and a book, Economic Security and Economic Policy, have been submitted
for review. A third monograph, co-authored on the topic of Spatial and Transport Modeling
at the Municipal Level (Case Study of Stara Zagora Municipality), comprises 120 pages
authored by Tsonkov, qualifying it as an individual monograph. The other two monographs
are collaborative works without a clear delineation of individual contributions: Dynamics of
Regional Development in Municipalities with Populations between 10,000 and 30,000 in
Eastern Bulgaria and Administrative Labor Preparedness: Knowledge and Skills Formation
in Regional Development Students.

The primary monograph, Regulatory Models for Territorial Development, is an original
study of high scientific and applied value. It analyzes theoretical concepts related to regional
management, methodological approaches, and contemporary trends in regional development
management. The monograph examines processes and influencing factors in regional
settings. Concepts such as regional deconcentration, regional impact policies, and regulatory
impacts on economic activity are clarified. The author makes significant scientific
generalizations, with potential applications in regional management. | highly value the
scientific contributions in this monograph.

The monograph Communication Networks and Regional Communities is distinctly practical.
The author argues that regional development policy aims to support the socio-economic
development of territories (including regional communities) by fostering territorial
convergence. The author seeks to substantiate that convergence is achieved through socio-
economic, transport, and communication networks. The main thesis is that regional policy
tools are directed towards creating territorial connectivity, which enhances the vitality and
appeal of individual regions. This work is well-argued and scientifically substantiated,
warranting a positive evaluation.

The third monograph, Spatial and Transport Modeling at the Municipal Level (Case Study of
Stara Zagora Municipality), is a scientific and practically oriented study that offers an
enhanced model for analyzing, assessing, and modeling urban environments to improve



accessibility and mobility. This research is original, methodologically robust, and
incorporates a broad range of approaches, displaying coherence and scientific rigor. I
positively assess this monograph submitted for review.

The book Economic Security and Economic Policy, based on the dissertation, is distinct from
the defended thesis and holds high scientific and applied value as a comprehensive, original
study in this field.

The two collective monographs present detailed research on municipalities with populations
between 10,000 and 30,000 in Eastern Bulgaria and on the preparedness of regional
development students for administrative work. Although the extent of Tsonkov’s
contributions is unclear, these works nonetheless enrich regional development theory and
practice, enhancing students’ analytical and managerial competencies in regional processes.
For these reasons, | assign a positive evaluation.

Associate Professor Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov has over 70 citations, including seven citations in
globally recognized databases such as SCOPUS and Web of Science, indicating the visibility
and quality of his scientific output.

7. Evaluation of Scientific and Applied Contributions I accept the contributions claimed
by the candidate, as they align with the works submitted for review. | group these
contributions as follows:

e In the field of spatial and territorial patterns in regional development: conceptual
terms and regional development policies have been theoretically substantiated.

o Territorial management and policy application: spatial analysis tools have been
enhanced, and an applied model for measuring municipal potential has been
developed.

« Regional economics: the link between universities and regional economies has been
comparatively defined.

e Spatial and transport modeling: a methodological framework for urban transport
modeling at the municipal level has been proposed and tested.

In conclusion, the presented scientific output contains undeniable scientific, applied, and
educational contributions.

8. Critical Remarks and Recommendations | have no substantial remarks regarding the
submitted documents for the competition for the academic position of "Professor” at the
University of National and World Economy (UNWE), Department of Regional
Development. | offer two recommendations:

1. Associate Professor Tsonkov may consider increasing his involvement in supervising
doctoral students in his academic specialty.

2. | encourage him to participate more actively in large, interdisciplinary research teams
for future scientific investigations of a practical nature.
