1. Information about the contest

The competition has been announced for the needs of the Regional
Development Department, Faculty of Management and Administration of the
UNWE, according to Decision of the AC No. 4/26.06.2024. | participate in the
scientific jury for the competition according to Order No. 2950/15.10.2024. of
the Vice-Rector for Research and Development of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate for the academic position under this competition is
Dr. Nikolay Ivanov Tsonkov, who is an Associate Professor at the University of
National and World Economy. The candidate holds a bachelor's degree in
Political Science (SU St. Kliment Ohridski, 2003) and a master's degree in
Business Administration (SU St. Kliment Ohridski, 2006). In the period 2007-
2012, the candidate developed and defended two doctoral theses. He holds a
PhD in the scientific specialty 05.02.24 Organization and management outside
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the sphere of material production and in the scientific specialty 05.02.03
National Economy (Regional Economy and Administration).

During the period 01.07.2007 - 01.05.2011 the candidate is a teacher at
the MA G.S. Rakovski, reaching the academic position of "Chief Assistant".
Teaches and develops scientific and practical analyzes and expertise in the
following areas: Security and Defense Management; Public Administration;
Marketing; Economic security; Macroeconomics.

From 01.06.2008 until now, the candidate is a teacher at the University of
National and World Economy, having successively held the scientific
titles/academic positions of Assistant (2007-2013), Chief Assistant (2012-
2017), Associate Professor (from 2017 until now). From 12.06.2017, on the
basis of a won competition, the candidate holds the academic position of
Associate Professor at the University of National and World Economy - Sofia,
Regional Development Department, Professional Direction 3.7. Administration
and management.

The candidate has comprehensive fruitful activity in Professional
direction 3.7. Administration and management, expressed in: teaching activity;
numerous scientific publications; textbooks and teaching aids; participation as a
leader and member of scientific teams on university, national and international
projects; assistance of NGOs and trade unions. The candidate is the executive
director of the Bulgarian Forum for Transport Infrastructure and vice-chairman
of the Board of the Bulgarian Association for Regional Studies.

He was the vice-chairman of "TEREM" EAD, as well as an adviser in the
Political Cabinet of the Minister of Defense.

The candidate was a member of parliament of the XLIV National
Assembly (20.03.2017 — 20.03.2021), being the vice-chairman of the Defense
Committee and a member of the Education Committee.

All of the above supports the conclusion that Assoc. Prof. Tsonkov's
candidacy is not self-serving, but the result of a successfully completed creative
process of upgrading experience and knowledge, which was marked by
remarkable results.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic
position

The documents and scientific works under the procedure were submitted
within the legal deadline, they meet the quantitative and qualitative
requirements of the University of National and World Economy and the
relevant legislation at the time of starting the procedure. This is also certified by
the decision of the Qualitative and Quantitative Commissions of the UNWE and
the Habilitation Council (prot. No. 8/15.05.2024).
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3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The candidate significantly exceeds both the minimum national
scientometric requirements and the specific requirements of the UNWE in all
groups of indicators. The minimum national scientometrics are exceeded almost
2 times (550 points / 988 points), and the ones specific to the UNWE - by more
than 260 points (520 points / 781 points). The total excess is nearly 700 points
(1070 points / 1769 points).

The candidate is the author/co-author of:

- 1 monograph - habilitation thesis;

- 1 co-authored monograph (105 printed pages);

- 1 monograph, which is not the main habilitation work;

- Published book based on a protected dissertation work for awarding the
educational and scientific degree "doctor";

- 4 articles and 3 reports published in scientific publications, referenced
and indexed in world-famous databases with scientific information;

- 16 articles and 3 reports published in non-refereed peer-reviewed
journals or published in edited collective volumes;

- co-authorship in 14 published chapters of collective monographs;

- 1 published university textbook for the needs of UNWE - 271 pages -
17 cars.

The total number of works presented by the candidate, with which he
appears in the competition, is 48, of which:

- author's - 24 pcs. and in co-authorship - 24 pieces;

- in Bulgarian - 34 pcs. and in a foreign language 14 (in English).

For co-authored publications, the division of contributions between co-
authors is unambiguously clear.

A number of references on the scientific and academic activity of the
candidate are also presented for the competition, which | accept as information
and serve for my overall evaluation in my capacity as a reviewer.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

After a thorough review of all the evidentiary material, I find full
fulfillment of all groups of quality requirements for the occupation of the
academic position of professor at UNWE. In this regard, they make a strong
impression:

- Member of Parliament in the XLIV National Assembly (20.03.2017 —
20.03.2021), having been the Deputy Chairman of the Defense Committee and
a member of the Education Committee;

- the candidate is the executive director of the Bulgarian Forum for
Transport Infrastructure;
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- prepared two successfully defended doctoral students in the field of
regional development;

- deputy editor-in-chief of the magazine International Relations, as well
as in the editorial board of the magazines National Security, Journal of
Management Science and Application and Journal of Business and
Management. Reviewer for foreign journals: US-China public administration
journal, Journal of Public Policy and Administration, Ques electronic journal;

- an adviser in the Political Cabinet of the Minister of Defense with a
contribution to the development of the commercial companies of the Ministry;

- vice-chairman of "TEREM" EAD;

- membership in numerous national and international associations and
unions;

- developed and introduced basic disciplines in the education of students
from the "Administration and Management” department and the "Regional
Development" specialty;

- leader and participant in numerous scientific and educational projects,
both funded by the UNWE, as well as by the National Science Fund and other
donor programs;

- a textbook developed at a high academic level for the needs of the
UNWE and many others.

On the basis of the above facts and circumstances, as well as many
others, which due to the limitations of the review cannot find a place in it, the
Habilitation Council of the UNWE on 15.05.2024. gives a positive opinion
regarding the fulfillment of the qualitative and quantitative criteria of the
UNWE and proposes the initiation of a competition for a professor, with a
potential candidate Assoc. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov.

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activity

The candidate is a long-time teacher at UNWE. From 01.06.2008 until
now, he has conducted lectures and seminars in more than 9 different
disciplines from Bachelor and Master Degrees. From June 2024, he is an
associate professor and leading lecturer in basic disciplines for the Regional
Development department, such as: Geoeconomics and Regional Development,
Policies and strategies for the development of regions, Geodemography,
Regulation of economic activity, Economic efficiency, Communications and
public relations, Local self-government and decentralization, Social
development in the regions, Developing regions and markets, etc. The presented
reference shows the high degree of commitment of the candidate to the learning
process in key disciplines at UNWE.

The textbook titled Regional Business and Utilities, which is presented in
this competition, is based on the teaching experience and the scientific research
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carried out. The textbook, in my opinion, is written in a high academic style,
typical of textbooks for students at UNWE, which are used to support the
learning process. My personal acquaintance with the textbook Regional
Business and Utilities allows me to conclude that it contains modern points of
view on the issues being developed, which gives the students of UNWE the
opportunity to be familiar with the latest trends of these important disciplines,
and also contributes to formation of sustainable skills and knowledge among
students in the relevant discipline.

Associate Professor Tsonkov is the supervisor of 5 doctoral students, two
of whom have successfully defended their dissertations. All of them are from
the professional direction 3.7 Administration and management and characterize
the candidate as a demanding scientific supervisor, achieving significant
scientific results with his doctoral students.

Last but not least, regarding the teaching activity, the educational projects
in which the candidate participated should be noted.

All of the above clearly characterizes both the high level of usefulness for
UNWE from the candidate's educational activity, as well as the degree of
pedagogical training and the scale of the teaching activity of Assoc. Nikolay
Tsonkov.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific
works/publications

In my opinion, the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions in
the works presented by Assoc. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov for the competition can be
grouped as follows:

- substantial enrichment, concretization and refinement of existing
scientific knowledge in the theory of regional development;

- application of existing methods for solving specific problems with
formulated conclusions and recommendations for practice.

The following can be noted as the main contributing points of the author's
publications:

Main scientific contributions:

1. Concepts and terms used in regional development to clarify spatial and
territorial regularities in regional development (regional business, utility system
of functioning and development of municipalities), policies for territorial
development (policy for regulatory impact in regions), territorial connectivity
(communication networks and regional communities). (from the attached list of
publications Ne 6, 9, 29, 30, 32, 47, 48, 49)
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2. The interaction between the regional business and the utilities system
Is substantiated by classifying (taxonomic regularities) the municipalities and
settlements that have an impact on the formation of the regional living
environment for the population and business. (publications Ne 24, 29, 32, 33,
35, 38)

3. The need to develop and implement new spatial and territorial
(regional) approaches for the study of objects and settlements is argued.
(publications Ne 1, 5,7, 8, 10, 12, 13, 15, 18, 20, 21, 25, 29, 30, 32)

4. Through spatial assessment and analysis, the toolkit for selecting a set
of regional impact policies to promote and focus socio-economic processes to
improve the functioning of regional territorial systems has been supplemented.
(publications Ne 1,4, 5, 8, 10, 11, 12, 13, 15, 18, 20, 21, 22, 25, 26, 28, 29, 30,
32, 33, 34, 39, 40)

Main scientific and applied contributions:

1. A methodological framework (methodology) was proposed and
approved for the assessment of territorial (spatial) and transport modeling in an
urban environment at the level of a municipality (for example, the municipality
of Stara Zagora). (Publications #25, 27, 30, 33, 35, 43)

2. An applied model for measuring and evaluating the potential and state
of municipalities in Bulgaria has been compiled and structured, which has been
tested through an adapted and improved investment index of municipalities.
(Publications No. 2, 17, 21, 24, 26, 28, 32, 38, 41)

3. In a comparative plan, the relationship of Bulgarian higher institutions
with the regional economy is defined and clarified, and spatial optimization of
higher education is proposed in the context of overcoming regional differences
in Bulgaria. (Publications No. 14, 16, 23)

4. A model for evaluation and analysis of urbanized systems (sustainable
and smart cities) was proposed and tested, and the need for integrated
management of the populated territory was justified. (Publications No. 17, 19,
26, 33,41, 42,43, 44)

The candidate's works also contain applied contributions related to
achieved results of scientific research, with application in practice, which, in
view of the limited volume of the review, | will omit.

The candidate for the competition presented an independent scientific
work on the topic Regulatory models for territorial development. This scientific
work contains all the characteristics of a scientific monograph: an in-depth
presentation of the main scientific points of view on the issue with a
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presentation of the author's opinion on the matter; analysis of empirical data
related to the topic; analysis of existing methodologies and their adaptation to
the specific needs of independent research on the subject; analysis of results
obtained from independent research on the subject of the monograph, with
significant conclusions reached. As a result of the research in the monograph,
the author proposes a simplified model of a regional investment index, which
can be used to measure the investment attractiveness of municipalities.

| accept the presented monograph as a finished scientific product with
scientific and scientific-applied contributions from the field of regional
development and, more precisely, regional business and utilities.

6. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

In the presented reference with scientometric data of the candidate, the
significance of the contributions from the scientific research activity of Assoc.
Prof. Nikolay Tsonkov. The scientometric requirements for the reference of his
scientific research by other scientists fully meet the requirements of the
University of National and World Economy and the relevant legislation at the
time of starting the procedure. Both the number and the importance of
references to the candidate's publications by other scientists are impressive:

- 3 pcs. citations in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in
world-renowned databases of scientific information;

- 6 pcs. citations in peer-reviewed monographs and collective volumes;

- 9 pcs. other citations in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals.

All this characterizes in an ambiguous way the importance of the
scientific works of Assoc. Tsonkov for the development of the scientific
direction 3.7. Administration and management in the thematic areas specified in
the previous point.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

The candidate is an established scientist and teacher, holding the
academic position of Associate Professor in the professional direction 3.7.
Administration and Management, presenting scientific works in the current
competition, in which professionalism, theoretical preparation and thoroughness
of the developed theoretical postulates clearly stand out. This gives me reason
to make specific recommendations, with the aim of deepening what has been
achieved so far and the future scientific growth of Assoc. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov.

- In terms of publication activity, it can be recommended to publish his
monograph in English, thereby significantly increasing the opportunities for
foreign scholars to familiarize themselves with the proposed simplified model
of a regional investment index, with which investment attractiveness can be
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measured of the municipalities. Last but not least, this would also reflect on
even better citability of the author.

- In addition to the above, | recommend Assoc. Prof. Tsonkov to increase
his project activity as a member of international teams to publish collective
monographs based on the achieved results.

- In terms of scientific issues, it would be useful to continue to investigate
the impact of policies on regions and urbanized territory using advanced
information and communication technologies, including artificial intelligence. |
recommend that this be done in connection with joint projects in teams with
scientists from technical universities.

All these suggestions should be considered as recommendations for the
candidate's future scientific activity and not as remarks. | am not in the least
wavering about the fact that during the competition Prof. Tsonkov presents
documentation and evidence for a very worthy candidate. It is for this reason
that | believe that he can develop his scientific activity even more effectively in
the listed areas.

8. Conclusion

After familiarizing myself with the materials and scientific works
presented in the competition and after analyzing their scientific research value, |
found original and current scientific, scientific and applied achievements,
mainly related to the development of regional business and utilities. The
candidate - Associate Professor Nikolay Ivanov Tsonkov, PhD, has the
necessary qualifications and professional preparation, meeting the requirements
for occupying the academic position of professor at UNWE and the currently
relevant legislation.

The arguments stated above are also my reasons for giving my positive
assessment and recommending to the Scientific Jury to propose to the Faculty
Council of the Faculty of Management and Administration of the UNWE to
elect Associate Professor Nikolay Ivanov Tsonkov to the academic position of
Professor in the field of higher education - 3. Social, economic and legal
sciences, professional field - 3.7. Administration and Management in the
scientific specialty Administration and Management (Regional Business and
Utilities).
