The competition is for the occupation of the academic position "professor” in the field of
higher education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences, professional direction 3.7.
Administration and management, scientific specialty " Administration and management
(regional business and utilities), published in State newspaper., no. 69 of 16.08.2024, according
to decision of the Administrative Court No. 4/26.06.2024) ", announced by UNSS - Sofia. [
participate in the composition of the scientific jury for the competition, according to Order of
the Rector of UNSS - No. 2950/15.10.2024

Only one candidate participated in the competition - associate professor Dr. Nikolay
Ivanov Tsonkov from UNSS - Sofia. In 2003, the candidate acquired the Baccalaureate in
Political Science at the University of St. Kliment Ohridski", awarded by the Faculty of
Philosophy. In 2012, the candidate obtained a master's degree from the Faculty of
"Management and Administration" at UNSS - Sofia. Immediately after that, Nikolay Tsonkov
won a competition to study in a doctoral program. In the period from 2007 to 2012, he studied
in this program at the Faculty of Management and Administration of UNSS - Sofia. In 2012,



he successfully defended his doctoral dissertation on " Administrative regulation of economic
activity in modern Bulgaria in the period 1989-2010". Through this doctoral program, Nikolay
Tsonkov acquired his scientific specialty "National Economy" on 05.03.2021.

It is noteworthy that Nikolay Tsonkov is simultaneously pursuing and acquiring
another doctoral degree from the Faculty of National Security and Defense at the higher school
- "G.S. Rakovski Military Academy" - Sofia. The doctoral degree is in professional field 9.1.
"National Security" and has a scientific specialty "Organization and management outside the
sphere of material production - by branches and sub-branches". Through these 2 doctoral
degrees, Nikolay Tsonkov is shaping himself as a teacher and researcher with a unique profile,
which also defines his specific field of scientific and creative activity in the following years of
his working career. In 2013, Nikolay Tsonkov appeared and won a competition for the
academic position of "chief assistant" at the Department of "Public Administration and
Regional Development" at UNSS - Sofia. He was appointed to this position on 05/08/2013. In
the following more than 4 years, Nikolay Tsonkov, as part of the departmental team, developed
as an academic teacher who supports the activities of the habilitation persons in the department.
In 2017, Nikolay Tsonkov took part in a competition for the academic position "associate
professor”, announced for the needs of the "Regional Development" department. He won the
competition and is still a qualified member (associate professor) of the department.

On the basis of tracking the work experience indicated in the documents, the conclusion
is necessary for the gradual accumulation of professional experience of Nikolay Tsonkov in
the academic sphere, which is proof of his thoroughness and high criteria for his academic
development.

In addition to a successful career as a university teacher, Associate Professor Nikolay
Tsonkov has extensive work experience in state administration. In the period from 2008 to
2013, he held the position of "Director of the Center for Political Training, political organizer
for the city of Sofia". In this structure, he is responsible for the organization of the activity on
the preparation and training of the party members of the BSP. During the period 2013-2014,
Associate Professor Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov was an Advisor to the Minister of Defense, providing
his expertise for the needs of the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Bulgaria.

In the period from 20.07.2013 to 20.08.2014, he held the position of Deputy Chairman of
the Board of Directors of "TEREM - AD" EAD. Later, Prof. Tsonkov entered the legislative
power as a representative in the National Assembly of the Republic of Bulgaria. This takes
place in the period 20.03.2017 - 20.03.2021.

In addition to politics, assoc, prof. Tsonkov also has experience in the non-governmental
sector. From 2020 to the present, he is the deputy chairman of the Management Board of the
"Bulgarian Association for Regional Studies". In 2022, he held the position of "executive
director" of the "Bulgarian Forum for Transport Infrastructure", again an organization from the
non-governmental sector (NGO). ,

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov also has extensive experience in the business sector as a
journalist, "corporate clients" specialist in large business organizations.



2. FULFILLMENT OF THE REQUIREMENTS FOR OCCUPYING THE
ACADEMIC POSITION.

The candidate meets all the mandatory conditions under Art. 15 and Art. 24 of
ZRASRB and art. 60 of PPZRASRB.

With regard to the requirement for acquired ONS "Doctor' (art. 60, para. 1, item
1 of PPZRASRB)- in 2012, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov defended his thesis at UNSS-
Sofia, which is proven by the obtained diploma with No. 29/05.03.2012." The candidate also
obtained a second doctoral degree from the "Military Academy - G.S. Rakovski" - Sofia, which
is proven by the diploma presented in the set of documents with number 14/03/07/2012

With regard to the requirement for minimum academic experience (art. 60, paragraph 1,
item 2 of PPZRASRB) - the total work experience of associate professor Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov
as a teacher at UNSS is over 16 years (certificate CR 1562/20.09. 24 years). Apparently, the
applicant fully meets the statutory minimum academic experience requirement for the
academic position of "Professor".

Regarding the requirement for a published major monographic work(art. 60,
paragraph 1, item 3 of the PPZRASRB)- Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov presented a
habilitation thesis on "Regulatory models for territorial development". The paper was reviewed
by two reviewers respected in scientific circles - Prof. Dr. Veneta Gaidardjieva and Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Georgi Nikolov, it was published in 2022 in the Publishing Complex of the UNSS
and has a volume of over 228 pages. The evidence presented convinces me to conclude that
the scholarly work has all the necessary attributes of a complete monographic study.

The subject matter of the monographic works presented in the competition for
academic position "Professor", the object, the subject and the time period to which they refer,
do not imply an overlap with the dissertation works for the ONS "Doctor" and "Doctor of
Sciences" and with the monograph for occupying the academic position "associate professor".
From the inquiry made by me at NACID on the batch of the candidate Assoc. Prof. Doctor
Nikolay Tsonkov, the monograph proposed for review with the topic "Regulatory models for
territorial development" was not entered. All of this gives me grounds to declare that the
habilitation work - monograph submitted for review meets the legal requirement of Art. 24,
paragraph 1, item 3 of the ZRASRB and is regarded by me as such a work.

The candidate also submitted a second habilitation thesis, which was not presented as the
main habilitation thesis, on the topic "Spatial and transport modeling in an urban environment
at the level of a municipality - following the example of the municipality of Stara Zagora",
UNSS Academic Publishing House - Sofia, published in 2023. with a total volume of over 479
pages. The monographic work is co-authored with 4 other authors. The personal contribution
of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tsonkov in the monographic work is determined in a volume of more than
120 standard typewritten pages. The monograph has an ISBN, it has been reviewed by our
well-known colleagues in the field of the studied scientific problem, which gives me grounds
to recognize it as a second habilitation thesis, different from the main one. Quantitative
measurement of the content is not enough to testify the personal contribution of Assoc. Prof.



Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov in producing the monographic study. The author, together with the other
authors, have managed to propose a completed scientific work of high scientific and scientific-
practical value, which gives me reason to highly evaluate the candidate's skills in carrying out
complex empirical research in the context of the systematic underfunding of scientific research
in the field of the Professional field "Administration and management'.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tsonkov is also the author of another scientific publication, which I
define as an independent monographic study (monograph) with the title "Communication
networks andregional communities", publishing house of UNSS - Sofia, published in 2023.

With these three monographic works, the candidate significantly exceeds the
minimum required number points according to criterion D - Indicator 4. Published
monograph, which is not presented as the main habilitation thesis, contained in PPZRASRB.

Apart from those presentedmonographic works, associate professor Dr. Nikolay
Tsonkov has also presented a book based on a protected dissertation work for the award of an
educational and scientific degree "doctor" on the topic "Economic security and economic
policy", published by "Siela" publishing house, in volume over 206 pages. The book is peer-
reviewed and has an ISBN, which gives me reason to consider it for review and give it a
positive rating. Scientific and applied work has a high value in terms of knowledge transfer in
the field of economic security.

Regarding the requirement to present other original research works - articles and reports
published in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-famous databases with
scientific information (art. 60, para. 1, item 4 of PPZRASRB) -the candidate has submitted a
total of 8 articles and reports referenced in primary databases such as Scopus and WOS. It is
noteworthy that in the majority of these scientific developments Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tsonkov is
an independent and/or first co-author.

Regarding the requirement to present other original research works - articles and
reports published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or published in edited collective
volumes (art. 60, para. 1, item 4 of PPZRASRB)-the candidate has submitted a total of 25
articles and 16 reports. I evaluate the presented scientific publications and reports as the results
of high scientific value, the personal work of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tsonkov.

The candidate for the announced competition is the author of several teaching aids that
are used by the students of UNSS - Sofia. In the competition for hiring academic position
"Professor", Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov, participated with 1 textbook entitled "Regional
Business and Utilities", publishing house of IC - UNSS, published in 2023. The textbook is
structured in two sections with 12 chapters.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov has successfully graduated 2 doctoral students as an
associate professor in the "Regional Development" department. These are Nikola Todorov
Tanakov, who obtained a doctoral degree in the scientific specialty "National Economy" and
Verka Georgieva Boneva with a doctoral degree in the scientific specialty "Regional
Development". Both doctoral students are graduate doctors, which is proven by dipléma



#335/03.01.2028 (awarded to Dr. Tanakov) and diploma #625/30.12.2022 (awarded to Dr.
Boneva), respectively, visible in the NACID registers.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov, in addition to successfully graduating doctoral
students, was also invited as a member of a scientific jury and a reviewer in procedures for
obtaining the title of "Doctor" and holding the academic position of "Chief Assistant" and
"Associate Professor" in a number of Bulgarian universities and higher schools such as
Agricultural University - Plovdiv, College of Tourism - Blagoevgrad, Higher Transport School
"Todor Kableshkov", Technical University - Sofia, University of Library Science and
Information Technologies, Forestry University, University of Plovdiv and of course UNSS -
Sofia .

I rate the scientific and applied activity of Associate Professor Dr. Tsonkov as high and
significant in the field in which his scientific career is developing. The candidate in the
competition was the leader of 2 research projects with internal funding on the topic "Trends in
the regional development of the administrative centers of municipalities in the North-East and
South-East planning regions". As a member of a scientific team, he participated in a total of 3
projects with internal UNSS-Sofia funding. :

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov participated in 2 national projects, in one he was the
leader.

Associate Professor Dr. Tsonkov participated in the project team and 1 international
project "2018 - Benchmarking - Intelligent Portfolio For Quality Measurement and
Management of Education" with coordinator Slovakia, School of Economics and Management.

According to this indicator, it can be summarized that the candidate has presented
evidence of general participation in 8 scientific and scientific-educational projects.

Regarding the requirement to meet the relevant minimum national criteria and the
requirements under Art. 1a, paragraph 2; (art. 60, paragraph 1, item 5 of the PPZRASRB)—
according to the submitted documents, the candidate has met and even significantly exceeded
the minimum national requirements for scientific and teaching activities, for the occupation of
AD "professor" in 3.7 "Administration and management". The total number of points collected
by the candidate for individual indicators and criteria amounts to 1,403.6 points, which
significantly exceeds the required threshold of 550 points. It is noteworthy that activity was
reported for each of the indicators, and for some of them, performance significantly exceeding
the minimum threshold was reported - such as B (publications), D (citations) and E (projects,
textbooks, etc.). This proves beyond doubt the potential of the candidate for the academic
position of "Professor" and the enormous work he has done.

Regarding the requirement that there is no proven plagiarism in scientific works in
accordance with the law (Art. 60, Para. 1, Point 6 of PPZRASRB)-no one has been found
at the moment.

Based on everything stated above, regarding the versatile and in-depth teaching and
research work of Associate Professor Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov, I believe that he fully meets the

quantitative and qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position of "professor"
at UNSS-Sofia.

3. EVALUATION OF TEACHING AND RESEARCH ACTIVITIES

Associate Professor Nikolay Tsonkov has a guaranteed teaching load in the disciplines:
"Geodemography", "Geoeconomics and regional development”, "Regional business",
"Economic efficiency"”, "Communications" and others. His reported classroom employment
for the period 2018-2024 is a total of 1,028 lecture hours (direct classroom employment)
(official note UDOK 2103/12.01.24). It is evident from the reference that during the last
academic years his classroom occupancy exceeded the mandatory minimum.

In his many years of teaching activity, Associate Professor Nikolay Tsonkov has
established himself as a good teacher, teaching students and doctoral students. He successfully
supervised 2 doctoral students who obtained the scientific and educational degree "doctor". He
has reviewed more than 10 times Bulgarian and foreign doctoral students, assistants and
docents, participating as a member of the scientific jury in procedures in a total of 8 universities
in our country.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov was the head of 3 projects and participated in 5 more
international and national projects. In addition to project activities, Associate Professor Dr.
Tsonkov is also active in providing expertise and consultations at the level of Ministries,
regions, municipalities and business organizations

The topics and activities of the projects and consultations in which he participated and
provided are directly related to his teaching and research work. I am very impressed by the
applicant's extremely rich consulting experience, which is indisputable proof of  the
organizational competencies of coordination, management and administration of people,
communication, teamwork and leadership.



The educational and scientific activity of Associate Professor Nikolay Tsonkov,
PhD, as a lecturer, author of numerous scientific publications, leader and participant in
international and national projects and scientific supervisor of doctoral students, fully
corresponds to the requirements for occupying the academic position of "professor'" in
UNSS - Sofia.

4. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF THE PRESENTED SCIENTIFIC

WORKS/PUBLICATIONS

A careful acquaintance with the scientific production gives me grounds for the

following
conclusions and summaries:

First, Assoc. prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov participates in the current competition with
sufficient scientific output, the volume of which significantly exceeds the required threshold,
as can be seen in table 1 (a recapitulation is given according to individual criteria). The relative
share of independent publications is 45%, and co-authored publications - 55%, which testifies
that the candidate for professor has a pronounced ability for independent work.

Second, the publications of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov reveal his ambition
to research current, complex and significant problems for modern science and business
practice. His interests are mainly in the following areas: "Regional development - spatial and
territorial regularities"; "Regional Business and Utilities"; "Policies for Regional Impact". All
publications that the candidate has submitted for review as a subject match the profile of the
announced competition.

It can be said that the main direction of specialization in the scientific activity of Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonkov is in spatial and territorial regularities in regional development.

The analysis of the publications presented in the present procedure shows that they are
distinguished both by relevance and originality, as well as by a clear methodological
framework and professional interpretation of the obtained results. They do not repeat posts
related to previous contests. As a whole, these scientific works reveal a deep scientific interest
of Associate Professor Nikolay Tsonkov in the thematic area of the competition, announced
for the needs of the primary unit.

Third, the candidate's active publication activity is combined with a high citation rate
of his scientific publications. The total number of citations is over 70, of which nine are in the
world databases Scopus and WoS, and the rest are in monographs and peer-reviewed collective
volumes and in non-refereed publications. This information conclusively proves that the
applicant's research achievements have found recognition and public prominence among the
scientific community.

The presented publications and citations prove and certify Associate Professor
Nikolay Tsonkov as a well-established scientist and university teacher with scientific
achievements and authority in the scientific community. "



5. ASSESSMENT OF THE MAIN SCIENTIFIC AND SCIENTIFIC-APPLIED
CONTRIBUTIONS
The publications contain a number of scientific, scientific-applied and applied

contributions with varying degrees of significance for science. I accept the statement of
contributions thus prepared by the candidate. I agree with their categorization of:
A. Scientific contributions, as such, are defined as follows:

(1) Clarification and enrichment of theoretical positions in regional development to clarify
spatial and territorial regularities in regional development (regional business, utility
system of functioning and development of municipalities), policies for territorial
development (policy for regulatory impact in regions), territorial connectivity
(communication networks and regional communities);

(2) The interaction between the regional business and the utilities system has been clarified
through the classification (taxonomic regularities) of municipalities and settlements,
which have an impact on the formation of the regional living environment for the
population and business;

(3) Defined new spatial and territorial (regional) approaches for the study of objects and
settlements;

(4) Formulated the toolkit for choosing a set of regional impact policies to promote and
focus socio-economic processes to improve the functioning of regional territorial
systems.

B. Scientific — applied, the following are defined as such:

(1) A methodological framework (methodology) was proposed and approved for the
assessment of territorial (spatial) and transport modeling in an urban environment at
the level of a municipality (on the example of the municipality of Stara Zagora);

(2) An applied model for measuring and evaluating the potential and state of municipalities
in Bulgaria has been compiled and structured, which has been tested through an adapted
and improved investment index of municipalities;

(3) The relationship of Bulgarian higher education institutions with the regional economy
is defined and clarified, and spatial optimization of higher education is proposed in the
context of overcoming regional differences in Bulgaria;

(4) A model for evaluation and analysis of urbanized systems (sustainable and smart cities)
is proposed and tested, and it is justified

I can summarize that I consider the scientific achievements of Associate Professor
Nikolay Tsonkov as his personal work and can be attributed to the group of "enrichment of
existing knowledge" and "application of new scientific achievements in practice", as well as
"obtaining new data and facts" about studied economic objects.



6. CRITICAL NOTES AND RECOMMENDATIONS
I have no significant comments on the documents submitted for review in the proposal
procedure for the selection of a professor for the needs of the department. I have the following
recommendations for the candidate Associate Professor Nikolay Tsonkov:

(1) In the future work, to strengthen his participation in the supervision of doctoral students
in the scientific specialty in which he habilitated. consider that the candidate has
sufficient experience and opportunities to train candidates for training in the doctoral
program led by the primary unit in which he works;

(2) To be included in wider collectives of authors in the implementation of scientific
research, because I believe that the future lies in interdisciplinarity in research
environments.

7. CONCLUSION

The submitted materials for participation in the contest meet the requirements of the
RSARB and the regulations for its application. All requirements for the candidate's scientific
and teaching activities have been met. The candidate has presented sufficient scientific and
applied scientific contributions. Prominence has been achieved in scientific circles and the
professional community.

The competition documents testify that all the national minimum criteria and the
quantitative and qualitative requirements of the UNSS for the occupation of the academic
position "professor" have been met.

With complete conviction, I give my POSITIVE evaluation and recommend to the
other respected members of the Scientific Jury to vote FOR AWARDING the academic
position of "Professor" to Associate Professor Nikolay Tsonkov in professional field 3:7:
Administration and management, scientific specialty '"Regional Business and Utilities'.
