2. Brief information about the candidates

Chief Assistant Dr. Georgi Hristov Tsolov, a full-time lecturer on a basic employment
contract at the Regional Development Department, participated in the announced competition
as the only candidate. As evidenced by the biography of the candidate, from 2009 to 2016 he
has been attracted as a part-time assistant at the Management and Administration Faculty,
and from 2016 to the present he has been a Chief Assistant at the Regional Development
Department at the UNWE. The expertise of Chief Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov is in areas of
activity significant for society in the public sector and business, such as: expert and analyst at
the Union for Economic Initiative (2001-2012), Deputy Chairman of the Management Board
of Army Holding Joint Stock Company (2006-present), controller for internal audits of the
subsidiaries of TEREM Joint Stock Company (2013-2015), licensed lecturer and project
coordinator at HERMES Ltd., and in 2024 he has been elected as a national expert and
member of the Committee for Socio-Economic Analysis Committee of the European
Chemicals Agency, located in the city of Helsinki, Finland. The candidate also presented
numerous certificates certifying his membership in authoritative national and international
professional communities, including: Regional Studies Association, Bulgarian Regional
Studies Association, Association of Bulgarian Cities and Regions, Institute for Local and
Regional Development, Union for Economic Initiative, National Student Association of
Political Science.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position
From the information in the card for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements
for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE it becomes clear
that the candidacy of Chief Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov fully meets the assessment criteria. The
minimum national requirements according to the current legislation are 400 points, and the
candidate's points are 524 points (section I). According to the additional requirements for the
UNWE, the minimum requirements are 320 points, and the points of the participant in the
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competition are 605 points (section II). Or in total, according to the two groups of criteria
I+11, the minimum threshold is 720 points, and the candidate has achieved 1129 points.

The card presented by the candidate for the fulfillment of the quality requirements for
occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE shows that Chief
Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov is an active researcher who, through his academic activities over
the years, has worked actively for the creation and establishment of the Regional
Development specialty and its specialized training unit Regional Development Department.

Numerous certificates, memberships in professional and scientific organizations,
participation in organizing committees and reports in international scientific forums,
management and participation in university and national research projects are an indisputable
confirmation that the candidate has a significant public contribution to the teaching and
research activities at the university and the academic environment of the professional field of
"Administration and Management". The presented results indisputably prove the high
activity and achievements of Chief Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov as a researcher and an
established lecturer at university, national and international level.

In Protocol No 8/15.05.2024 the Habilitation Council of UNWE gives its positive
opinion on the potential participant in the competition Chief Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov and
unanimously voted that his candidacy meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements
adopted by the Academic Council of UNWE.

With justification and reasoned reasoning, it can be concluded that the candidate
in this competition meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements for occupying the
academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE and has achieved a significant over
fulfillment.

4. Evaluation of the candidate's teaching activity

The candidate has extensive teaching experience since 2009, initially as a part-time
assistant, and since 2016 as a full-time lecturer at the Regional Development Department.
The official notes for internship and academic employment issued in connection with the
competition show that as of 10.04.2024. Chief Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov has 7 years and 6
months of work experience at the UNWE, of which 5 years. and 11 months as "Chief
Assistant™ and with a total score of 1075 hours of lectures exceeds the required minimum for
classroom occupancy during the period from the academic year 2020/2021 to the winter
semester of the academic year 2024/2025.

During the specified period, the candidate lectured in 15 academic disciplines in the
EQD of Bachelor and Master, including: "Financing of Regional Projects”, "Regional
Management”, "Public-Private Partnerships”, "Smart Business Models and Public
Procurement”, "Introduction to Management”, "Economics and Management of the
Regions"”, "Innovation and Competitiveness of the Regions”, etc., which proves his
competence in the scientific specialty of the announced competition. A high achievement is
the candidate's participation in long-term teaching mobility in the period 26.10.2023-
27.12.2023. under the Erasmus+ program, when Chief Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov conducts 40
hours of lectures in a foreign language at Neapolis University Pafos (NUP), Paphos, Cyprus
on the following courses: "Regional Management", "Strategic Dimensions of the Green Deal
in the EU", "European Financial Instruments”, "Cross-Border Cooperation”, “Public-Private
Partnerships — Local Investment Instrument”, "Digital Transformation and Local Self-
Government".

Considering the analyzed results in the teaching activity of the candidate, it can be
categorically concluded that Chief Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov has the necessary
qualification, competence and preparation to occupy the academic position of Associate
Professor under the announced competition.



5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers/publications

For participation in the competition for the academic position of Associate Professor
Chief Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov presents a diverse palette of publications, including: 1
textbook; 1 independent monograph, 1 monographic book, published on the basis of a
defended dissertation for awarding the educational and scientific degree of "Doctor",
participation in 2 collective monographs with separate chapters; co-authorship in 3 scientific
publications in journals, refereed and indexed in world-famous databases; 8 articles in
specialized scientific journals, indexed in other international databases with scientific
information, 16 papers, 6 of which were presented at conferences abroad). The publications
do not repeat those presented by the candidate when acquiring the degree of "Doctor" and for
acquiring the academic position of "Chief Assistant".

From the presented scientific works, it is established that the research activity of the
candidate is focused on current issues in the subject field of two main areas: regional
management and financing of regional projects. Undoubtedly, the main place in the scientific
production is occupied by the monographic work "Regional Management"”, published by
UNWE Publishing Complex in a volume of 126 pages. The second scientific direction is
represented by the scientific and applied results, which the author systematizes in the
textbook "Financing Regional Projects”. Numerous articles and reports confirm that Chief
Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov systematically acquaints the scientific community in Bulgaria and
abroad with the achievements of his scientific work.

The author demonstrates good knowledge and skills for interpretation of theoretical
and analytical statements in the areas under study, defends his theses with arguments,
demonstrates critical thinking and gives specific proposals for improving the processes in
regional management. A large part of the publications is cited by other researchers, which is
a testament to the positive perception of the theses and results of the scientific research of
Chief Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov.

The analytical review of the scientific papers and publications of Chief Assist. Dr.
Georgi Tsolov, allows to highly appreciate their scientific content, their usefulness for
practice in terms of the achieved research results and their full compliance with the
requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at the UNWE.

6. Synthesis of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the
candidate

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to the candidate

recommend in the future Chief Assist. Dr. Georgi Tsolov to make purposeful efforts to
implement independent publications in refereed and indexed in world-famous databases with
scientific information. As a necessary condition for achieving this goal, | consider his more
active participation in international and national research, which would broaden and deepen
his further scientific searches.
